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POLICE MAKE 
FIRST RATO

Ninety Pints Beer Found in 
Raid on Clubrooms in 

Negro Section.

Rager’s volunteer police force, as 
their first act of office, swept down 
on the Idlewild clubrooms, in the 
Ranger negro flats, and confiscated 
90 pints of choc beer, a short time 
after noon today.

J. L. Chance, J. T. Hughes, civil­
ian policemen, and Sam Vire, day 
policeman, found the illicit liquor 
stored on the first story of th*e build­
ing.

No arrests were made at the time 
of the raid but parties are expected 
to be apprehended before tonight.

The force encountered no trouble 
in taking the beer, all of the negroes 
being on the top floor of the club­
rooms playing pool.

The beer was brought to the po­
lice station and stored, pending ar­
rival of members of the sheriff’s de­
partment.

The beer was bottled in a variety 
of containrs, ranging from bona fide 
beer bottles to cast o ff tomato catsup 
bottles. One pint of corn whisky was 
found in the raid.

The raid was the first act that 
members of the newly organized vol­
unteer police department have par­
ticipated in.

OF SMALLPOX HA!

Approximately 1500 School Children 
Have Been Vaccinated 

Authorities Say

Death Toll Reaches 
25 In Mine Disaster 
Late Reports Show

By United Press.
TIMMINS, Ont., Feb. 13.— The 

death toil in the Hollinger Consoli­
dated mine disaster stood at 25 to­
day.

During the night 18 bodies were 
recovered in addition to seven al­
ready found. Fourteen men were 
still trapped on the 550 foot level 
and hope that they might be alive 
was all but abandoned.

Of the 51 miners entombed after 
fire broke out Friday, 12 were res­
cued alive.

With over 3500 rural people and 
approximately 1500 Ranger school 
children vaccinated both city and 
county health officers think that the 
smallpox epidemic that threatened to 
penetrate Ranger has been curbed.

During the past week all of the 
school children of Ranger and East- 
land have been vaccinated by local 
doctors. Children -who reported to 
school this morning without bona I 
fide vaccination certificates were ex­
cluded from school until such certifi­
cates were received.

According to Dr. W. C. Palmer, 
Ranger health officer, there are on­
ly four cases of smallpox in Ranger 
at the present time. The four homes 
are under quarantine. Several cases 
have been reported at Butler’s camp, 
about five miles west of Ranger.

Dr. Palmer is of the opinion that 
the actions of *,he school board in 
having each student vaccinated will 
prove to be extremely beneficial.

“ It is the best thing that could 
have happened,” he said. “ If the eoi- 
demic had taken a severe hold in 
Ranger the schools would have been 
placed under quarantine, which 
would necessarily place the whole 
town under quarantine.

“ It is my opinion, as health offi­
cer, that all those in town who have 
not been successfully vaccinate 1 
within the last five years should he 
vaccinated at once.

“ When smallpox breaks out in a 
home the entire household is placed 
under quarantine and natural!? 
works a hardship on every one con­
cerned.”

According to Dr. A. K. Weir, coun­
ty health officer, there are 60 or 70 
cases reported in the rural districts 
in the Ranger territory. Fourteen 
homes have been placed under quar­
antine and more are due.

The most severe seats of the epi­
demic is at Colony, several cases be­
ing reported just across the line in 
Stephens county. Pleasant Grove, I 
Bullock and Okra also repoi-t several 
cases in the schools.

Practically all of the schools of tro 
rural districts will be vaccinated with­
in the next few days and Dr. Weir is 
of the opinion that physicians will 
have the epidemic under control with­
in 10 davs time.

He has 
been in Ranger about three years.

Others who will occupy positions 
in the new bank, have not as yet been 
selected.

Workmen were busy Monday clean • 
ing up the outside of the bank and 
repainting the floors and interior por­
tions.

A member of the state banking 
commission will be in Ranger Wed­
nesday morning to deliver the char­
ter of the institution and business, 
will open at that time.

Educated Abroad

failures At Home
MANILA.— Where .do we go from 

here?
That, in effect, is the question 

which thousands of Occidental-edu­
cated Oriental youths and maidens 
are asking today throughout the Far 
East as they stand on the threshhoid 
of adult life with many bard years 
of study behind them and a highly 
uncertain future ahead.

In virtually every country of the 
Orient this problem is present to 
greater or less degree. It may be seen 
here in the Philippines; it may be 
seen in China, Japan, Korea, Siam-- 
countries representing a wide variety 
of advances toward Western material 
standards, hut all find it a puzzle to 
lit the Occidental-educated student 
to his Oriental environment.

Boiled down, the situation seems 
to be that although every one of 
these countries has urgent, need for 
well-educated young men and women, 
the educations at present provided 
are all tco frequently not of a sort 
destined to prove of much value in 
the places where they must be ap­
plied.

In the Philippines, it is often point­
ed out that education tends to turn 
out “ white collar workers” — especial­
ly lawyers— whereas the Islands need 
trained agriculturists above all. The 
same thing is frequently said in Ha­
waii.

Japan abounds) in clerical workers, 
many of whom have excellent educa­
tions along classical and even along 
technical lines but cannot apply them

China’s prevalent disorder renders 
it hard for even the most skilled 
young Chinese engineer or other 
vitally-needed man to apply himself 
effectively. In Pekin an American 
institution turns out trained physi­
cians of the highest order who are 
direly needed throughout the whole 
suffering country but who not un­
naturally try their hardest to obtain 
teaching and hospital jobs rather 
than go forth and, engage in hazard­
ous and unrenumerative practice in 
poverty-stricken villages.

Since ;Siam is known as one of the 
best-run and most advanced of the 
Far Eastern countries, it is interest­
ing to note the Bangkok Daily Mail 
editorially declaring that conditions 
there complete a “ de-educational 
process” of foreign returned students 
within six months.

Denouncing the prevalent system 
as “ insidious” 'but “ spirit-breaking,” 
the paper portrays ‘young men re­
turning here imbued with lofty ideals 
of work and hopes for accomplish­
ment, beaten down so effectively 
that where a few months ago nothing 
was an obstacle, they have come to 
the point Avhere nothing matters.”

Instances are citeol of a young 
man trained in teaching made a de­
partment clerk; of an engineer like­
wise made a clerk, in a non-engineer­
ing department; of another engineer 
forced to teach French and English.

“ Don’t send students abroad,” 
urges the Mail. “ Save the govern­
ment’s money and put an end to this 
spirit-breaking’ de-educational sys­
tem.”

Interest Continues 
To Grow In Favor of 

Texas U. Building
By United Press.

AUSTIN, Feb. 11.— Organization 
work in preparation for the Ex-Stu- 
dents’ association campaign for three 
university union buildings at the 
University of Texas is now under 
■way and some half dozen towns have 
already formed local committees to 
carry on this work during March, it 
has been announced here.

Belton, Temple, Waco, Hillsboro, 
Cleburne, Waxahachie, Corsicana and 
Mexia have been visited by a team 
composed of Williani L. McGill, vice 
chairman of the campaign committee; 
John A. McCurdy, executive secre­
tary of the Ex-Students’ association, 
and Harry D. Cross, financial advisor, 
and other towns will be visited in the 
next two or three weeks. Former 
students in these towns have been 
enthusiastic over the project spon­
sored by T. W. Gregory, members of 
the committee said, and have given 
assurance that the goal of $500,000 
will be reached easily.

Gregory, McGill, McCurdy and 
Cross will meet with former students 
in Dallas and Fort Worth on Mon­
day, Feb. 13, and similar meetings 
are planned for Wichita Falls, Am­
arillo and other towns in that section 
of the state during the remainder of 
the week. Later, similar trips will 
be made to Beaumont, Port Arthur, 
Galveston, San Antonio and the 
southern portion of the state. At 
these meetings local organizations 
will be formed for the drive, which 
is expected to start in March.

The propect. is an effort on the 
part of ex-students and friends of the 
school to raise ,$500,000 as their part 
of the cost of a group of university 
union buildings, to cost between $1,- 
000,000 and $1,500,000. The board 
of regents of the school has agreed 
to appropriate $600,000 toward the 
project.

Three buildings are planned. The 
union building proper will furnish 
office space for the fifty-odd student 
organizations, including offices for 
student self-government officials, 
glee clubs, band, debating societies 
and other organizations along with 
special reading rooms, lounges and 
other conveniences. In the same 
building will be an auditorium to 
seat approximately 1,500 persons for 
the use of such organizations as dra­
matic and debating societies. The 
Ex-Students’ association will also 
have offices in this building.

Another building will contain an 
auditorium to seat from 8,000 to 10,- 
000 persons and gymnasium facilities 
lor men students. This auditorium 
will be used for convocations of all 
students, concerts by famous artists 
and lecturers, and similar events, in 
addition to housing the physical 
training activities of the school.

The women’s activities building and 
gymnasium will provide a third audi­
torium, between the other two in 
size, and will care for the women’s 
physical training program and also 
for all women’s organizations and 
activities.

That the city of Eastland acquire 
the land on the south side of the 
Bankhead highway and along the 
Leon river in the eastern portion of 
the city and make a park of’ it in or­
der to prevent it being built up with 
undesirable and unsightly buildings) 
and for the further purpose of re­
moving the dumping grounds nearby, 
was advocated by J. E. Lewis before 
the Eastland Rotary club at its regu­
lar meeting and Lunchean today.

regard to the matter.

Water Committee
Meets In Fort Worth

By United Press.
FORT WORTH, Feb. 13— The spe­

cial committee named to advise the 
board of directors of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce in the Colo­
rado river water rights controversy 
met here today to prepare its report.

The recommendations contained in 
the report probably will form the 
basis of the chamber’s decision on 
the compromise offer of the Insull 
hydro-electric powrer interests in the 
water rights controversy.

The Insull interests have offered 
to use only 580,000 acre-feet of 
water annually from the river in- 
stead of the 1,250,000 acre-feet they 
now hold rights on. The balance of 
the water would be used for irriga­
tion and municipal requirements.

In the opinion of President R. W. 
Haynie of the chamber, none of the 
water of the Colorado should be used 
for power development. All of it 
should be reserved for future agri­
cultural development, he believes.

Major John B. Hawley, prominent 
hydraulic engineer, heads the com­
mittee which met here today. Other 
members were Clifford 13. Jones, 
Spur; W. P. Hallmark, Dublin; Dr. 
P. C. Coleman, Colorado, and J. A.

Disaster Sweeps 
Europe, 91 Are Dead

McClure and Groves have not been 
seen since they left here for the state 
penitentiary where they were taking 
the prisoners.

OHIO COAL - 
STRIKE IS 

IMMINENT
Forty Thousand Miners Are 

Idle and Their Children Are 
Ragged, Facing Starvation.

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Feb. 13.—  

Ohio’s greatest industry, bituminous 
coal mining, virtually was paralyzed 
today with complete abandonment of 
many of the mines contemplated.

Forty thousand miners are idle. 
Their children are ragged. Starva­
tion is imminent. Sabotage and riot­
ing are frequent and the climax is 
still in the offing.

The strike— one of the most bitter 
dramas in the history of the country 
— has been in effect since last April 
when the Jacksonville wage agree­
ment guaranteeing skilled miners 
$7.50 a day expired.

That dairy cows may be kept prof­

itably on the farm is proven by rec­
ords kept on four cows by Richard 
Brown, farmer of near Rising Star. 
Mr. Brown sold only the butter from 
his cows, three of which he milked 
nine and one-half month and then 
added the fourth cow, milking the 
four for the remainder of the year. 
The neat profit realized was more 
than $300. In addition Mr. Brown 
had the use of the buttermilk which 
he fed to his hogs and chickens.

Accurate record of the production 
of butter from the cows and of the 
sales were kept by the month and 
were as follows:

Petting To Continue 
Until Novelty Wears 

Out Savs 16 Year Old
By United Press.

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Feb. 13.—  
Boredom may cause high school youth 
to stop petting and playing with hip 
pocket flasks, but agitation against 
youth’s so-called uprising will have 
little effect, in the opinion of East 
High school students here. ,

East High school, Columbus, re­
cently attracted widespread attention 
when “ The Rampant Age,” work of 
Robert S. Carr, an 18-year-old East 
High school youth, called attention 
to alleged activities of wild youth 
here.

Shortly after publication of the 
book a prominent young sophomore 
girl in East High was asked for com­
ment as to real conditions there, as 
to the views of her sex toward liber­
ties taken by the young women of 
tender years.

The history of petting to this par­
ticular young woman— she was only 
16— was vague. “ I don’t know when 
these conditions started, or how,” she 
said. “ They’ve been going on as long 
as I remember, and I’ve been going 
out for years now.”

East High school students, she said, 
did not look upon petting as a prime 
necessity of life and she suggested 
that the custom was becoming so 
general that it might be killed off 
eventually because of the very fact 
that the novelty may wear off.

“ We like it,”  she said, referring 
both to petting and drinking, J'and 
we’ll probably keep right on with it 
until it begins to bore us. I don’t 
know what we’ll do then.

“ After all, what is a person to do? 
You go out on triple date and all the 
other girls neck. You hate to be a 
bum sport, and that’s that.”

The 16-year-old girl, who is known 
to newspaper people m Columbus, 
made statements about high school 
life here that would make some of the 1 
statements in “ The Rampant Age” 
seem antiquated.

“ I don’t know why someone hasn’t 
written it before,” she said, “ except 
that the high school kids are the only 
ones who really know what’s going- 
on. The parents don’t know and the 
teachers don’t know. The parents 
wouldn’t know what to do if they did 
find out, so they don’t try very hard. 
They’d tell us that petting and drink­
ing and so on all were wrong-. But 
they couldn’t convince us.”

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Farm Improvement 
Principal Business 
Development in Year

AUSTIN, Feb. 13.— “ Possibly the 
outstanding 'development during the 
year 1927 was the improvement in 
agriculture,”  according to Bervard 
Nichols, editor of the monthly Texas 
Business Review, published by the 
bureau of business research of the 
University' of Texas. “ For several 
years prior to 1927 agriculture was 
passing through a rather prolonged 
period of unfavorable returns,” Mr. 
Nichols observed. “ The situation 
was changed about the middle -of. 
last ybar and the general farm price 
index has been above the all commo­
dity index since that time.

“ The first month of the new year 
changed the situation very little and 
the outlook for agriculture is encour­
aging for the first half of the year 
at least,” Mr. Nichols said. “ Frost 
damage early in January has been 
largely overcome; the loss of crops 
will be largely overcome by higher 
prices. Decreased acreage of some 
early truck crops tVill be made up by 
larger plantings of others. Excellent 
headway in early plantings is being 
made in the valley and the winter 
garden sections, according to the 
Texas Market News Service. Ship­
ments of fruits and vegetables from 
these districts are very heavy.

“ Mloisture fell generally over the 
state early in January and weather 
since that time has been such as to 
encourage growth of fall grains ar.d 
winter weeds and grasses .Before the 
rains, fall grains in North and North­
west Texas were deteriorating very 
rapidly; improvement since has been 
very marked. Winter pastures are 
holding up fairly well and feed is 
ample where needed.

“ Prices for most farm products re­
corded but small changes. Fruits and 
vegetables were mbstly upward, es­
pecially after the frosts. Citrus fruits 
were quited at higher prices. Corn 
prices were marked up but wheat 
dropped slightly in .sympathy with 
larger shipments from Canada and 
Argentina. Cotton prices also tended 
down.”

WASHINGTON. —  “ What’s the 

matter with congress?” The question 
isn’t brand-new and it has met nu­
merous answers. But, perhaps 
through delicacy, one doesn’t often 
ask a congressman that. I put it up 
to Congressman Huddleston of Ala­
bama because George has sense, be­
cause he was oiie of the few congress­
men one could think of who wouldn’t 
answer “ The republicans,”  “ The 
democrats,”  or “ Nothing!”

“ Congress,” he answered, “wants 
to be ■ re-elected. Congressmen do 
just what they think will get them re­
elected. They’re trying to be and do 
just what they think their people 
want them to be. They’re holding 
the mirror up to their districts.

“ Some constituents don’t care how 
pitiful a man is so long as he does 
what’s wanted. Some, who want a 
good man, are deceived.

Dominant Interests.
“ Congressional districts are not 

controlled on a per capita basis. The 
congressman merely represents the 
dominant interests in his district, 
those which control the elections 
along with nearly everything else.

“ Sometimes he is controlled by a 
mere political boss and his aspiration 
is to do what the boss wants him to 
do. In that case he holds the mirror 
up to the boss.

“ In many other districts, influen­
tial groups and organizations control 
him. He need only marshal enough 
of those behind him to insure his 
election. When he holds the mirror up 
to them and assumes the role of the 
man they want him to be. Sometimes 
these groups control the political boss 
himself, in which case the congress­
man may be controlled directly either 
by the boss or groups.

“ The state banks of Texas no 
longer have before them the specter 
of that monstrosity, known as the 
guaranty fund law— that Utopian 
dream, that in effect made the safe 
and dependable banker pay the losses 
of incompetent bankers and the de­
falcations of crooked bankers.

“ Texas needs an adequate commer­
cial practice act.”

HAMBURG.— Friends of Latin- 

America here have just created a new 
organization to be known as the Ceu- 
tro-Ibero-Americano de Intercambio, 
a voluntary movement for German- 
Epanish-American co-operation.
