Men Resign at Noon Monday, 
But Chief Fills Ranks 

With New Men,

Three members of the Ranger Fire 
Department today at noon handed in 
their resignations to Fire Chief 
George Murphy, when they were in­
formed that the city commission 
would not allow a raise in salary at 
this time.

The men, Bryan Parrish, driver; 
Quicy Hammett and Charlie Isbell, 
firemen, laid aside their uniforms im­
mediately after a small fire on Mel­
vin street had been extinguished.

-Fire Chief Murphy stated this a f­
ternoon that the men asked him to 
apply to the city commission a few 
days ago for a raise in salary a?ul 
at that time informed him that if it 
was not allowed they would resign 
their positions.

Murphy referred the matter to 
Police and Fire Commissioner L. R. 
Pearson, who refused to allow the 
salary raise.

Pearson stated that the city was in 
no position at this time to allow a 
raise in salary for any of the city of­
ficials. He further stated that taxes 
were, coming in slow and that the ex­
penses of the city were such that a 
raise in salary could not be conscien­
tiously given.

The firemen stated that their sal­
aries ranged from $100 to $110 a 
month and it is understood that they 
asked for a flat rate of $125 a month. 
The men are &lso furnished their 
rooms at the firehall.

The firemen told Murphy Sunday 
night that they had agreed that tbev 
should be paid a higher salary and 
that if they didn’t get the raise they 
were “ going to quit.”

Dalton Reese, driver, was the only 
paid fireman, besides Chief Murphy, 
that did not hand in his resignation 
this afternoon.

Murphy immediately engaged 
' Blackie Ricker, Ernest Brumlow and 
Bonds Martin to fill the places of the 
vacated firemen.

Hammett has also been acting as 
night sergeant on the police force.

Louisiana Man Says 
Saw Horned Frog In 

Stone 31 Years Ago
Will Calhoun, former Eastland 

county citizen now living in Lousi- 
iana in a letter to Dan Boone, county 
surveyor of Eastland county, who is 
also a pioneer citizen of the county, 
states that he saw the horned frog in 
the cornerstone of the old Eastiand 
county courthouse. Calhoun’s letter 
written from Rayville, La., follows:

“ Dear Dan: I see in the secular 
press a writeup and some comment 
as to a horned frog found in the cor­
nerstone of the Eastland county 
courthouse at the recent wrecking of 
the building.

“ You of course remember well that 
I, too, was present at the laying of 
the cornerstone, and that we both 
played in the band on that memor­
able occasion.

“ The day after, or at least a day 
or two after the occasion you and I 
were near the building, then under 
construction, discussing events of the 
occasion and by common consent we 
went to the cornerstone and you re­
moved the temporary covering from 
over the receptacle in the stone and 
there was, as we had heard, a horned 
frog in the receptacle.

“ The laying of the cornerstone was 
in the last days of July, 1897. I did 
not see the receptacle finally closed. 
As I remember there was a tempor­
ary cover kept over the receptacle in 
the stone for several days before it 
was finally closed. You know how 
those things generally are.

“ I am not concerned much about 
science or scientists and I, by no 
means, undertake to identify frogs 
but I sure do remember that we saw 
a horned frog in that hole.”

Mi\ Boone, who superintended the 
construction of the old Eastland 
county courthouse does not remem­
ber’ the details of the cornerstone lay­
ing, but he says that whatever Cal­
houn says is true, he is sure.

HEAVY FLOW OF LOANS
INTO GERMANY NOTED

BERLIN.— The influx of foreign 
capital into Germany in January 
shows a sharp increase, totalling 86,-
900.000 gold marks against 200,000 
gold marks in December, and 13,800,- 
000 gold marks in January, 1927.

This total was divided among seven 
loans, the largest of which was 84, 
000,000 marks for the Westphalian 
Electric company floated in New 
York, the remainder being small loans 
floated in Holland.

Four loans were issued on the in­
ternal market in January totalling
257.600.000 gold marks, which was 
approximately 27 per cent of the to­
tal in 1927. Of this amount 250,- 
000,000 gold marks was for the Ger­
man dye trust, 5,000,000 gold marks 
for the Ludwig Loewe company, and 
the rest as municipal loans for the 
city of Koenigsberg.

They Poured It On Me,”  Is 
Only Comment of Defendant, 

W ife Weeps at Verdict.

Henry Helms, charged with rob­
bery with firearms in connection with 
the robbery of the First National 
bank of Cisco on December 23ri, 
last, was found guilty and his punish­
ment assessed at death by the jury in.1 
the 91st district court here. The 
case, which had been on trial before 
Judge Geo. L. Davenport since last 
Monday, went to the jury at 4:20 
o’clock Saturday afternoon. The 
verdict was returned at 10:20 o’clock 
Sunday morning. Helms’ attorney 
will ask for a new trial.

Helms showed no signs of emo­
tion when Judge Davenport read the 
juiVs death verdict in open court. 
Helms’ wife, seated by his side, ut­
tered a sob and began crying when 
Judge Davenport spoke the word, 
“ death.” The defendant’s father, 
who was also near him, spoke to him 
in a consoling manner. Helms’ five 
children, three little boys land one! 
girl, the oldest 14 years, who were 
in the courtroom most of the time 
during the trial, were not present 
when the jurys’ verdict was read.

After reading the jury’s verdict, 
ludge Davenport took a poll of the 
jury, asking each man if the verdict 
just read was his vote, and received 
an affirmative answer from each 
juror.

As the poll of the jury was being 
taken Helms, who sat with his eyes 
focused on the floor at his feet, rais­
ed his head, lighted a cigarette and 
began smoking.

Accompanied by two officers, to 
one of whom he' was handcuffed, 
Helms walked back to the Eastland . 
county jail where he has been confin­
ed since the time of his arrest on. 
December 3Gg at . Graham where a 
posse of officers and citizens had 
trailed him.

As he was being escorted up the 
steps at the jail Helms remarked to 
the officers with him, “ Well, they 
poured it on me.”  After entering- 
the jail and as he was being placed 
in his cell, one of the inmates of the 
jail, addressing him, said: “ What did 
they do?”  Helms replied, “ They did 
it.”

Helms, 31 years of age, a rather 
large square built man weighing 
about 185 pounds, dark hair that is! 
turning gray, and which he combs; 
in pompdour fashion, light complex­
ion and gray eyes, is the son of Rev.| 
J. C. Helms, minister of Oklahoma 
City.

Helms is the second of the alleged 
bandits who robbed the First Nation­
al bank of Cisco on December 23 at 
which time Chief of Police G. L. 
Bedford, former Eastland county 
sheriff and veteran peace officer, 
and Policeman Goo. Carmichael were 
fatally wounded, a number of citizens 
injured and more than $12,000 taken, 
but which was recovered, to be tried 
and convicted on the robbery with 
firearms charge. Marshall Ratliff, 
one of the alleged bandits, was tried 
in the 91st district court a few 
weeks ago, given a life sentence and 
is now serving time in the state 
penitentiary.

Robert Hill,' another member of 
the alleged gang, entered a plea of 
guilty to the rosbbery with firearms' 
charge, and is in the Eastland county 
jail awaiting trial.

L. E. (Louis) Davis, the fourth 
member of the gang, died soon after 
the hold up from wounds received in. 
the fight with officers.

The testimony of witnesses in the 
trial showed that Henry Helms stood' 
at the side door of the bank with a 
pistol in each hand firing both direc­
tions in the alley where Chief Bed­
ford was stationed at the east end 
and Policeman Carmichael at the 
west end.

Escaping from the bank at the1 
side door the four bandits entered 
their car, which was stationed in the* 
alley, and, using two little girl cus­
tomers of the bank, as shields from 
the bullets of the officers and citi­
zens, dashed, out of town. They 
were forced to abandon their wound.- 
ed companion and with him the loot 
taken from the bank, and were cap­
tured a few days later after a fight 
with the officers near South Bend in. 
Young county.

By Professors As Venus Takeoff Nears

s Ohio astronomers, will accompany 
i Robert Condit, of Condit, 0.. when 
1 he starts from Miami Beach, Fla., on 
his rocket journey to the planet Ven- 

, us late this month. 
j Dr. Jermrfin G. Porter, director of 
| the observatory at the University of 
i Cincinnati, who is a mild little man 
1 and hates to discourage any project 
in the interest5 of science, doesn’t ex­
actly condemn the proposed flight, 
hop, voyage or whatever sort of trip 
people make in rockets, but he is 
rather doubtful on several points.

To begin with, says Dr. Porter, the 
distance from Miami Beach, to the 
closest part of Venus is about 28,- 
000,000 miles. Dr. Porter lays no 
claim to comprehensive knowledge of 
pyro-technics, ibut he did advance 
the belief that it would be a signal 
engineering achievement to construct 
a rocket with power to carry it that- 
far.

Of course, he pointed out, after 
Traveling 15,000,000 miles of the 
distance, more or less, the gravity of 
Venus would do the rest. However, 
another obstacle crops up right here, 
as obstacles will. Should Condit’s 
conveyance deviate an inch from its 
selected course, his chances of reach­
ing the much sought planet would 
be rather null, not to say void. In 
such event, Dr. Porter says, the roc­
ket would shoot past Venus and 
meander about the universe for sev­
eral million years. That is, if it 
didn’t collide with sc me other heaven­
ly body such as. the sun or one of the 
stars. :

And another thing: it seems »hat 
Condit has not arranged for a fire­
man to maintain a fire beneath his 
rocket after it passes beyond the 
range of the earth’s atmosphere. It 
has been proved that the ether 
throughout the universe will not 
support flame any more than it will 
life.

Which leads to the question, "what 
will the prospective trans-univcrsal 
aviator use for a i r ? T h e  problem

rf food is comparatively simple, inas­
much as he might be able to pack 
enough condensed milk, sardines, and 
things into a rocket to last fifteen 
years—if the rocket is large enough. 
But air?— Dr. Porter shook his head 
gravely, saying nothing.

There is also the possibility that 
if Condit should complete his jour­
ney, both his machine and the plan­
et would de-atomize; or he entireley 
disintegrated, as it were.

However, that is only the scien­
tific s:de of the matter. To the lay­
man, many oher horrible difficul­
ties suggest themselves. Granted 
that Condit arrives at Venus, how 
will ho be treated by the inhabitants, 
if any?

Unless he shaves before he makes 
his appearance at the Venusian air­
port— or rocketdrome— his visage 
will be so obscured by earthly whis­
kers that no one will recognize him. 
And maybe the people there don’t 
have the same kind of whiskers.

Then, there is the mater cf styles, 
something of importance to every 
American man. He may be dressed 
in the latest earthly attire and find 
the Venusites still wearing fig leaves 
— or some other kind.

Condit has refused to take any­
body along on his perilous voyage, 
and it appears he will have a lone­
some time for more than a decade, 
if not forever, as the planet may be 
uninhabitated.

Prof. Edmund S. Manson, cf the 
astronomy department of Ohio State 
University, wasn’t the least bit op- 
tomistic about the project and seem­
ed to have no scruples about dis­
couraging ambitious rocket-hoppers.

"Why, the man is absurd,” said 
Mason. "His rocket is absurd. The 
whole plan is absurd. He has about 
28,000,000 miles to travel where he 
will have no oxygen to breathe, and 
if he tages enough along tc survive 
the trip, he won’t have any when he 
gets there. And if there is no oxy­
gen, there are no inhabitants,”  the 
professor pointed out.

However, in the face of all un­
toward incidents, both astronomers 
agreed that the starting of he rock­
et from the earth would make a love­
ly fireworks exhibition.

WASHINGTON— When politicians 
fall out, honest voters sometimes are 
permitted to kick them in the pants. 
True, the voters do not always fall to 
this task with all the gusto that might 
be desired, but that’s their own busi­
ness.

It may be doubted whether the se­
lection of residential candidates of­
fers as good an example of this truth 
as some of the senatorial and guber­
natorial contests, but it is conceivable 
that some of the ordinary voters may 
actually have something to say this 
year about the choices of the conven­
tion.

The ray of hope appeared when 
Hoover’s managers decided to fight 
Senator Frank Willis in the Ohio pri­
mary for convention delegates and to 
enter primaries in other states whose 
politicians had planned to send fa­
vorite sons or uninstructed delega­
tions. It may be that Hoover will 
lose his shirt in some of these pri­
maries, but at least the voters will

called “ Mr. Insull’s vote” in the sen­
ate.

If young Bob La Follette hadn’t 
suspected that Mr. Coolidge would 
accept another nomination and that 
certain conservative gents were plot­
ting to thrust it upon him, that mean 
anti-third term resolution never 
would have been passed.

If someone hadn’t begun to smell 
something unusual, one or all of Mr.

the Hoover Armageddon. On that 
day primaries are held in Ohio, Mas­
sachusetts and Pennsylvania, which 
have 169 delegates to the republican 
convention. Previously, Hoover will 
have won 33 delegates from Michigan 
and 11 from New Hampshire and 
Lowden or someone else presumably 
will have captured nearly all the 122 
delegates from Illinois, North Da­
kota, Nebraska and Wisconsin. Hoov­
er is assured of a healthy platoon 
of delegates in subsequent primaries, 
but the dominant politicians of Ohio, 
Massachusetts and Pennsylvania have 
refused to put up a Hoover slate.

After the 24th, there will be much 
more light on the claim that Hoover 
is the choice of the great majority of 
republican voters. That claim is what 
Hoover is trying to establish in those 
three primaries. It has not been 
proved to date.

Hoover will invade the three states 
only because the politicians have fal­
len out. In Ohio, for instance, every 
effort was made by the Hoover gen­
erals to arrange the eventual delivery 
of the Willis delegates to _ Hoover. 
There are scheming politicians and 
scheming Hoover politicians. The lat­
ter include such veterans as Walter 
Brown, recently appointed assistant 
secretary of commerce; Secretary' 
Work, Postmaster General New, Og­
den Mills, and Senators Moses and 
Edge.

There may be little choice between 
the .rival sets of politicians, but the 
Hoover politicians have the advan­
tage of possessing a real candidate, 
whereas the eastern anti-Hoover poli­
ticians merely ask the voters to leave 
everything in their hands with the as­
surance that it will come out all right.

MEXICAN OFFICIALS
QUICK WITH ENGLISH

By United Press.
MEXICO CITY.— Knowing only 

the English language is no bar to 
Americans who come to Mexico. Or, 
one might say there is no bar where 
English is not spoken.

After nearly three weeks in Mex­
ico, Will Rogers insisted that the only 
thing Mexico City lacked were signs 
in the shops and other public places: 
"Spanish, spoken here.”

Probably one out of every 10 Mex­
icans speaks English. It is possible*! 
for a person to transact business in a , 
half-dozen places in a single day j 
without the necessity of speaking, 
Spanish. There are hotels and busi-! 
ness houses where almost every em- i 
ployee understands English. Persons 
who try to learn Spanish through a 
course of instruction from a Spanish 
teacher frequently find that the op­
portunities for practice are likely to 
be limited because the fact that you 
appear a foreigner will immediately 
cause those with whom you come in

contact to start speaking English.
Newspaper correspondents whose 

knowledge of spoken Spanish is 
small are sometimes embarrassed to 
find _ their questions to government 
officials in halting Spanish answered 
in perfect English. Most Mexicans 
are instinctively courteous and only 
too pleased to talk to a foreigner in 
his own language and for this kind­
ness and their extraordinary quick­
ness in grasping the intricacies of 
English, most foreigners are duly 
grateful.

Margaret Dillon holds a pacing 
mark of 1 :58 1-4.

Another Pennsylvania champion 
back in the days of 1894 was Robert 
J., bred at 'Williamsport, Pa. Robert 
J.’s mark was 2:02 1-2.

Peter Manning, champion trotter 
of the world, hails from the Hanover 
show farms, at Hanover, Pa. This 
great horse has a mark of 1:56 3-5. 
Guy McKinney, the trotter who at 
three years old in 1926 won more 
money than ever before, was credited 
to one harness horse, of any age or 
gait, also hails from the Hanover 
show farms.

Guy McKinney’s mark is 1:58 3-4 
and last year the horse was acclaimed 
the four-year-old champion trotter.

Henry Oliver of Pittsburgh owns 
Peter Scotty 2:05 sire of Rose Scott,. 
1:59 3-4 and Highland Scott, 1:59

1-2, the only three-year-old pacer in 
the two-minute class.

Dillon Axworthy, 2:01 1-4, one of 
the most noted sires in the harness 
world, is owned by and spent the 
greater part of his life at the Han­
over show farms.

Clayworth, 2:05 1-4, winner of the 
$20,000 Hotel Secor trot at Toledo, 
Ohio, during the grand circuit meet­
ing last year, was sired at Washing­
ton, Pa., by Axworthy.

It was over a Philadelphia track 
in 1903 that Prince Alert made his 
best record, 1:59 1-2.

These are only a few of the out­
standing Keystone state horses in the 
harness world. The record books of 
the harness tracks bear evidence that 
Pennsylvania, in the harness racing- 
world at least, can be ranked along 
with Kentucky as a breeding ground 
for fast horses.

Editor Celebrates Anniversary Of Paper
Founded in 1878 As Amateur Publication

By United Press.
FRANKLIN, Pa., Feb. 25.— James 

B. Borland, 66-year-old managing- 
editor of the News-Herald, has just 
celebrated his fiftieth anniversary as 
publisher of that paper.

It is just half a century ago since 
his 16-page daily was only a little 
sheet of four pages, two columns to 
the page— a strictly amateur affair. 
The boys set the type themselves and 
pressed off the edition, which was 
very limited ,at one of the weekly 
newspaper offices in Franklin.

The type was set in the medicine 
room of Borland’s father, who was a 
physician, and who wrote the saluta-

association for many years, and is 
one of the best known newspaper 
men in the state.

During his life time as a,publisher, 
he has evolved a code of ethics and 
fair play which offers a model for 
the small town newspaper:

1. Do not rush into print with the 
name of a first offendbr in police

2. Be especially careful about the 
names of individuals and the proper 
spelling of place names. A man likes 
to see his name Correctly in print, and 
incorrect items have no place in a 
newspaper.

3. Write the news as it is. Hew to 
the facts.

-—in addition to carrying out his edi­
torial duties.

Borland has a quiet philosophy 
which he expounds in his daily col­
umn, founded on the love of nature 
and the health and happiness of hu­
manity. Good health, good friends 
and unselfishness, he says, should be 
the outstanding characteristics of life.

“ If you are not selfish, you are 
putting others ahead of self in ren­
dering service that is of benefit to 
the entire community. A clean life 
is the only kind that pays dividends.”

Borland’s entire life has been spent 
in the newspaper game, and he is 
proud of it. He has published two 
nature books, “ Up the Creek,”  and 
“ Wood Roads and Water Ways,” and 
he is just completing the writing of 
manuscript for “ Fifty Years in the 
Newspaper Game.”

Stephens County To
Grade Road Between 

Ranger And Caddo

OUT OUR W A Y

Wayne C. Hickey, secretary of 
the Ranger chamber of commerce, 
was advised this morning by Com­
missioner Downing of Breckenridge, 
that the four-mile stretch of road 
that separates the Stephens and East- 
land county pavements from Caddc- 
to Ranger, would be graveled the 
entire length and that the rough 
rocky stretch of road that has been 
almost impassable would be aband­
oned.

Hickey, S. W. Bobo and Lee Walk­
er, representing Ranger, petitioned 
the commissioner Saturday to put 
the road in shape for travel and 
the commissioners’ court acted fa­
vorably upon the petition.

A right of way has been secured 
through the farms belonging to Jim 
Ingram and his father and a new 
stretch of road will be constructed Iri: 
order to eliminate the rough portion.

Hickey was advised this moruirg 
that an engineer would start wo.k 
this morning mapping out the new 
stretch and that work would be start­
ed immediately upon it.

The new road will have a clay ba ,e 
and be graveled from the end of the 
Ranger pavement to the beginning 
of the Caddo pavement.

The Caddo pavement ends on the 
top of Six Mile Mountain and from 
that point to the Eastland county 
pavement, the road has been almost 
impassable for over a year.

The stretch of unpaved road has 
been a bone of contention between 
Breckenridge and Ranger for years.

Ranger contended that the Caddo 
merchants bought their goods from 
Ranger wholesalers due to the fact 
that it is closer to Ranger than it is1 
to Breckenridge and that it was nec­
essary to have a road that would he 
passable in all kinds of weather.

Breckenridge, however, has refus­
ed steadfastly to do anything about 
the unpaved portion of the road.

'Sleep has been a mystery of the 
ages, and upon the solution of 
dreams many a reputation has been 
made or lost. The exact nature of 
sleep and its causes are not yet thor­
oughly understood. The value and 
necessity of natural sleep for human 
beings is universally recognized. It 
was once an adage that the require­
ments as regards sleep were, six 
hours for a mjn, seven for a wom­
an, eight for a child, and nine for a 
fool. And someone has recently re­
marked, in referring to the modern 
youths, that they* never want to go to 
bed the same day they get up. It has 
never been conclusively settled whe ­
ther man can constantly work by day 
and sleep by night to better advan­
tage than to sleep by day and work 
at night, but it. is proven that only 
those animalq that are naturally night 
prowlers can work by night to no dis­
advantage.

j So many factors enter the problem 
as to the number of hours of sleep 
that no rule can be laid down which 
will cover all adults except this one 

j — a sufficient number of hours of 
undisturbed sleep should be had to 
restore the energy expended during 
the previous waking period. If this 
is not had, the balance will be lost, 
and, sooner or later, health will break 
down. In the case of children, 
growth enters the problem as well as

expended energy, and this growth ra­
tio must be reckoned with.

Something goes on during sleep 
which cannot be duplicated by food 
or rest or any other method of re­
storation yet devised. Sleep may be 
extremely deep with one person and 
extremely light with onther, yet the 
same number of hours in each may 
achieve the same results. A dream­
less sleep appears to be most benefi­
cial, but dreamless sleep is not al­
ways deep. A fairly good guide in 
determining the hours of sleep which 
any person, young or old, should have 
is to give the person all the sleep he 
can use. Many children are allow­
ed up until late at night and then

have to be called and shaken to get 
them up in the morning— a sure sign 
that they need more sleep. Up to the 
eighth year a normal child who is ac­
tive all day can well use 12 hours of 
sleep. From this age on, the hours 
of sleep may be very gradually re­
duced.

Adults must work out their own 
schedules, but be sure to get plenty 
of eslep. Train yourself to sleep
