AUSTIN, Feb. 9.—The state text-
book commission met here today to
select books for the public schools of
Texas for the next school year.

Selections will' be made for six-
year periods on tests in algebra, ag-
riculture, chemistry, civies, geogra-
phy, Latin, physical geography, phys-
ics, primers, first' readers and sixth
readers. The contracts to be awarded
will' mount into the millions.

Attempts to cut down the number
of books required by re-binding books
now in use was first proposed. Esti-
mates were made showing a large
saving. Bids were received and re-
jected.

/ Judge O. C.' Funderburk of East-
land, who was recently appointed as-
sociate justice of the Eleventh court
of civil appeals and this morning took
the oath of office, announced in a
statement to the press that he would

His statement follows: ,

“I have, of course, not accepted
the: appointment with the idea of/
serving only until the next election.
If I have any specidl fitness for the
work, I could hardly hope it would
become generally apparent in so
short a time and I would take too
great a chance of losing a good part
of my present law practice. My ac-
ceptance of the appointment there-
fore means that I shall ask the. peo-
ple’s endorsement at the forthcoming
election. / :

" “When an appointment is made to
fill out an unexpired term extending
beyond a general election, the consti-
tution wisely limits such appointment
to the next general election, thus in
effect providing that the appointment
must then be ratified by electing the
appointee or repudiated by electing
another. By this means, if any ap-
pointee is for any reason objection-
able, the qualified voters of the dis-
trict are given an opportunity to cor-
rect the mistake.

“I had hoped that if Governor

Moody honored me with the appoint-|i .

ment such exercise of his judgment
would be generally approved until

my actual record of service should ! i

indicate whether the selection was
wise or otherwise. I counted on this
so much that I did not expect to have
opposition in the election and I still
indulge the hope that I may be per-
mitted to go to work in peace of mind
and undisturbed by a political con-
test. If, however, this is not to bei
and I have to contest for that part
of the term beyond the election, I
shall endeavor to do so jn such a way
as to interfere with the work of the
court as little as possible.  This

Timber from which Burgess manu-
factured the first pulp paper was
shipped here over the famous land of
the Schuylkill Navigation company.

were shipped away to Philadelphia to

be marketed.

In its busiest days the paper mill
here had a capacity of about nine
tons of paper each day.

Burgess came to this county from |

England a few years before settling
ere. He first located in Philadel-
phia, whereé he worked for a short
time in a paper mill.

The old mill was abandoned for

paper making purposes in the late
90’s. " While ' he 'worked here, in
charge of the plant of the American
Wood Paper and Pulp company, and
for years afterward, Burgess lived in
a fine old mansion on a hill overlook-
ing the plant of his company.

Residents in this section also claim
that it was in thisisame plant that the
first successful 'incandescent electric
light bulb was perfected. This bulb,
while it is said to have worked satis-
factorily, was a crude affair and was
never patented.

But even though he could whip “tha
majority of current heavyweights, his
decision to quit is welcome news.

Other Ring Cases.

Many cases similar-to the Dempsev
case are on record in the history of
the ring.

Goats, Sheep And
Dogs Make Home
In Historic Tree

By United Press.
WEST CONSHOHOCKEN, Pa.—

ably « its largest sycamore tree, a
patriarch of the forest which once
sheltered General Nathaniel Greene,
of Revolutionary War fame, and his
men, has become the abode of beasts
of the field.

Towering 105 feet high, according
to the measurements of E. F. Brouse,
forester for the Valley Forge district,
the huge tree is 30 feet, eight inches
in circumference at a point one foot
above the ground. At four feet and
six inches above the ground its
girth is 25 feet.

A circle .of shade, 117 feet in di-
ameter is cast by the tree.

The lowest branches on this huge
tree, many of which are the size of
an ordinary tree trunk, as 16 feet
above the ground.

The interior of the lower part of
the tree is hollow, rotted away by
the weather of more than a century
and a half. « In this huge hallow, as
large as some houses, a family of
goats, dogs and sheep make their
home.

Traditions of the tree have been
handed down from generation to gen-
eration, and according to legends it
was standing, almost as large as it is
today .when the first white settler
penetrated to this section.

It was beneath this tree, according
to the stories, that General Greene
pitched his‘ tent and established his
headquarters, about the time of the
Battle of the Brandywine and the
disastrous winter at Valley Forge.

Meanwhile the Nationalizt army
met with its first defeat in Shan-
tung; the front collapsed; the ene-
my guns were heard at the very door
of the capital; Generalissiino Chiang
resigned. Once the Nationalists were
brgught face to face with immineat
ruin.

But the movement being symbolic
of the aspiration of the people, couid
not fail; and it exerted its virility at
what was apparently its lowest ebb.
The bloody battle waged in the sub-
urb of the capital—Nanking—turncd
the tide; and for the day the Nation-
alist movement was saved.

THREATENS IDEALS OF CHURCH

for it, the decreased birth rate,
shown previously in other European
countries; is beginning to affect Italy,
too, though in a 'minor degreg, I !

For the year 1924, the.c were 1,-
173,264 births and 662,870 deaths,
showing an excess of births over
deaths of 511,394. ‘ X

In 1925, births numbered 1,156,
428 and dedths 669,640, with a re-
.duced excess of 486,788. In 1926
births surpassed ‘deaths by only 455,
300; 1,184,600 persons being born,
and 679,200 dying. :

The complete figures for 1927 are
fiot yet available, but the returns for
the first’ 10 months show a continu-
ing decrease. .In this period there
were 942,445 births against 532,117
deaths, with an advantage of births
of 410,338.

According to these official fig-
ures, the - birthrate is steadily de-
creasing at an average rate of about
40,000 a year, and the decrease is
progressive.

Neo-Malthusianism,  while  still
largely unpracticed among the labor-
ing and agricultural classes, has made
strides among the wellto-do and
bourgeois population, in spite of all
the recent fascist laws on the subject
and the disapproval of the church.

The policy of fascism is all direct-
ed against any form of Malthusianism
and anti-conceptive practices, as the
numerous laws and edicts on the sub-
dectprove, . i ;

It is a penal offense to sell Mal-
thusian or birth control literature, as
it is also to give or even attend lec-
tures or conferences on the subject.
Any form of birth-control propagan-
da, by way of books, speech, films,
articles or the sale of chemical or
other aids to the prevention of con-
ception is heavily punished by the
law.

The tax on celibates, enforced dur-
ing 1927, and the laws for the protec-
tion of infancy and maternity are in-
dications of state activity directed to-
wards ‘attempts at birth control on
The fi-

celibates on a scale that is regulated
according to their age and monetary
standing, though bringing in 50 mil-
lion lire a year, has its strongest ef-
fect in tending to. bring about an in-
crease in population through the
manner in which it is applied.

NEW YORK.—The Anierican doi-
lar has replaced gold as the general

basis. for world prices and is likely |

to continue to hold this unique posi-
tion indefinitely. Reginald McKenra,
formerly British Chancéllor of- the
Exchequer and now head of the Lon-
don Midland Bank, ranking next to
the Bank of England, is the first fi-
nancier of “European repute to ac-
knowledge this fact. McKenna has
pointed out that America holds 50
per, cent of the total gold of the
world used for currency, and it is un-
likely that this position will be ser-
iously, disturbed. 5

By making dollars instead of gold
the basis of world prices is meant
that most foreign nations in their in-
ternational financial arrangements
must . discuss balances in terms of
American curency, rather than themr
own. The American dollar has so
much gold behind it that it cannof
fluetuate very much. Other curren-
cies, however, although nominally on
a gold basis, are in possible danger,
for the most part of losing their gold

. The' German currency is now on a
gold basis. But, if world prices were
quoted’ in marks, a situation might
arise threatening Germany’s solven-
¢y and marks would fall as they did
after the world war. No such cata-
strophe is possible, as far as the fu-
ture can be foreseen, concerning dol-
lars. The dollar is fixed for a gen-
eraton at least. Its purchasing power
can thus serve as a regulator for the
world. As the dollar’s ability to buy
commodities moves up or down, the
world’s economists can calculate that
the result§ are due not to any fear cf
the dollar falling,in value but to oth-
er 'definite causes, such ‘as scarcity
or abundance ~of commodities o
movements of international trade.
That is to say, the dollar is anchored
to half the world’s monetary gold sup
ply and its gold value does not move.

This situation might conceivably
change if the United, States were to
engage in a reckless Tourse of grant-
ing foreign loans. Should billions of
dollars be thrown away in grants to
creditors, who, when the time for re-
payment came, could make no returs,
