How Thomas L. Blanton, congres-
sional candidate, had saved huge
sums of government funds by un-
ceasing vigilance over the treasury
and “‘single-handed” rights ‘“‘against
graft, from the petty items that bene-
fit congressmen to the $800,000,000
grafted by the shipping board” was,
recounted to a Ranger audience last
night at the Christian tabernacle by
the candidate himself.

“Until recently, when the Wash-
ington préss reporters kept back from
the public the real situation, thus
forcing me to carry a personal mes-
sage to the people, no other member
had' been in more constant attend-
ance upon the house proceedings; or
given more active and.painstaking at-
tention than I had to all business.

“We still have in our army 8,720
more officers and 23,560 more men,
and we still have in our navy 3,923
more officers and 40,920 more men,
than we had when the war began
in 1917; notwithstanding that since
the war we have discharged and put
back into private life 174,025 offi-
cers and 3,343,213 men from the
army and 23,287 officers and 40,-
920 men from the navy, all seasoned
and well trained, upon whom this
country could safely rely, 1f trouble
comes.

It appears that the newsstands
of Herrin, which is a town of ten or
eleven thousand, were “informed”
that if they sold out-of-town papers
containing accounts of the fighting
‘roughly handled.’

be ‘even more than unpleasant. At
any’ rate, the newsstands closed up.
The newspapers of Herrin published
almost nothing of the massacre, we
are told, and the scene of the slaugh-
ter had less news of it than any place
in the country, almost.

“But though readers of newspapers
were unable to buy them from the
front of the newsstands, the back-
door entrance and an extra price—as
you would expect in bootlegging op-
erations—afforded a way around the
prohibition unofficially placed on
news by Herrin. A package is hand-
ed out amid considerable mystery up-
on receipt of the newly ‘“adjusted”
purchase price. When unwrapped and
unfolded, it is the newspaper with the
truth about the massacre in it.

“The embargo of Herrin on the
facts of Herrin’s disgrace is not so
strange a thing. In every town there
are those who believe that the func-
tion of newspapers is to ‘boost the
home town and not stir up all this
trouble.” ‘Stirring up all this trou-
ble, according to this formula, is
nothing more nor less than printing
the unbiased truth about unpleasant
conditions that ought to be remedied.

NEW YORK, June 29.—Amaze-
ment is expressed by shipping men
here that congress has officially
learned that whiskys, wine and liquors
are being sold on Ameérican ships. The
sale of liquors aboard ships, which is
prohibited on land, has been going
on far such a long time that shipping
men firmly believed that congress
was fully aware of the practice.

It was pointed out that numerous
senators and othér officials of the
government have travelled on' Ameri-
can ships' and must have observed the
freedom with which it is sold. Mem-
bers of the Anti-Saloon league, or
kindred organizations, and clergymen
have travelled on the ships on which
liquor was dispensed.

One shipping man said:

“The American ships are far more
popular than the foreign ships which
come into New York. The George
Washington went out last week with
more than 1,900 passengers. No for-
eign snip, no matter what her size is,
has taken out as many passengers
this spring, as the George Washing-
ton did last week. I believe that the
‘exposure’ will make the American
ships more popular than ever,”

It has been common knowledge
among shipping men that the Vol-
stead law mnever was enforced on
Anierican ships. At no timle were the
ships “dry.”

Beer for 10 Cents.

On every table in the dining room
of the ships, or in the smokmg rooms,
are elaborate “wine lists.” They in-
form the passengers that champagne
can' be purchased for $5 a quart.
Scotch whiskies, such a Haig and
Haig, Johnny Walker, and others, are
sold for 20 cents a drink.: American
rye whisky is sold for 25 cents a drink
and draught beer for 10 cents a glass.

The sale of liquor is not confined
to the ships of the United States ship-
ping board. They are also soid on
the ships of the United American
lines,~ the Munson line, the United
Friit company, and other American
steamship lines.

Unlike the bars on foreign ships,
the bars on the American vessels are
only open during limited hours. On
the George Washington, for instance,
the bar is cpen only between 11 a. m.
and 1 p. m., and from 4:30 p. m. to
11 p. m. The bar is shut down at 11
o’clock at night sharp. As a result
there is far less over-indulgence re-
ported by passengers on'the Ameri-
can ships than is reported by passen-
gers on foreign ships.

The bars on American ships, like
those on foreign ships, are closed
when the “three-mile-limit” is reach-

-ted when arriving from foreign ports.

They remain closed until the, ship
reaches’ the three-mile-limit on its
outward trip.
Bars Sealed on Arrival.

Government officials board the
American ships, as they do the for-
eign ships, when they reach their
docks and seal the bar-room and
liquor store rooms. The seals are not
renioved until the ship is beyond the
territorial limits of the United States.

The American ships take on their
liquor supplies at Plymouth, Cher-
bourg or German ports. Enough is
taken to last for a round trip.
