The Rev. A. W. Hall, pastor of the 
First Methodist church, has arx’anged 
with the R. L. Flowers evangelistic 
party of Dallas, to conduct his an­
nual revival. The party is composed 
of Evangelist R. L. Flowers, Mrs. R. 
L. Flowers and A. J. Flowers.

Evangelist Flowers is one of the 
greatest evangelists of the Methodist 
Episcopal church, south. There are 
fifty-seven men who belong to this 
organization. They hold their an­
nual conference sometime during the 
Christmas holidays. Their appoint­
ments allow them to work anywhere 
in the United States. Evangelist 
Flowers is a member of this picked 
bunch of evangelists of his church. 
His work takes him to many differ­
ent states. He is one of the young­
est of the- general evangelists, yet 
one of the most successful. Dur­
ing the last ten years he has seen 
about 32,500 in his meetings. This 
year something like 2,500 have been 
forward in his campaigns. Mr. Flow­
ers does not take a singer with him 
He directs the singing and also does 
the preaching.

the evangelist. While Evangelist 
Flowers is a Miethodist, his brother 
is a member of the Baptist church. 
A. J. Flower has had as much ex­
perience with the youth as any one 
in Texas. He was for a number of 
years secretary of the Y. M. C. A. 
in some of the largest Y. M. C. A ’s. 
in the United States. However, for 
the iast seven years he has been giv­
ing his entire time to Sunday school 
work. He was for five years the 
religious work director of the First 
Baptist church in Houston. Rev. Jas. 
Leavell, pastor of the Baptist church, 
has this to say of his work in Hous­
ton •

“A. J. Flowers was for five years 
associated with me as paid Sunday 
school superintendent of the First 
Ba'ptist church of Houston. He took 
a small and insignificant Sunday 
school and in five years he built one 
of the greatest Sunday schools in the 
southwest. There is no line of church 
work with which he is not acquainted. 
He is wonderfully well equipped for 
the evangelistic work. He will be 
a blessing to any community where 
he may work.”

Grimes was found guilty of the 
charge and sentenced to four months 
in jail and fined $100.

RIO GRANDEIS 
AGAIN RAMPANT 

NEAR EL P.AS0

EL PASO, Sept. 3.— Five hundred 
persons were temporarily homeless 
in El Paso and vicinity today as the 
result of the Rio Grande breaking 
through its levee after a rise which 
exceeded that of last month. A side 
c u r r ljV  two feet deep was running 
through the Mexican quarter here at 
10 o’clock this morning, five blocks 

,from the river bed, but the flood was 
receding.

The outlying districts are flooded. 
The American Red Cross, Die Mexi­
can Blue Cross, city and county offi­
cials and other agencies are provid­
ing relief for the sufferers. Soldiers 
from Fort Bliss are guarding the 
homes of refugees to prevent loot­
ing. Most of the damage was by 
back water and only about 40 houses, 
these being of adobe, were wrecked.

Much damage is feared in the cul- 
ti 'ated farms along the lower sec­
tions.

UNUSUAL BOOK IN
UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

AUSTIN,— An unusual volume in 

the Garcia collection ! of the Uni­
versity of Texas is the book of the 
Augustinian Order of Monks con­
taining the vows of all who joined 
the order from 1537 to 1672. As 
this is the original volume, and the 
only one in existence, it contains 
many priceless autographs. Each 
vow had to be witnessed by several 
persons who were often men of high 
standing in the affairs of the gov­
ernment.

As this book was started 20 years 
before the establishment of the Uni­
versity of Mexico, and many of the 
monks were connected with the uni­
versity ,it forms a valuable link in 
the history of the institution.

Each person 'taking the vows was 
allowed to decorate the page in the 
book devoted to his signature as he 
chose. As a result the book con­
tains many illustrations and much 
ornamental writing.

It is interesting to note that the 
national library of Mexico is now 
Loused in the m,onastary formerly 
occupied by the Augustinian order 
which had so great h part in the edu­
cational affairs of the country.

Slums of New York
Sterling Holloway, a son of Prof. 

R. F. Holloway, superintendent of 
schools in the Ranger independent 
school district, who arrived from 
New YorW last week to visit his 
parents, will leave tomorrow for 
Chicago, where he goes to attend a 
meeting of the National Students’ 
Council of the Y. M. C. A., of which 
he is the secretary. The! council 
meets Sept. 5 to 10.

Mr. Holloway is a senior academic 
and a senior law in the University 
of Texas. During the summer he 
studied social service work at Co­
lumbia university in New York, ob­
taining both theoretical and prac­
tical experience. During the day­
time he was largely in and about 
the university, where everything is 
artistic, restful and elevating to the 
senses, but he roomed in the heart of 
the slum district on the east side, 
where the seamy side of life is seen 
and the struggle merely to live is dif­
ficult. Mr. Holloway said that in 
the block where he had his room 
there are about 3,000 children who, 
with the grown folks, made a l^rge 
slum colony that is-just one of many 
similar colonies.

Mr. Holloway is president of the 
University of Texas Y. M. C. A. 
After the meeting of the “ Y” in Chi­
cago, he will go directly to Austin 
to resume his college work.

GIANT AIRCRAFT BROKEN IN TWO 
BY FALL; COMMANDER WITH FOUR 

OFFICERS AND NINE MEN KILLED
Encounters Terrific Wind Storm in Ohio Which Rips Seams and 

Sends Her Hurtling to Earth. One Texan Among Dead and 
Another Texan Becomes Ranking Officer. Two Men In­
jured and One Missing. Dirigible Is Wrecked.

LIGHTNING MAY 
HAVE STRUCK 

SHENANDOAH
Surviving Officer of Watch 

Says Electrical Storm
Was in Progress.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3.— The 

dirigible Shenandoah was struck by 
lightning and" cut in half at 5:35 
o’clock this morning, acccording to 
a dispatch said to have been* re­
ceived here, but the message did not 
state who was authority for the 
statement.

According to a statement by' Lt. 
Commander Rosendal, survivors of 
the disaster will arrive in Philadel­
phia tomorrow morning.

AVA, Ohio, Sept. 3.— Lt. Com­

mander C. E: Rosendal of Cleburne, 
Texas, ranking survivor of the 
Shenandoah, took charge of the 
wreck of the once mighty airship to­
day. Conducting himself like a true 
sailor, Rosendal quietly directed the 
relief work, advised t.he men and 
filed occasional reports to Washing­
ton. Only now and then did his 
quivering muscles betray the strain 
under which he was laboring. He 
was on watch when the dirigible 
broke.

“ I had just gone on watch,” he 
told the United . Press. "There was 
an electrical storm in progress. We 
must have been sailing between 
Byesville and Pleasant City at about 
that time. The ship was making no 
headway. . She had been blown from 
her course. We were headed due 
north and when stnxck by the twister 
were flying about 2,500 feet high. 
The twister shot us up about 7,000 
feet. As she crashed, the ship made 
two violent plunges and broke near 
the middle. The control car, in 
which all the passengers were offi­
cers, was attached to the forward 
end. The strut supporting the cabin 
snapped and it dropped to the 
ground like a hunk of lead. You 
know the result of that sickening 
drop.”

CA;MBRIDGE, Ohio, Sept. 3.— The navy dirigible Shenan­
doah was forced down at Aya, 11 miles south of here, during 
a terrific wind storm shortly after 5:45 a. m. today. All avail­
able ambulances and doctors were sent at once to the scene.

The giant craft crashed into two sections when it fell. ‘ The 
Shenandoah was attempting to soar around a miniature hurri­
cane when a firece “blast ripped her seams and sent her hurt-.

DIRIGIBLE IS 
TOSSED ABOUT 

LIKE FEATHER
Twirls and Twists in Storm, 

Tosses Men From Cabin and 
Whirls Into Pieces.

The crew was composed of 38 of­
ficers and men. Commander Zachary 

j Lansdowne, whose home was in Grand 
Rapids, Mich., was killed, and with 
him twelve others were repoi’ted dead 
in the first list of casualties received 
here at 10 o’clock this moiming. Oth­
ers are missing and may be dead. 
The thirteen named in the first list 
include :

CAMBRIDGE, Ohio, Sept. 3.—  

Whirled through space, twisted and 
tossed until she broke into pieces, 
the giant navy dirigible Shenandoah 
hurled 14 of her crew to their death 
early today near Ava, -Ohio, and, 
then fell, a total wreck.

Lieut’. E. W. Sheppard, Washing­
ton, D. C., among those missing for 

lseveral hours, was found dead at noon 
-today in a field a mile from the 
wreck. Commander Zachary Lans­
downe pei’ished with his ship.

In addition to the dead, three of 
the crew are unaccounted for and 
'two are injured. Membei’s of the 
ci’ew were scattered over an area 
of _ ten miles as the giant airship 
twirled and twisted, tossing them 

’from the cabins.
Those who witnessed the tragedy 

from the ground described the Shen­
andoah as spinning like a top before 

jshe fell.
! Buffetted by the storm, the giant 
! craft was blown from its course 90 
! miles to the southeast. Unable to 
withstand the gusts, the ship ci'ashed, 
cracking in two. The first section 
shot upward from 2500 to 7000 feet, 
dropping the pilot cabin, which crash­
ed to the ground on a farm. Com­
mander Lansdowne was in this cabin. 
The aft cabins ci’ashed 12 miles dis­
tant.

At this point the crew, apparently, 
were trying to make the Shenan­
doah a free balloon. The engines 
were shut off. Confusion seems to 
have reigned, but , the men stuck to 
their "osts. Ropes were lowered to 
effect an anchor and some tried to: 
slide down them to safety. One man 
jumped from a cabin and landed in 
a tree and was injured. Seven oth­
ers who were in the cabin, stayed on 
the ship and of those only one was 
hurt.

LOIJI SHANCOCK HAD FINE
RECORD AS N A V A L  OFFICER

AUSTIN, Sept. 3.— Lieutenant

Commander Louis Hancock, report­
ed killed in the crash of the Shenan­
doah in Ohio early this morning, was 
a native of this city. His mother 
and three sisters and his widow sur­
vive him. None of them was here 
today, all visiting in the east.

Young Hancock enjoyed an en­
viable record in the United States 
navy. In the world war he was in 
command of a submarine and pi’ior 
to that had been the engineering 
head of a command in the Pacific. 
He was a grand-nephew of the- late 
A. W. Terrell, one-time minister to 
Turkey.

“ WILDWOOD, Mo., Sept. 3.— Mrs. 

Louis Hancock, whose husband was 
killed in the Shenandoah disaster, 
lost her first husband in a similar 
accident. She was the widow of Lt. 
Commander Shell C. Little, who per­
ished when the Andrew Bruce diri­
gible was destroyed by fire in Eng­
land in 1921.

MOTOR ACCIDENTS
CAUSED BY SLEEP

Am erican Expedition
On Seven-Months Trip 
A m ong V olcan ic Isles

By United Press.
RIO DE JANEIRO.— The Ameri­

can schooner “ Blossom,” a vessel 
smaller than Columbus’ flagship San­
ta Maria, left this port after a stay 
here of six months, en route to vari­
ous Islands of the South Atlantic 
where scientific study lasting about 
seven months will be made for the 
Cleveland museum and the New York 
Museum of Natural History.

Captain George Finlay ‘Simmons, 
professor of the Cleveland museum, 
heads the expedition and is accom­
panied by the botanist Professor Wil­
liam K. Cuyler, Captain Titta Van- 
zetti, chief of navigation, and a crew 
of 15 picked men including radio op­
erator, taxidermist and an expert 
game hunter.

The “ Blossom” headed for the 
Islands of Tristao da Cunha and 
Santa Helena after leaving the port 
of Rio de Janeiro. After visiting 
these two islands the ship will touch 
at Ascension, in the middle of the 
South Atlantic, and then x'eturn to 
the United States after visiting Fer- 
ando de Neronha off the coast of 
Pernambuco.

A special study of the evolution of 
the sea and the islands of volcanic 
origin of the South Atlantic, with 
particular attention being given the 
fish, flowers, flora e fauna, will be 
made, Captain Simmons told the Uni­
ted Press.

“ The Cleveland museum and the 
New York Museum of Natui’al His- 
tor yhave sent out many expedi­
tions,”  Simmons said, “ but I believe 
ours is the most important that has 
as yet been entrusted to anyone hy 
those two great institutions. On all 
other occasions the scientists sent 
out by the two museums have been 
given a limited zone to work in and 
their studies have been likewise lim­
ited, whereas we have as our task 
the study of an unlimited number of 
subjects and our studies are not re­
stricted to any one given place.

“ We expect to study everything 
that is studible on the islands we 
visit, and this will take us at least 
another six or seven months.”

For Governor “ Ma” Ferguson in 
her campaign for re-election will be 
opposed by another woman— Mrs. 
Edith Wiimans of Dallas.

Women never fight harder than 
when fighting each other and the 
Texas gubernatorial campaign prom­
ises to be a unique battle from'start 
to finish.

Both “ Ma” and Mrs. Wiimans are 
noted throughout the state as “ po­
litical amazone.” Both are certain 
to take the stump, and the klan is 
likely to figure prominently in the 
contest.

Attacks “ Ma”  and “ Jim.”
Mrs. Willmans has announced she 

will be a candidate for the demo­
cratic nomination, which, of course, 
is equivalent to election, and already 
has started to fight.

Governor Ferguson is a quiet 

woman of the rugged type. She is 
fran k and blunt in her few speeches 
and talks little about things strictly 
political.

Mrs. Willmaiis a Politician.
Mrs. Willmans is a good mixer, 

possibly more of a piltician in the 
accepted sense of the word, and de­
lights in discussing state issues. She 
is the only woman ever electe d to

the state legislature and is an at­
torney: Last winter she was secre­
tary of the house appropriations 
committee.

She can make as good an extem­
poraneous political speech as any 
man, while “ Ma” on public occas­
ions usually reads a brief typewrit­
ten statement.

The only point of similarity in the 
two women seems to be that both are 
excellent housekeepers, for “ Ma” 
still finds time to preserve large 
quantities of peaches.

Mrs. Willmans’ law practice has 
been concerned mainly with cases 
involving domestic relations, but oc­
casionally she handles a criminal 
case. She has three daughters and 
her husbaand is dead.
