Davis Reluctant To 
Enter Politics His 
Aged Mentor Says

CLARKSBURG, W. Va., July 10. 

John W. Davis had to be cussed into 
politics, Dr. J. W. Johnston, the man 
who is credited with starting the 
presidential nominee on his politictil 
career, told the United Press today.

“ I will never forget how I had to 
work on him before he would accept 
his first office,” said Dr. Johnston. 
“ He had been nominated to run for 
the West Virginia house of dele­
gates. He had the idea that because 
he was pretty well fixed financially 
that he couldn’t be the people’s 
choice and should not make the race. 
He was a young lawyer and I had to 
cuss him for about an hour before 
he would come around to my way of 
thinking.”

Clarksburg arose late today after 
a home-town celebration, which last­
ed well into the morning. Petitions 
were being circulated calling upon 
the national committee to come here 
to notify Davis of his nomination.

COLOMBES STADIUM, PARIS, 

July 10.— The stars and stripes were 
flying from three Olympic flagstaff^ 
at the close of the fifth day of track 
and field games, ollowing the win­
ning the first three places in the 
pole vault by the United States. Lee 
Barnes, Hollywood, California, high 
school boy, won the pole vault from 
Glenn Graham of California Tech, 
and James K. Brooker of University 
of Michigan, who were second and 
third respectfully.

Ralph Spearow, University of Ore­
gon, who wifs expected to win the 
event, just came within the money 
by taking 6th place. Although Spea­
row had cleared the bar at 13 feet 

Harvard Stadium, the winning 
height today was 12 feet, 8 1-2 in­
ches. This victory added 20 points 
to the United States, giving the 
Americans a comfortable lead over 
Finland as the hammer throwers ad­
ded 16 more pointy by taking their 
events.

BUENOS AIRES, Argentine, July 

10.— The situation in, Sao Paulo, 
Brazil, where revolutionists have 
seized the reins of the government, 
is * increasingly grave, according to 
advices received here. It is reported 
that the government has not over­
come the revolt and that the mutiny 
is spreading over the nation.

A food shortage is beginning to be 
felt in the city of Sao Paulo, the 
governor of Sao Paulo has either fled 
or been taken prisoner, and con­
ditions are in an uproar. The seat 
of the government is reported to 
have been moved to Santos.

Three federal battleships are now 
in Santos harbor. Five hundred refu­
gees arrived in Santos from Sao 
Paulo, Wednesday, private messages 
said, and the rebels are discussing 
the formation of a new government.

BEAUMONT, July 10.— The first 
arrest for storing gasoline in a gar­
age because of the “gasless Sunday” 
order, was that of D. D. Clark. The 
city fire marshal warned all auto­
mobile owners that gasless Sundays 
in Beaumont were no excuse'for stor­
ing gasoline in private garages. If 
more than a gallon of gasoline is kept 
in private garages other than that 
stored underground, it is a vioation 
of a city ordinance.

Slowly But Surely
Work on the Ranger city filtration 

plant, being constructed at Hagaman 
lake, is progressing rapidly, accord­
ing to M. D. McRimmon, city engi­
neer, who recently accepted the po­
sition when Mr. Colegrove resigned.

Texas Has $200,000 
Inheritance Taxes 

Over the Horizon

AUSTIN, July 10.— The state of 
Texas is now in process of collecting 
about $200,000 inheritance taxes 
from two large estates. The proof 
that must be presented is the actual 
value of the estates that will be re­
quired to pay the tax.

One of these estates is that of P. 
A. Chapman of Waxahachie, which 
is estimated at $3,500,000. The tax 
liability is placed at about $115,000.

The othei’ estate to be taxed is 
that of William Buchanan of Texar­
kana, which is estimated at $2,127,- 
326, calling for a tax of approxi­
mately $85,000.

FOURTH TO NEXT YEAR

The nomination of the Nebraska 
governor was forced by a coterie of 
democratic leaders after he had been 
selected personally by Davis as his 
running mate. His election came 
on the first ballot, furnishing a curi­
ous anti-climax to the fierce battle 
for the presidential nomination, 
which ended in a compromise on the 
103rd ballot.

Selected at Conference.
The selection of Bryan came only 

after the place had twice been turned 
down by progressives proposed as the 
vice presidential candidate. Thomas 
J. Walsh could have had the place, 
but he said he could best serve his 
party by running for re-election to 
the senate. Edwin T. Meredith might 
have been nominated, but he was 
withdrawn after refusing to run 
with Davis on the ground that he 
was too conservative for the agricul­
tural west. Several of the men nomi­
nated for the place were not accept­
able to Davis.

PREMIER MACDONALD 
REPORTS ON CONFERENCE 

WITH PREMIER HERRIOT
By United Press.

LONDON, July 10.— “ We must set­
tle no wthe question of whether or 
not we will put the experts report 
on Germany in operation with full 
agreement among ourselves and with 
Germany prepared to do her^part,” 
Prime Minister MacDonald told the 
house of commons today, upon re­
porting on his conference with Pre­
mier Herriot of France. He said.

“ We believe the American repre­
sentatives on the committee of arbi­
tration ought to act as arbiters in 
the event that the allies fail to reach 
an agreement on the application of 
the Dawes’ report.”

MacDonald said that he refused 
the French request that the question 
of debts be associated with the Dawes 
program. He said that the debts prob­
lem should be discussed privately be­
tween France and England.

Chairman Walsh had turned the g-av- 
el over to Representative Barkley of 
Kentucky, who had great difficulty 
in controlling the crowd after the 
balloting got under way. But the 
dm that marked the earlier sessions 
was gone and the voices rang out 
clear and sharp in the huge hall. 
Would-be humorists made the ballot 
more difficult by voting for men and 
women whose names were unfamiliar 
to the clerk.

Landslide Comes Slowly.
Bryan got under way slowly until 

word was passed around that he was 
Davis’ choice. After one-half of the 
Illinois vote had been cast for Mayor 
John F. Hylan of New York, George 
Brennan, the Illinois “ boss,” led the 
switch which resulted in obtaining 
739 votes for Bryan, or more than 
the two-thirds vote. Franklin D. 
Roosevelt cast New York’s 90 votes 
for Bryan, Mayor Frank Hague of 
New Jersey whipped his delegation 
into line and the landslide was on.

George L. Berry of Tennessee, 
soldier-labor candidate, came out in 
a running start. He finished with 
204 votes after the switching had 
ended, but the soldier-labor crowd, 
aided by a large number of rowdies 
until the latter finally were evicted 
from the hall, kept up a steady call 
for Berry. Alvin M. Owsley, of Den­
ton, Texas, former national com­
mander of the American Legion, was 
withdrawn by Texas, but finished 
with 16 votes. Bennett Clark, a son 
of the late Champ Clark, long speak- 
of the house of representatives, had 
a total of 41 votes, and Mrs. LeRoy 
Springs of South Carolina had 18 
votes. A few votes also were cast 
for Gen. John C. Greenway of Ari­
zona, Gov.

A compilation of 
reports showed that wheat cost av­
eraged $1.24 per bushel, with sales 
value of 99 cents; corn cost 68 cents 
with a sales value of 81 cents, oafs 
cost 52 cents with a sales value of 
49 cents, and cotton cost 22 cents 
per pound with a sales value of 30 
cents. Potato costs varied in differ­
ent sections.

As a peach-loving city, New York 
has no equal in the United States. 
Chicago, with about half the popula­
tion of New York, finds a demand 
for 1,692 carloads of peaches each 
year, while New York uses 3,939 
carloads during the average year. A 
carload carries about 450 crates or 
70,000 peaches.

PRINCIPLES OF THE COUNTY 
CONSTITUTIONAL CLUB

List o£ Candidates of Eastland County and Their Views Con
cerning the Ku K l u x  K l a n  Issue. Read Carefully.

July 2, 1923, The County Constitu­
tional Club of Eastland County was 
organized and adopted in substance 
the following declaration of prin­
ciples; for which it stands:

1. All men are created equal and 
endowed by their creator with cer­
tain inalienable rights, life, liberty, 
the pursuits of happiness and the 
right to worship God according to |he 
dictates of their conscience.

2. The adhesion to all the provis­
ions of the Bill of Rights, and the 
Federal and State Constitutions, with 
their limitations.

3. The security of the people in 
their persons, homes, and property 
from unreasonable searches and seiz­
ures.

4. The enforcement o f  all laws by 
the constituted authority under the 
guaranties of the Constitution and 
Bill of Rights, and that the right of 
trial by jury shall remain inviolate.

5. Freedom of speech and the 
press.

6. Absolute separation of church 
and state.

7. That no religious test shall ever 
be required as a qualification to hold 
any public office or public trust.

8. The endorsement of the funda­
mental principles of government as 
taught by Thomas Jefferson.

9. That no man or set of men have 
the right to lay hands on any citizen 
for the purpose of administering 
private punishment, and denounce as 
un-American and un-Democratic any 
secret oath-bound organization which 
attempts to dominate our politics, or 
that fosters racial hatred and re­
ligious prejudice.

It is the purpose of the club to de­
feat in this county, every candidate 
for office, whose conscience is bound 
by the oath of a Klansman, we hold­
ing that no such person should hold 
any public office for the reason that 
such oath is inconsistent with the 
oath of office as prescribed by the 
Constitution and in conflict with the 
faithful and impartial enforcement 
of the laws of the land. And we 
claim that the Klan as an organiza­
tion is dangerous to our institution, 
engendering discord, hatred, dissen­
sion and strife in every association 
into which it enters, such as lodges, 
churches, schools and business, com­
mercial and social organizations, and, 
therefore, not being born in Chris­
tianity, snould be destroyed. We be­
lieve that the most effective way to 
destroy it is to prevent Klansmen 
from holding any office of public 
trust. The Klansman’s oath is the 
most binding obligation that was ever 
taken by mankind. The Klansman 
swears that he will without excep­
tion “ be faithful in defending and 
protecting the home, reputation and 
physical and business interests of a 
Klansman” and that he will die 
rather than divulge the secrets o f  a 
Klansman, excepting only the crimes 
of treason, wilful murder and rape. 
He swears absolute obedience to the 
edicts of the Imperial Wizard, and 
that he will practice klannishness at 
all hazards in all lines of life. The 
alien world is ostracised in business, 
religious and social life. Dr. W. T. 
Tilly, who was and now is a promi­
nent physician of Muskogee, Okla., 
and who was a high official in the 
Klan organization there, and no 
doubt was and is a good man, having 
joined the order through a belief in 
those principles of the Klan that are 
publicly advertised, said recently: 

* * * Our practices are un-
American and un-Democratic. The 
Czar of Russia, the Kaiser of Ger­
many never assumed more authority 
tfean the Imperial Wizard of the 
Ku Klux Klan, H. W. Evans. His 
(word is law. No one else except they 
be instructed by him can enjoy free 
speech, free press or the exercise of 
American rights. Next in line is the 
Grand Dragon of the State, who ex­
ercises the same authority in the 
same manner in his domain. Next in 
authority, is the great titan, who 
likewise has his authority and the 
next is the Cyclops, who sits on the 
throne and dictates to me and all 
the Klansmen in his local what we 
shall do and what we shall say and 
what we shall not say.” The present 
Constitution of the Klan supports the 
statement of Dr. Tilly. He further 
says addressing his fellow Klansmen: 
“ You as a sensible man, if you will 
tell the truth, know very well there 
is not a chance on earth for justice to 
be meted out to even the members of 
this organization and this is not all. 
You also know that the system in 
vogue is that if a man belongs to the 
Klan and has an office of the city, 
county or state and they decide they 
want something done (it may he 
right or it may be wrong) he is 
brought upon the carpet and his 
orders are issued to him and under 
the hood.”  No secret order should 
control our courts, or any of our of­
ficers in the discharge of their sworn 
duties. In the January, 1924, issue 
of Hearst’s International Magazine, 
it is stated that after the last_general 
election in Georgia the governor- 
elect, Clifford Walker, appeared be­
fore a secret meeting of the Imperial 
Klonvokation of the Klan and was 
introduced by Judge Henry Grady of 
Raleigh, N. 1., who said: “ My fel­
low Klansman, but a short time ago 
the governor of the state of Georgia 
announced that he was going up to 
destroy the Ku Klux Klan; that he 
was, going to make them disrobe and 
was going to put them out of busi­
ness in the state of Georgia, and he 
went before the people of this great 
commonwealth upon that issue; but 
Klansmen, Clifford Walker says to

him, ‘you will not do this thing— 
(great applause)—-because I am go­
ing to be governor of Georgia,’ and 
he is.”  And Governor Walker in 
part replied and this is the way it ap­
pears on the official minutes of the 
imperial Klonvokation. “ KLANS­
MAN WALKER: I want to say to 
you before beginning what I have to 
say, that if, in my administration as 
governor of this state, anybody ever 
gets an indictment against a Klans­
man or a Klan itself for being made* 
up of a personnel of high-minded 
noble gentlemen, I am going to write 
out a pardon immediately, because 
from the looks of this gang you are 
as guilty as a dog. (Great applause.)
* * * If I find that a Klan with­
in the state of Georgia is violating 
the law; or, if I find, incidentally, 
more probable, that somebody in the 
guise of a Klan, is violating the law, 
I am going to— no, I am not going 
into the newspapers; I am not going 
to formulate a platform for a po­
litical race; I am not going to de­
nounce anybody; I am coming right 
here to your leaders and talk to you. 
(Great and prolonged applause, as­
sembly arose to its feet.)”

Just think and reflect for one mo­
ment— a governor of a great state 
in a secret meeting of the Klan as­
suring Klansmen that whatever 
crimes they commit he will talk the 
matter over with them. Well, that 
is ’ what a Klansman swears he will 
do.

Dr. Tilly further says that if any 
person takes an active stand against 
the Klan organization they will re­
sort to all sorts of schemes, and tac­
tics to bring into disrepute such per­
sons and will slander and villify him 
and ruin his character if necessary 
to accomplish such purpose.

In the same issue of the same 
magazine this is.said: “ The method 
employed to get rid of a judge who 
opposes the Klan is explained by the 
Kligraph of the Capitol City Klan at 
Austin in a report to A. D. Ellis, 
Beaumont, Texas, who stated therein 
that .District Judge James R. Ham­
ilton of Austin had openly attacked 
the Klan and it was the opinion of 
the Klan that the Judge should be im­
peached or recalled. He says: 
“ * * * \ye not af. present
know just what assistance from the 
outside we are going to need, but 
there is one thing that we do know 
most positively and that is that to 
ever have a peaceful community 
Judge Hamilton will have to be im­
peached for the articles published by 
him, or recalled if it is within the 
power of the citizens to do so. If 
you could send us a man who could 
take up this matter and investigate 
its merits thoroughly, and help us 
over the rough places he would be 
of a wonderful help not only to us 
but to the cause in Texas.’ ‘

Judge Hamilton was the district 
judge that presided at Georgetown 
in the trials of four Klansmen indict­
ed for whipping, tar and feathering 
Mr. Burleson near Taylor; one was a 
Baptist preacher convicted for swear­
ing a lie before the grand jury in an 
effort to shield fellow Klansmen. All 
were sent to the penitentiary.

“ In this same letter the Kligraph 
gives an account of a Klavelkade 
(meaning a meeting) at Austin 
which was attended by members from 
Austin, Bastrop, Elgin, Lampasas, 
Manor, San Antonio, Taylor, Buda, 
Gonzales, Burnett, Kyle, Hutto and 
others which resulted in the killing 
of one man unfriendly to the Klan. 
This did not disrupt the meeting as 
the report states:

“ * * * w e not however,
get that far along with our meeting 
due to the enemy starting trouble 
with our guards stationed around the 
meeting place. While we were in the 
midst of our initiatory work the 
enemy opened fire on our guards, 
the fire was returned and it develop­
ed about 30 minutes later that one 
of their number was killed. None of 
our men were injured. We contin­
ued our initiation with the informa­
tion to the men that the reports 
heard were from fire crackers. After 
the initiation Judge Carter of San 
Antonio made us a wonderful and 
greatly appreciated talk. He had 
hardly finished when our guards re­
ported that the enemy about 75 
strong had congregated on the cor­
ner half a block away and suggested 
to avoid any further trouble that we 
adjourn, which was done.’ ”

A Klan organ, the Oil Belt News 
of Eastland, edited by a radical 
Klansman, has been carrying on for 
some time a campaign of slander and 
villification of one of the ablest and 
most honorable district judges in our 
state— the Honorable George L. 
Davenport, and other upright and 
honorable people of our county for 
no other reason than they are mak­
ing an active fight on the Klan or­
ganization and Klansmen who are 
seeking to fill our public offices.

That the leaders of the Klan or­
ganization practice deception is but 
exemplified by what happened in our 
county recently. An unsigned cir­
cular letter was sent out to desig­
nated citizens reading as follows:

“ Our religion, our homes, our busi­
ness, our lives, and all we hold dear 
are dependent upon the principles of 
our government. These principles 
must be maintained or we suffer. 
Believing you are vitally interested 
in our American ideals, you are in­
vited to be one of the guests to en­
joy the wholesome- entertainment 
which, will be provided at the meet­
ing indicated on the enclosed card.

The card is not transferable.”  An 
admission card accompanied this no­
tice, and designated the Odd Fellows 
and Knights of Pythias hall as the 
place of meeting. One would nat­
urally infer that it was a move of 
one of those benevolent orders, but it 
was nothing other than a Klan meet­
ing for the purpose of securing mem­
bers in the Klan— deception. If an 
organization is for good government 
and the Christian religion why prac­
tice such deception, why wear a 
mask, and why should the members 
deny their membership?

Hiram W. Evans, the “ Tooth Den­
tist”  of Dallas and Imperial Wizard 
to whom all Klansmen have taken an 
unequivocal oath of -allegiance has 
openly stated that the Klan is not in 
politics. Billy Mayfield, editor of 
the Mayfield Weekly, an official or­
gan of the Klan, says that it is, and 
so does the Oklahoma Herald, a Klan 
organ— which has told the truth? We 
all know that the Klan is in politics. 
We hear Klan ministers preach poli­
ties from the pulpit. In the last pri­
mary election in Eastland county the 
Klan distributed circulars, endorsing 
Klansmen for office under the pre­
tense that those candidates stood for 
the tenets of the Christian religion. 
The identity of the Klan was not re­
vealed. Talk about Christianity! 
Listen, the Oil Belt News of East- 
land, a Klan organ, edited by a no­
torious and irresponsible Klansman 
is trying now and has been trying for 
some time to divert the minds of the 
people from the Klan question in 
order to put in office in Eastland 
county Klansmen. The Constitution­
al Club was organized in July, 1923, 
and the Klan organ in November 
following said editorially:

“ At the proper time the -Daily Oil 
Belt News will take up the political 
situation in Eastland county in a 
systematic way. Facts and figures 
will be shown just how much money 
was expended on highways and for 
other purposes,” together with the 
names of those having these matters 
in charge. This will be legitimate 
news and from the records— so cer­
tainly no one. can object— with any 
degree of merit to their protest.” Of 
course, the author of that article had 
no intention of giving the public the 
benefit of the facts, as revealed by 
its subsequent policy of repeatedly 
misrepresenting the facts and of 
slandering good people. It clearly 
shows, however, that the Oil Belt 
News intended to divert the minds of 
the people from the Klan question 
to the road question. The road ques­
tion was made an issue in the last 
election two years ago and^Klansmen 
rode into office on that issue with­
out the people knowing that Klans­
men were fighting for office. Klans­
men, as a whole were elected— the 
county attorney, the commissioners’ 
court, the sheriff, the county clerk, 
the county judge of the county court 
at law, the tax collector and the tax 
assessor. They have been in abso­
lute control for the past two years. 
It is the duty of the county attorney 
and not that of the judges to ferret 
out and prosecute violations of the 
law. Why did not the county attor­
ney, Mr. Barnes,- with the assistance 
of the commissioners’ court, file a 
complaint against someone for hav­
ing swindled Eastland county? Why 
did he not with such assistance which 
was promised the people bring suffi­
cient facts before any one or more 
of the twelve grand juries to author­
ize an indictment and conviction.; But 
the Oil Belt News, the mouthpiece 
for the Klan, in effect, says the 
gi‘and jurors were corrupt. Of 
course that is not true and it was 
known to be false when the state­
ment was made. We vouched for 
the integrity and honor of the men 
who served on those twelve grand 
juries— they are honorable and up­
right men. The Oil Belt News has 
waited since November, 1923, to pub­
lish facts and names as it then prom­
ised it would do, but it says in May, 
1924, “ There will be plenty of cam­
paign material published in the Oil 
Belt News before the primary.”  
What! that Klan organ honestly 
serving the people of this county, and 
faithfully and truly informing them 
as to the people’s business. Well, it 
is but a policy of deception. They 
conceal their identity, and they try 
to conceal their purpose.

We maintain that if any officer 
of this county, past or present, or 
other person, has defrauded Eastland 
county out of one penny that such 
person should be sent to the peniten­
tiary.. The Klansmen whose duty it 
is to ferret out crime and prosecute 
criminals have been in control of our 
executive offices for nearly two 
years and have failed and neglected 
to even file a complaint. We say 
that the Oil Belt News, a Klan or­
gan, and some Klansmen are merely 
trying to deceive the people for the 
second time on the road question for 
the purpose of electing klansmen to 
our public offices.

Two years ago candidates who 
were Klansmen denied to the people 
that they were members of the Klan. 
Some may make such denials this 
year, but we are furnishing you be­
low the names of the various candi­
dates and how they stand on the Klan 
question to the end that you may not 
be deceived in the coming election. 
You can rely with absolute certainty 
on what we say in that connection.

Jesse R. Smith is a candidate for 
State Senator for the district in 
which Eastland county is situated. 
He resides in our neighboring county

to the north— Stephens— where he 
has resided since 1909. Judge Smith 
has held many positious of promi­
nence, is a graduate of the State 
University and is a man of honor and 
integrity. He is a Christian gentle­
man, 50 years o f age, well qualified 
for that office and * is not now a 
klansman, and does not believe in 
those principles practiced by the 
Klan and which are being denounced 
by us as un-American and un-Demo- 
cratic.

Judge Smith is being opposed by 
Hon. B. L. Russell of Baird, Texas, 
who is a Klansman and who is being 
supported by the klan in this county. 
Harry Tom King is also his opponent, 
and though he is not a klansman, he 
resides at Abilene, Texas, and in a 
county whose interests are not in 
harmony with the interests of East- 
land and Stephens county.

M. H. Hagaman of Ranger is a 
candidate for the legislature for the 
106th district. Mr. Hagaman has 
been a citizen of Eastland county 
since young manhood, prominent in 
the religious, social, political and 
commercial life of this county. No 
better man ever lived. He is pure, 
upright, fair, conscientious, capable 
man and strongly opposed to the 
Klan organization. He is not a 
Klansman.

Mr. D. J. Neil of Okra is his op­
ponent. He has been a member of 
nearly every political organization or 
move in the past, has practically 
spent his usefulness, and was the 
floor leader of the Klan forces in our 
last county Democratic convention.

J. Frank Sparks of Gorman is a 
candidate for Representative for the 
107th district composed of Eastland 
and Callahan counties. Mr. Sparks 
is a bright young lawyer. He was 
born on a farm in Bell county, work­
ed his way through the public schools 
and graduated from the University 
of Texas in 1913, and graduated 
from the law department, of that in­
stitution in 1917; served in the army 
in the world war, and began the prac­
tice of law at Gorman in 1919. He 
is_ ambitious, capable, honest and 
will make us an excellent Represen­
tative. Mr. Sparks is not a Klans­
man.

J. J. Brown of Kokomo is oppos­
ing Mr. Sparks, and is being support­
ed Ly the Klan.

Miss Beulah Speer of Rising Star 
’ s running for the office of County 
School Superintendent and is well 
qua ified for the position. Se is a 
fine young lady and has no oppon­
ent. She is not a member of the 
Klan organization.

Hon. Geo. L. Davenport of Ranger 
is a candidate for re-election to the 
office of District Judge for the 91st 
Judicial District. He is now serv­
ing his first term as Judge by elec­
tion, having held such office but a 
short time by appointment prior to 
his election. Judge Davenport has 
been a resident of Eastland County 
since 1880, excepting a few years 
residence in Jones county. He was 
admitted to the bar in 1898. Judge 
Davenport served Eastland county as 
County Attorney for four years from 
1900 to 1904. His record as County 
Attorney was excellent. He is a 
nephew of Major J. H. Davenport, 
who was one of the ablest lawyers in 
West Texas during; his day and who 
served this county in the State Legis­
lated He is of one of the finest 
and best families in Texas; his abil­
ity as a lawyer is recognized by law­
yers at home and at a distance. Judge 
Davenport has made one of the best 
records as District Judge as was ever 
made by any District Judge in Texas. 
He is a judicial temperament, fair, 
clear in his decisions, quick to grasp 
legal questions involved in cases com­
ing before him, and in character is 
as pure as a woman. His honesty and 
integrity has never been questioned, 
except by a klan organ, the Oil Belt 
News, or a klansman. No man. wom­
an or child, who has known Judge 
Davenport for any length of time be­
lieves such attack. We know that it 
is false and made for no other pur­
pose than to try and replace him by 
a klansman. Judge Davenport is not 
a klansman.

Judge Joe Jones is his opponent. 
Judge Jones has not had the experi­
ence or training in the law that is 
so necessary to qualify a person for 
the position of District Judge. Judge 
Jones admits that he is a klansman, 
and says that he is proud of it.

W. .H Sewell, candidate for Judge 
88th District Court, is 47 years of 
age and has been in the active prac­
tice of the law for twenty years, 14 
years spent in Abilene. Texas, where 
he was engaged in some of the most 
important litigation in that part of 
the country. He has been in the ac­
tive practice of law in Eastland coun­
ty for the past six years. During 
part of 1919 and 1920 as assistant 
county attorney he prosecuted all the 
felony cases in the District Court. 
This was during the boom time when 
crime was rampant and he made an 
enviable record in the prosecution of 
crime and worked hard for the en­
forcement of the law. He has al­
ways stood for law enforcement and 
has been on the right side of every 
moral reform, issue. He has been 
in the thick of the fight against thej 
liquor traffic and made speeches and 
helped to run the saloons out of Run- 
nells and Callahan counties and when 
they tried to put them back in Tay­
lor county, fought hard in the inter­
est of prohibition. He is an officer 
in one of our churches, prominent in 
church, charitable and civic activities 
of Eastland and other communities. 
He is fearless, pure in character, a

splendid lawyer and will make a fine 
judge.

Elzo Been is the only candidate 
aainst Mr. Sewell. Mr. Been is a 
young man, and has but little ex­
perience in the practice of law. He 
says he is not a klansman, and we do 
not question his statement, but short­
ly after the Mohler trial the Oil Belt 
News, a klan organ boosted M(r. Been 
in a most flattering manner; and he 
has been very closely associated with 
Judge Joe Jones, offices with him; 
has been known to have been in con­
sultation with known klansmen behind 
lock and key; and is now being sup­
ported by the klan. 14

Hon. Frank Judkins is a Texan and 
held many prominent positions of 
honor and trust, serving in the Y. M. 
C. A. throughout the world war. On 
account of his age he was not per­
mitted to enter the regular army 
service. In 1901 he began the prac­
tice of law as County Atorney of 
Kent county. He also served as 
such officer of Ector county for sev­
eral terms. In Eastland county he 
has been actively engaged in the pro­
secution and defense of criminal 
cases. Mr. Judkins has had many 
years experience in that line of work 
and been quite successful. His abil­
ity as a lawyer cannot be successful­
ly questioned; he is a man of honor, 
integrity, and fearless in the discharge 
of his duties as an officer. Mr. Jud­
kins has served as chairman of the 
Democratic Executive Committee of 
Ector, Kent and Eastland counties. 
Frank Judkins has been quite active 
and fearless for about two years in 
his opposition to the klan organiza­
tion, firmly believing its teachings 
and practices dangerous to our Amer­
ican institutions. Mr. Judkins is a 
consistent and conscientious member 
of the Methodist church. He will 
make a very efficient County Attor­
ney.

W. J. Barnes is, also, a candidate 
for this office. It is his duty as an 
executive officer to file complaints 
against and prosecute grafters, 
crooks, and criminals who wreck 
banks, and to cause sufficient evi­
dence, if there be such, to be brought 
before grand juries so that indict­
ments for such offenses may be 
found He has done none of that. 
The Oil Belt News, a klan organ, says 
that our country is full of such per­
sons. Mr. Barnes is a klansman and 
says that it is a lodge of honor.

Wilbourne Collie who really is a 
Gorman boy is a young ,man about 
22 years of age. He is a candidate 
for District Clerk, and a more ef­
ficient. courteous and accommodat­
ing person could not be found any­
where. His father, J. T. Collie, was 
a prominent Methodist minister in 
this county for many years. Mr. 
Collie served many years in the news­
paper business, absract business, and 
as deputy county and deputy district 
clerk. His character is clean and 
spotless, and he is a consistent church 
member. His experience and quali­
fications eminently fit him for this 
position. He is a good business man. 
Wilbourne Collie is not a klansman.

His oponent is Miss Eva Leverage, 
who was solicited by klansmen to 
announce her candidacy and is being 
supported by the klan.

Mr. R. W. (Bob) Edwards of Okra 
is a candidate for sheriff. He has 
resided in this county many years, 
and is regarded as an old settler, 
though he is only about 49 years of 
age. Bob, as he is generally call­
ed. has served in past years, as an 
executive officer, and is well quali­
fied to be sheriff. His character is 
spotless. He is fearless, though kind 
at heart. His neighbors love him 
which is in itself a fine recommenda­
tion. Bob is a member of the church 
and has always lived a good life. 
There is not ought that can be truth­
fully said against his honor, integ­
rity, ability or character. Bob is 
strongly opposed to the Ku Klux Klan 
organization, and believes in a gov­
ernment by, for and of all the peo­
ple.

Bob Edwards has three opponents, 
Mr. C. S. Jamison, who is a klans­
man, and never formerly withdrew 
from that organization so far as we 
have ever heard. He was in the em­
ploy of Klansman Barton as deputy 
until just a shcrt while before timei 
for announcing for office. Mr. Jami­
son says that he is running as an 
independent. Beware of independents. 
He sought the indorsement of the 
County Constitutional club, but they 
refused to indorse him because of 
his klan affiliations and because they 
did not believe him to be qualified 
for the office.

W. H. Smith is, also a candidate 
for sheriff. He claims that he is not 
a klansman, but is running as an in­
dependent.

J. D. Barton is the present sheriff. 
He is a klansman. It is generally 
understood that Dug does not run 
his office, but that the affairs of his 
office are controlled by the klan 
or klansmen.

Tom J. Cunningham, 42 years of 
age, is of a parentage of Texas revolu­
tion fame. He is a candidate for 
Judge of the County Court at Law. 
Tom, worked his way through the 
public schools and taught school for 
a number of years. He then took up 
court reporting, and served in that 
capacity for about sixteen years. In 
this work he became thoroughly fa­
miliar with court procedure and thd 
rule of evidence. Mr. Cunningham 
has practiced law for several years 
and is well qualified for the office 
which he seeks. He is worthy, de­
serving, honest, upright in character 
and a vote for him, will not be cause 
for regret.

Mr. Clyde Garrett is running 
against Mr. Cunningham on the klan 
ticket, he himself being a klansman, 
a former Cyclops of the Eastland 
klan, and is now one of the trustees 
of the Oil Belt News, a klan organ.

Mr. Gilvie Hubbard says that he 
is not a klansman. and we have no 
reason to doubt his statement. He 
is running as an independent against 
Mr. Cunningham and Mr. Garrett.

L. H. Flewellen of Ranger is a 
candidate for the office of County 
Judge of the Commissioners Court 
Mr. Flewellen is a grand son of a 
veteran of the battle of San Jacinto; 
was born in Bell county where he 
worked his way through high school 
and later worked his way through the 
academic and law department of the 
State University, graduating in the 
former in 1913 and in the latter in 
1915. He stood first in his law classes 
and served as quiz master. He serv­
ed in the department of justice un­
der President Wilson’s administra 
tion; was in the service of the gov­
ernment during the world war; and 
began the practice of law at Ran 
ger in 1919, where he has enjoyed 
a lucrative practice. He is a con­
sistent member of the church, indus­
trious, a fine business man, upright 
in character, the embodiment of in­
tegrity, and will make Eastland coun­
ty an able officer. He is not a klans­
man.

His opponent for that office is Ed 
S. Pritchard, who is a klansman no 
matter what he may say about it.

Ernest E. Wood is an old time citi­
zen of Eastland county and is known 
by long residents of this county to be 
a man of integrity and ability. He has 
served the people in the County 
Clerk’s office, the tax collector and 
tax assessor’s departments, and as 
District Clerk for two terms. He is 
competent without question; he is 
courteous, accommodating, honest 
and deserving of the support of the 
citizens of this county. Ernest Woods 
is a son of an ex-confederate soldier, 
a democrat, and active in religious 
matters. His life.has been pure and 
upright. Mr. Woods is not a klans­
man.

Ernest H. Jones, his opponent, 
is a klansman, and is the klan’s can­
didate for that office.

F. O. (Oscar) Rosenquest of Cisco 
is seeking the office of tax collector. 
He is a brother of N. N. Rosenquest, 
who served this county so ably a few 
years ago as District Attorney. Oscar 
in 1919 was honorably > discharged 
from service in the United States 
army in the world war, having volun­
tarily enlisted in 1917. He is a grad­
uate of the A. & M. College, taught 
school several years, is 34 years of 
age, clear, competent, a consistent 
Christian, courteous and ambitious.

Klansman Jno. S. Hart is his op­
ponent and seeking a third term.

George Bryant of Ranger is a can­
didate for the office of Tax Asses­
sor. He is 39 years of age, an ex­
pert accountant, and served in im­
portant capacities in the world war. 
Mr. Bryant was unfortunate in los­
ing one of his legs, but is an active 
young man, and moves about faster 
than if not a cripple. He has had 
considerable exeprience in apprais­
ing property values; is clean in char­
acter, honest, conscientious, courte­
ous, and very efficient. He will make 
a splendid officer. Mr. Bryant is a 
consistent member of the church. He 
is not a klansman.

Mr. Bryant is opposed in his race 
by Klansman W. J. Herrington.

Mr. J. T. Sue is seeking re-election 
to the office of County Treasurer. 
He has a high school education, com­
ing to this county in' 1882. Mr. Sue 
was an orphan boy, ,and drove cattle 
over the trail in the early days from 
Southern Texas to Kansas City. He 
is the only county treasurer of this 
county that ever published period­
ically statements of the financial 
condition of his office. Mr. Sue is 
such a fine and popular man that 
the Klan could not get any Klans­
man to run against him, and he has 
no opponent. He is strongly opposed 
to the nefarious doctrines of the 
Klan.

Milburn McCarty is a candidate 
for County Chairman of the Demo­
cratic Executive Committee. He is 
now serving in that capacity by elec­
tion by that committee in June of 
this year. Mr. McCarty served for 
four years as a member of the State 
Democratic Committee and is a man 
of prominence over the state. He is 
a splendid lawyer, having served for 
a number of years as both County 
and District Attorney at San Angelo, 
his former home. He has been for 
some time in the active practice of 
law at Eastland. Mr. McCarty has 
been active in his opposition to the 
Ku Klux Klan. The position he 
seeks is one of honor only. Mr. Mc­
Carty is thoroughly conversant with 
parliamentary usages.

Mr. S. P. Rumph of Carbon, a 
banker and Cyclops of the Carbon 
Klan is his, opponent. In the last 
election for school trustees of that 
community Mr. Rumph was defeated 
by a large majority.

We respectfully submit that if you 
desire to clean the courthouse of 
Klansmen and the influence of the 
invisWe government you should rally 
to the support of those candidates 
who have no affiliations with the 
Klan organization and who are open­
ly opposed to nefarious doctrines. 
The Klan are making a desperate ef­
fort to put their candidates in office 
this year and have been soliciting 
Judge Stubblefield to make speeches 
over the county road matters that 
are more than two years old, and 
have been fought out in the court.

for the deceptive purpose of, divert­
ing the minds of the citizens from 
the Klan question. The Klan now 
has out their ticket and it is being 
circulated among Klansmen, and 
when they tell you that they are vot­
ing for the man, you may rest assur­
ed that the great bulk of the Klan 
membership will line up for their 
ticket.

OVER BIG YEAR 

FOR VICTORIES
NEW YORK, July 8.— The gran­

deur that was Yale’s on diamond, 
field and track in the old days came 
back this year. The college season, 
which closed last month, found Eli 
grads and undergrads checking up 
gleefully an unprecedented list of 
signal victories over the foe from 
Cambridge, Jawn Harvard.

Yale licked Harvard in football, in 
baseball, on the track and more re­
cently on the Thames. In hockey, 
tennis and basketball, the Blue also 
triumphed over their traditional 
rivals. As this goes to press, returns 
from the post-season checker matches 
are not all in, so it may not have been 
a clean sweep for Yale, but it was 
close to it.

The Eli athletes enjoyed a good 
year against Princeton as well, al­
though the Tigers won the baseball 
and basketball contests, biting the 
dust before triumphant Blue hosts 
in football, rowing and track.

There was a “ Big Four” at New 
Haven this year— Bill Mallory, Char­
lie O’Hearn, Ducky Pond and A1 
Lindley. Two of these brawny sons 
of Eli graduated, but Lindley and 
Pond, captains-elect of baseball and 
crew, will be back to bother Prince­
ton and Harvard in 1924-25.

The members of this “ big four” 
scored heavily against Harvard and 
Princeton in a variety of athletic 
ways. Tad Jones started to build his 
1923 eleven around the triple-threat 
man— O’Hearn. Charlie was put out 
of the game for the season by in­
juries sustained in the early fall. 
Captain Bill Mallory stepped into the 
breach and found himself a kicker. 
His two placement boots from ankle- 
deep water against Harvard will long 
be remembered in Yale football an­
nals.

Ducky Pond was a football star, 
too, an off-stackle plunger of extra­
ordinary ability. He was the line- 
crusher, the man who brushed and 
battered the defense in the first half 
of Yale games so that the going was 
easy for the nimble-footed Mai Stev­
ens in the second half. Ducky splash­
ed his way to a touchdown against 
Harvard in the stadium at Cambridge, 
first Yale man since Coy to do so.

During the winter. Charley O’­
Hearn captained the hockey team. 
His football injuries kept him out 
early in the season, but once he got 
going, there was no stopping him. 
His brilliant playing accounted for 
Yale winning the intercollegiate 
championship,
