DAVIDSON AND FERGUSON CLOSE TOGETHER
RANGER'S NEW 

FIRE TRUCK IS 
NOW ON DUTY

It’s Latest Combination Pump­
er, Chemical and Hose; 

Demonstration Today.

The new triple combination fire 
truck of the Ranger fire department 
arrived yesterday evening about 7 
o’clock and is now ready for duty. 
The vehicle is a combination pumper, 
chemical and hose truck equipped 
with all of the latest devices for 
fighting fire.

The Ranger fire department con­
sider Ranger exceedingly lucky to 
get the truck as quickly as she did 
because it usually takes approxi­
mately 90 days to get a new one 
after odrering it. The truck that is 
now, ensconced in the Ranger sta­
tion was built and equipped for the 
display floor of the automobile show 
at the Dallas fair. The American la 
.France manager decided that inas­
much as it was imperative a truck be 
sent to Ranger immediately that the 
display truck must go.

It is the latest model put out by 
the American la France people, re­
garded among the leading fire truck 
manufacturers in the United States, 
with a 105-horse power motor capa­
ble of developing 120-horsepower, if 
necessary, and a 750-gallon pumjp 
which will exceed that at times. The 
truck carries complete chemical out­
fit, including tank, hose and extin­
guishers. Also two lines of hose are 
carried on the truck.

A demonstration of the truck will 
be held about 4 o’clock this after­
noon somewhere* in Ranger for the 
benefit of the city commission and 
the public.

lied conference was awaiting today 
with increasing interest for the ap­
pearance of the comprehensive for­
mula said to have been devised by 
the French Delegation to end the 11 
day deadlock. The successive failures 
of the British-American proposals 
were due largely to French objec­
tions. Suggestions were expected 
to be presented by Clemenceau or 
Peretti. Premier Herriot of France, 
held intensive conversations with 
members of the Belgian delegation 
last night and was expected to com­
plete the French plan today.

The conference has been dead­
locked on the subject of defaults and 
as to whom should decide whether 
Germany had failed to fulfill her ob­
ligations under the experts’ plan and 
what should be done about it in case 
of default.

RUM RUNNERS ALONG 
ATLANTIC COAST ARE 

CHARGED WITH MURDER

WILMINGTON, N. C., July 30—  
Posses aggregating about 150 men 
today were searching for rum run­
ners believed responsible for the 
murder of Deputy U. S. Marshal Lilly 
and Leon George, prohibition agent.

The bodies of the two enforcement 
officers, riddled with bullets, were 
found last night in their automobiles 
near Phoenix. Neither had fired a 
weapon. A dog belonging to George 
was found shot to death nearby.

Lilly and George had been active 
in combatting rum running along the 
coast and authorities have organized 
the posses to search the countryside 
in the belief they were killed by 
liquor smugglers they were seeking 
tp apprehend.

SUMMER SCHOOL 
WORK DEVELOPS 

MUCH INTEREST
Director Andrews of Eastland 

Says Excellent Results 
Are Obtained.

The term of summer school taught 
in Eastland, which has just closed, 
was very successful in every respect. 
The school shoul have closed on 
July 18, but, owing to some irregu- 
laritiesvthp finals were held on July 
23rd. Following is the report of the 
work done, such as is required by the 
State Department of Education:

Enrolled in grades, 62; enrolled in 
high school, 16; taking new work in 
grades, 7; taking new work in high 
school, 9; taking review work in 
grades, 55; taking review work in 
high school, 16; passing in new work 
in grades, 5; passing in new work in 
high school. 9; passing in review 
work in grades, 48; passing in rev- 
view in high school, 10.

Director J. 'Andrews says in the 
report:

Pupils W ork With Zest.
“ The work done by summer school 

pupils is usually done with as much 
zest as the work done by pupils of 
regular term. The results are better 
because the goal is definite and very 
near. The teacher has fewer pupils 
and has a better opportunity to im­
press his or her personality. The 
indifferent pupil does not attend 
summer school.

Some things in favor of a summer 
term:

The teacher can teach 12 schoolas- 
tic months and then have four weeks 
off.

“ The children are as well off prac­
tically, morally and spiritually. Many 
times a child leaves school obedient 
and comes back the next term dis­
obedient and out of line because of 
the street.

Busy Folks Advance.
“ May the time soon come when the 

parent and child may choose the time 
of year to begin its nine months lit­
erary course and use the other for 
manual training, domestic training, 
the fine arts and supervised play.

Children or grown pe'ople do not 
become evil when busy, but when 
idle.

“ The teachers in the summer term 
were equal in training to the best in 
regular terms. In the grades, Miss 
Mable Mitchell, senior student of 
Simmons, with three years experie- 
nience; Mrs. W. D. R. Owen, with 
permanent certififcate and ten years 
experience; J. Andrews, B. S. gradu­
ate ~of T C. U. and also a student of 
Texas. In the high school, J. C. Al­
lison, graduate of Sam Houston and 
student of Texas University three 
years and principal of Eastland High 
School.”

SEARCH  FOR MISSING NURSE
AND CHILD CONTINUES

We have 
served a total of 9 days, have exam­
ined a total of 116 witnesses and re­
turned a total of 34 indictments, 32 
of which are fel'.onies and 2 misde­
meanors.

We inspected the jab and found the 
same in good condition. The pris­
oners seemed to be well care for and 
said they were being well treated and 
fed.

We have thor Highly investigavt d 
ail manner of lav violations coming 
before us, returning indictments in 
all cases where we could get evidence 
to sustain them.

We regret very much the death of 
our faithful officer, John Hennessee. 
We have thoroughly investigated 
the case and found no evidence to 
indicate anything more than mistak­
en identity on the part of C. Q. 
Davis.

We wish to thank our county at­
torney for assistance rendered us 
in our deliberations.

There being no further business 
coming before the body, we respect­
fully beg to be discharged.

GIRL IN ILLINOIS

EASTLAND TO 
PUSH STREET 

PAVING WORK
Business Men and Property 

Owners WisK to Keep Im­
provements Moving On.

Eastland business men and proper­
ty owners have laid tenative plans be­
fore the city commission by which 
it is hoped to pave several additional 
miles of Eastland strets. The Cham­
ber of Commerce as well as a number 
of the civic organizations of the city 
are supporting the project, it is stat­
ed.

The plans, which had been worked 
out by experts in matters of this 
kind, were put before the commis­
sion some weeks ago, but owing to 
the fact that the political campaign 
was on and because of other business 
to be disposed of by the commision, 
the matter was passed until a future, 
date.

The streets included in the plans 
to be paved have not been designat­
ed. In fact, no certain streets have 
been selected. That matter will 
doubtless be worked out later. The 
idea with those behind the move­
ment seems to be to get the work un­
der way, one street at a time. The 
city must have the paving if she 
is to keep abreast of her neighbors, 
those pushing the matter say. And, 
besides, it will give employment for 
several months to people who other­
wise would be idle and who need 
the work.

CALIFORNIA FOREST 
FIRES BREAK OUT AGAIN 

WITH RENEWED ENERGY

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., July 30. 
One man killed, several injured and 
vast damage done in the last 24 
hours by forest fires :n ten counties 
of the state. At Flcreston, a mill 
foreman was fatally injured.

Five forest fires ars sweeping Sis­
kiyou county, four of them beyond 
control. Fire fighting forces are 
handicapped for the lack of men and 
supplies. Four hundred men are now 
fighting the flames.

Additional men kre being rushed 
into the San Jacinto mountains near 
Riverside to help check the fire along 
the San Jacinto river.

REPORTED IN OHIO DUE 

TO EXCESSIVE HEAT
COLUMBUS, Ohio, July 30—  

After sweltering through one of the 
hottest nights of the summer, the 
people here were looking expectant­
ly for thunder showers today to cool 
the atmosphere. Temperatures i*ang- 
ing into the 90’s prevailed yesterday.

Two deaths attributed to the heat 
were reported in Cleveland and nu­
merous prostrations occurred.

KLAN AND ANTI-KLAN 
ENGAGE IN BATTLE IN 

MASSACHUSETTS TOWN

NORTH LANCASTER, Mass., July 
30.— One man was shot, nearly a 
score injured and several automobiles 
were wrecked in a battle between 
200 Ku Klux Klansmen and 500 anti- 
klansmen here during the night. Ed­
ward F. Bird of Leominster, said to 
be an anti-klansman, is in the hos­
pital probably fatally wounded from 
gunshot. Others were not fatally 
hurt.

The trouble started late last night 
and continued today. A klan meet­
ing was being held in a field and a 
crowd collected. As the klansmen 
started leaving the field, sticks and 
guns began to fly and many were 
hurt.

DARROW LIKELY 
TO GET TRIAL 
LONG EXTENDED

Question of Leopold and Loeb 
Sanity May Go to Jury Aft­

er Change of Venue.

CRIMINAL COURT ROOM, Chi­

cago, 111., July 30.— The state today 
rested its “ perfect hanging” case 
against Nathan Leopold, Jr., and 
Richard Loeb at the judicial hearing 
for the murder of Robert Franks. 
The court stenographer was the last 
of the state’s witnesses to complete 
the chain of evidence constructed by 
Crowe, merely testifying that he had 
taken down Loeb’s confession.

Clarence Darrow, chief attorney 
for the defense, is said to be engi­
neering another surprise for the 
state. Reports are that he expects 
the question of the sanitay of the 
two boys to go before a jury after 
all. State’s Attorney Crowe an­
nounced that if any defense witnesses 
testified that the boys are insane, or 
even partially insane, he would de­
mand a jury hearing on their sanity, 
and Darrow is said to have taken 
that into consideration, in fact, to 
have planned that very thing.

Should Chief Justice Caverly de­
cide to place the matter before a 
jury, a change of venue would be 
demanded together with a long con ­
tinuance. The defense would have 
the sanity hearing deferred several 
months to give time for public opin­
ion to quiet down.

State’s Attorney Crowe contends 
that the court has no right to con­
sider any question as to the sanity of 
the defendants after they have plead­
ed guilty.

State’s Attorney Crowe today tried 
to prevent admission of the long- 
awaited expert testimony on the 
sanity of Leopold and Loeb. A bit­
ter fight between Darrow and the 
state attorney lawyers opened when 
the court convened.

Dr. Wm. A. White of Washington, 
D. C., was called to the witness stand 
as the first to testify for the defense 
when the state rested.

Walter Bachrach, defense attor­
ney, started to question5** him, but 
Crowe demanded that the court ex­
clude the medical testimony or em­
panel a jury to try the defense of 
the question of sanity.

“ These boys have pleaded guilty 
and any attempt to introduce the 
question of sanity should be 
stopped,” he said. “ If this question 
is to be considered your honor must 
impanel a jury.”

The lawyers argued the question 
and introduced court decisions.

American Aviators 
Hopp O ff for Their 
Trans-Atlantic Trip

was resumed today, Lieutenant Low­
ell Smith and his comrades taking 
off at 10:30 a. m. today for Kirkwall 
in the Orkney Islands, 450 miles to 
the northward. At dawn, the three 
planes, all spick and span and ready 
for the start on the long transatlan­
tic journey, were wheeled to the 
spitways and launched on the river. 
A large crowd cheered the departure.

DEAD AND WOUNDED IN SAO 
PAULO REVOLT UNCOUNTED

RIO DE JANEIRO, July 30— Of­
ficial figures on the number of dead 
and wounded in the rebellion at Sao 
Paulo which now has been dominated 
by the federal forces, are still with­
held by the minister of war today.

ANTHRAX SPREADING IN 
THREE STATES AND IS 

AROUSING MUCH CONCERN

MEMPHIS, Tenn., July 30.—-Two 
additional deaths in Mississippi from 
anthrax were reported today bringing 
the total to six. A white man and 
white girl died yesterday near 
Waynesboro, Miss. The disease has 
extended into 29 counties of that 
state and scores of live stock are 
dying daily in Mississippi, Tennessee 
and Arkansas.

SPREAD OF ANTHRAX
By United Press.

AUSTIN, July 30.— The outbreak 
of anthrax in southeast Texas was 
reported today by Dr. L. G. Cloud, 
state veterinarian of the live stock 
sanitary commision, to be growing 
serious and warning is issued that 
every precaution be taken to pre­
vent further spread of the disease, 
which is taking heavy toll of animal 
and human life in Arkansas, Ten­
nessee and Mississippi.

Orange, Hardin, Jefferson and 
Liberty counties are affected and 
all are now under quarantine. Dr. 
Cloud said that anthrax in any part 
of the state’ makes it dangerous to 
the entire State, as the disease spreads 
rapidly.

COMPENSATION 
FOR EX-SERVICE
MEN IS OFFERED

•

Each' Must Submit His Appli­
cation and Delay Will Be 
» to His Disadvantage.

Ex-Service men have been invited 
to visit the rooms of the Carl Barnes 
Post of the American Legion on the 
second floor of the Guaranty -bank 
building, Ranger, tonight, where they 
will be given assistance in filling 
out their compensation blanks. There 
are said to be a large number of ex- 
service men in and about Ranger who 
have never joined the Carl Barnes 
Post and are not memebrs of the 
American Legion, but their comrades 
in the World War are desirous of 
aiding all ofthose needing help in 
applying for adjusted compensation. 
In a communication sent out from 
Washington it is said: >■

Early action on ant application 
blank is good business for the vet­
eran. Although insurance policies 
are not dated until January 1, 1925, 
if the applicant had a policy coming 
that policy becomes effective from 
the moment he executes his applica­
tion.

“ If a veteran dies before submit­
ting an application, his dependents 
will collect something it is true, but 
they will collect about two and one-

half times as much if he gets the ap­
plication in before he dies.

“ Twenty-five thousand, veterans 
will die between now and the first of 
the year, and some of them will be 
those who least expect it today.

An unfortunate circumstance has 
been the public announcement by a 
national wellfare organization which 
also is distributing application blanks 
that veterans need be in-no rush to 
obtain their forms and send them in 
because the distribution of insurance 
policies will not begin until January 
1 next and no eash payments will be 
made until March 15, 1925. These 
dates are fixed by law.

“ This announcement ignores the 
fact that the veteran obtains imme­
diate insurance protection on filing 
his application, and that the earlier 
the applications come in the easier 
and less expensive it will be for Un­
cle Sam. Although the insurance pol­
icies cannot be distributed and the 
cash payments begin until the dates 
just given, the Veterans Bureau 
wants applications in its hands as 
soon as possible so that it can begin 
filling out the policies and writing 
the checks now.

The bureau expects to have a cou­
ple of million policies ready and hun- 
dereds of thousands of checks made 
out and ready to put in the mails on 
the dates mentioned. The programs 
cannot be carried out unleess appli­
cations come in thick and fast now. 
That’s what the government is up 
against.

“  In other words, the situation is 
squarely up to the individual veter­
an. If he wants prompt action on his 
case he must act promptly himself 
and get his application to Washing­
ton with the least possible delay.
