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POULTRYMEN
 ARE SIGN
UPCONTRACTS

Marketing Association to Be
Established Scon as Requir-
ed Products Are Assured.

A number of the poultrymen have

. already signed contracts of the Bank-

head Poultry Producers’ association,
and at this time it looks as though

. the minimum  number required to

complete the organization will be ob-
tained soon. -

The object of this marketing as-
sociatiqn is to provide a market for
‘the producer, as well as assure the
consumer of a product that will
stand the test. In working out this
plan, the Bankhead association or-
ganizers are following closely the
plan that has been so successful in
California for many years, and more
recently in this state. The contract
is based upon the Texas law.

The producer in signing this con-
tract binds himself to sell his product:
through the associdtion for a period
of five years. He, of course, is per-
mitted to sell his eggs for hatching,
his baby chicks, and breeding birds
wherever, and however he pleases.
But all products, including eggs,
chickens, fryers and turkeys that are
to be sold on the market, must be
through the association.

The association, when formed, will
be incorporated, and be under the di-
rection of a board of directors, who
will hire a manager, and such other
help as may be needed. Naturally,
every effort will be made to secure
the best market obtainable, with an
overhead expense placed at a mini-
mum.

In order ‘to help put the organiza-
tion on its feet, the various chambers
of commerce are raising a fund,
which will be applied to the overhead
expense of the association, and so
assure the suceess of the organiza-
tion.

All eggs will be candled by experts
and the association will thus put on

. the market a product that can be

guarantesd. Such a marketing as-
sociation will be of untold benefit to
the poultry producers of this section,
for at the present rate of increase,
it will be but a short time when the
local market will be unable to handle

" the product, and then the marketing

association will be of big advantage
in finding the best markets else-
where.

Wherever these marketin associa-
tions have been organized and run
for a time, the best of success has
been achieved. That this section of
the country is a wonderful poultry
countgy is not disputed, and now that
a market for all the products is as-
sured, the poultry business should be-
come one of the biggest industries
of " Eastland and surrounding coun-
ties.

PEKIN, China, July 15.—Thous-

ands of lives are believed to have
been lost, accompanied by an enorm-
ous destruction of property, in the
Honan Hunan, Anhui and Kiangsi
provinces of China, in the destruc-
tion of a large number of villages
by floods and landslides brought on
by the prolonged rains. Tremendous
financial losses are reported in the
western part of the country. .
Pekin is virtually isolated escape
for the Tsin railway line, which itself
is threatened with inundation. The
business district of Klagan, western-
most rail “head of China, has been
destroyed and the railroad there bur-
ied under landslides and debris. A
large number of lives have been lost
there, reports say, and property loss
will run into the millions. All for-
eigners in that place are reported
safe.

Pekin is threatened with breaking
dikes along the mountain river to
the eastward, where soldiers are toil-
ing day and night on.repairs. Tsin
at present is not flooded, but this
has been prevented only by the ef-
forts of the army of coolies working
on the dikes.

Japan and Haiti Want U. S.
- Policies Adjudicated By-
League of Nations.

LYONS, TFrance. — A, Japanese
move to have the League of Nations
tell the United States ‘the League
stood for racial equality was made
here recently. :

When the International. Union. of.
League of Nations Associations met
in annual congress, the Japanese
delegation = introduced a. resolution
providing that, without involving the
question of immigration, all League
members should apply the same re-
quirements for admission and . de-
parture of commercial, =~ mercantile
and professional groups from other
member countries, and also grant
foreigners, regardless of race; equal-
ity with nationals in the establish-
ment of business and professions.

Haiti Complains.

The United States also came in
for an international gruelling about
our military ~occupation by armed
force of the republic of San Domin-
go and Haiti. :

The placing of this question on
the agenda of the International
Union of League of Nations associa-
tions followed a long effort on the
part of Haiti and 'some of the
smaller central American republics
to get before an international organi-
zation Uncle Sam’s
arm tactics in dealing with them.

Following an effort last year to

of Nations, the Latin Block of the
League assembly had a private meet-
ing at Geneva, where the question
was discussed. In order mnot to stir
up trouble with the League and en-
gender animosity on the part of the
United States the question was tact-
fully side-tracked and kept under
cover. : bz 7

Entirely undaunted by this failure,
however, the Haitian delegation
then carried the question before the
International Union of League of
Nations associations and it was writ-
ten down on the agenda of the
meeting. . i

The entire situation created by the
United States military occupation of
San Domingo was , presented by
Louis Dante.Bellegarde, the Haitian
minister to Paris, who, during the
past assemblies of the League of Na-
tions, has created ‘an international
reputation for himself as' a silver
tongued orator in French. b
It was Monsieur ' Bellegarde who
brought before the League assembly
the question of South Africa’s sup-
pression by air bombing and other
modern war methods of a native re-
volt in which a large number of ne-
groes, including women and children,
were killed. 3
Monsieur Bellegarde, who is him-
self colored, has won a marked posi-
tion in League of Nations circles for
his defense of the colored race.
The conference wascomposed of
delegates from the League of Na-
tions societies in nearly all of the
leading countries of the world, in-
cluding several, such as Russia and
Germany, which are not members of
the League.
As the delegates were in no way
official representatives of their gov-
ernments and therefore in no way
restricted in their utterances by the
policy or instructions of their gov-
ernments, they were free to go into
questions which the League, for po-
litical reasons, might prefer to dodge.
As a consequence, it is expected
that the question of Uncle Sam’s oc-
cupation of San Domingo will be
treated with ungloved hands.

. Reparations Discussed.
The conference tackled the prob-
lem of reparations which the League
has side-stepped, to date, but on the
question of disarmament used as a
basis of its discussion the League’s
proposed international treaty of mu-

tual guarantee as a basis 'of dis-
armament.

proposition by’ Russia for the crea-

One hundred years ago the total
patiopal wealth was less than a bil
lion dollars, less than $100 per capita;
today the national wealth exceeds 300
billion dollars—an average of almost
$3,000 per capita. In 1821 there were
ten savings banks with 8,635 de-
positors, with $1,138,000 on deposit;
one hundred years Jater—more than
thirty million depositers. had more
than $18,000,000,000 savings deposits.
The total receipts of the federal gov-
ernment in 1823 were - $20.500,000,
the total expenditures were $14,700,-
000. ‘Last year our national income
and expenditures each exceeded §3,:
§00,000,000.

One hundred years ago there were
no railroads, na automobiles, flo air-
planes, There were no telephones,
no telegraph lines, no cables. There
was no gaseline, no kerosene.

There are those among us who re-
gard the present as a period con-
fronted - ‘with - unprecedented prob-
lems, a period beset by perils hereto
fore unequaled. There are those who
express doubt of our ability to make
further progress-——some aven who pro-
fess to foresee the destruction and
disintegration of our social, political
and economic structure. In the light
of achievements that have been
wrought in the past by firm adher-
ence to true principles, in the, light
of the tremendous resources our
country now controls, what justifica.
tion can men have today for express-
ing doubt of Amerjca's future?

America’s Resources Today

We have today 110,000,000 people.
Our total bank deposits aggregate
approximately = 40 billion dollars.
Outstanding life insurance amounts
to more than 70 billion ‘dollars. Our
500 million acres of improved farm
lands are valued at 77 billion dollars.
We bave wealth untold in our forests,
in our mines of iron and coal. We
have more than 250,000 miles of rail-
road with which to transport our-
selves and our articles of commerce;
we have more than 250,000 miles of
commercial telegraph lines and 800,
000 miles of telephone lines to afford
us communication; we have = 20,000
daily and weekly newspapers .to dis-
seminate Information and to bind our

people together by ties of common
knowledge and for a common pur:

We have resources of labor so
abundant that we have placed an ar
tificial check upon immigration.

They constitute the basic
material element — but the real
foundation of our progress is not ma-
terial. It is that other, more valuable
respurce—the capacity and. character
of our people. To that we owe the
discovery and development of our
natural Tesources, their use and their
conservation; to that we owe the es:
tablishment and development of a
nation founded on ideals of equal
rights, ideals of equal opportunity,
ideals of equal responsibility, which
remain today untarnished, which now
shine forth with greater luster than
ever before.

The Character of Our People

From it have come the patience and
the wisdom which have reconéiled
effective authority and adequate lib-
erty.

Following acceptance by Johns
Hopkins University of the pro-
posal to establish a graduate school
of international relations at the
Baltimore institution in memory of
the late Walter Hines Page; spon-
sors of the movement haye launch-
ed a nation-wide appeal for $1,-
000,000, the annual iIncome of
which it is estimated will be re-
quired to found and maintain the
new school. ;

This action is the outgrowth of
a conference held in New York,
and attended by a distinguished
gathering of edueators, statesmen,
publicists and practical men of af-
fairs, to- discuss®the need for and
the possibility of establishing such
a school. Amon% the scores of na-
ticnally kmown personages who
have accorded it their approval are
Charles E. Hughes, Secretary of
State, and Dr. Charles W. Eliot,
president  emeritus of Harvard
University.

“I am glad to know of the pro-
posal to establish a memorial to
the late Walter Hines Page in the
form of a permanent school of in-
ternstional affairs at Johns Hop-
king University,” said Secretary
Hughes, in commenting on the pro-
posad school. “The career of Mr.
| afm must be a constant inspira-
tion to those who are endeavoring

.to promote good will among the
natvonu and it is fitting that the
tribute to his memory should be a
permanent foundation for the bet-

The proposed school
will be of great value to this coun-
try providing the facilities for sci-
entific study and the basis for a

relations.

sound public opinion. It will un-
doubtedly be an important aid in
the training of those who enter our
diplomatic service.”

Dr. Eliot, in accepting as a trus-
tee for establishing the fund,- de-
clared that he was heartily and en~
thusiastically in accord with the
project.

The trustees, among whom are
numbered thirty nationally promi«
nent men. and women, have issued
a statement outlining the charac-
ter ‘and scope of the school and
urging publie support.

“We ask the general public sup-
port,” the appeal concludes, “in the
erection of this post-graduate
school in the form of contributions
to the capital sum of $1,000,000
that is required to found and main-
tain it. The creation of such a
living institution will not only be
an investment enriching those con-
tributions 'which we, as Ameri~
cans, can make for the progress
of civilization, but it will preserve
for the youth of our country :the
example and influence of. a nohle

RADIO-EQUIPPED,
BANDIT-CHASING
CARS BUILDING

Criminal Gangs Will Ha‘vé to
Learn to Move Quicker
to Evade Them.

Radio is now beginning to loom up
as a real foe of the criminal.r In

partmentis, according to J. S. Reyn-
¢lds of the local Exide Service Sta-
tion, are either being considered or
have already been established.
In.Detroit three big Lincoln tour-
ing cars have recently been equipped
with radio receiving sets, which will

enable these high-powered and
speedy cars to maintain c¢onstant
communication anyhere-and at all

times, with police headquarters. It
is planned eventually o have seven
of these cars in service.

I» Philadelphia plans are under
way for the installati-n of = similax
radio equipment, which will be used
in conjunction with the searchlight
system inaugurated by the famou:
General Butler.

Speed Is Big Factor.

Upon the speed with which the da-
seription’ of the criminal can be
placed in the hands of every police-
man after the crime has been com-
mitted depends, largely, the. proba-
bility of capture. This has time and
again been demonstrated when men
and women without previous erimi-

mitted crimes and in spite of their
lack of experience have actually
managed to escape. - Had the police
been warned in time, the awkward
cfforts of these ecriminals would
have quickly caused them to fall into
the police net. This also applies to
the class of criminals “known to the
oolice.”

The usual method, which has been
in use for many years and which un-
doubtedly will continue to be used in
addition to the radio method, is that
of telephoning descriptions and other
information into police headquarters.
From there it is telephoned simul-
taneously to every police district in
the city. Then as fast as the police-
man on the beat “pulls in” or re-
ports over the telephone he is given
that description. In the case of stolen
artieles, slins are made out and dis-
tribtited to pawn =shops and junk
dealers, who are warned to keep on
the lookout for persons who might
try to dispose of their loot at these
places.

Naturally, there is more or less de-
lay in this gystem which it is hoped
will be eliminated to a great extent
by means of radio-equipped bandit-
chasing cars and othér rcceivin;‘;’
points.

The new radio- equlpped cars will
be especially valuable in' bandit-
catching work. These cars patrolling
various parts of the city can be no-
tified instantly of hold-ups and im-
nmediately sent in pursuit. Inciden-
tally, the Detroit cars can travel
over eighty miles an hour, the speed-
omecer of the fastest actually show-
ing on tests 84 miles an hour. These
cars are equipped with windshields
seven-eighths of an inch thick, made
of bullet proof glass. Two gun racks
are provided, one on the heelboard of
the front seat and one, covered, on
the heelboard of thé rear seat, eac’n
to carry a sawed-off shotgun.

The radio set is a five tube noutro-
dyne using hard tubes throughout,
with a loud speaker hung from the
rear top brace of the car. The aerial
is concealed in the top; the frame of
the car acting as a counterpoise. Es-
pecially . interesting  is the batter¥
equipment, which is composed of a
six volt Exide A battery and an Ex-
ide B battery!of ninety-six volts, as-
sembled in special trays. The Exide
A or six volt battery is of the same
type as the starting, lighting and ig-
nition battery on this ecar, so tha’
‘he two are interchangeable in case
of emergency. The starting battery
which is also an Exide is conccaled
in the left hand dust shield while the
radio A battery is held in a special
compartment below the receiving set.
The B battery compartment is under
the front seat.

Both the A and B batteries will be
charged every five days. Two com-
nlete sets have been furnished to
sach car, so that the car will not be
out oi service While the batteris are

INSURANCE STATISTICS
SHOW CAUSES.OF DEATH

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 15.—
Deaths due to cancer and ‘“‘other ma-
lignant .tumors” and to -diseases of
the kidneys showed the greatest in-|
crease during the first five months of
1924 over the corresponding period
for 1923 among the policy-holders of
the Provident Mutual Life Insurance
company of Philadelphia; according
to a statistical mortality analysis
made ‘public here today. Suicides
likewise sshowed a gain,

The report also showed that 2
smaller percentage of ' deaths was
credited to nexvous, infectious ana;
respiratory diseases and to muamfy;
and senility.

Circulatory diseases, such as thosel
of the heart, blood vessels and apo-
plexy, in addition to causing more
deaths than any other one -roup
showed a slight but persistent gain.
The other chief causes of death
among Provident policy-holders for
the period covered by the survey
were respectively: respiratory, nerv-
ous and digestive diseases.

A comparison of the Provident sta-
tistics with those compiled by the
United States Department of Com-
merce showed the same general ten-
dencies. ~Deaths due to cancer and
other malignant toumors rose from
63.0 per 100,000 population in 1900
to 86 in 1921, and those caused by
