ON BOARD . U.. S.
RICHMOND, En Route to Transge-
vard, Faroe Iglands, Aug. 4.—Two of
America’s round-the-world aviators
are safe -at Horna Fjord, Iceland, to-
day, while the third, Lieut. Leigh
Wade, and his flying companion Lieu-
tenant Ogden, are aboard the éruiser
Richmond, out of the running after
an aecident to their plane, the Bos-
ton, which forced them to come down
.to ‘the water 115 miles off the Ork-
neys, & little more than one hour
after leaving Houston Bay, Orkneys,
Sunday morning.

Lieut. Lowell H. Smith, command-
er of the flying squadron, and his
flying companion, Lieutenant Arnold,
completed the flight to Horna Fjord
successfully Sunday afternoon, join-
ing Lieut. Erik Nelson and Lieuten-
ant Harding, who arrived there Sat-
urday. “I got into a wash and almost
fell into  a tail spin, but I came
through all right under the fog: hope
to see you Sunday,” Lieutenant Nel-
son reported by wireless to Lieuten-
ant Smith early Sunday morning.

After losing Lieutenant Nelson in
the fog, Lieutenants Smith and Leigh
cireled around-for a time looking for
him and then returned to the Rich-
mond. They were somewhat cha-
grined ‘when they learned that Lieu-
tenant Nelson _had gone on, but it
was the opinion of all they had done
the right thing in returning. “We
would have been severely criticized
if we had gone on and anything had
happened to Nelson and'Harding,”
said Lieutenant = Smith. Licutenant
Nelson reported that after getting
straightened out of the tail spin he
had lost his companions, but supposed
they had gone on and so continued
the journey. He said the fog extend-
ed 40 miles and the weather then
was elear to the end of the journey.

Women More Individual Than Men

Therefore, Feminine Sex Less Bound by Conventions Than

New York University.

Professor Shaw of

NEW YORK, Aug. 4.—While wo-
man’s superior moral sense makes
her more. faithful than man, she is
also more individualistic than is man
and reserves the right to follow the
man she loves, whether it is the hus®
bona or some other man, Lir. Charies
Gray ~haw, professor oif philosophy
at New York University, told an as-
sembly ofl men and' women summer
school students yesterday.

“One hears a great deal about: the
superman but not much about the
superwoman,” Dr. Shaw said. “In
like manner, we observe cartoons of
the cave man swingirg his club over
the head of the cave woman, but
there may be something wrong with
the picture. As a'mater of fact, wo-
men are more highly individualed
than men. Their delicate race may
not show a long list of towering per-.
soflalities to compare witth: the line
of warriors, artists and statesmen
produced by their brothers; but the
average woman has more personality
than the average man. This fact was
never truer or more striking than it
is today in this age of flappers and
bobbed hair.

Woman Gives Individuality.

“Nature gives individuality to all
organisms, so that no two peas are
alike, no repetition in the exact pat-
tern of two leaves on the same tree.
Woman has taken' advantage of this
and has kept her natural individual-
ity. Man has elaborated a eciviliza-
tion which has ever tended:to oblit-
But such male,
man-made civilization has never made

as the text of a special section' LA FOLLETTE WIRES GOMPERS|any great appeal to women who have

done little else than tolerate and be
amused by it. The result has been
to allow woman to preserve and de-
velon her natural individuality.

“The individuality of woman is
found in the privacy of her life in
cave or tent, harem or boudoir. The
male mate who roamed abroad had
little idea of the thoughts ferment:
ing in the female brain. Man may
have thought more and done moze,
but woman has lived more and felt
more deeply. Privacv has begotten
personality in the woman whose
thoughts were just as much a part
of her own nature as the spider’s
web is a part of its body.

Man Is the ‘“Joiner”

“Woman is no social creature in
the sense that she, as is the case with
men, loved to be organized in armies,

factones, lodges, clubs and unions.
It is man who is the ‘joiner’, who
dreads being different from his fel:

as her sisters. She is enraged at
discovering that some other woman
has a dress of cut and pattern like
her own. As a member of any or-
ganization, woman is a fish out of
water. She may have her woman’s
club, modeled on masculine lmes, but
in her heart she knows that it is a
rldlculouq organization. Her desire
is to be'freé and original. This ap-
pears in the way she dresses.

“In the important matter of mor-
als, woman has always been her own
moral guide. Women are actually
more moral than men, but they ar-
rive at moral results instinctively,
without appeal to any ethical code.
Women are moral without being eth-
ical; that is to say, they are indivi-
dual in their habits. 'Where morals
take on a matrimonial form, woman
will' be found more falthful than
man. Nevertheless, woman is so in-
dividualistic that she" reserves the
right to follow the man she loves,
whether it is the husband or some
other man. She may mot actually
break forth and violate her vows,
but she feels that shé has the private
right so to do, if she chooses. That
which decides the mattersfor' her is
her feeling of love, which is her own,
and which is the best expresion of
her personality.

“Woman’s intrepid individualism
does not balk at the sense of honor.
But there is honor and honor. Mascu-
line honor is only class morality, the
code of doctors, lawyers, soldiers and
thieves. Women are not so classed,
hence women have no ‘social sense of
honor. Feminine honor is purely in-
dividualistic and represents the wo-
man as one who is responsible to her-
self alone. Man does what he thinks
his fellows will sanction. Woman
proceeds according to her own ideg
of what is right and flttmg

Woman’s ‘“Because”

“Woman’s individuality appears
again in her way of reasoning. Man{
cites the authority of great names
and makes a fine show of logic. Wo-
mah says ‘because,” and that settles
the matter for her. The feminine
‘because’ is woman’s reason; it arises
in her sense of mental independence,
her sense of individuality. Women
may lack in the great impersonal

TEXAS KAOLIN .
PROVES G0OD
CHINA CLAY

Samples of kaolin from g large de-
posit in Texas were recently tested
by the bureau of standards of the,
commerce department as an ingred-
ient for making china in place of the
English china clays now used. The
results indicate that the Texas pro-
duct can be used satisfactorily for
whiteware bodies, but due to the re-
lative coarseness of its grains and its
high refractoriness, it would require
more preliminary grinding than
would the English clays. Also, a
larger percentage of ball clays would
be required in order to produce the
desired structure in the body when,
dried and burned.

The material as received was prac-
tically pure white in color, very uni-
form, comparatively coarse grained,
and without plasticity. Six white-
ware bodies were mixed in which the
ball clay content varied from 0 to 14
per cent, and-in which the usual Eng-
lish china clay was replaced in in-
creasing amounts by Texas kaolin.
lhese were izade up in the form cof
test bars, circular dises, and 5-inch
plates, and were fired at cones 8 to
10. The test bars were used in de-
termining shrinkage, transverse
strength, and absorbtion, while the
dises were used in determining rela-
tive resistance to impact. Several
shapes were also made by the casting
process, using slips containing Tex-
as kaolin. The bodies obtained had
a high transverse strength when
dried. When fired they were of an
exceptionally: white color, but had a
high absorbtion and correspondingly
low strength and impact resistance.
Glaze specimens were made, -and
proved very good as regards resis-
ance to crazing.

Refractory brick were also made,
‘using the Texas kaolin for both grog
and bond, both of which were com-
posed entirely of this material. The
brick required burning at tempera-
tures equal to those used in the pro-
duction of diaspore and silica brick,
but when made in this way the pro-
duct appeared to be bf very good
quality. :

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CONDITIONS IN MEXICO
NOW SATISFACTORY, SAYS
AMBASSADOR WARREN

By United Press.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Aug. 2.—
Indicating that President Coolidge al-
ready has.decided upon his successor,
Charles B. Warren, American an-
bassador to Mexico, announced at the
White House today that he would
formally tender his resignation Mon-
day. He said he considered his mis-
sion to Mexico had been completed
and that he was free to resign. With
two American and Mexican meetings
to adjust claims between the two
countries, Warren said President
Coolidge desired to appoint his suc-
{cessor speedly, as the President did
not want the post vacant while the
commissions were in session.

“Our relations with Mexico now
jare on a more satisfactory basis than
at any time since the latter part of
the Diaz administration,” said Am-
bassador Warren, who insisted Presi-
dent Obregon has a more stable and
progressive government than at any
time since then. He said that all
problems growing out of the De la
Huerta revolution had been adjusted,
