In the contest for judge of the

A 
run-off may also be necessary in the 
sheriff’s race.

In the three following contests the 
results appear to be:

For Justice of the Peace, Place 1, 
Precinct 1, L. C. Gorton by a small 
majority over Haden Neal, but S. R. 
Black may have polled enough; votes 
to force Gorton and Neal into the 
run-off election.

L. H. Ervin appears to have de­
feated J. N. McFatter for justice of 
the peace, place 2, precinct 1.

C. C. (Ted) Hamilton has a sub­
stantial plurality over S. A: Landers, 
R. L. Faircloth and John E. Boyd in 
the contest for constable of .precinct 
2, but may not have a majority of 
the votes.

Milburn McCarty appears to have 
been elected chairman of the / East- 
land County Democratic Executive 
committee by a substantial majority.

RETURNS FROM 
STATE SHOVING 
FERGUSON DOWN

Robertson Continues In Lead; 
Miller and Edwards Close 
For Lieutenant Governor

DALLAS, Texas, July 28.— Lynch 
Davidson had crept back into second 
place in the gubernatorial contest at 
noon today, and Mrs. James E. Fergu­
son had gone back into third plate, 
with Felix Robertson holding a strong 
lead and T. W. Davidson ambling 
along in fourth position, as returns 
continued to come in from all parts 
of Texas, from the Democratic pri­
mary elections held Saturday. Other 
candidates in the race for governor 
were bringing up the rear in about 
the same position they held in the 
early returns. About 400,000 votes 
had been reported at noon today, be­
lieved approximately three-fifths of 
the total vote.

The contest between Barry Miller 
of Dallas and Will C. Edwards, the 
Denton editor, continues very close. 
I or a little while Miller, goes up and 
then Edwards takes the lead. It 
makes little difference, however, at 
this time, for McCall and Malone 
seem likely to have polled enough 
votes to prevent either Miller or Ed­
wards to have a majority of all the 
votes, so they will have to try again 
in the run-off primary.

There is no doubt about the con­
test for United States senator, for 
at no time has Morris Sheppard been 
threatened. It appears very prob­
able that he will have such a decisive 
majority that he will not need a run­
off trial.

Moody Runs Fast.
Dan Moody of Williamson county, 

is steadily increasing his lead for at­
torney general. Although little ex­
perienced in state politics, this young 
prosecuting attorney from the capi­
tal city district appears to have given 
his three rivals, two of them experi­
enced in state politics, a race in 
which they have had to eat his dust. 
It is probable, however, Moody will 
have to go into a run-off contest with 
either Wall or Ward, who are run­
ning neck and neck, although far be­
hind him.

The lead of George B. Terrell for 
agricultural commissioner continues 
to increase and he has certainly been 
elected.

In the race for comptroller, S. H. 
Terrell of McLennan county and O. 
D. Baker of Milam county are pro­
bably scheduled to go into the run­
off contest. While the six candi­
dates for the office of comptroller 
hre all pretty well bunched, Baker 
and Terrell appear to be steadily) 
pulling somewhat ahead of the oth­
ers.

It appearse probable that J. T. 
Robinson will not have to go into 
a run-off primary to cinch his hold 
on the office of land commissioner, 
but Chief Justice C. M. Cpreton, 
who is far ahead of his opponents, 
W. C. Wear of Hill county and R. 
H. Buck of Tarrant county, will have 
to take on one of these— probably 
Wear, for a trial in the run-off.

Lon Smith Leads.
Likewise Lon Smith and W. A. 

Nabors will have a run-off trial for 
railroad commissioner for the four- 
year unexpired term now being fill­
ed by Nabors, and Smith has such a 
long lead over Nabors that he has a 
good right to hope for success in the 
run-off. On the other hand, Clar­
ence E. Gilmore, seeking re-election 
to the regular six-year term, may 
have a majority of all the votes wheii 
the returns are all in, although he 
had a few under a majority accord­
ing to the latest figures received.

Complete returns had not been re­
ceived at noon today from any but 
a few of the smaller counties. Re­
turns from the larger counties were 
coming in slowly, but the early count 
was believed a fairly accurate guage 
of the way the vote had gone.

THE AMERICAN MILLIONAIRE.
Not go very long ago an American 

millionaire was a man reputed to be 
worth . a million dollars or more. 
Nowadays he is a man whose an­
nual income is a million or more.

Sixty-seven persons admitted of­
ficially last year that they were mil­
lionaires in the new sense of the 
word. They admitted it in their per­
sonal tax returns for 1922, on which 
a preliminary report has just been 
made public; but as the very rich run 
to exempt investments, such as fed­
eral, state and municipal bonds, in 
order to escape surtaxes, it is safe to 
say that'many more than sixty-seven 
received incomes of at least a million 
that year, and that hundreds do now.

The interesting thing was that 
there were Sixty-seven of these mil­
lionaires in 1922 as against only 
twenty-one the preceding year, when 
the post-war business depression was 
at its deepest; 33 in 1920; 65 in 
1919; 67 in 1918; 141 in 1917 and 
206 in 1916, The only explanation 
of this fluctuation is that men of 
greatest wealth avoid paying taxes by 
investing in tax-exempt securities. 
The millionaire has as much at stake 
as 1,000 men of modest means but the 
latter pay the full tax for his bene­
fits and protection.

Is there any way to make the 
stomach rouse itself to a few genuine 
hunger pangs, or at least adopt a 
cordial attitude to the reception of 
food? An apparently lazy stomach 
may be merely a tired one, and rest 
will sometimes go a long way toward 
encouraging it to action. A few 
minutes rest before meals may mean 
more than twice the time afterward. 
In addition to rest, the stomach may 
need an appetizer in the form of 
stimulating foods.

Water, hot or cool, is an urge to 
secretion, and combined with fruit- 
juice, such as lemon or orange, it is 
even more stimulating. The fruits 
are chosen also because they are rich 
in vitamin B, the one that is asso­
ciated with improvement in appetite. 
Milk, vegetables and whole cereals 
are also considered a great aid in in­
creasing a desire for food because 
they contain conspicuous amounts*jof 
this vitamin. Lemonade before 
breakfast or fruit as the first course 
at breakfast may go a long way to­
ward beginning the day well. A clear 
soup made of meat stock or vegetable 
juice has a similar effect.

Fat, on the other hand, tends to 
depress secretion; dry beans and 
sticky sauces and cereals also dis­
courage it to some extent. If dry 
beans are to be used, they should be 
strained and used in soup, especially 
if digestive disturbances are to be 
avoided. Nuts are also more readily 
digested when well subdivided and 
used with other foods.

A stomach that does not long for 
food may be a hungry one but still 
not be vigorous enough to express it­
self. Such a possession should be 
wholesomely surprised by small 
amounts of food between meals. This 
should be liquid preferably, such as 
milk or juicy fruit, and should in­
crease rather than decrease the ap­
petite for the next meal. If bread 
or crackers are needed, they make 
a desirable addition to the between- 
meal menu. Fresh air and out-of- 
door exercise may also add greatly 
to a real desire for food, and change 
of scene and recreation are especially 
important for the shut-in home­
maker.

At all costs*, an adequate diet 
should be supplied. Until the body 
has the foods it needs, normal appe­
tite can not be expected; and unless 
these foods are in a form in which 
the body can use them, the situation 
is difficult to solve. Never give up, 
even when all methods have been ex­
hausted. Everything may seem to 
have failed— and yet one may be 
right on the brink of success.— From 
The Delineator for August.

NEWSPAPER FILES AT
UNIVERSITY ARE VALUABLE

SILLY PRANK GIVES ALARM

AUSTIN, Texas, July 2.8.— In the 
attic of the education building, under 
the red- tile eaves, is the newspaper 
library of the University of Texas.

The journalism library was moved 
to the education building from the 
basement of the library building last 
summer. New steel shelves were 
purchased for the bound volumes, and 
in them newspapers dating back to 
the 1780’s, with the pencil and 
grease marks that were on the or­
iginal copies.

The library contains fake sheets 
that represent certain rare editions 
of journals during the Civil war, 
printed on colored wall paper. The 
most valuable newspapers are still 
kept in the vault in the library build­
ing, and will not be moved to the 
education building attic until a safe 
is installed, according to D. E. Mc­
Arthur, librarian of the journals.

In the shelves are many volumes 
bound by the new university bind­
ery, as well as temporary paper bidd­
ings made in the library. The ma­
jority of the bound volumes were 
purchased already bound. The Dal­
las News contributed one set several 
years ago.

Heart Tester Helps in Liquor 
Hunt among Luggage

With the aid of a stethoscope, used by 
physicians to detect disorders of the 
human heart, the chief of police of a

Minnesota city tests incoming and out­
going baggage for traces of gurgles that 
might reveal the presence of contraband 
liquors. With the receiving tubes ad­
justed to his ears and the sensitive dia­
phragm of the instrument placed on the 
suspicious suitcase or bag, the official, by 
shaking the article, can detect quickly 
any sounds that might warrant a further 
investigation.

Over Hundred Million Living 
ia Electric-Lighted Homes

Electric lights are now used in the 
homes of approximately 111 ,000,000 per­
sons, nearly six and one-half per cent of 
the world’s population, according to a 
recent surrey. In the United States, 39,- 
000,000 persons enjoy the benefits of elec­
tric service in their homes, this country 
leading all others in the amount of elec- 
trie power used each year. Japan is 
second, with 23,000,000 living in electric­
ally lighted homes and Germany is third 
with 8JUQ,000. Seventy-five per cent of 
all people in New York have electric 
lights.

Speed of Great City Told 
by Startling Figures

Statistics for the city of New York 
show that an immigrant arrives at that 
port every thirty seconds and an average 
of one arrest is made each two minutes. 
A child is bom every five minutes and a 
funeral occurs every seven. Every twelve 
minutes a marriage is performed and a 
divorce is granted for each six hours of 
the day. New businesses are started at 
the rate of one every forty minutes and a 
failure takes place every five hours.

A ship leaves the harbor every forty- 
five minutes and someone is killed by 
accident every fifty-five minutes. The 
crime records of the metropolis are star­
tling in that they show that every seven 
hours there is an attempt to take some 
persoa* life,, a suicide is committed each 
ten hours, and a murder occurs every 
twelve hours.

Wfeas Horse Can Pull Shown 
Tests in England

Tests made recently in England proved 
that a pair of horses, each weighing 1,600 
pounds, could haul a load 550 pounds 
greater than themselves. On a metal 
track, one of these animals, it has been 
shown, can draw one and two-thirds times 
as much as on a good asphalt surface, five 
times as much as on cobblestone paving 
and twenty times the load it can pull on 
an ordinary mud road. For the usual type 
of farm horse, a cart carrying a weight of 
1,500 pounds is considered to be a fair 
task. While pulling light vehicles and 
under saddle, records indicate that horses 
are equal to great feats of strength and 
endurance. A twenty - year - old beast 
hitched to a light cart is known to have 
traveled a hundred miles in less than 
thirteen e»d a half hours and was in ex­
cellent condition at the end of its journey.

@In many cases silent radio tubes are 
due to imperfect contact between the 
tube’s prongs and the spring terminals of 
the socket. This trouble can readily be 
eliminated by bending the latter up a 
trifle to insure a good connection.

Saving Gas at Home
All fuel experts know that a fire sev­

eral feet below the boiler shell will give 
much better results than a fire close un­
der the shell. This fact induced a home 
owner to try out the idea of the heat 
intensifier on a gas stove, as shown in 
the illustration. It consists of a strip of 
ordinary black stovepipe iron, about 3 
in. wide and a couple of inches longer 
than three times the diameter of the hole 
in the grate, which will be about 20 in. in 
most cases. The ends are fastened to­
gether with rivets or small stove bolts 
and several notches are cut in one edge. 
This ring is placed over the gas-burner 
holes, with the notched side up, and the 
cooking vessel is placed on top of the 
ring. A lighted match held near any one

of the notches will light the gas when the 
tap is opened. The use of such a ring 
concentrates the heat under the vessel 
and consequently reduces the consump­
tion of gas.

D .S. MAKES ITS 
BEST RECORD AT

OLYMPIC GAMES
By FRANK GETTY 

(United Press Staff Correspondent)
NEW YORK, July 28.— Looking 

backwards, the results of the 1924 
Olympic games give American sports­
men cause for much satisfaction.

The team which bore the starry 
shield’ at Colombes Stadium surpass­
ed the efforts of our men at Antwerp 
in 1920.

Our track and field athletes lived 
up to the prediction that they would 
win the games, with something to 
spare. They had, as a matter of fact, 
89 points to spare over their most 
dangerous rival, Finland.

In figuring out the possibilities In 
advance, most of us overlooked H. M. 
Abrahams in the 100 meters, so that 
his well-deserved victory came as 
something of a surprise.

Jackson V. Scholz of the N. Y. A. 
C. scored America’s only first place 
in the runs. It had been anticipated 
that one of our quarter-milers might 
win a first in the 400 meters, but with 
the speedy Liddell of England in 
there, none of our sprinters had a 
chance.

America failed to make any kind 
of a showing in the longer runs, and 
this was expected. The great Nurmi 
won all those that his countryman, 
Ritola, failed to account for, except 
the marathon, and here*another Finn, 
an aged woodcarver, who had not run 
in active competition for 15 years, 
one Alben Stenroos, accounted for 
first place.' The Finns thus took 
every run from the 1,500 meters up­
wards.

Our hurdlers, D. Kinsey and F. M. 
Taylor, scored first in their respective 
events, the latter breaking a world’s 
record when he ran the 400 meter 
timbers in 0:52 3-5.

Speaking of world’s records, there 
were nine broken, five by Americans. 
Our team also set two new Olympic 
marks and equaled one.

The strength of the United State? 
aggregation lay in the field events. 
Clarence Houser, U. S. C., won two, 
the shot-put and the discus-throw. 
Harold F. Osborne, Illinois A. C., wor. 
the decathlon and the high-jump. 
Tootell, the former Bowdoin star, 
took the hammer-throw, with a heave 
of 174 feet. DeHart Hubbard, ne­
gro athlete from Michigan, won the 
broad-jump. Bob LeGendre of New­
ark A. C. breaking the world’s record 
in. this event during the pentathlon 
comoetition.

We did not win the javelin throw, 
which went to J. Myrra, Finland; nor

the pentathlon, which also went to a 
Finn, Lehtonen. An injury to young 
Hubbard prob^blv robbed us of a 
first place in the hop-step-and-jump.

But Lee Barnes, Cainorma hign 
school youth, took the pole-vault, so 
that the American margin of profit 
in the field events was a substantial 
one. ’

Our relay teams showed to great 
advantage, both the 400 meter ag­
gregation, Hussey, Clark, Murchison, 
and LeConey, and the 1,600 meters 
team, Cochran, Stevenson, MacDon­
ald and Hellfrich, winning their 
events in new world’s record time.

Better marks were made in 1924 
than in 1920 in 24 of the 27 events.

The United States showed a gain 
over the Antwerp games when D. 
Kinsey won the 110 meter hurdles. 
His time was one-fifth of a second 
slower than that made by Earl 
Thompson of Canada in 1920, but 
this was a first place which America 
had failed to achieve four years be­
fore.

In 1920, Finland and the United 
States won nine first places each; 
this year we had 12 firsts to 10 for 
Finland. Therefore, any way the 
games are scored, the United States 
comes out on top.

Fortunately, the American victory 
was clean-cut, although the margin 
over Finland was narrow, when first 
places only are considered. The re­
sult precludes the possibility of any 
post-Olympic arguing over points and 
scoring methods.

The games, for the most part, 
were hard fought and there was clean 
sport throughout. Tom Keane, who’ 
coached the American distance run­
ners, registered a complaint at the 
way, he said, in which the Finns were 
coached to victory in the 10,000 me­
ter cross-country run. But as Nurmi, 
the wonderful Finn, who won four 
first places, was 500 yards ahead of 
his countryman, Willie Ritola, who, 
in turn, was 500 yards ahead of Earl 
Johnson, the American negro who, 
took third in this gruelling event, it 
is hard to see what use there was in 
making a complaint. There was also 
some dissatisfaction over the dis­
qualification of Charley Brookins in 
the 400 meters hurdles, but doubtless 
the officials were doing what they 
believed right.

And America could have won the 
games with a ball and chain and a 
French official on the ankles of each 
of her athletes. .

GREATEST SUBMARINE LAUNCHED AT 
PORTSMOUTH.

A submarine twice as large as any ever built In the United States, 
and believed to be the greatest in the world, has been launched at the 
Portsmouth, N. H., Navy Yard. The V-l, first of a fleet of nine, will be 
able to accompany the battle fleet to sea, in any weather and at any 
speed of which the fleet is capable. She could cross the Atlantic and 
return without refueling. The V-l is 341 feet long, has a surface speed 
of 21 knots and moves 9 knots underwater. She carries 7 officers and 
80 enlisted rrjen.

BREAKS UP THEFTS
OF U. S. AUTOMOBILES

MONTREAL, Canada, July 26.—  

Receivers of automobiles stolen in 
New York and other border states 
and sold here at “ auction,”  where a 
“ bill of sale” was given, have found 
business bad since the inauguration, 
March 15, of the motor vehicles act.

Odilon Falcon, who for some time 
operated in this province, moved to- 
Nova Scotia. Cars began to disap­
pear from Maine instead of Vermont, 
New York and New Hampshire. The 
Canadian Auto Recovery bureau con­
centrated its efforts on the Maritime 
provinces and, according to F. Phil­
ippe Brais,. local crown prosecutor, 
Falcon was arrested and allowed out 
on $5,000 bail. He agreed to turn 
up 150 stolen automobiles, Brais 
said, providing he was given immun­
ity from the Nova Scotia arrest.

•The number of cars stolen in the 
northern states and rushed across the 
line to this province used to total 
close to 100 a month.

May and June used to be the ban­
ner months for the auto thieves. This 
year only 32 were reported missing 
in May and the number declined to 
18 in June.

U. S. DEMANDS SATISFACTION
FOR DEATH OF IMBRIE
