G A M E  PLANT 
MEN HOLD VERY 
USEFUL MEETING

Discuss New Methods and Ef­
ficiency in Natural Gaso­

line Manufacture.

BRECKENRIDGE, Aug. 14.— Up­
wards of 100 delegates attended the 
fourth district meeting of the Na­
tional Association c f Natural Gaso­
line Manufacturers, which was held 
Wednesday in Breckenridge. They 
represented virtually every casing­
head gasoline plant in Stephens and 
Eastland counties, leading counties 
in the industry that has aroused 
greater interest than ever in the de­
velopment of the natural gas re­
sources of the country.

The delegates discussed operating 
methods in general and efficiency in 
particular. It is through meetings 
such as this that the association sup­
plements its general meetings with 
conferences in which operating ex­
perience and experience “ tips” are 
swapped by the actual managers of 
the field plant, and the operating 
problems attacked in general discus­
sions.

F. G. Yonker of Ranger, general 
superintendent in the Ranger ter­
ritory for the Chestnut & Smith cor 
poration, reckoned largest of the cas­
inghead gasoline manufacturers in 
the world, presided at the meeting. 
Among those who spoke on operat­
ing efficiency were: A. V. Bour­
que of Tulsa, secretary of the associa­
tion; O. W. Prescott of Drumright, 
Okla., George Mjassen of Kansas City, 
R. R. Dean of Tulsa, Percy Skinner 
of St. Louis, R. M. Coyle of the 
Chestnut & Smith corporation, with 
headquarters in Ranger; Otto Peters 
of Keifer, Okla., R. C. Alder of Ibex, 
Marshall Young and G. P. Crutch­
field of Breckenridge.

Growth o f Industry
John W. Naylor, writing in the 

Star-Telegram relative to the natural 
gasoline industry, says:

“ The meeting served as a concrete 
illustration of the tremendous growth 
of an industry which started from 
nothing only three and a half or four 
years ago, and which now is turning 
out products to the value of $1,000,- 
000 per month, most of which is dis­
tributed in West Texas oil fields in 
wages and salaries, royalties for gas 
and ,for plant maintenance and con­
struction through expansion.

“ Including the north end of the 
district, Wichita county, which with 
Eastland and Stephens, has at pres­
ent nearly 90 per cent of the natural 
gasoline capacity of West Texas, it 
is estimated that the district has 
more than 100*plants, representing a 
combined investment of close to $20,- 
000,000 with an immense produc­
tion each year. Stephens county has 
33 plants. About 2,000, including 
office forces, are employed.

“ Natural gasoline is that part of 
the gasoline content of petroleum, 
which is so light that it escapes from 
the well with the natural gas with 
which the oil is usually associated. 
The foundation of this tremendous 
industry then is what formerly was 
a waste product. Now this gas is 
trapped at the wells, and is run to 
the natural gasoline plants, where, 
by a method employing compression! 
or absorption— now the favorite— or 
both, it is disassociated from the gas 
and reduced to liquor form.

Goes to Refiner.
“ After being stabilized— prior to 

the discovery of stabilization, the 
product was easily exploded and dan­
gerous, it is sold, over 90 per cent of 
it, to the refiner. The refiner uses it 
in portions varying from 5 to 15 per 
cent to make what American oil men 
assert is the finest motor fuel in| 
the world. From this natural gaso­
line content the gasoline used for 
motor fuels obtains its life— its com­
bustibility which makes for quick 
starting, without flooding or crank 
dilution, and without continual grind 
ing of the starters and makes start­
ing largely possible in cold weath­
er.”

During the afternoon the managers 
visited the new Brooks Hanlin plant 
near Breckenridge. This plant, con­
trolled by the Chestnut & Smith cor­
poration, is the largest operating 
plant in Texas and will be eclipsed 
only by a new plant building for the 
same interests here, which is to be 
the largest plant in the world.

One-Man Dirigible 
Created Cor Use Of 

Army Air Service

DAYTON, Ohio, Aug. 14.— The 
army air service announces a new 
creation— the baby blimp, a one-man 
dirigible.

The craft is a mere pigmy com­
pared with present types. It is under 
construction at Hammondsport, N. 
Y., and will be ready to fly in about 
five months, accordcing to officials 
of McCook field here, where the ship 
was designed.

In general appearance the one- 
man dirigible will resemble a free 
balloon turned on its side. Its nose 
is blunter than larger dirigibles and 
Zeppelins and the bag is 30 feet 
long. Filled with 20,000 cubic feet 
of hydrogen it will stand 50 feet 
high.

The ship was designed by Matt 
Corbett, McCook field civilian engi­
neer, who produced the famous 
“ jumping balloon.”

Army officials expect the baby 
blimp to serve both military and 
commercial purposes. It will be used 
at first by the air service as training 
equipment.

The power plan is a two-cylinder, 
opposed type aero engine. It will 
consume about one gallon of gaso’ ine 
an hour, which will permit the ship 
to remain aloft five hours at a time.

The baby blimp, as designed, is 
about 22 times smaller than the 
Shenandoah, the largest lighter-than- 
air craft. The Shenandoah is, 680 
feet long and has a gas capacity of 
2,000,000 cubic feet.

Special controls, designed by Cor­
bett, make it possible for one man to 
operate the smaller ship by manipu­
lating two rudders and two elevators.

On deflation, the mechanical parts 
may be removed and packed away.

Germans Handed

REYKJAVIK, Iceland, Aug. 14.— 

An uncertain goal this morning 
awaited the ^American round-the- 
whrld flyers preparing to hop off 
from here today for the east coast 
of Greenland near the port of Ang- 
magsalik. After all plans had been 
made for the flight, which vras to 
have started at 8 o’clock this morn­
ing, word was received from the 
Danish steamer, Gertrude Rask, that 
hea^y fog again surrounded Green­
land, that the ice pack had become 
worse, and there was again some 
question of whether the flyers would 
be able to make a landing.

Immediately after this word was 
received, Rear Admiral Magruder, in 
charge of the flight, and Lieut. Low­
ell Smith, flight commander, went 
into conference. Lieutenant Smith 
wants no more delay in his flight 
homeward, and announced that if 
everything seemed safe around here 
this afternoon, he would try to get 
away today.

He will be guided by weather con­
ditions at Angmagsalik. If the wea­
ther permits, the flyers will land in 
Greenland waters, refuel and hop on. 
Otherwise, they will attempt a land­
ing at the Greeland port and await 
better weather for the next leg of 
their journey.

STORM ALONG ARCTIC
CIRCLE HALTS FLYERS

REYKJACIK, Iceland, Aug. 14.—  
Storm conditions along the route be­
tween here and Greenland prevented 
the American flyers from taking off 
today. They will get away Friday if. 
the weather -clears up.

Plans had been made to take o ff 
from here for Angmagsalik early 
this morning. The two planes were 
moved into the harbor last night and 
tuned for departure. Reports of a 
fog this morning and renewed ice 
packs stopped the departure, as a 
landing would he dangerous.

Request For Speedy 
Reply To Proposal

LONDON, Aug. 14. —  What 

amounted to a virtual ultimatum was 
handed to the Germans today, when 
representatives of Great Britain, the 
United States and Italy joinpd with 
France in a plan for the Franco-Bel- 
gian military evacuation of the Ruhr 
within a year.

The decision was handed to the 
Germans with a ' demand that they 
reply to the agreement by 3 o’clock 
today. The Germans are awaiting 
an answer from Berlin before reply­
ing.

The Germans are resentful of the 
ultimatuni-like nature of the propos­
al, one member intimated.

LONDON, Aug. 14\— Reports that 
a complete agreement had been 
reached on the question: of Franco- 
Belgian evacuation of the Ruhr fol­
lowing a call for a meeting of the 
delegations at 5 o’clock this after­
noon.

A final decision on the date of the 
Franco-Belgian evacuation of the 
Ruhr, swung backwards-and forward 
in the allied conference o,n the Dawes 
report today. It was a subject of 
better verbal exchanges between the 
French and Germans. After the al­
lies had decided to support Premier 
Herriot’s berms— out of the Ruhr in 
one year— there were several con­
ferences. At 7 p. m. the Germans 
are to hold a conference at the Ritz. 
Herr Luther, one of the German rep­
resentatives, will leave for Berlin to- 
mjorrow to confer with party leaders 
there.

Formal charges of having shot and 
wounded three persons stood against 
him. These three are: William G: 
Ross, wounded in left leg; Mrs. Sam 
Schapp, wounded in thigh, and San; 
Schapp, wounded in groin.

Mrs. Mors was shot through the 
head some time Tuesday at the Not­
tingham apartments, where she lived. 
Police declare Selby responsible for 
the death of Mrs. Mors, whose pro­
tector he was, and who had divorced 
her husband, Albert, a wealthy deal­
er in antiques, a few days ago, after 
a hearing in which the name of Mc­
Coy figured.

Evidence of various witnesses in­
dicates that McCoy went to Mrs. 
Mors’ apartment before midnight, 
Tuesday, and that they together 
drained a bottle of Scotch, after 
which they disagreed about some­
thing. Others in the apartment heard 
a muffled noise like a shot about 2 
a. m. Some time during the morn­
ing McCoy left the apartment, armed 
with a .45-calibre revolver, and went 
to Mors’ shop. Mors was not 
in, but three customers were in the 
shop, William G. Ross, Sam H. Ross 
and V. C. Emden. McCoy is charged 
with lining them up and robbing 
them, at the same time laughing 
loudly and abusing them. Ross tried 
to rush out and McCoy shot and 
wounded him. McCoy then (went 
next door to a millinery shop and 
when Mr. and Mrs. Schapp rushed 
from it, frightened by his appear­
ance, he fired at them and wounded 
both. Afterwards he was seized by 
the police and locked up in a cell, 
where he awoke this morning.

McCoy claims that Mrs. Mors shot 
herself, being distracted by develop­
ments in their love affairs and the 
conduct of her husband, whose life 
McCoy sought when he went to the 
shop.

Developments expected today in­
clude :

Probable interview by officers of 
Albert Mors, husband of the dead 
woman, who notified the police he 
was ready to answer questions or
submit to arrest.

The questioning of Mrs. Jennie 
Thompson, sister of McCoy, who, the 
police were told, listened to McCoy 
sobbingly confess that he had killed 
Mrs. Mors, “the only woman I ever 
loved.”

M’COY WILL PLEAD 
INSANITY IF CHARGED 

WITH MURDERING WOMAN

LOS ANGELES, Aug. 14.— In­
sanity will be the defense of Norman 
Selby, known as “Kid” McCoy, if he 
is formally charged with the murder 
of Mirs. Theresa Mors, it was an­
nounced today by R. D. Knicker­
bocker, the “Kid’s” attorney.

Knickerbocker said that about two 
weeks ago the business associates of 
McCoy discussed the advisability of 
swearing out an insanity complaint 
against the former pugilist.

Albert A. Mors, husband of the 
murdered woman, appeared in the 
office of District Attorney Asa 
Keyes at noon today.

“Do you remember what I told you 
last Friday,” he said.

The attorney nodded his head in 
reply.

Keyes and Mors then went into 
close discussion in which only de­
tectives and district attorney men 
were permitted. Mors said when he 
came out that something important 
might break shortly.

Mors was released on bond a few 
days ago after his wife swore to a 
warrant charging that he had threat­
ened to kill her. He is scheduled to 
appear in Justice Ballard’s court to­
morrow morning to answer to the 
charge.

LIEU TEN A N T DOOLITTLE
RETURNING TO OHIO

SAN ANTONIO, Aug. 14.— Lieu­
tenant James Doolittle, famous for 
his coast to coast one-stop flight he 
made in 1922, hopped off today With 
Lieutenant Plant for McCook field in 
Ohio, where they are stationed. They 
failed to make a non-stop flight from 
Denver to San Antonio, as they had 
failed between San Diego and Den­
ver.

BRITISH LABOR PARTY WINS 
CONFIDENCE.

In Great Britain the influence of 
the trade unions on the labor party 
of which the unions are the basic 
part has been decidedly conservative 
and the whole nation seems to be 
behind the party’s foreign policy. 
This in large measure explains the 
confidence which the party has in­
spired in the nation. The trade 
unions have resisted communism, and 
though some communists haVe gain­
ed admittance to unions, it has been 
in secret and by the process of bor­
ing from within. Such men as Ram­
say . Macdonald and Philip Snowden 
are decidedly not communists.

For these reasons the British 
labor party has ceased to be regard­
ed as dangerous even by the most 
bitter of its opponents. The situa­
tion has really developed of what 
might be called a two-party govern­
ment in Great Britain. Qn the one 
side are the conservatives and on the 
other is labor backed up and kept in 
office by the liberals.

The fact that labor has been al­
lowed to take the reins of office is 
of very great importance. It has 
shown the leaders of the laboring 
classes that they can act by consti­
tutional means. It has shown them 
that there is a better means of 
achieving their ends than by force, 
by strikes the policy of “ dirdct ac­
tion.” Holding only about a third 
of the actual representation in par­
liament, it is as though their radical 
theories had been diluted there 
through force of superior numbers. 
In all this the liberal party is forced 
to play a minor role.

Professor Carl Kaufmann will 
soon publish a book which will con­
tain many surprising assertions re­
garding the discovery of America, 
supported by what seems to be 
facts. He claims that there were 
Chinese in America who pushed as 
far south as New Mexico, long before 
the “ discovery” of the United States 
by Cclumbus. But even this bit of 
history does not tell us where the 
Indians came from— or when they 
came.

BERLIN.— The frequency of acci­
dents in the Ruhr mining district is 
increasing, the miners union stated 
in a petition to the local authorities.

Further astronomical confirmation 
for his theory that the cosmos in 
which Mother Earth finds herself is 
distinctly limited in; extent, was pre­
sented for the consideration of math­
ematical physicists at the British as­
sociation today by Dr. Ludvik Silber- 
stein, consulting mathematician to a 
Rochester firm, and an authority on 
the subject of relativity. m

Dr. Silberstein did not present his 
argument as a hypothesis. He prov­
ed it. His methods are not those of 
the Grecian philosophers, nor does 
he quote the writings of Moses. He 
puts in the necessary formulae and 
symbols, adds a few figures previous­
ly provided by the telescope and 
spectroscope, shakes them well, and 
out pops the result. True, the figure 
that tumbles o ff hhe adding machine 
is quite large. So large, in fact, that 
there need be no fears of planes 
bouncing against the wall.

So sure is Dr. Silberstein of his ce­
lestial survey, that he gives as the 
radius of the sphere of the universe, 
based on the latest measurements of 
constants for certain stellar clusters, 
the figure 6.7 times 10 million astro­
nomical units, the astronomical unit 
being the distance from the earth 
to the sun, selected by astronomers 
as a convenient yardstick. Not “ 6,” 
mind you, or even “ about 7” , but 
just “ 6.7.”
