RANGER WILL 

AID IN PAYING 
HEALTH NURSE

City Commission Takes Action. 
Stands Designated for Pro­

duce Venders.

The sum of $50 a month is to be 
allowed by the city of Ranger to­
wards the salary of the publie health 
nurse, according to action taken at 
the regular meeting of the city com­
mission Tuesday afternoon. The com­
mission was unanimous in its de­
cision after a committee from the 
Child Welfare society, Mrs. John W. 
Thurman, president, Mrs. M. H. 
Hagaman and Mrs. George Armer, 
appeared before the commission with 
the request for cooperation.

The committee pointed to the 
splendid work of Miss Faye Nixon, 
public health nurse, in Ranger dur­
ing the summer, and cited numerous 
cases attended by her and, by hav­
ing attention at the proper time, 
saving the city from expense that 
would have been incurred had it be­
come necessary to send them to a 
hospital.

The commission decided that all 
vendors of vegetables watermelons, 
etc., must move their stands and wa­
gons to the vacant lot across the Tex­
as and Pacific railroad tracks.

A number of complaints have been 
received lately regarding the block­
ing of Commerce street by trucks, 
service cars and vendors until it is 
difficult to control the traffic on that 
street. A number of minor accidents 
have been reported lately, too. A 
stand for four cars is to be alloted 
on the street in front of the Angelo 
rooms and the service car and truck 
drivers must arrange to take turn 
about in the stands.

Final arrangements for purchasing 
a tractor for the street department 
were made.

A permit was issued to the Ranger 
Dry Cleaning plant to move its clean­
ing vats from the Tiffin highway and 
install them in the building where 
they are located.

No action was taken on enacting 
an ordinance regulating the left hand 
turns on Main, street. This is nec­
essary, as the rule is being broken 
by an increasing number of people 
every day and the only recourse the 
police have is to arrest the violating 
parties for reckless driving. A num­
ber of accidents have been narrowly 
averted several times when mo­
torists have disregarded the sign^ 
and turned to the left.

PEDESTRIAN STRUCK BY 
AUTO RELUCTANT ABOUT 

ACCEPTING ANY HELP
A man, who at the time, refused 

to give his name, was struck by ay 
automobile on the Cisco-Eastland 
highway on West Commerce street, 
in Eastland, about 8 o’clock last 
night. He was knocked down and 
one of the forewheels of the car is 
said to have passed over him. The 
extent of his injuries could not be 
ascertained.

According to eye witnesses, the 
man was walking west on the north 
side of the highway and attempted 
to cross the street just as the car 
was getting near him.

MARXREJOICES 
OVER SUCCESS 
OF CONFERENCE

Is Especially Glad to Find All- 
lies Treating Germans 

On Equal Terms.

tSy United Press.
LONDON, Aug. 13.— “ I think the 

conference will be a success on all 
points,”  Chancellor Marx of Ger­
many said today in an exclusive in­
terview granted the United Press. 
“ This is the most important meeting 
since the treaty of Versailles was 
signed,” Marx continued, “ and for 
the lirst time the allies are treating 
us on equal terms.”

The German chancellor seemed to 
consider this the most important fac­
tor contributing to the success of 
the conference. “  I am very glad 
to say that Premier Herriot, notwith­
standing great opposition in certain 
political circles in France and even 
in his entourage, has stood firm. The 
majority of the French people want 
peace and quiet.”

Asked about the all-important 
question of military evacuation of 
the Ruhr, Marx said:

“ It is essential, so far as we are 
concerned, and it is closely united 
with application of the experts’ plan. 
We hope to sign the treaty tomorrow 
or Friday, but this agreement is only 
preliminary for future conferences 
between Germany and the allies 
singly. A commercial treaty to be 
consummated with France is of the 
highest importance to both coun­
tries.”

Marx evaded the question whether 
the French would be treated as a 
most favored nation. He contented 
himself with saying “ Germany never 
can grant free entry of ore or potash 
into the Ruhr, or make too great 
concessions in the matter of deliv­
ering by-stuffs.”

TERRELLLEADING FOR 
GOVERNOR IN ARKANSAS

' “ C-915 will sing,”  the announcer 
told his in visible audience.

“ Oh how I miss you dear” the con­
vict orchestra began playing.

A tenor voice filled the air. No 
sooner than the convict finished his 
selection the telephone began ring­
ing at the prison requesting an en­
core. Telegrams poured in to Ward- 
ep Groome, including one from a 
prominent Philadelphia lawyer.

LOS ANGELES, Cal., Aug. 13.—

WORLD FLYERS

TO LABRADOR

ARMY FLYERS TRYING TO 
MAKE NON-STOP FLIGHT, 
DENVER TO SAN ANTONIO

DENVER, Colo., Aug. 13.— Lieut. 

James S. Doolittle, pilot, and Lieut., 
Ewart Plant’, observer, left the Low­
ery flying field here at 5:20 a. m. 
today in an attempt to fly to the Kel­
ly field at San Antonio without a 
stop.

The airmen left San Diego, Calif., 
yesterday and arrived here at 5:45 
p. m., after making a landing at 
Grand Junction for fuel. The big 
De Haviland plane was working per­
fectly and the flyers expected to 
reach San Antonio without a stop. 
They said yesterday’s hop easily 
would have been completed without 
a stop at Grand Junction had it not 
been for continuous strong cross 
winds, which reduced the speed from 
120 miles an hour, as expected, to 85 
miles an hour.

German War Bonds 
Going Up, Retail 
Prices Going Down

BERLIN (By mail to United 
Press).— The German budget is 
threatened by a new onslaught by 
advocates of excessive “ valorization” 
(Aufwertung) of war loans and 
other similar securities now virtually 
worthless, as a result of the post-war 
inflation.

Leading the fight for greater val­
orization than the moderate amount 
proposed by the government are the 
nationalists, who seek to “ make 
good’ on election campaign pledges 
to holders of the now worthless wall­
paper obligations of the war days.

The government has no funds at 
its disposal wherewith to effect 
heavy valorization, and the practical 
outcome would be an enormous in­
crease of the internal debt that was 
wiped out almost entirely through 
the inflation.

The whole valorization question is 
under discussion in a special com­
mittee of the reichstag.

The nationalists have discovered a 
scheme wherewith, they claim, the 
government could kill two birds with 
one stone. The valorization, in their 
opinion, would not only satisfy those 
“ clamoring masses” who invested 
good money in war bonds dui’ing the 
war, but, at the same time, would de- 
privethe allies of one of their chief 
arguments for bigger reparations—  
namely, that Germany has no intern­
al debts worthy of mention. What 
would be easier and, at the same 
time, more patriotic, than to re-es­
tablish these internal debts, argue 
nationalists.

In the meantime the bourse has 
dealt buoyantly in war bonds.' They 
have increased several hundred per 
cent during the last few weeks and 
the upward tendency still continues, 
despite repeated governmental state­
ments denying that a valorization is 
intended. The opinion of the bourse 
in this respect is perhaps pictured 
best by its latest slogan, concocted 
by the ready wit of the brokers, im­
ploring government for an addition­
al denial, for it would drive up prices 
“ thousands millard per cent.”

Retail prices are going down at 
last. However, the reduction is be­
ing made reluctantly and with brakes 
set for a halt any moment. Never­
theless it is going on, and Berlin 
faces the “ danger” of losing its place 
of being “ the most expensive city in 
the world.” The largest reduction is 
noticeable in the price of furs, tex­
tiles and footwear.

The Thyssen works, represented 
by their junior chief, Fritz Thyssen, 
have concluded an agreement with 
the English Armstrong steel manu­
facturers. The agreement regulates 
both production and markets for the 
two firms and provides for closest 
co-operation.

Famous Doctor Sees End 
of Sickness.

The possibility of eliminating 
disease from civilized countries 
was the theme of the address be­
fore the British Association for the 
Advancement of Science, by Dr. 
David C. Bruce, chairman of the 
governing board of the Lister Insti­
tute of Preventative Medicine, who 
succeeded in controlling parasitic 
maladies in the British Army dur­
ing the World War. The end of 
sickness, he declared, Is not so far 
off, if medical science continues 
its present advance, and if the pub­
lic will heed its advice.

Japan Again Feels 
Sharp Earthquake 

Shock At Nagoya
By United Press.

TOKIO, Aug. 13.— A sharp earth­
quake near Nagoya, which stopped 
clocks in the cities of Osaka, Koba, 
and Kyoto, and sent people scurry­
ing into the streets in their night­
clothes, was reported early today 
from Osaka. The tremor was suf­
ficiently severe to throw dishes to 
the floor, but did no severe damage. 
No loss of life was reported.

Seismologist Nakamura, who sev­
eral weeks ago predicted the shock, 
announces his belief that the earth­
quake originated about 200 miles 
southwest of Nagoya in the sea. An 
interruption of the water supply at 
Nagoya was ’reported.

WOMAN TACKLES TANGLED 
FINANCES OF HER HUSBAND

OKLAHOMA CITY, Aug. 13.— A 
Spanish woman, unskilled in the 
tangling mazes that develop from 
poorly managed business, will endea­
vor to solve the baffling tangle that 
envelopes the failure of the Oklaho­
ma Rollins Motors Co.

The best legal talent of Oklahoma 
City has been unable to clarify the 
baffling financial entanglements that 
brought about the failure of the firm.

Mrs. R. C. Greth, beautiful Span­
ish wife of the company’s missing 
president, offered her services to B. 
C. Housel, receiver for the company’s 
affairs. Housel has indicated that he 
will allow the woman an opportunity 
to examine the records of the de­
funct company.

“ If I could see the papers of the 
company I believe I could help find 
the cause of its failure,” Mrs. Greth 
said with Spanish accent. “ I do not 
know where my husband is, but I 
think I will hear from him.”

Mrs. Greth admits that she is un­
acquainted with “ Americano” busi­
ness methods. She is one of the 
biggest losers in the automobile sales 
company’s crash. She had invested 
150 shares in the company, while her 
husband owned only 75 shares.

Two mortgages that are believed 
to have hurried the failure of the 
company bear Mrs. Greth’s maiderj 
hame, L. C. Tribolet. Lawyers work­
ing on the case declared the signa­
tures to the mortgages were forged.

When Mrs. Greth came here a year 
ago, she created one of the most 
beautiful homes in the city. Con­
structed and furnished along Old 
World lines, it became a show-place 
of the city.

It is probable that the beautiful 
and expensive home will have to be 
sacrificed. But Mrs. Greth merely 
shrugs her shoulders and smiles.

She is game.

FIVE BANDITS HOLD UP
INDEPENDENCE (M O.) BANK

Five bandits held up the' First Na­
tional b'ank and escaped with $10,- 
000 in cash. Ten employes were 
lined up against the wall while the 
bandits rifled the safe.

LEOPOLD *  
LOEB ARE SAKE 

SAYS ALIENIST
Witness Testifying for State In­

sists Two Young Murderers 
Entirely Responsible.

CRIMINAL COURT ROOMS, CHI­

CAGO, Aug. 13.— “ There was no 
evidence of mental disease in Rich­
ard Loeb and Nathan Leopold on 
May 21,” Dr. Hugh Patrick, state 
alienist, stated positively in court to­
day at the judicial hearing of Loeb 
and Leopold for the murder of Rob­
ert Franks.

Trying to break down the de­
fense’s case of diseased functioning 
of the mind, the prosecution today 
sought to disprove by Dr. Patrick all 
of the claims of the defense.

John Scarboro, a ssistant state at­
torney, asked Dr. Patrick if he had 
formed any opinion of Loeb’s men­
tal condition, considering that the 
defendant was immature, had three 
baby teeth, shaved only once or twice 
a week and was subject to fainting 
spells.

Dr. Patrick said that he had form­
ed an opinion and had taken these 
things into considei’ation.

# “ I saw no evidence of a mental 
disease, unless one considers that 
commiting a crime is evidence of a 
mental disease,” said the alienist.

Dr. Patrick declared it was his 
opinion that Robert Franks was mur­
dered and that there was no mental 
disease affecting either of his mur­
derers.

DEFENDANT DECLARES 
LAWYER CANT HELP H i! 

WHEN HE TELLS TRUTH

HOUSTON, Aug. 13.— Robert Don 
Carlos, confessed slayer of R. O. 
Wilson near Harrisburg, July 21, has 
refused legal assistance. “ I expect 
to tell the jury just how the killing 
of Wilson happened and I can’t see 
that an attorney can help me,” Car- 
Iqs said.

The Harris county grand jury 
probe of the murder was to be re­
sumed today with the examination of 
William’s skull and questioning of 
the witnesses. Officers declared to­
day that the condition of the skull 
does not bear out details of the kill­
ing as related by Carlos. The skull 
is said to show the effects of a heavy 
blow from a blunt instrument and 
three bullet holes, although Don Car­
los said he shot only twice.

AGED FORGER DECLARES
THAT IT DOESN’T PAY

CHICAGO, Aug. 13.— “ Jim the 
Penman”— whose particular brand of 
penmanship for 45 years has been 
forgery— has decided at the age of 
75 that his profession “ doesn’t pay.”

Charles Gaylord, Chicago, is the 
disillusioned forger. He had anoth­
er occupation once— a , trade which 
tradition holds as the very symbol of 
honesty. At 30, Gaylord was a car­
penter.

But he preferred the liberal 
ahances of “ penmanship” to the hum­
ble prosperity of carpenter. Now he 
is penniless, the old man told Captain 
Michael Evans, superintendent of the 
identification bureau, an old timer in 
another line.

Evans photographed Gaylord at the 
time of his first tumble, 45 years 
ago. That was before the Bertillion 
or finger-print system of identifica­
tion came into use. Gaylord, con­
victed of forgery, was sentenced to 
three years at Joliet penitentiary.

Recently, while Captain Evans—  
who is noted for his memory— was 
sitting at his desk, Sergt. Albert 
Wings of the detective bureau, led 
an old man before him. Evans scru­
tinized the awed captive closely.

“ What’s your name?” he asked.
“ Dennis McIIoffey,” replied the 

old man.
“ Ever here before?”
“ Never in my life,”  the prisoner 

remonstrated. His voice was weak.
“ Let me jog your memory,”  Cap­

tain Evans suggested. “ I photograph­
ed you 45 years ago when you were 
arrested for forgery. At that time 
I think you gave me the name of 
Gaylord. Am I right?”

The old man’s head dropped, and 
he admitted it was true.

“ But it has been, so long since you 
saw me that I didn’t think you could 
knock me o ff.”

Gaylord, since 1880, has served 
seven prison sentences for forgery. 
He has been known by many names 
— Chamberlain, Gray, Green, Sin­
clair, Davis.

“ I’m penniless,”  he muttered to 
Captain, Evans. “ If I had stuck to 
my trade I might have been comfort­
ably fixed today. It doesn’t pay to 
be crooked.”

Captain Fred Springer of the Colo­
rado Springs police deepartment is 
authority for the foregoing state­
ment, which he claims to have made 
after a careful study of automobile 
disasters.

“ It is the little traveled street just 
as it the unloaded gun, which kills,” 
Spring vr declared. A man seldom 
shoots himself accidently with a gun 
he knows to be loaded. Neither does 
a motorist bring death upon himself 
or someone else in a street where he 
sees constant danger in the pres­
ence of many other cars and pedes­
trians on every side.

To substantiate his claim Springer 
pointed to the years of 1923 and 1924 
in Colorado Springs. With nearly 
twice the tourist traffic this summer 
there was up to this date last year, 
he- said, there has been a market 
falling off in serious accidents due 
to motor cars. “ Fast driving is pre­
cluded by more congesteed streets, 
and everyone is on the alert. It is 
the driver on the street where it looks 
like ‘clear sailing’ that geats into 
most of the trouble,” Springer con­
cluded.

HOBO HOTEL IN 
HAY WAREHOUSE 

RAZED BY FIRE
Upwards of Fifty Unregistered 

Guests Believed to Have 
Lost Their Lives-

KNIGHTS LANDING, Calif. Aug.
13.— Only two bodies of the score 
or more of nameless wanderers be­
lieved to have burned to death when 
fire destroyed the great hay ware­
house of the River Gardens Farm 
company near here had been recov­
ered this morning.

Tons of massed hay, which burst 
into flames Sunday at the touch of ai 
carelessly discarded match, continu­
ed to smoulder and break out fre­
quent blazes today, frustrating evey 
atempt of the Yolo county authori­
ties to learn, the exact toll of life 
taken in the spectacular destruction 
of the hobo hotel.

Officials of the River Farms com­
pany believe that as many as fifty 
men may have been caught in the 
blazing warehouse. The hotel was 
one of those that has no register of 
its guests, many of whom may long 
since has forgotten if they ever had 
any homes or any relatives, and the 
names of those who were cremated 
unless nothing remained but char­
red bones and ashes probably will 
never be known. It will be difficult 
to tell how many really lost their 
lives in the fire.

MAJOR GENERAL HINES

General Hines, whom President 
Coolidge has approved to become 
chief of staff when Pershing reaches 
the retirement age of 64, has been 
with “Black Jack” Pershing for 
years, knows what his views are and 
is prepared to carry on the work 
where Pershing lays it down. He 
went with Pershing into Mexico as 
adjutant general and then with him 
to France, where he reached the com­
mand of an army corps.

LONDON, Eng., Aug. 13.— The 
big 14, two delegates from each na­
tion represented at the inter-allied 
conference, met at No. 10 Downing 
street this afternoon at 1:15 o’clock. 
The conclave is awaiting on an agree­
ment between France and Germany 
over the military evacuation of the 
Ruhr by France.

The third committee of the con­
ference, which is still wrestling with 
the problems of the best way to pro­
vide arbitration between Germany 
and the committee which deals with 
the transfer of reparations payments 
in kind.

DEFENSE DAY CONTROVERSY.
Governor Sweet of Colorado, is op­

posed to the war department’s plan 
of mobilizing the nation on Sept. 12. 
He is quoted as declaring that “ the 
mobilization of the national guard 
so soon after their summer camps, 
would be sheer folly and to ask 
civilians, especially farmers to take 
part in the national defense day pro­
grams during their busiest season of 
the year would be asking them to 
shoulder an undue burden.”

John W. Davis, democratic nomi­
nee for president, proposes to make 
Defense day an issue of the political 
campaign. He endorses Governor 
Bryan’s attitude and declares: “ It 
is one thing to keep the military or­
ganization in adequate practice; it is 
quite another to encourage demon­
strations, which can be nothing else, 
at a time when every energy should 
be bent to getting the world back to 
peace and work, calming the preju­
dices and passions growing out of 
the world war and encouraging fruit­
ful trade and commerce. In all 
these America should take the lead.”

It is very probable that Mr. LaFol- 
lette and the .progressive party will 
also oppose the proposition on the 
ground that it is ah unnecessary ex­
pense and nothing in the world justi­
fies it.

The Council of Federated Churches 
of America and the National League 
of Women Voters of America have 
already passed resolutions against 
the proposition, but the war depart­
ment seems determined to force the 
issue. Even though it be poor poli­
tics at this time, General Pershing 
has been instructed to proceed with 
the preparations.

ENFORCING THE LAW .
Mrs. Mabel Walker Willebrandt, 

the very efficient assistant attorney 
general of the United States, in 
charge of prohibition enforcement, 
reports that during the October term 
of the United States supreme court, 
which ended in June, the government 
won 37 out of 39 prohibition cases. 
It was during this session of the 
court that the government won its 
contention that beer and other malt 
liquors cannot be prescribed for 
medical purposes.

E. A. Olson, United States attor­
ney in Chicago, reports that more 
than $25,000,000 worth of buildings 
have been padlocked for a year be­
cause of conviction of their use for 
selling liquor; that 18 breweries 
have been finally closed; that mil­
lions of dollars’ worth of beer has 
been emptied into sewers; that more 
than 2,000 bootleggers have been 
convicted, being an average of 99 
out of every 100 against whom in­
formation has been lodged; and 
finally, that crimes against the gov­
ernment have decreased fully one- 
third during the past year.

Mr. Olson puts his finger on the 
danger point in the enforcement 
campaign. He points out that wher­
ever politics becomes involved, en­
forcement is handicapped, if not de­
feated.

T. P. Lee of Houston was nomi­
nated for governor and J. H. Kuth 
for lieutenant governor. T. M. Ken- 
nerly of Houston was nominated for 
the senatorial post.

A short-lived effort to strike out 
the fourteenth plank calling for the 
denunciation of the klan was voted 
down. The plank read in part: 
“ There is no place in American life 
for a secret political society by what­
ever name it be known or whatever 
tenets it may advocate. Being con­
vinced of the soundness of our ideas, 
we announce our unalterable opposi­
tion to the Ku Klux Klan.”

SHOWERS FALL
SEVERAL PLACES 

IN NORTH TEXAS
Rainfall Ranges Between Light 

Drizzles to Downpour of 
Several Inches.

DALLAS, Aug. 13.— The drouth 

of several weeks was broken in sev­
eral sections of the state by rain 
ranging from light showers to more 
than two inches of rain, according 
to reports received here today.

Two and a half inches of rain fell 
at Bowie. The rainfall apparently 
extended from Dallas northward into 
Oklahoma, federal bureau reports 
said, but scattered showers fell here 
and at Waco, Denton, Sherman, Fort 
Worth and other places in North 
Texas.

TEXAS FARM BUREAU TO MAKE 
FINAL PAYMENT ON LAST YEAR

DALLAS— Final money due mem­

bers of the Texas farm bureau cot­
ton association on cotton handled by 
the association in 1923 will be paid 
following a meeting of. the board of 
directors here Wednesday, according 
to C. C. Moser, secretary of the or­
ganization.

“ The final distribution will bring 
the average price received by farm­
ers nearly 30 cents per pound mid­
dling basis, a price from four to five 
cents greater than the average street 
price in effect at the opening of the 
last cotton season,” Moser said.

“ The association has practically 
completed arrangements to borrow 
$30,000,000 to finance this year’s 
crop, owned by members. Of this 
amount $5,000,000 will be borrowed 
from Dallas and other Texas banks; 
$5,000,000 will be borrowed from 
the government intermediate credit 
bank and the remainder will be ob­
tained from two New York banks. 
This money was obtained at a very 
low rate of interest,” he said.

Warfare Against 
Rum-Running Boats 

To Be Effective
NEW YORK, Aug. 13.— A double 

blockade will be thrown around the 
rum fleet where it bobs at anchor 
off the New Jersey coast. More thasj 
80 dry crafts, large and small, will 
be warring against the smugglers, 
according to plans. Twenty former 
destroyers are being fitted up for 
the fight against the rum smugglers 
by the coast guard. They will strike 
at the rum fleet from 40 bases and 
will not only put a blockade around 
the rum fleet but will prevent sup­
plies from reaching the fleet.

TWO-YEAR-OLD GIRL
DROWNS IN FOOT OF W ATER

HOUSTON.— Dolly Christin Van- 
derford, two years old, slipped away 
from her parents and drowned in a 
bathing pool here. Her body was 
found lying in a foot of water 30 
feet from where a dozen youngsters 
were playing, ignorant of the child’s 
death.

LONDON, Aug. 13.— The British 
polo team, which is to meet the pick 
of America in the contests for the 
American cup at Meadowbrook in 
September, is freely admitted to be a 
strong combination, but among the 
experts there is not too much opti­
mism as to its ability to bring the 
cup back to England this year.

The British team, as originally se­
lected, was Lieut.-Col. T. P. Melvil, 
Major T. W. Kirkwood, Lewis Lacey 
and Major Vivian N. Lockett, but af­
ter a few games, Major G. H. Phipps- 
Hornby and Major E. Hurdall were 
substituted for Kirkwood and Lock­
ett, although these two players ac­
company the team as reserves— re­
serves, however, who may easily be 
included in the team if they show 
improved form on reaching Meadow- 
brook. Lewis Lacey is to captain the 
side, though if Lockett plays in the 
big games, I should not be surprised 
to see the Anglo-Argentinian relin­
quish command in favor of the gal- 
lent Lancer major, if only as a mat­
ter of courtesy due to Lockett’s long 
experience of international games.

The six men named, would, in ordi­
nary circumstances be regarded as 
strong enough for anything, but, al­
though all of them have played 
throughout the trial matches this 
summer, no four of them have been 
able to settle down to serious prac­
tice as a team, and the critics con­
tend that they should have been se­
lected last year and allowed to gain 
team-practice this summer, instead of 
virtually having to play for their 
places .

Britains Have Accidents.
Misfortune has dogged British polo 

this year. The abnormally v. et per­
iod, which ruined the fir c month 
of the season, would have been bad 
enough for anything, but disaster 
came early when Lord Wodehouse, 
scheduled to captain the side for 
America, and perhaps the finest de­
fensive player in the country, had 
a nasty spill and broke a wrist. Im­
mediately following that, Major Kirk 
wood dislocated a shoulder, and, al­
though he recovered in time to be de­
finitely selected, his play in the final 
matches showed such deterioration 
that he was promptly displaced by 
Phipps-Horn,by.

The soft grounds on which the 
Britishers have had to play prac­
tically every match irtust militate 
against their chances on the hard 
grounds common to America, as the 
team never seemed to get up the 
hurricane speed necessary for inter­
national polo against America. The 
ponies, too, did not get much chance 
of doing themselves justice on, the 
wet grounds, and will finu changed 
conditions underfoot novel and dis­
concerting. As to whether the ponies 
are equal to those which will carry 
the American defenders, the point 
cannot be decided until they can be 
compared, animal for animal, at 
Meadowbrook. The general impres­
sion is that the British ponies will

provt inferior, but naturally-, we have 
to rely on hearsay for an opinion as 
to tile merits of America's ponies..

For tire •players, it is an absolute 
calamity that Lord Wodehouse can­
not take club for England, but in 
Major Hurndale the selectors have 
found a splendid substitute. After 
witnessing nearly all the trial 
matches this year, I felt that it was 
difficult to see how he could be left 
out of the team, even with Lord 
Wodehouse playing. He is brilliant 
in defense and attack, and, although 
normally playing No. 3 this year, he 
can turn himself into a match-win­
ning forward. With Lewis behind 
him in goal, Ilurndall can be relied 
upon to take a strong hand in the at­
tack  ̂ and his long hitting and accu­
rate placing should give a “ nippy“ 
wellimounted No. 1 innumerable 
scoring opportunities.

Lacey Is Champion Back.
Of Lacey there is little that need 

be said. He is generally conceded to 
be the best back England has seen 
for many a long year, and many 
claim he is the best back in the world. 
It was a great piece of luck for Eng­
land that Olympic rules prevented 
him playing in the Olympic tourna­
ment for his adopted country— Ar­
gentina. Incidentally, how good Ar­
gentine polo is today, was emphasiz­
ed by-the fact1 that the South Ameri­
can team actually won the Olympic

BUREAU OF ECONOMIC GEOLOGY 
AT UNIVERSITY OF STATE SEEKS 
STATE INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

AUSTIN.— Much research work is 
done by the division of industrial 
chemistry of the bureau of economic 
geology and technology of the Uni­
versity of Texas., This division is un­
der the direction of Dr. E. P. Schoch. 
It has been and is performing a valu­
able service for the people of Texas, 
as is shown by a review of its activ­
ities by Dr. J. A. Udden, head of the 
bureau. He said:

“ The function in the University of 
Texas of the division of industrial 
chemistry of the bureau of economic 
geology and technology is, in gen­
eral, to help in the development of 
industries —  particularly industries 
which will use raw products obtained 
in Texas. Since, through this activ­
ity, a great deal of information con- 
cei’ning these raw products is gradu­
ally collected, and experience is 
gathered in helping the industries to 
solve their problems, there is thus 
secured— at first hand, a- great deal 
of information which should be gen­
erally disseminated among people 
who can use it best— chief among 
which are the technical studentes. 
Hence through part time activity in 
this division, instructors in the uni­
versity gain a valuable fund of in

formation about Texas products to 
give to their students.

Studying Texas Resources.
“ Furthermore, for the. research 

work to be done in solving problems 
arising in Texas industries the mem­
bers of the faculty with their stu­
dents form (or should form) a corps 
of competent workers to solve the 
many troublesome problems in the 
best way possible. Thus it is that 
the contact which the university thus 
has with the outside world becomes 
beneficial to both parties. This con­
tact is obtained, in practically the 
same way in the • M. I. T., 111., the 
Mellon Institute at Pittsburg, and 
probably in many other institutions.

“ So far, the division of industrial 
chemistry has analyzed« minerals, 
waters, fuels, ores, sand for glass 
making, etc., it has tested clays for 
ceramic purposes, given directions 
for treating waters for industrial 
purposes, has studied the possible 
improvement of lignite as a fuel, and 
has started research work seeking 
to improve the refining of crude pe­
troleum. It has published a bulletin 
of the analyses of Texas rocks- and 
minerals mffde up to 1918, and a bul­
letin on boiler waters. The manu­
scripts of bulletins on clay, lignite, 
forest products, industries, industrial 
waters, and analyses in 1918 to 1924 
will be completed this summer.

“ This division is urging a moder­
ate increase in the force to give more 
attention to clays, petroleum, and 
cotton oil products,”

Another division of the bureau of 
economic geology and technology is 
that of engineering research, of 
which S. P. Finch is the acting head. 
Describing its purposes and work, 
Dr. Udden said:

‘The division of engineering re­
search is one of the three branches 
into which the bureau of economic 
geology and technology was divided 
in 1915. Since that time, it has 
been conducted under the headship 
of one of the enginering professors 
and includes in its organization a full 
time staff consisting of a testing 
engineer and assistants (two being 
paid by the state highway depart­
ment) and an advisory staff from 
the college of enginering, represent­
ing different engineering activities.

“ The objects of this division are

two-fold: (1) to carry on research 
work with a view to increasing the 
general store of engineering knowl­
edge, especially with a view of solv­
ing the problems of importance tc 
the industries and the engineers of 
this state, and to disseminate this 
knowledge through bulletins and let­
ters of ac|vice to all who are interest­
ed. (2) ;to promote sound engineer­
ing construction by performing the 
routine tests on materials for the 
engineers and industrial plants in the 
state, by acting as the testing 
laboratory for the state highway de­
partment, carrying out the investi­
gations on road materials sent in 
by the highway' engineers. This lab 
oratory has been officially designat­
ed by the state legislature as one o. 
the testing laboratories of the state 
highway department and does most 
of this state work. .

“ During the eight years of its ex­
istence, a number of research prob­
lems have been attacked, some o:i 
which have resulted in the publish 
ing of bulletins, which have provec; 
of considerable interest to engineers 
These are:

“ University bulletih No. 1725 
Texas granites; university bulletin 
No. 1759, the friction of water ir 
pipes and fittings; university bulle 
tin No. 1771, tests of concrete ag­
gregates used, in Texas; university 
bulletin No. 1815, physical proper­
ties of dense concrete as determine! 
by the relative quantity of cement 
university bulletin No. 1855, the 
strength of fine-aggregate concrete 
university bulletin No. 2215, pro­
gress report of the division of en­
gineerings ,treats primarily of in­
vestigations on concrete.’

Tests of Concrete.
“ Bulletins for which the expert 

meiital work is complete and whicl 
it is contemplated will soon be ready 
for printing, are: Wear and strengtl 
tests of concrete as related to the 
properties of the aggregates (with 
the federal bureau of public roads). 
Road and concrete materials of Tex­
as.

“ In addition to the activities rep­
resented by these bulletins, coopera­
tive work has been carried on witi 
some of the larger enginering socie­
ties and with the federal bureau ol 
public roads. Many letters giving in­
formation , to individuals throughout 
the state have also been written. It 
is hoped to extend the field of activ­
ity of this division and steps arc 
now being taken to make it possible 
to consider, among other engineering 
questions, the lignite problem of the 
state in its relation to the producers 
of power./

“ The routine work of the division 
is .large and takes the time of severs: 
men. It is concerned mainly with 
the testing of road materials, ce­
ment, sand, gravel, concrete, asphalt 
steel, etc., which are being used or 
the roads and in their drainage struc­
tures. While a large proportion ol 
this ryork is done for the state high­
way department, yet some is for cour 
ty engineers acting independently 
and for individuals planning to oper. 
new industries and develop the re­
sources of the state. In: the last two 
years, the total number of investi­
gations carried out as routine work 
are for 1922, about 660; for 1923; 
about 690.” .

tournament without Lacey. His de­
fense is wonderful, and he supple­
ments long hitting and extremely ac­
curate passing by brilliant individual 
runs which the opposing backs can 
rarely stop.
