Main Street, Ranger,
Blocked By People,
Fire Engine Stops

Main street, Ranger, is the only
direct way across the railroad tracks
from the north to the south side, and
when the alarm was sounded Friday
night just a little before 8 o’clock
for the fire which leveled the dwell-
ing house of F. G. Yonker, in the
Young addition, Main street was
jammed with an interested crowd
watching a fight, watching it so in-
tently they did not hear or gave no
heed to the sound of the siren.

The firemen had to stop the fire
engine or run down some persons in
the crowd. The street: was jammed
with motor cars, too, many of them
with motors running, so it was really
necessary to stop the run to the fire
until a lane could be cleared through
the crowd in the street.

A roof siren that can be heard for
a distance of 10 miles or so is to be
purchased for the central fire sta-
tion,. it was stated there Saturday
morning. None within the city of
Ranger, unless deaf, can then claim
no knowledge of a fire. It will be
connected with the exchange board
at the telephone exchange, so the
operator in charge may continue
sounding it so long as the fire chief
deems necessary. It is a state law
that all vehicles in the streets shall
pull to the curb and stop whenever
a fire siren or a fire alarm bell is
sounded, so the firemen hope the
roof siren will aid them in getting
clear streets whenever they have to
run to a fire.

George Chubbuck Pays Fine
And Leaves Ranger Fol-
lowing Battle.

George Chubbock, 18, of Ranger,
defied two officers to take him out
of a domino parlor on Main street
Friday night about 8 o’clock with the

result that several of the officers
were badly bruised. and Chubbuck
was placed in jail charged with as-
sault, drunkenness, resisting an of-

[ficer and abusive language.

Mayor Bob }godges decided that
the wisest course was for the young
man to leave town. A fine of $20.70
was paid by his mother and a fine of
$100 was placed against him to be
collected in case he ever shows up
in Ranger again. The charges of
abusive language and resisting an
officer are held.against him, pend-
ing his future actions. It is said
that he is on his way to Colorado
city to-join his father. :
Four officers were mixed up in the
affair before finis was written to it
as citizens who crowded around the
officers tried to prevent them from
carrying out their purpose. Chub-
buck is reported to have fought like
a wild cat and three officers were re-
quired to take him out of the domino
parlor. One of the officers bears a
noticeable mark from the battle in
the shape of a badly split lip.

“We received the call at police
headquarters from the proprietor of
the domino parlor to come and take
Chubbuck out, as he was disturbing
the peace,” said the assistant chief
of police, Leonard Davenport. “Jim-
mie Daniels and I made the call. We
went inf{o the place' and Chubbuck
was sitting down amd quiet when we
first saw him. I told him he was not
wanted there and would have to get
out. He refused and said that we
couldn’t take him out. Then the fight
started. Wade. Swift and Jim Searcy
ran in when the disturbance became
noticeable on the street and prevent-
ed the crowd from becoming danger-
ous.”

It is said that the erowd of onlook-
ers tried to prevent the police from
accomplishing their purpoge and that
things looked rather bad until the
other two officers arrived.

Several persons said the police
acted with great discretion, having
sufficient provocation to have be-
come very rough.

SWEPT BY FIR,
CAUSE UNKNOW

Family Away When Blaze
Starts In Kitchen; Contents
Partly Destroyed

The dwelling house of F. G. Yon-
ker, Summit street, in the Young
addition of Ranger, Friday night was
partially destroyed by fire which was
thought to have started in the kitch-
en. No one was in the house at the
time and the cause of the fire could
not be determined, according to Fire
Chief Murphy.

The building belonged to the

Chestnut & Smith corporation and a
farge part of the loss will be protect-
ede by insurance. Most of the furni-
ture and clothing of the family were
saved, neighbors and firemen car-
rying out all they could before being
finally driven away by the flames.
Nearly everything in the kitchen and
dining room, however, was burned.
Mr. Yonker left Friday for Tulsa,
Okla:, and Mrs. Yonker had gone to
Eastland with the two older girls.
The younger children had been left
at home and were at a neighbor’s
house when the fire was discovered
by nearby residents who sent in the
fire alarm. A neighbor who knew
where Mrs. Yonker was to be found
in Eastland telephoned to her that
her house was on fire and turned
away from the phone before Mrs.
Yonker could inquire about the chil-
dren. In consequence, Mrs. Yonker
made a record run returning to Ran-
ger, her anxiety for the children
ausing her “to step on the gas” un-
til the car fairly flew along the high-
way.
The fire department was delayed a
few minutes by a jam on Main, street
near Commerce, but reached the fire
in time to do effective work. Water
pressure was weak, according to
Chief Murphy, and it was with diffi-
culty that the pumper was able to
draw a sufficient stream of water to
check the blaze, but the firemen
worked hard and soon had the flames
under control. The walls of the
structure were saved,; but the kitch-
en, dining room and roof of the
building were destroyed.

It is understood that rebuilding
will be begun as soon as the insur-
ance has been adjusted.

NEW REVOLTION IS
REPORTED IN BRAZIL
IN STATE OF AMAZONIS

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16.—An
eye-witness report of a new revolu-
tion in the rebel provinces of north-
ern Brazil, where Americans have
large investments, was brought here
today by an American official who
has just returned. A rigid censor-
ship has suppressed all news of the
rebellion, which began July 25, it
was stated.

The Brazilian embassy denies the
report, while the state department
has only some information of in-
definite character. The revolution
is said to have been led by state
troops and clerks who have not been
fully paid for months. It is stated
that the rebels, after overthrowing
Acting Governor Montereiro at Ma-
nos, capital of the state of Amazonis,
were driven from the city by federal
troops.

CANDIDATES FOR GOVERNOR
FILE EXPENSE STATEMENTS

AUSTIN, Aug. 16.—The first
statements from candidates were fil-
ed this morning with the secretary of
state by Mrs. Miriam Ferguson and
Felix. D. Robertson, candidates for
governor. Larry Mills, campaign
manager for Robertson, also filed a
statement as required by law.

The period for filing the first
statement expired Friday and on that
date Mrs. Ferguson’s statement was
received in the mail. The statement
of Robertson and Mills came by tele-
.graph on Friday and on Saturday
morning a duplicate report came by
mail. Both the telegraph and mail
statements were filed, each contain-
ing affidavits required’ by the law.
The final statements are to' be filed
not later than 10 days after the date
of the run-off primary.

Mrs. Ferguson reported that she
had expended $671 in the run-off
campaign, making a total of $4,180
for both campaigns, with contribu-
tions totaling $1,200.

Robertson’s expenses were $8,201
with contributions totaling $1,735.

CANADIAN WHEAT CROP
FAR UNDER LAST YEAR
WASHINGTON, Aug. 16.—The
Canadian wheat crop showed a re-
duction of nearly 200,067,000 bush-
els, or 40.5 as compared with this
time last year, the department of ag-
riculture today was advised by the
dominion bureau of statistics. Har-
vesting in the Canadian wheat fields
has not yet been begun and the exact
size of the wheat crop cannot be

stated with any definiteness.

RANGER HIGH
ADDS UNITS OF
AFFILIATION

Makes Big Increase In Five
Years; Teaching Staff for
Next Scholastic Term.

The Ranger public schools will
open Monday, September 8, for the
season of 1924-25. The scholastic
census of last spring showed Ranger
to be more than holding her own in
the number of school children and
the enrollment is expected to go
ahead of all previous years.

The: Ranger public schools are ad-
vancing steadily in rank and attain-
ments. The advanece made by the
high school in the last few years is
remarkable, according to Superin-
tendent E. O. McNew, who said:

“The Ranger high schol now has
26 1-2 units of affiliation. One oth-
er unit is held up teémporarily pend-
ing some slight change in- school
equipment. At the opening of the
schools in 1919 the high school held
only two units of affiliation. Ten
additional units were secured in the
session of 1919-20. The additional
fourteen and a half units have been
secured during the past four years:
During the coming year the num-
ber of units can easily be increased
to 30. It is doubtful if a high school
the size of Ranger’s is justified in
offering more than 30 units. Since
only sixteen are necessary for en-
trance to any first clas suniversity,
it would' seem that the 26 1-2 units
would furnish almost any student
with the necessary sixteen units and
give him an opportunity for some
variety of selection.

CHEAPER POWER AND LESS
COAL.

A saving of more than 50,000,000
tons of coal annually and the pro-

duction of power at a lower ‘cos?t
than at present, are among the pos-
sibilities set forth in the report of
the engineering subcommittee of the
Northeastern Superpower committee,
of which Herbert Hoover, secretary
of commerce, is chairman. The re-
port follows a survey of power fa-
cilities and needs covering the en-
tire mnortheastern section of the
United States as far south as and
including Delaware and Maryland,
and as far west as the eastern bog-
der of Ohio. This includes the statgs
of Maine, New Hampshire, Vermong,
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Con-
necticut, New York, New Jersey,
Penn ylvapig, Delaware;-. ‘Marytapd,
and the Distriét of Columbia. There
is also some reference to the states
of Ohio, West Virginia, and Vir-
ginia, since under certain circum-
stances power in these regions will
be contributory.

Interconnection between the dif-
ferent power systems, the building
~of large, centralized, steam-electric
plants located at strategic points and
the development of ‘the large hydro-
electric projects, are necessary to
provide for the increasing power de-
mands of this area if it is to be sup-
plied on an economical and adequate
basis, the report sets forth. ' Other
advantageous results in following
recommendations of the subcommit-
“tee would be the electrification of
transportation with increase in its
effieiency and the extension of pow-
er uses to the farm and the saving of
human effort. .

Whether this power system is to be
promoted as a government enter-
prise, or financed by the government
for private enterprises, is not yet
determined, but the plan will no

" doubt become a reality within five
years.

The Philippine islands may or may
not have attained that degree of
civilization that the war department
considers ideal American, but it is
worthy of note that in addition to a
really high-grade public school sys~
tem, the women of the island have
more than 400 social clubs, with
many elaborate club houses.

NEW POLITICAL AREA.
The history of the American Fed-
eration of Labor is the life of Sam-
u:zl Gompers. Out of the hdpes,
plans‘, tragedies and defeats that

marked the efforts of ~ American
workers to better their conditions in
the ’70s and ’80s a strong minded
young English-born cigarmaker
emerged. Gompers came to ma-
turity at a time whew far-flung nlans
fer the organization <f American
wage-earners were crumbling.

Under his guidance the American
Federation of Labor was to eschew
all political alliances. Higher wages,
shorter hours and better working
conditions, won by each craft for it-
zelf, were to be the sole objective of
the new unionism. For 40 years
Gompers and his federation were'
faithful to that ideal.

Now suddenly the leader, a man
of 74 years, his great physical
strength failing under the attack of
a serious ailment, but his mind still
clear and vigorous, has determined
upon a course widely divergent from:
that followed throughout his life
work. That change has come, more-

over, not because the scepter is fall-
ing from an old man’s hands, but be-

cause he has himself concluded that
the American labor movement has
reached that maturity at which it ¢can
safely assume hazards which pre-
viously he believed would be sui-
cidal. What has been done and what
is planned are important in two
ways. The federation officials are
considering the consequence of their
course upon the trade unions, while
politicans and ' statesmen are en-|
deavoring to obtain some measure of |
the effect of labor’s unprecedented
attitude both upon the presidential
campaign and upon the future of the
two major parties.

While labor' does not delude itself
with any hope of electing a presi-
dent, it marks a new political era in
this nation that cannot be discount-
ed.

LEOPOLD-LOEB
TRIAL DRAWING
NEAR TO CLOSE

Attorneys for Defense Stress-
ing Youths’ Lack of
Responsibility.

CHICAGO, Aug. 16.—More and
more Clarence Darrow, chief attor-
ney for the defense in the Leopold
and Loeb murder hearing, is stress-
mg the irresponsibility of the youths
in his efforts to save Leopold and
Loeb from the gallows for the mur-
der of Robert Franks. Darrow is
developing the youth argle for use
as a basis for his plea for mercy.
He is utilizing the state alienists for
that purpose.

" Today he forced Dr. Harold D.
Singer, one of the star witnesses for
the state, to admit that the period
of adolescence is the most trying
of youth. Today’s short session of
the hearing before Chief Justice John
Caverly was devoted entirely to a
cross examination of Dr. Singer by
Darrow. Dr. Singer’s testimony and
examination added another medical
term, to the scores of jaw-breakers
which have been hurled about with
freedom by the battery of aliémists.

“Schizothrenic personality’’ is the
new addition and it is Dr. Singer’s
version in the phase of split person-
ality. That, according to Dr. Singer,
is g loss of memory of things that or-
dinarily should be easily remember-
ed.

Coercion Is Claimed.

Darrow indicated today he would
demand that most of the state’s medi-
cal evidence be stricken from the
records in the Leepold-Loeb murder
hearing on the ground that the youth
ful slayers were examined under com
pulsion.

While cross examining Dr. Harold
D. Singer, Darrow brought out that
the two youths were examined under
the direction of State Attorney
Crowe despite the fact they had been
taken from Crowe’s custody and
placed in the custody of the sheriff.
Some lively exchanges passed. be-
tween Darrow and Crowe, Darrow
charging that Crowe had violated
the .youths’ constitutional rights by
bringing them before the state’s alien
ists and forcing them to answer un-
der compulsion.

“I did not compel them to talk,”
said Crowe. ‘“But once they started
talking it was hard to stop them.

LIBRARY IN MEXICO WHICH MAY
~ PROVE RFAL TREASURE TROVE!

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AUSTIN, Aug. 16.—In the collec-
tion of books and manuscripts which
the University of Texas purchased
three years ago from the estate of
the late Genaro Garcia, a noted
scholar of the City of Mexico, there
was recently discovered a dingy scar-
red booklet, the written pages of
which are made of the fiber of the
maguey plant. This ancient maru-
seript- was written by a member of
the invading force of Spaniards un-
der Hernandez Cortez more than 400
years ago. It is declared by bibliog-
nosts that this manusecript alone has
a value of more than $100,000, which
is the sum that was paid by the uni-
versity for the entire library. Upon
the pages of the handsome booklet
are several crude drawings in cray-
on. The Spanish in which the ac-
count is written is of so old a form
that only an expert linguist will be
able to decipher it.

The Genaro Garcia collection of

books and manuscripts is said to be
the most remarkable of its kind to
be found in the United States. Gar-
ciag spent most of his life gathering
toeether every pit of nrinted and
documentary material to be found in
Europe and- the Americas which hE|
found to have any bearing on the
history or affairs of Mexico. This
great mass of literature, at his death,
was left, practically uncatalogued,
in the hands of his wife. A few
Imonths after his death a ‘party of)
| Texas peovle were attending the in-
{ auguration of Gen. Alvaro Obregon
{as president of Mexico. Among the
visitors were various members of the
faculty of the University of Texas,
including Dr. C. W. Hackett, profes-
.sor of American history. Dr. Hack-
ett made a hasty survey of the con-

ats of the library and obtained an
option for its purchase on behalf of
the university.

Mexican Bandits
~ Derail Tram, Kill
and Rob Passengers

By United Press.
MEXICO CITY, Aug. 16.—A rebel
band numbering more than 100
wrecked a Vera Cruz railroad train
near Jalapa, a popular Mexican re-
Sort, Friday, and sent a volley into

the pullman cars, killing more than
20 persons. THey escaped with the
loot taken from passengers on the
train.

It is reported that the bandits had
been mustered together and were
led by General Guadalupe Sanchez,
former head of the Vera Cruz fort-
resses during the rebellilon. The ban-
lits gathered about 40 kilometers
north of Jalapa and placed obstruc-
tions on the track and the engine
struck them, derailing two cars. The
coaches plowed up the side of the
track and overturned.

When the train was wrecked the
bandits appeared and fired into the
pullmans. Twenty persons, includ-
ing two military guards on. the train
were killed and dozens injured. The
bandits then started pillaging. They
searched the : passengers, taking
money and valuaklez.

Three Germdns were on the train
and they seized the guns dropned by
dead guards and joined with the
handful of military guards in trying
to beat off the bandits. After com-
.nleting the task of pillaging the ‘ban-
lits fled. Troops are in pursuit.

FOUND DEAD IN
HERBATHTUB

Bruises on Body Gives Rise to
Belief That She May Have:
Been Murdered.

NEW YORK, Aug. 16.—For the
third time in two years New York
police were confronted with a mys-
terious tragedy of the “great white
way”’ in the death of Julia Warnock,
beautiful young follies girl, whose
nude body was found in the bath
room of her apartment on the upper
west side today. Unable to deter-
mine whether death resulted from
natural causes’or whether detectives
must set out on the path of another
murder mysstery, medical examiners
were unwilling to pronounce " judg-
ment tonight.

The follies girl’s body was found
at about 4 p. m. by a maid on her
housecleaning round. The girl had
laid' out the bath rug, turned on the
water and then apparently collapsed.
She: had not removed her bedroom
slippers when death overtook her.
Physicians summoned declared that
the girl did not drown. ‘Death is be-
lie_ved to have been caused by heart
failure and  acute = indigestion.
Bruises on the body might have beer.
caused by the girl’s fall intorthe tub,
they said. Because of the bruises
they decided to notify the police.

Letters in the girl’s apartment in-
dicated that Miss Warnock was the
dauhter of Mrs. J. Warnock of Inde-
pendence, Mo., who was notified of
the death. A sister, Martha J. War-
nock, lived just around the corner,
it was found, but she could not be
located immediately, as she had gone
to visit friends on Long Island.

WOMAN RULES IN LAND OF THE
TO-RUNS AND DOES NOT FEAR AGE;

- WHERE WIFE

IS HEAD OF HOUSE

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16.—Amer-
jcan explorers hayve found a race of
modern Amazons—a people where
the woman is the head of the family
and the ruler of thé house.

They are the To-Rung, a tribe of
Tlonongol descent which inhabits
that little known part of western
China, where are found the head-
waters of the Yellow river, ‘the
stream of gold.”

Reports of two explorers sent to
the region testify to the truth of the
stories brought out of Asia. Theé
explorers are Wrederick R. Wulsin,
leader of an expedition sent by the
National Geographic society, and the
late William Woodvillz Rockhill, who
left a record of . tihe tribe to the
Smithsonian institution.

The customs of the To-Rung prove
that woman’s linvasion of industry,
her determination to ‘‘live her own
life,” is not a development of mod-
ern civilization. = For among these
primitive people the “weaker” sex‘is
emancipated to the peint of domina-
tion of the inale.

The To-Runs live in a strip of
wooded and hill country and are an
agricultural and nomadic people.
Their houses are made of timber and
mud and theiv industrics dre simple
and few. They make their own
clothes and ths embmroidered shoes
they wear. Both -sonien and .men
smoke a herb resembling tobacce.
The tribe has its own language, but
it is not written, and must be fur-
ther studied before its sources can be
determined.

Scientists here believe the To-Runs
and associated tribes have been lost

in the heart of Asia for centuries and
are a curious mingling of many
races. By the characteristics of the

people they are convinced that the
Yellow river region was one of the
racial Dbattlegrounds of the early
Asiatic migrations.

Waulsin found the To-Runs after

than 600 miles from a railroad and a
trip up the Yellow river on rafts of
yak skins. They live north of the
small Singing river.

Just how the women of the tribe
gained their ascendency, Wulsin had
not yet determined, but he said his
associates believe that a further
study of the tribal legends may
solve the riddle.

He reports ‘one astonishing female
trait, however. The women pay no
attention to increasing years, wel-
come, in fact, the coming of old age.

Because they are not dependent
upon personal and physical charms
to maintain their hold upon the men
of the tribe, they refuse to capitu-
late to time, he says, and, rather,
turn the years to their own advan-
tage.

The diaries of Rockhill furnish
even more light upon the strange
Amazonian customs which prevail in
the Yellow river country. Divorce
and free love are common, he says,
and some women refuse to marry at
all. If they have sufficient proper-
ty, they may bring up as many chil-
dren as result from passing attach-
ments.

Rockhill contends this custom is a
result of natural conditions. In the
To-Run section, agricultural land is
scarce, and few families can be rais-
ed. As a result polyandry is per-
mitted and temporary marriages rec-
ognized whether they be for six
months, six weeks or six days.

Many Uncles; Any Father.

The offsprings of these marriages
treat as father anyone whom their
mothers teach them to recognize as
such. Other hushands are the
“uncles” of the children. Family
names are unknown, and the child is
often spoken of as the son or daugh-
ter of such and such a woman.

‘ The industrial domination of wom-
en, however, usually does not begin
until after marriage. She is sold by

entering the home of her husband
she no longer is the slave, but the
master.

No buying or selling is done ex-
cept by her, or with her consent. She
takes charge of the rude family ex-
chequer and all the affairs of the
household.

‘In some portions of the To-Run
country, the hat-choosing festival, a
sexual rite, is permitted as it ‘is
among many Moslem, Mongol, and
Tibetan tribes. :

During the two or three days that
the ceremony continues, a man may
carry off the hat of any girl or wom-
an he meets in the temple grounds
and she becomes, without further
ado, his temporary wife. :

Some of ' the customs of the To-
Runs, the Rockhill diaries point out,
are barbaric in the extreme. Ih
many localities the remains of the
dead are exposed on the hillsides in
places selected by the priests. If the
body is  quickly eaten by beasts or
birds of prey, it proves the right-
eousness of the deceased. ;

Crime is prevalent, and even the
gravest offense is pardoned upon
payment of a fixed sum.

Compressed bricks of tea, one of
the articles of daily consumption, are
used as a medium of exchange.

The highest price in tea is placed
upon the life of a priest—sometimes
as much as 200 bricks. The lowest
value is placed on the life of a for-
eigner, which sometimes is set at two
or three bricks.

The ascendancy of the female,
however, remains the custom which
interests American scientists the
most, recalling as they do the Greek
myths of the followers of Diana and
the fabled Amazons of the Asia
Minor country. They can’ti explain
it. Dr. Rockhill said:

“By what means these women
gained such a complete ascendency,
how they have made their mastery so
complete to a race of lawless bar-
barians, who, but unwillingly, submit
to the authority of their chief, is a
problem well worth considering.”

But the findings in the To-Run
country do prove one thing—that
Miss Bloomer, predecessor of the bi-
cycle girl of the nineties and pioneer
in the modern revolt, wasn’t such an
advanced and shocking person as our
father once believed.
