The man’s conflicting stories are
the only information that has been
gained thus far as to how he receiv-
ed the fracture of the skull which led

. to his death last night. An inquest

will be held sometime this afternoon

and the police department will begin
an investigation.
Conflicting Leads

Tucker before he lost total conscious-
ness Monday, said that a painters’ scaf-
fold had fallen on him; that the scaf-
folding of an oil derrick had fallen on
his Head, and that he had been beaten
up by his partner.

Two clucs_{yave ‘heen discovered, which
if followed might lead fo finding the dead
man’s people and might also be the means
of finding who his partner was if he really
had one. Tucker's wound was dressed
Monday morning at 8 o’clock by Estelle
Laxson and Agnes Horton, who found
him sitting on the gallery of the Travis
roomg. He told the women that he was

waiter and if he had two dollars he

‘vuld get him some aprons and go to
~ gvork.

On the records of the local union
of cooks and waiters the name of.
Ira Tucker is found. Tucker is sup-
posed to have said that his name
was Leonard. However, a letter
which was found in his pocket which
he wrote himself Monday at the
Travis rooms is signed either I. or
L. Tucker. It could be taken for
either letter.

By the records of the union, Ira Tuck-
er was transferred to the Ranger local
from Dallas last February. The following
April he asked for and received a with-
drawal card from the union. That is
the last record that the records show con-
cerning his movements.

Dallas Record May Show

If the men are the same, the Dallas
union should have a complete record of
who he is and where he came from. T.
D. Wade, the present secretary of the'
local union is certain that he has seen
the man about Ranger but he cannot re-
member under what circumstances.

The ‘other clue which might mean
something is that the trousers worn by
the dead: man when found had the in-
seription *Will Jones No. 6” and “M. S.
Persert No. 10” written on the lining
where they were placed there for dis-
tinguishing marks by some tailor or laun-
dryman. The first name has marks
through it and shows signs of wear. The
ink of the Persert name appears fresh
as if it had not been through water or
gasoline since being placed there. The
trousers themselves arve of a reddish brown
and show signs of wear.

Tucker appears to be about five feet,
seven inches tall, and would weigh about
135 pounds. On his’ right arm just be-
low the elbow is a tattooed fouled anchor.

The blow fractured the dead man’s
skull is about two inches above and a lit-
tle in front of the dead man’s left ear.
It is three inches long and laid the scalp
open for nearly two inches.

y May Have Been Blow.

The situation, of the wound and other
sircumstances which have been investi-
gated lead to the belief that the man
may have been hit on the head by some
assailant whose identity is not known.

To disprove the statement that a paint-
ers’ scaffold had fallen on him no signs
of. paint are about the man’s clothing.
His hands show no evidence of manual
labor. The blood found on his head at
8 o’cloek in the morning at the hour a

The location of the wound is in such
a place on the man’s fnead as it would
likely be if he*had been struck. by a
rvight-hand man, armed with a club.

Years of Strife
Nearly Destroy
Mexican Roads

JUAREYZ, Mex., Sept. 4.—Rehabilita-
tion of the Mexican industrial life will
largely depend on the railroads which,
now at one of the lowest levels of com-
mercial and industrial’ aetivity, cannot
adequately care for the country’s needs,
according to Mexican railroad officials
and employes.

A trip through Northern Mexico from
the district about Torreon shows the
traveler this apparvently is true. Along
the tracks thousands of tons of rails,
twisted, curved and cut by revolution-
ists who sought to cut communication
to hinder pursuit or harass their enemies
can be seen. Ties need replacing, road-
beds are in terrible shape and must have
much work done on them, bridges blown
up by the revolutionists must be re-
paired or replaced, new rolling stock must
be bought in great quantities and the
old repaired, motive power is lacking and
the majority of locomotives in use are
ready for the serap heap.

Not only are d}—lstroyed rails to be seen
along the right of way but time after
,time in the course of a day’s travel will
be seen the skeletons of passenger and
freight coaches burned when trains were
captured or fired when trains were wreck-
ed with dynamite or in collision.
Shippers declare freight service is ex-
orbitant in price and uncertain in de-
livery to the extent of béing almost use-
less. Most of the country’s business is
said to be carried on through express
shipments which add greatly to the cost.
There also is a dearth of workers due to
the railroad employes flocking to the
United States to obtain higher wages.
Some large concerns like the American
Smelthng and Refining company have
their own cars and furnish cars, motive
power and crews to transport their pro-
duct. Shipments like hay and other ag-
ricultural products have .not been mov-
ing for months except rfr military pur-
poses, as a result of vransportation con-
ditions.

The present government, it is said, real-
izes the necessity for improvement in the
railroad situation and plans large pur-
chases of rolling stock and other neces-
saries, but railroad officials declare these
purchases will fail to be felt for months
because the railroads of the United States
from where the materials must come, will
need all that can be manufactured for
years.

Korea is covered with a screen of Jap-
anese words. Japan shows one face to
the western world and a different one to
the East.

“To the Korean people it makes little
difference what promises the Japanese
make with regard to Korea,” the provis-
fonal president continued. ‘“The 20,000,
000 Koreans are determined to claim that
Korea belongs to the Korean people, that
they have the inalienable right to detex-
mine their own destiny and that they
must have a government of ‘their own
choice. They will not abandon the strug-
gle until they have reached their goal,
complete independence.”

Stuffed Shoulder of Veal
Boiled Potatoes

Sweet Tomato Henri
Lettuce, French Dressing
Coffee Economy Pudding

Stuffed Shoulder of Veal—Have the
bones removed from 5-pounds of the shoul-
der of veal and stuff the pocket with
bread poultry dressing. Tie into shape,
season with salt and pepper and dredge
with flour. Brown in hot drippings,
gsurround with prepared onions and car-
rots cut in half, and add 2 slices of salt
pork which have been cut in dice and
add 2 cups of water, cover closely, and
cook in slow oven (or fireless cooker) for
from three to four hours.

Stewed Tomatoes Henri.—Prepare to-
matoes to stew in the usual way, but
add 1-2 a green pepper, washed, seeded
and chopped finely, for each four toma-
toes.  Stew the tomato and pepper to-
gether until soft, then season and serve.

Economy pudding.—Bake in loaf-cake
from the following one-egg cake: Cream
1-2 cup of butter and then stir
1 cup of granulated sugar, 1 egg-yolk
well beaten, 1-2 teaspoon salt, 1 cup
sweet milk, 2 cups flour which have been
sifted with 2 teaspoons baking powder,
rstifﬂy beaten egg-white and 1 teaspoon
vanilla.
