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DRUNKENNESS SHOWS A BIG INCREASE

LEAGUE MAN 
IS ON STAND

Children Are Victims 
Of Prohibition S a y s  
One C a t h o l i c  Priest

By U nited  Pi-ess.
WASHINGTON, April 13— D runk­

enness is more widespread now than 
in the days of the open saloon, S tan­
ley Shirk, research director of the 
New York M oderation league, told 
the-senate committee today.

Opening his filing case, he reveal­
ed the result of his national survey, 
showing tha t the arrests fo r drunk­
enness had increased in 457 repre­
sentative places from  240,000 in 1920 
to 550,000 in 1924.

Before federal prohibiiton, only 12 
states representing 11.8 of the popu­
lation, were bone dry, he said, deny­
ing th a t the states had manifested 
any desire fo r the federal plan.

F a ther Kasaczun, pastor of the 
Holy Fam ily church at Sugar Knott. 
Pa., a mining community .declared 
th a t children today were the victims 
of prohibition.

“All the saloons in my town are 
still open,” the priest said. “ In ad­
dition, all the pool rooms, candy 
stores and drug stores sell bootleg 
whisky. Furtherm ore, families have 
the ir own stills.

“ Before prohibition, only the men 
drank. Now the women and children 
drink. Im m orality is on the increase 
among children in the mining regions. 
Girls of 14 and 15 years expect boys 
to take them out on wild joy rides.”

DEPRESSION 1  
CUBA IS BLAMED

Tariff R e d u c t i o n 
Is O p p o s e d  By The 
A d m i n i s t r a t i o n

WASHINGTON, April 13.— The 

Cuban economic depression apparen t­
ly due to a surplus production of 
sugar received the attention  of sev­
eral high adm inistration leaders to ­
day. Senator Smoot, in the senate, 

i denounced the refineries and charged 
: th a t they were responsible fo r the de- 
j pression in Cuba. “In  the ir plans to 
control the w orld’s sugar industry ,” 
Smoot said.

Secretary of Commerce H erbert 
Hoover advocated the extension of 
governm ent aid to Cuba. Smoot op­
posed the Cuban governm ent plans to 
risk fo r a reduction of the United 
States ta r i f f  on sugar in an attem pt 
to relieve the situation.

“The refineries,” Snloot said, “have 
been try ing  to destroy the sugar in­
dustry in the United States and in 
the whole world. If  they succeed, 
God help the consumer, fo r the price 
lie wiii have to pay.

Smoot said a reduction of the ta r ­
iff  would not help the situation, but 
•instead, would increase the profits of 
the refineries many million dollars.

USED TO PULL 
OLD CASING

Something new in the way of pull­
ing casing from  old wells, a t least as 
fa r  as the Eastland county fields are 
concerned, is being used by Jensen- 
Anderson, hydraulic casing pulling 
contractors, of Ranger. The concern, 
composed of P. Jensen and H. C. An­
derson, is now engaged in pulling 
pipe from  five wells in the Gray- 
Hightower pool, south of Ranger and 
east of Eastland.

The equipm ent consists of a hy­
draulic pump mounted on a Duplex 
truck. Theer is no boiler to be 
moved, no w ater lines to be laid and 
as no derrick is needed, there is no 
rig  to be rebuilt, if the old one has 
been to rn  down nor is there any 
danger of the derrick being wrecked, 
since no derrick is used.

The ou tfit can be moved to the 
well, set in motion and pull ail the 
casing from  a 1,200-foot well in a 
day and a half, Mr. Anderson de­
clares. The speed is ju st as marked 
in the case of a deep well, it is stated.

Power fo r the hydraulic pumps is 
derived from  the truck  m otor and the 
power is conveyed by the pumps to 
heavy hydraulic jacks. In order to 
comply with conservation rules re ­
quiring the hole to be filled with mud 
before the casing is pulled, mud 
pumps, mounted on a light truck and 
operated by the truck  engine, are 
p a rt of the equipment.

RADIO LAW 
INTRODUCED

WASHINGTON, April 13.— A bill 
to place the governm ent of radio 
broadcasting under a  national radio 
commission of three members to be 
appointed by the president, was in­
troduced in the senate today by Sen. 
W illiam E. Borah, republican of 
Idaho.

-The m easure was referred  to the 
in terstate  commerce committee. Mem­
bers of the radio commission would 
receive a salary  of $10,000 a year 
annually to classify stations, and op­
erators and to assign wave lengths. 
The bill would relieve the departm ent 
of commerce of the jurisdiction it 
now has.

child from  the day of blindness, 
though th a t be a t birth.

A special budget should be pro­
vided to r  these children to give them  
the care, m aintenance and educa­
tion in kindergartens-—hospitals and 
homes combined, .provided for them, 
i f  the m other will realize th a t the 
baby needs imm ediate care, she will 
repo rt her blind baby, That it may 
have the hospital* care especially, b e ­
fore the little body becomes twisted 
and deformed.
