W HEAT CROP HARD
HIT BY THE RAINS

OKLAHOMA CITY, June 3.— A 

terrific wind and rain stbrm struck 
Central Oklahoma last night and to­
day, exacted a total of two known 
deaths, four missing and losses that 
mount up into the thousands in 
dafnages to crons and buildings.

Mrs. Ruth Bailey was drowned 
when an auto washed away after it 
ran into a washed out bridge. Of the 
six others in the car, two were res­
cued and four are missing.

Albert L. Adams of Drumright was 
killed by lightning while replacing a 
burned out fuse in a sub-station of 
the Oklahoma Gas & Electric com­
pany. y :

Oklahoma City.
The gale and downpour struck 

Oklahoma City at 1 o’clock this 
morning. Awnings, porches and trees 
wefe torn away arid up by the wind.

A section of the town of Hominy 
was under water. Thousands of 
acres of wheat in the western wheat 
belt have been laid waste by the 
wind.

The business section of Osage city 
was partially under water. A score 
o f towns in the wide area hit by the 
storm were without lights during the 
night. More than 25 buildings were 
damaged at Cleveland, Okla.

The case will go up on forty al­
leged errors and other points as a 
basis for the new trial. The appeal 
probably will be heard at the October 
term of the court.

Former Gov. Frank O. Lowden, 
frequently advertised as a possible 
opponent of the administration for 
the republican nomination on a farm 
relief platform, has reached virtually 
every section of the country in an 
unoffiical speaking tour which has 
brought politicians generally to fore­
cast the strength of his candidacy.

Owen D. Young, who achieved 
widespread commendation for his ac- 
tiivty in establishing the Dawes plan 
for restoring Europe financially, con­
founded politicians when he declined 
to entertain a suggestion that he run 
for governor of New York state, say­
ing:

“ I will say that to hold public of­
fice effectively requires political ex­
perience and political knowledge. I 
have neither. I hope I never may 
undertake a job for which my ex­
perience has not fitted me.”

This is a gorund for declining pub­
lic office which is new to most poli­
ticians. In an editorial the New 
York Times took issue with Young 
pointing out that Abraham Lincoln 
had no political experience and that 
many other heroes would have been 
lost to the nation if they went upon 
the same assumption as Young.

DALLAS, June 3.— A domestic 
triangle was believed responsible by 
officers for the slaying of Mrs. Oe- 
tavia Peacock, 45 years old, and the 
attempted suicide of J. E. Duncan 
here today.

Duncan, a former deputy sheriff 
and friend of the Peacock family for 
years, fired a single bullet through 
the woman’s heart and turned the 
gun on himself.

Physicians held out little hope for 
the recovery of Duncan. The shoot­
ing occurred a few minutes after her 
husband had left home for the day’s 
work, and in the presence of a four 
year old Son.

A campaign of drilling that re­
minds of the boom flays of a few 
years ago is under way, in Eastland 
and nearby counties, and according 
to Ranger oil men, 15 new locations 
having been made this week.

Further, the startling statement 
was made Wednesday, that not 5 per 
cent of the oil in Eastland county has 
been taken out, and that things as 
they stand today augurs well for the 
whole of the Ranger-Eastland field 
to be drilled over aagin.

Altogether 15 wells are being 
drilled within a radius of 10 miles of 
Ranger and Eastland, many of which 
according to reports, are sure to get 
production while all of them are 
good.

Probably the rankest wildcat being 
drilled is that of G. A. Davisson, who 
is drilling five miles north of Hico, 
on block 5, Koonsmon estate, Erath 
county.

Wildcats Meow.
This location is one mile from an 

alleged well drilled in 1919 at which 
the drillers said they found oil, but 
abandoned the well after the casing 
slipped and with the line broke, the 
tools in the hole. The tools were 
never recovered as during the boom 
oil and time was more valuable than 
tools.

It was also stated that there are 
two gas wells one mile from Davis­
son’s location, and gas for the new
drilling is being used from these 
wells.

The gas there at present is not 
enough to make marketing profitable 
but Davisson said that if he made -̂a 
gas field there companies have prom­
ised to come in and pipe it away.

It was stated Wednesday afternoon 
that the fire had been put out at the 
Hancock well and that the well had 
quit flowing, but which was due to 
bridging.

Ready for Situation.
Oil men in Ranger have a secret 

feeling that when the next boom 
comes that they will be prepared to 
meet the situation.

One outstanding feature of the 
drilling is the shortage of drillers and 
tool dressers in the county, many 
tests being held up in consequence of 
a shortage of men. Operators from 
flastland and Ranger combed Breck- 
enridge for men Wednesday without 
success and several stated they would 
go to Oklahoma during the week end 
for drillers and other men they need­
ed to get on‘ with the work.

One contractor stated that in con­
sequence of the shortage of drillers, 
men now on the job did not care 
whether they worked for any par­
ticular company, and would leave ja 
job for the slightest thing that upset 
them, knowing that they only had to 
go to town to get a new job.

i| For The Norge
By United Press.

NOME, Alaska. June 3.— While 
ihe N*orge was skimming across the 
wastes where the North Pole lies, 
Colonel Umbdrt Nobile, Italian com­
mander of the dirigible, was conceiv­
ing of another special flight which 
should add to Italy’s glory.

It is a trans-world flight, by way 
of the North Pole, from Rome to 
Tokio which he hopes to undertaka 
at some undetermined time in the fu­
ture, he said here Wednesday.

Nobile, with five of the Italian 
members of the Norge’s crew, arriv­
ed in Nome Tuesday .on the United 
States coast guard cutter Hazel, 
from Fort Clarence Bay. They em­
barked at. Fort Clarence after a 14 
mile trip over the ice from Teller.

“ The Norge,” declared Colonel 
Nobile, “ was absolutely under com­
mand and control at all times. None 
of the Italians, including myself, had 
any sleep from the time we took off 
from Kings Bay until after we had 
arrived in Teller.— 72 hours later.

“ For myself I had two hours sleep 
out of 100 hours.

“ Italian black coffee and beef tea 
were our only nourishment.”

“ Delay in taking off from Kings 
Bay, effected twelve hours later than 
planned, added to the fatigue of the 
crew,”  Nobile -said.

The Italian commander corrected 
reported inaccurate statements re­
garding his proposed flight across 
Asia from Tokyo. “ These rumors 
arise, I understand, from the fact 
that in September I will be sent to 
Japan by the Italian Government to 
direct their work of assembling a 
new airship constructed in Rome un­
der my direction for the Japanese 
navy.”

Congress Approves < 
Aviation Program 
Of War Department

WASHINGTON, June 3.— A $30,- 
000,000 a year, five years army 
aviation program has been approved 
by congress. The house today com­
pleted legislative action on the War 
Department bill authorizing the con­
struction of 1,800 planes, several 
dirigibles, and increasing the person­
nel of the air service from 8,000 to 
15,000 as fast as the congressional 
appropriation to meet the program is 
obtainable.

CHICAGO, June 3,— That thou­

sands of children in “ the years be­
tween” arb actually neglected wifi 
surprise many parents because of the 
fact that children arc receiving frioi'c • 
attention than in any era in our his­
tory. ' .

Before birth the mother is given 
attention arid care. The family doc­
tor, with periodic examinations, keeps 
himself informed as to her conditihn. 
After the baby is bdrn the doctor 
and nurse continue their watchfulness 
for several months or more, until the . 
little stranger Is well started In a 
healthful life.

This usually lasts for about a year, 
when much of this watchful care 
seems to relax and many children arc 
neglected until they arrive at the 
school age, when they are examined 
again, by the school physician. If de­
fects of tonsils, teeth, heart or lungs 
are found he notifies the parents to 
take the youngster to their family 
physician.

One and Six.
What I am trying to do in this 

article is to call your attention to 
“ those years between,” between one 
and six when our watchfulness seems 
to relax in so many cases. It is in this 
period that the seeming trivial indis­
positions of the child are dismissed, 
with little attention, because it is 
thought to be caused by something 
the child has eaten. A dose of purga­
tive may be given or the indisposition 
is attributed to cutting teeth which 
actually seldom give any trouble of 
consequence.

These years between are the years, 
it seems to me, that should have our 
most watchful care. This is the pe­
riod when so many of the organs and 
functions of the body are undergoing 
rapid changes. The first set of teeth 
is out and the second set in process 
of formation. The stomach and ele­
mentary canal are preparing for the 
changed diet that is soon to be re­
quired, and this is when errors of 
diet are so frequently disastrous, 

Contagious.
This is also the period Avhen most 

children contact contagious diseases 
of childhood such as measles, whoop­
ing cough, scarlet fever and diph­
theria.

Let’s get away from the idea that 
every fever that you detect in your 
child is due to something that he has 
eaten and only needs a physic for 
correction, or that any abnormality, 
noted, will soon be outgrown. Do not 
guess about such things. Expert ad­
vice is needed to save your child 
from some permanent injury and 
yourself a lifelong regret for having 
neglected what seemed to you a 
trivial ailment.
