Miss Blanton stated that the esti-
mate for 1922-23 will probably be re-
duced, when a large number of dupli-
cates will be cut out, as only half of
the school eensus rolls have been
checked. © The census rolls of Cam-
eron, Garza and Sherman counties
and the city of Houston have not beén
recéived. The Sherman county rec-
ords were burned in a firé which de-
strdyed the courthouse. The school
census’ for 1922-23 totals 1,292,658, a
decrease of 5,837. °

Under the apportionment of $10
the Ranger Independent School dis-
trict, with a scholastic population of
2,026 will get a total of $20,260 from
the state. It is estimated that $72,000
will be required to run the schools
next year, Supérintendent MeNew
stated this morning.

FIRE MARSHAL
WARNS AGAINST
 OUTDOOR FIRES

Texas citizens against fires starting

the continued dry weather in the
state was issued today in a statement
given by G. W. Tilley, state fire mar-
shal.

“A carelescly »deposited match or
cigarette on a lawn that has not been
cut, or along a roadside that borders
on pasture land has been the cause of
numerous fires in Texas in past rears
during the dry season, which e¢xtends
from July to October, and there is lit-
tle hope that such occurrences will
not be repeated again this year.
