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HICKMAN NOW READY TO PAY PENALTY
FANTASTIC 
TALE TOLD 
BY KILLER

When His Sweetheart Asks 
Him to Kill Her, He 

Does So.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Oct. 10.—  
His fiancee asked him to kill her 
and early today Glenn Jenkins, 20 
of Kansas City, stabbed Marie 
Young to death, then drove to the 
police station with the body and 
gave himself up.

Just before entering police head 
quarters he drank poison but he 
was not seriously affected.

“ I am ready to be hanged,”  he 
told officers in explaining he had 
killed a girl. He then fell uncon­
scious but was revived by a physi­
cian.

“ I knew her a year and a half,” 
Jenkins told T. A. J. Mastin, ah 
assistant prosecutor. j 4

“ The first time I saw her, she 
asked me to kill her. She once 
said she would not mind being 
choked to death. When we saw a 
motion picture of a woman drink­
ing poison, she said she would like 
to die but not that way.”

Late last night, Jenkins rented 
a motor car, went to where his fi­
ancee lived and then they left on 
the fatal ride. They were to have 
been married Aug. 15, but lack of 
funds delayed the wedding. y

Byrd to Leave
America Today

LOS ANGELES, Oct. 10.—  

Commander Richard Byrd N and 
several units of his party will 
leave here today on the C. A. Lar­
sen on the first lap of a trip that 
proposes exploration of undiscov­
ered land in the Antarctic.

The Larsen will clear Los An­
geles harbor after 4 p. m. bound 
for New Zealand where Byrd will 
be reunited with other members of 
his expedition who sailed from the 
eastern seaboard on the City of 
New York and the Eleanor Boll­
ing, desinged as the mother ship 
of the trip.

In New Zealand Byrd will plan 
immediately to move on to the 
Bay of Wales and establish a base 
from which his expedition will 
work during the-18 months it will 
spend in the “ down under.”

During all that time Byrd and 
his fellow workers will be en­
gaged in mapping- the uncharted 
region of the south pole and 
studying ice, wind and weather 
conditions.

The Dallas Laboratories’ report 
on the condition of the Hagaman 
lake water was made last night to 
the city commission, by Helman 
Rosenthal, director.

According to Rosenthal’s report, 
the city tap water at the present 
time “ cannot be improved upon.”

Rosenthal said the water had 
been passing the tests perfectly 
and that the drinking water was 
in the best of condition.

“ In the past two or three 
months,” he said in the report, 
“ the water samples sent to our 
laboratory have not failed to pass 
the health standard required by 
the United States department. 
The filtered water and the, tap 
water are both passing all re­
quirements.”

Rosenthal added that few cities 
were able to pass the water tests 
as well as Ranger’s supply. He 
said there were no traces of con­
tamination in any of the tests.

He attributed the healthful con­
dition of the water supply to a 
change in treatment made by W. 
C. Blackmond, superintendent of 
the water plant.

The treatment, in addition to 
making the water pure, tends to 
make it softer, Rosenthal said.

He urged in his report that 
Blackmond be allowed to attend 
the annual southwestern water­
works convention to be held in 
Dallas from Monday to Thursday 
of next week. Blackmond will be 
relieved at the plant and will at­
tend the convention.

Chiang Kai-shek is Inaugu« 
rated Amid a General

SHANGHAI, Oct. 10.— General 

Chiang Kai-Shek was inaugurated 
president of China today.

For the first time in 17 years of 
her history as a republic, China 
thus obtained a unified central 
government.

It was a national holiday. Chiang 
was installed at Nanking, the Na­
tionalists’ capital, with impressive 
ceremonies amid general * rejoic­
ing.

He was made chairman of the 
Nationalists’ government council 
wvith the title of president.

Chiang will head a definite form 
of government which for the pres­
ent at least will be based on ad­
ministration of executive, legisla­
tive and judicial functions by five 
boards of councils.

Air Mail Sought
For West Texas

EL PASO, Oct. 10.— A definite 
program to secure air mail service 
for the southwest on an all-year 
sunshine route was launched in El 
Paso, Oct. 6, at a conference of 
the Southwest Air Mail associa­
tion. The tentative airway sug­
gested will run from New York 
through Louisville, Memphis, Dal­
las, Fort Worth, El Paso and San 
Diego and Los Angeles.

Representatives at the meeting 
were instructed to secure all nec­
essary information for presenta­
tion to the postmaster general at 
once. In this information will be 
included from each city, the av­
erage weight and count of first- 
class mail for three days, during 
one week. A formal petition from 
the president of the chamber of 
commerce of each city ,a letter 
from each mayor and from each 
postmaster to the postmaster gen­
eral, also will be included.

Airport facilities, willingness to 
provide for night flying when 
needed and meteorological reports, 
are to be emphasized in the presi­
dent’s letters. Copies of these let­
ters are to be sent to congressmen 
who will be urged to call personal­
ly at the postoffice department.

The committee which has charge 
of securing information and data 
is composed of Arthur M. Lock­
hart, chairman, El Paso; John R. 
Lyman, vice president, San Diego 
Chamber of Commerce; John 
Philp, Dallas postmaster; Frank 
Hitchcock, Tucson, Ariz., former 
postmaster general, and J. K. 
Penn, Dallas.

FOR BETTER GOVERNMENT.
Yale university has received a 

gift of $350,000 to establish a 
foundation for the study of gov­
ernment.

The university, according to 
President James Rowland Angell, 
will begin at once to study “ those 
phases of American government 
which are of chief practical im­
portance to the citizen” ; and a 
vast mass of facts will be gathered 
to aid in the study.

Now a study of government is 
a valuable thing to undertake, and 
Yale undoubtedly will do a work 
of great service. Yet government, 
especially in the United States, is 
an individual matter. In the last 
analysis, it depends for its suc­
cessful functioning on what goes 
on in the brain and breast of John 
Doe and his 120,000,000 brothers 
and sisters.

The machinery of government 
— the constitution, organization 
and so on— may be good or bad, 
and a searching of it, such as Yale 
plans to make, will be a good 
thing. But the great point is this: 
this machinery, no matter how 
faulty, will work pretty well if the 
individual voters of the country 
are alert, thoughtful and consci­
entious about their duties to their 
country. If they are not, no 
amount of revising and repairing 
Will do very much good.

For, after all, we in this coun­
try can accomplish anything we 
choose by our votes. No one can 
take the right to vote away from 
us; no one can prevent us from 
casting our votes for the men or 
the measures we approve. No 
matter how poorly our government 
may work— no matter how many 
Injustices and mistakes and thiev­
eries it may be responsible for—  
we can always remedy matters if 
we will.

The city of Philadelphia, to 
take an example that has been in 
the papers a good deal lately, has 

... been suffering from extremely 
, bad government. And the chief 
responsibility lies right on the 
shoulders of the average, law-abid­
ing, well-meaning citizen who has 
failed to vote in' recent years— or 
who, voting, has failed to inform 
himself properly or reason clearly.

The governmental machinery 
we have, city, state and national, 
will work very well if we take the 
proper interest in it. If we don’t, 
it will work poorly— and so will 
any other form we might devise.

A  BIG PROBLEM.

A bulletin from the National 
Safety council makes the pleasing 
prediction that automobiles in the 
United States will kill 8,000 per­
sons during the last three months 
of the year.

It adds that if the rate to date 
continues, the year’s auto death 
roll will be well above 24,000.

It is amazing, when you stop to 
think about it, that these figures 
do not stir us into a demand for 
instant action. If an epidemic 
were to break out suddenly and 
take a toll like that, we should get 
busy at once. Every resource that 
we possess would be mobilized to 
save lives. But we accept the auto 
death rate almost without giving it 
a second thought.

Very soon we must recognize 
this matter of traffic deaths as one 
of the major problems of our na­
tional life.

Britain’s drink bill has been re­
duced by almost half during the 
past decade, Angus Watson, presi­
dent of the United Kingdom Band 
of Hope union, told the Band of 
Hope conference here.

436.000. 000 pounds in 1920 to
300.000. 000 pounds in 1927, Wat­
son said, and of the latter sum,

the Band of Hope was told. The 
conference launched a campaign 
for one million more pledges of 
abstinence.

Checkbook Charity 
Condemned at The 

Lutheran Meeting
By United Press.

ERIE, Pa., Oct. 10.— “ Check­
book charity” was denounced to­
day by Dr. Frederick H. Knubel, 
president of the United Lutheran 
Church in America, who present­
ed his biennial report to the con­
vention of that body at the Luther 
Memorial church here.

The belief that the churches of 
America are undergoing a very 
definite process of change was ex­
pressed by Dr. Knubel.

The past tendency, he said, has 
been toward developing their own 
piembership through evangelistic 
efforts and educating their youth 
in church-supported institutions 
but th epresent trend is toward 
unselfish works of mercy in which 
the Christian takes thought first 
of all of his fellow beings.

“ Christian love,” he said, “ is a 
very thorough thing. It marks a 
life which is not brooding over its 
own miseries and does not evade 
care for the distresses of others, 
but willingly permits itself to be­
come full of other men’s troubles.

“ All stress is necessary upon the 
fact that this mercy goes the full 
length in service, in that it is 
ready personally to administer re­
lief. It is not what has come 
commonly to be known as ‘check­
book charity.’ All distress possess­
es loneliness and bitterness. Only 
the personal touch will heal the 
loneliness. Only the personal love 
will heal the bitterness. No help 
is really being offered and no re­
lief is really being accomplished 
unless somehow the personal ele­
ment enters in.”

Twelve hundred members of the 
United Lutheran church have as­
sembled for the sixth biennial con­
vention.

From the United States, Canada 
and India have come 550 accredit­
ed delegates, composed of both 
clergymen and laymen, who will 
represent the 1,400,00 members 
of the church.

The convention will last a little 
more than a week and in addition 
to reviewing growth during the 
past two years will adopt legisla­
tion government its policies for 
the forthcoming period.

One of the subjects likely to 
draw most attention is a report by 
the sub-committee on marriage 
and divorce of the committee on 
moral and social welfare. The 
committee will ask the United Lu­
theran church to sanction divorce 
on the ground of “ malicious de­
sertion” as well as adultery and to 
bar the guilty person from re-mar­
rying.

In An Appeal For 
Religious Liberty

WASHINGTON, Oct. 10.— A 
warning against “ intrusion of poli­
tics and economics in the pulpits 
and on the platforms of the 
church,” was uttered today by the 
Rt. Rev. Charles Palmerston An­
derson, bishop of Chicago, in a 
sermon opening the forty-ninth 
triennial general convention of the 
Episcopal church.

Bishop Anderson made an im­
passioned plea for religious lib­
erty, hailed the achievements of 
science as “ the crowning glory of 
the twentieth century,”  ancl sharp­
ly rebuked secularism and intoler­
ance with the scornful question: 
“ Are men to be compelled by law 
to teach their children a special 
brand of religion?” In his closing 
passages he severely took his own 
church to task for not meeting the 
“ vital problems of the age.”

The convention sermon which is 
a triennial event in the Anglican 
communion marked the beginning 
of a fortnight’s session of the su­
preme body of the Episcopal 
church in the United States. In 
the audience at the National ca­
thedral at Mt. St. Alban were 125 
bishops of the church from all 
parts of the world, 800 clerical 
and lay deputies and 500 dele­
gates from the woman’s auxiliary 
together with an audience of sev­
eral thousand church members and 
visitors.

Bishop Anderson’s reference to 
politics in the pulpit came early 
in his sermon. Defining religion 
as an intensely personal thing as 
well as an intensely social thing, 
he said that “ there is no -sphere 
of human conduct, whether in so­
ciety or business or politics, in 
which the follower of Christ can 
detach himself from his religion.” 
The bishop then added: “ You
will not construe this as a plea for 
the intrusion of politics and eco­
nomics in the pulpits and on the 
platform of the church. The 
church has something more impor­
tant to do. It is one thing, how­
ever, to brin gparty politics and 
economic theories into the range 
of church activity. It is a vastly 
different thing to bring the forces 
of religious conviction and experi­
ence into action in our social and 
political life. Party politics, pol­
lute religion, but religion purifies 
politics.

“ Whenever the church spends 
its energies on social and. political 
reform, or undertakes to fight the 
world’s political and social battles 
by using the world’s weapons, or 
identifies itself with the world in 
the hope of producing a glorified 
human society by external pres­
sure, the result will inevitably be a 
loss of morals. It is beginning at 
the wrong end. It is patching up 
the machinery of society which 
may work today and break down 
tomorrow, instead of reconstruct­
ing the motives of men.

“ The church as such does not 
know political parties nor econom­
ic theories.”

COLLEGE STATION, Tex.— 
One of the most colorful battles of 
the 1928 Southwest conference 
grid season is expected to take 
place on Kyle Field Saturday, 
Oct. 13, when Coach Dana X. 
Bible’s Texas Aggie gridsters, 
winner’s of the Southwest title 
last season, and Coach Homer Nor 
ton’s Centenary Gentlemen, cham­
pions of the S. I. A. A. last fall, 
meet in one of the hardest games 
on both teams’ schedules for this 
year.

Last year both the Aggies and 
Centenary had teams which won 
praise from national sports crit­
ics, members of both teams being 
chosen among the outstanding col­
lege players of the nation. Coach 
Norton’s eleven was one of the 
few major teams to go through 
the season without a loss or a tie 
in the ten games played. While 
the Aggies went through the sea­
son undfeated, they were held to 
a scoreless tie by the T. 0. U. 
Horned Frogs at Fort Worth. The 
Horned Frogs also held the Gen­
tlemen to their lowest score of 
+he season last year, the Louisian­
ians barely nosing through with a 
7 to 3 victory.

Besides winning from T. C. U., 
the Gentlemen - defeated three 
other Southwest Conference elev- 
ns last fall, beginning with the S. 
M. U. Mustangs, whom they down­
ed with a 21 to 12 score. Baylor 
was defeated 9 to 6 and the Rice 
Owls went down under a 33 to 7 
score. The Centenary eleven fin­
ished the season with a total of 
259 points to their opponents’ 37. 
Only four teams crossed the Cen­
tenary goal line during the seas­
on. This year the Gentlemen 
have turned in two victories in as 
many starts.

The Louisiana school this year 
has virtually the same team which 
swept its way to victory over all 
comers last year, since they lost 
only three lettermen because of 
graduation. The same backfield 
combination with Charlie Smith at 
quarter, Jake Hanna and Bear 
Allday on the halves and Ted Jef­
feries at full is back in Centenary 
harness -and reports from Aggie 
scouts and others who »have seen 
this backfield work indicate that 
it is as strong this year as it was 
when it out-pointed all opponents 
last season. Coach Frank Ander­
son, who scouted the Centenary 
eleven in its first game, ŝ iys that 
in Allday and Hanna the Gentle­
men have two of the best running 
backs that he has seen in the years 
he has been allied with the game.

Besides this brilliant backfield, 
the Centenary Coaches have a line 
which is reputed i to be one of the 
heaviest and most scrappy in the 
south.

When the mathematical thread 

attaching the Philadelphia Ath­
letics to a chance to win the Amer­
ican League pennant snapped ten 
days ago, Connie Mack, generous 
fooman, wired to Miller Huggins, 
as follows:

“ Congratulations on the success 
of your ball club. It is high time 
you were given credit personally 
for the victories you have made 
possible.”

Too frequently, in apportioning 
the credit for the triupmhs of the 
New York Yankees the tendency 
has been to award Babe Ruth 99 
and 44-100th, and gite the remain­
der to Lou Gehrig and the rest of 
the boys, forgetting that in every­
thing, even in safe-cracking, a 
master-mind is a mighty useful 
thing to have around.

The “midget manager” they call 
him, but if he’s small physically 
it may be because a lot of the orig­
inal material was used for brains. 
Miller Huggins is the most suc­
cessful baseball mapager of modern 
times. If his Yankees come 
through to win the present series, 
he will have the laugh on them 
all. If they do not, he at least has 
negotiated six American League 
pennants in eight years and they 
still are paying off on success like 
that.

That 1925 Disaster
Since Huggins came to the Yan­

kees, the club has been out of the 
first division only once. In 1925, 
Babe Ruth looked upon the hot dog 
when it was frizzling and prompt­
ly became a casualty of the first, 
second and third waters. The Yan­
kees skidded in the mustard and 
went down to seventh place.

Huggins added dietetics to his 
baseball lore and put the Yankees 
back on the baseball map with a 
bang.

The first pennant of the Huggins 
regime in New York came in 1921, 
the year in which the first of the 
loathed “ subway soriesi’ was 
played. The series went eight, 
games- Fumbles gave the Giants 
victory. The Yankees were beaten, 
but’ they proved themselves a real 
ball club, the first a Nc-w York

American League club had known 
in years.

The next year the Giants won 
four games and lost none, one game 
ending in a tie. There was nearly 
a scandal about that tie. The fans 
howled when the umpire-in-chief 
called the second game at the end 
of ten innings on account of dark­
ness while still there was light. 
There were loud shouts that the 
mangnates were prostituting the 
national pastime, but the receipts 
taken to charity.

Has Complete Control
Huggins won his first world’s 

championship with the Yankees the 
following year, the third in succes­
sion in which the two New York 
clubs met. For the first time, Hug­
gins hacf complete control of the 
club. He was boss and he led the 
Yanks to victory.

Earlier in his career as New 
York manager, the diminutive Mil­
ler had been the target for attacks 
both on and off the field and had 
submitted, perforce, to insubordi­
nation. Because he really was a 
smart manager and had courage 
and sense, he finally won the con­
fidence of his ball players. Babe 
Ruth and the other trouble makers 
of 1921 and 1922 fell into line. 
Now they swear by, not at, their 
boss.

After Washington had benefited 
by Babe Ruth’s slump and a gen­
eral re-organization of the Yan­
kees, Miller Huggins started mak­
ing pennants once more. In 1926, 
•the Yanks won, and the same St. 
Louis Cardinals, losing the world’s 
championship by an eye-lash when 
old Grover Cleveland Alexander 
struck out Tony Lazzeri in a pinch 
in the seventh and deciding game.

Last year, the Yankees were a 
steam roller, in the pennant race 
and in the world series, in which 
they defeated the Pittsburgh Pi­
rates four straight. By this time, 
“ Hug” had the club where lie 
wanted it, and enjoyed his greatest 
triumph.

Yet recognition, as Connie Mack 
pointed out so generously, has 
come slowly to the “ Midget Man­
ager.” It may not arrive in full 
until he leaves the game for good.

OCEAN FLIGHTS 
EXPENSIVE FOR 

SHIPPING LINES
Searching and Extra Watch 

For Aviators Cost One 
Boat $14,000 Daily.

By United Press.

LONDON.— Searching for lost 
trans-Atlantic flyers has becomq 
an imoprtant item in the expense 
of operating ocean liners.

Even when a flight is successful, 
ships along the route taken by the 
aviators are obliged to provide an 
extra watch and to communicate 
the position of any plane sighted- 
This is cheerfully done, of course, 
and ships are diverted from their 
courses just as cheerfully when the 
word is received that a plane has 
been lost. But the expense to the 
shipping companies is far greater 
than the layman would imagine.

If a liner spends one day seeking 
a lost airplane, the shipping com­
pany must bear at least the fol­
lowing loss: One day’s extra pay
for the crew; one day’s extra food 
for passengers; fuel for one extra 
day; one day lost in port before 
the return sailing. Then, too pas­
sengers may miss connections in 
port or suffer business losses; the 
officers and crew are forced to 
work under nervous tension during 
the search and in attempting to re­
gain lost time after the ship’s 
course is resumed.

Officials of shipping companies 
do not complain of this extra ex­
pense. Saving lives is part of the 
tradition of the sea. There is no 
thought of compnesation. A remem­
brance for the captain or a dona­
tion for the crew of a liner may be 
made in all sincerity, but it is noth­
ing compared with the expense of a 
rescue. Many ships which leave 
their courses too late to be of serv­
ice are not even mentioned when 
the newspapers tell their thrilling 
story of what the aviators thought 
about while waiting* to be saved.

“ The actual cost of making a 
rescue ia.t sea can hardly be esti­
mated,” a spokesman for the Uni­
ted States Lines in London told 
the United Press.”  If a stranded 
airplane sends out an SOS, all the 
ships within reasonable distance 
answers the call at full steam. But 
the plane may drift from 50 to 100

miles before it is sighted. The first 
ship on the scene will advise the* 
others i ftheir help is not needed.

“ Suppose that the Leviathan, 
with 1,000 passengers and 800 crew-, 
loses a day in seeking or rescuing 
a trans-Atlantic plane. A conser­
vative estimate, without counting 
a day lost in port before the re­
turn voyage, places the loss at 
$14,000.”

LINCOLN, Neb., Oct. 9.— Ne­

braska has brought her new ten 
million dollar capitol nearly to 
completion. Six years after con­
struction was begun the building- 
lacks only 60 feet of tower and 
several acres of landscaping.

The “ pay-as-you-go” plan was 
adopted with the capitol, which 
was designed to be one of the 
finest in America. The legislature 
assessed a “ capitol levy,” which 
taxpayers have been paying since 
the building was started.

This year the legislature will be 
asked to levy again for the build­
ing as only $8,000,000 was raised 
by the first assessment. With $2,- 
000,000 more money and two 
years more time the capitol com- j 
mission predicts the project will j 
be completed.

For practical purposes the 
structure already is finished. All 
the state’s offices now are located 
in the building-, the main part of 
which consists of two floors* 
spread over an area of nearly 
200,000 square feet.

The building is 437 feet square. 
In the center are four courtyards 
that make natural lighting pos­
sible in each of the offices. From 
the center rises the tower that still 
is incomplete. The pinnacle will 
be 400 feet high. Elaborate deco­
rations and architectural designs 
depicting the state’s history have 
been included in the building.
