Warden Fenton said he 
had received a telephone 
call from Inspector of De­
tectives Danbaum in Omaha 
and that he said the prisoner 
and his captors had depart­
ed for Lincoln.,

WAHOO, Neb., Nov. 23.— Be­
lief that a young mulatto sought 
for three ax murders in Omaha 
was hiding here spread today when 
a mysterious assault case was re­
ported to police.

Frank Pilek told officials that 
he was knocked unconscious as he 
emerged from his home last night. 
All he saw, he said, was an uplift­
ed club which crashed down on his 
head.

Pilek knew no motive for the 
attack.

Wahoo is on the Union Pacific 
railroad, 40 miles from Omaha 
and it was considered possible 
that the ax murderer had fled 
from that city and was hiding 
here.

ILLNESS OF
KING WORSE

LONDON, Nov. 23.— Anxiety 
gripped millions of Britons in a 
vast empire today because a gray 
bearded man lay ill of a cold in 
a big stone mansion in London.

That man was George V, king.
His cold was merely one such as 

many of the subjects experienced, 
yet since he was monarch, his case 
seemed different.

Before the stone mansion— 
Buckingham palace— scores of cit­
izens lingered. Guards tried to 
keep them moving. When a fresh 
guard was mounted at 11 a. m., 
the music of its band was lacking.

Within the palace, doctors came 
and went.

About noon, Lord Dawson of 
Penn, physician extraordinary to 
the king, and Sir Stanley Newett, 
surgeon apothecary to thé king, 
issued a bulletin indicating that 
the king’s illness had taken a turn 
for the worse. The trend of the 
king’s condition was described as 
“ a slight extension of the mischief 
in the king’s lungs.”

Preparing For
Election Probe

White House, Soon to Have New Tenant,
■ Designed in 1792, by Irish Architect.

By HARRY W. FRANTZ, 
United Press Staff Correspondent.

WASHINGTON.— Uncle Sam’s 
choice residential property on 
Pennsylvania avenue, soon to 
house a new president, was design­
ed in 1792 by James Hoban, Irish 
native of Dublin who then resided 
at Charleston, S. C. ,

The occupants of the Avhite 
house with few exceptions have 
gone down to an undying immor­
tality, but the name of its builder 
is known chiefly to architects and 
antiquarians, and is not chronicled 
in some of the best known ency­
clopedias. Little is written of his 
early life, save' that he was a suc­
cessful architect of southern plan­
tation homes.

Few would challenge a state­
ment that the white house is the 
most generally admired building in 
the United States. Its classic Ionic 
design, its singular balance and 
grace, its rich but not gaudy orna­
mentation, and its peaceful en­
virons have impressed countless 
tourists as well as distinguished 
architects from the world over.

It is a noteworthy fact that 
architecture of the same general 
colonial type now is favored by 
the foreign service building com­
mission for embassies and lega­
tions in various parts of the world.

Inspired by Duke’s Palace.
The design for the white house

is said to have been inspired by 
the palace of the Duke of Lein­
ster at Dublin, with which Hoban 
was familiar. Although employ­
ing the classic Ionic order, Hoban 
made interesting adaptations, 
working in the American rose, and 
making an original architectural 
use of the number 13, after the 
number of colonies, a fact discov­
ered by architectural students.

The white house, first known as 
the president’s house, had its gene­
sis in the earliest days of the re­
public. The plan for the federal 
city formulated by Major Peter 
Charles L’Enfant, included the 
president’s house and capitol as 
principal features. Site for the 
residence was selected by Presi­
dent Washington and L’Enfant in 
1791; according to contemporary 
description “ upon a rising ground, 
not far from the banks of the Po­
tomac, affording a fine water 
prospect, with a view of the capi­
tol and some other material parts 
of the city.”

In March, 1792, the commission­
ers of the federal city advertised 
offering “ a premium of $500 or a 
medal of that value to the person 
who before the following July 
should produce to them the first 
approved plan, if adopted by them, 
for a president’s house.”

Funds for the building were se­
cured from sale of lots in the 
federal city, as Washington orig­
inally was called, and by moneys 
furnished by Virginia and Mary­
land. Returns from lot sales were 
inadequate, and Hoban wrote the 
commissioners at one time: “ The
present situation of our funds 
rendered it impossible to pay the 
time roll due yesterday.”

Mechanics had to be brought 
fforti England, and due to scarcity 
of laborers, houses had to be fiir- 
nished to negro workman. Once 
the commission resolved “ to hire 
good laboring negroes by the year 
the masters clothing them well and 
finding each a blanket, the com­
missioners finding them provisions 
and paying 21 pounds a year 
w&ges, the payment to be made 
quarterly or half-yearly.”

Upholsterers Bothered.
The house was seven years un­

der construction and was not yet 
entirely completed when occupied 
by President and Madame John 
Adams in November, 1800. A 
communication to the commission­
er, Oct. 20, of that year urged 
that the building be closed to vis­
itors because crowds of people 
frequenting the house were inter­
rupting the upholsterers “ who are 
exerting every nerve to prepare 
for- ' the reception of the presi­
dent.”

The white house was burned by 
the British in 1814 but rebuilt un­
der direction of Hoban within the 
next four years. The original free­
stone from Virginia quarries was 
covered with white paint, which 
gave rise to the name white house. 
The damage by fire was chiefly 
to the interior.

During the rebuilding, the presi­
dent, occupied the Octagon house, 
designed by Dr. James Thornton, 
architect of the capitol, an attrac­
tive building still in fine repair 
and now occupied as the headquar­
ters of the American Institute of 
Architects.

The white house was remodeled 
during the first administration of 
Theodore Roosevelt, who with his 
family temporarily occupied a 
house on Lafayette Square. Ex­
ecutive offices were added to the 
west wing of the original building.

Sunday School Lesson for Sunday
By Rev. H. W. Wrye

THE PRAYER OF PAUL 
Act 20:36-38; Eph. 1:15,16; 3:14-

21.

GOLDEN TEXT — Rejoice ever­
more. Pray without ceasing, in 
every thing give thanks. 1 Thess- 
5:16-18.

INTRODUCTION
Prayer was a great part of the 

life of Jesus and His disciples and 
the early church. The Lord made 
provision for His people to keep 
in touch with Him through prayer. 
At this day much of that feature 
of worship is neglected and ignored 
Through prayer the early Chris­
tians welcomed persecution, opened 
prison doors, and defeated and 
dethroned rulers. Being in part­
nership with God through prayer 
they were enabled to endure to the 
end and conquer the world for 
Christ before going to their reward

was one the group.
At Miletus

Paul was hurrying to Jerusalem, 
and not having time to visit the 
church at Ephesus, he sent for the 
elders to meet him at Miletus. He 
reminded them of how he had 
served the Lord in all humility, 
with many tears, and temptations, 
and how he had kept back noth­
ing that was profitable to them. 
He further pointed out their duty 
to the church, in that of diligently 
watching after the spiritual wel­
fare of the members, assuring 
them that false teachers would in­
vade the flock and destroy the 
harmony they enjoyed at that 
time. Concluding his counsel, he 
commended them to God and 
“kneeled down, and prayed with 
them all” Surely a sight that 
intensified the joy of angels, but 
the ridicule of evil minded men. 
It is good for friends to pray to­
gether when they part, they may 
be enabled to pray the more feel­

ingly one for another when parted 
which is one part of our Christian 
duty. They parted with abund­
ance of tears, and most affection­
ate embraces. Paul was affec­
tionate himself and he had very 
affectionate friends. Those that 
are most loving, are commonly 
best loved.

Five Years Later 
Since his affectionate farewell to 

the elders at Miletus, about five 
years of perilous experience for 
Christ’s sake has been recorded to 
the credit of Paul. Pie is a pri­
soner at Rome, and writes a let­
ter to the Ephesians. In this Epis­
tle we discover that Paul is as 
strong on thanksgiving as on peti­
tion. He has not forgotten his 
friends nor their tender expres­
sions for him at their last meeting. 
Having heard of their Christian 
devotion he wrote “ I cease not to 
give thanks for you, making men­
tion of you in my prayers.” Pray­
ing for others. That is charac­
teristic of a big hearted Christian. 
Thanking God for the success of 
others, is the spirit found among 
men who have “ Pure religion and 
undefiled before God.” It is a

spirit that is so intersted in the 
kingdom of God, that it keeps its 
self unspotted irom the world. 
Paul prayed “That the God of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of 
glory, may give unto you the 
spirit of wisdom and revelation in 
the knowledge of him. The eyes 
of your understanding being en­
lightened; that ye may know what 
is the hope of his calling, and what 
the riches of the glory of his in­
heritance in the saints.” Paul was 
anxious for his friends and all 
children of God to connect up with 
that inexhaustible source of power 
that he was so well acquainted 
with. Paul’s imprisonment did 
not shake his faith in God, for he 
had learned that “all things work 
together for good to them tjiat be­
lieve.” And what is a few hours 
of discomfort to a believer in the 
face of Jesus saying “ Blessed are 
they which are persecuted for 
righteousness sake: for theirs is 
the kingdom of heaven.” He realiz­
ed that the redemption of human­
ity was more important than his 
personal reverses- Therefore, in 
the midst of his humiliation, he 
could say: “For this cause I bow
by knees unto the Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, Of whom the 
whole family in heaven and earth 
is named. ” He prayed that 
Christ may dwell in their hearts,

and that they be rooted and 
grounded in love. Love was the 
greatest of the Christian graces 
with Paul. He was anxious that 
they know the love of Christ 
which' passeth all irkier standing 
He was in an exultant strain, he 
was seeing glorious visions from 
his pent-up life of bondage. That 
Christians have strength of char­
acters and determination to press 
to the high mark of their calling, 
was the great desire of the aspos- 
tle. One is impressed that pray­
er, in the lives of these founders 
of the church was not a main fac­
tor, but THE main factor. Let us 
remember that the prayers of ■ 
Paul was not for the people of j 
that age only, but they were for 
all disciples of Christ to the enci 
of time. It is encourageing to 
have any one pray for us, but 
when we read of Jesus praying’ for 
us, and then these prayers of Paul, 
surely we should be inspired to 
“ Rejoice evermore.” and “ In every 
thing give thanks.”

SCHUBERT WORK 
NOT PERFORMED 

FOR 44 YEARS
B y U n ited  Press.

CLEVELAND.— Cleveland will 
be the first American city in 
which the “ Seventh Symphony,” 
by Franz Schubert, will be pre- 
sented, and when the Cleveland 
orchestra presents the work it will 
be the first time the “ Seventh 
Symphony” has been performed | 
since 1884.

The first presentation was made 
in 1883— in Europe— after John 
Francis Barnett, a comparatively 
obscure musician, had deciphered \ 
the original manuscript.

The first performance, which j 
v/as under Sir August Manns, was' 
so successful that it was repeated 
the following year. There is no j. 
record of any subsequent per­
formance.

The story of the “ Seventh Sym­
phony” is this:

The manuscript passed after the 
death of the composer, to his 
brother, Ferdinand, He later; 
made a present of it to Mendel-; 
ssohn, who, like Schubert, died at 
an early age. His brother, Paul, 
inherited the manuscript and turn-; 
ed it over to Sir George Grove, ! 
who left it to the Royal College of 
Music, where it now is.

The original manuscript was - 
merely a sketch, with many de­
tails of harmony figuration and; 
orchestration indicated in outline ; | 
only or omitted entirely. The task j 
of deciphering the work was left j 
to Barnett, and the first presenta- j 
tion of the “ Seventh Symphony” i 
followed in 1883.

It was through Herbert F. Pey- j 
ser. New York music critic, that* 
the manuscript score and orchestra 
parts were made available lor 
Nickolai Sokoloff, director of the t 
Cleveland orchestra.
