Eastland, Ranger and Cisco 
Churches Are Making 

Steady Progress.

Dr. Paul B. Kearn, pastor of the 
Park Avenue Methodist church of 
San Antonio, who has delivered 
addresses at different times dur­
ing the Central Texas conference 
of the Methodist church in session 
here, delivered the opening address 
of today’s sessioii of the confer­
ence.

Reports from the presiding el­
ders of the conference took up 
much of the time at this morning’s 
session.

Basing - his address on the 
Scriptures found in the 24th chap­
ter of Luke, “ Why seek ye the liv­
ing among the dead;” the second 
chapter of Acts, “ Ye men of Gal- 
lilee, why stand ye looking into 
the heaven?” and the 28th chapter 
of Matthew, 1!1 i d , I am with you 
always.” .Dr. Kearn delivered a 
splendid address in which he de­
veloped the thought that we of to­
day should not look into the past 
near into the future to find God, 
but find him in the present.

This morning’s session was open­
ed by Bishop Moore with the sing­
ing of two songs, “ Love Divine,” 
and “ O, Worship the King.” Dr. 
R. O. Armstrong led the opening 
praper.

Splendid reports from the 
churches in the Cisco district in 
which is included the Ranger and 
Eastland churches, were made to 
the conference by the Rev. C. O. 
Shugart, presiding elder of Cisco.

Mr. Shugart reminded the con­
ference that though this section is 
known as the “ land of flowing- 
gold,” they must not tahe it lit­
erally. “ We do have, wonderful 
oil fields with new ones being dis­
covered almost daily, but this 
“ flowing gold” flows mostly 
through pipe lines running to the 
big refineries outside the district 
and where the dividends are paid 
into the treasuries of the large oil 
corporations and not so much of 
it left in the district in which it 
originates,” Mr. Shugart said.

Reports for the Cisco district 
showed a healthy growth of the 
churches and Sunday schools and 
the collection of funds with which 
to pay off about 62 per cent of 
the obligations.

Two churches in the district, one 
at Carbon and one at Dublin, were 
destroyed by fire during the year. 
New churches have been erected 
on these sites and at Carbon the 
building is free from debt, while 
at Dublin the indebtedness is no 
greater than it was on the old 
church building.

The church debt at Cisco was 
reduced $900 during the year. A 
good portion of tl\e debts at Ran­
ger have been paid and both these 
churches have made splendid 
showings on other obligations, the 
report reveals.

One of the most notable achieve­
ments of the year in the district, 
Rev. Mr. Shugart said, was the 
completion of the handsome new 
chcurch building at Eastland. He 
also said that the Eastland congre­
gation, under the leadership of 
Pastor Frank E. Singleton, had 
made a wonderful showing in 
meeting other obligations and in

England and Wales 
Are Struck By 100- 

M ile-an-Hour Gale
By United Press.

LONDON, Eng., Nov. 16.— 
Gales which battered vessels in the 
English channel and the North At­
lantic ocean for 48 hours moved 
inland over England and Wales to­
day, causing widespread property 
damage. Reports from scattered 
sections indicated many persons 
were injured. At least one was 
known to be dead.

In Southern Wales, the gale was 
estimated unofficially to have 
reached 100 miles an hour. Many 
streets in Cardiff were closed to 
prevent pedestrians from being 
killed or injured by falling mason­
ry. A falling tree was reported to 
have killed one man at Bristol.

Buildings were damaged in sev­
eral sections and telephone and 
telegraph lines were disrupted.

In London, ambulances treated 
12 pedestrians.

MAN FREED
ON CHARGE

Self-Defense W ins Acquittal 
on Boom-Time Killing

“ Not guilty” said the jury and 
Fred Jordon today was freed of 
the charge of having committed 
murder seven years ago.

Dry Agents Raid 
New York Resorts

NEW YORK, Nov. 16.— Fifty 

federal agents early today made 
their second concerted drive on 
New York night clubs and speak­
easies, raiding 21 places and tak­
ing 30 prisoners.

The places visited by the agents 
ranged from office buildings to 
the gay resorts in Greenwich vil­
lage. None of the better known 
night clubs were visited today.

The squad was sent out in five 
groups of 10 each and made a 
whirlwind campaign. None of thd 
federal forces were augmented by 
city policemen.

A carload of dressed turkeys is 
being shipped out today from the 
new dressing plant at Eastland, 
said Ben Whitehouse, federal ag­
riculturist of Ranger, who visited 
the plant yesterday. Thirty-five 
workers are employed there.

More turkeys are needed to 
keep the plant going at capacity.

ORLANDO, Okla., Nov. 16.—
Two person^ were killed, three 
ethers injured and thousands of 
dollars in damage dope when a 
severe southeast wind swooped 
down upon a corner of Orlando 
last night.

Mrs. John Stevens and Ernest 
Thedford were killed and John 
Stevens, Walter Thedford and 
Theo Draper were injured.

The twister, which struck in a 
limited ared, demolished the 
Stevens’ home and tore the Thed­
ford home into pieces. Mrs. Stev­
ens was killed in the debris of her 
home. Her husband, seriously in­
jured, now is in the hospital in; 
Guthrie.

The Thedford youth was badly 
injured when the twister truck 'his 
home three blocks from the Stev­
ens home, and died later in the 
Guthrie hospital.

Waiter Thedford and the Drap­
er youth were saved by one of thd 
quirks of fate. Both Thedford 
boys and Draper were in the barn 
and Walter Thedford and Draper 
had just stepped outside when the 
gale struck. Timbers of the barn; 
fell on Ernest Thedford fatally 
injuring him. His brother and 
Draper were only slightly injured.

Combat Fog as a
Flying Liability

CLEVELAND.— Fog will lose 
its terrors for the air pilot if the 
hope of members of the Interna­
tional Illuminating Congress is ful 
filled, according to Dr. M. Lukiesh 
Cleveland illumination specialist.

The congress, he said, has prom­
ised every assistance for the de 
velopment of aviation through 
scientific and adequate lighting of 
landing fields, air route markers, 
beacons and for planes themselves. 
Plane lights, it was said, would 
make practicable safe landings on; 
unlighted fields.

According to Dr. Luckiesh, the 
congress also will work toward 
safer highways. Better lighting 
research activties looking toward 
improved working conditions for 
factories and schools, as well as 
better lighting in the homes, also 
will be conducted.

“ Many researches are still ne­
cessary and a great amount of 
work and ingenuity will be involv­
ed in interpretation of scientific 
data,” he said. “ We need knowl­
edge, but that knowledge is use­
less if left uninterpreted and un­
used.”

Chevrolet to Have 
6-Cylinder Model

DETROIT, Mich., Nov. 16.— 

General Motors’ answer to the 
Ford model was seen today in the 
announcement of a six cylinder 
Chevrolet to sell at approximately 
the same price range as the old 
four cylinder Chevrolet.

The announcement came a few 
days after Ford had re-taken the 
lead in motor car production with 
a daily output of 6,000 cars. Ford 
had relinquished the lead for a 
year or more to Chevrolet.

Although neither company will 
admit a business battle, officials 
generally have said there is some 
doubt whether the market- can; 
absorb the tremendous output of 
which the two are capable.

Turkey raising and sheep anc( 
goat-raising would benefit a mil­
lion dollars a year if the wolves in 
Eastland county were eradicated, 
declartd Ben Whitehouse, feder-* 
ai agriculturist today, following 
yesterdays’ wolf conference in 
Eastland.

Plans were made to destroy the 
wolves in the county.4 Trappers 
will be obtained. The federal gov­
ernment will assist and will super­
vise the trappers. Raisers of 
goats, sheep and turkeys from all 
parts of the county attended 
Thursday’s conference at the city 
hall in Eastland.

Thousands of dollars loss are 
caused annually in this county by 
wolves, J)Ir. Whitehouse estimated, 
and the presence of the wolves 
keeps many people out of the in­
dustry of raising goats, sheep and 
turkeys. Therefore by eradicat­
ing the wolves, many hundreds, 
even thousands of acres highly 
suitable for the raising of turkeys, 
sheep and goats would be so used.
■ Palo Pinto county about a year 
ago inaugurated an anti-wolf cam­
paign and more than 500 wolved 
have been killed.

Brady in 1922 shipped out six 
carloads of dressed turkeys. This 
was before the wolf extermination 
began. Last year, 66 carloads of 
turkeys were shipped out.

PLANES SEARCH

Three Hundred Persons Are Hunt­

ing for Four Missing Uni­
versity Students.

Three hundred volunteer search­
ers today trekked over the snow- 
covered slopes of three mountains 
in search of four California uni­
versity students who .have been 
missing a week.

In addition, three airplanes 
flew over the region in which Miss 
Anna Ramsperger, her twin sister, 
Nina, Robert H. Keeler and John 
Dempster are believed lost.

Led by peace officers and ran­
gers, the search party strung 
telephone lines behind them in or­
der to keep in constant communi­
cation with their base which was 
to be established at Lakeport.

Haynie Liddell, 35, . lay badly 
wounded early today shot by a 
posse latt yesterday as he and his 
pal Colbert Keel, 55, an Indian, 
sought to rob the First National 
bank here. Keel was killed by the 
posse that wounded Liddell.

Liddell, according to Sheriff 
Randolph of Love county, was 
near death. It was reported after 
the attempted robbery that both of 
the bandits were dead. Liddell was 
unconscious for several hours af­
ter the shooting, apparently saved 
from death by a steel jacket he 
was wearing, the sheriff reported.

It was shortly after 3 o’clock 
yesterday when the bandits enter­
ed the bank and took $10,000. As 
they stepped out of the big door 
of the bank, they were met by the 
fire of a posse, hastily organized. 
They reached their auto when 
Keel fell dead and Liddell was! 
wounded. Liddell, if he lives, will 
have to answer charges in connec­
tion with the robbery of another 
bank at Marietta last year in 
which Sheriff Long and one of the 
bandits were killed. Liddell was 
involved in this robbery by the 
confession of a bandit.

Witmer killed his wife, first 
placing poison in some beer she 
drank aflll when this failed to kill 
her, he beat her over the head with 
a singletree and hammer. Then 
he buried the body in a cornfield 
where it remained until remorse 
drove him to confess the crime to 
police.

In great pain from the effects, 
of the poison he took, Witmer re­
fused to tell doctors what kind of 
poison he used so an antidote 
could not be administered. A let­
ter to his mother told of his sui­
cide plan and he recounted hear­
ing voices in his cell that he be­
lieved were messages from hisf 
slain wife.

“ It must be her calling to me,” 
he wrote. T am going to her.”

Disease Takes 38 Days

A 
short time later, infection set in 
and two days ago, she was taken 
to the hospital in an unconscious 
condition. The Pasteur serum was 
administered but it was too late.

Virtually all the applicants 
would class as accomplished lin­
guists in any other place than the 
Philippines. Those asking only 
$30 a month salary usually speak 
at least three languages. One 
“ lady typist” who desires only a- 
“ reasonable salary” cites among 
her qualifications the fact that 
she speaks English, Ilocano, Taga- 
log, Visayan and a little Spanish.
