All-Time High
In Road Deaths

Seen For Year

AUSTIN — The director of
the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety reported this week
the state is approaching the
mid-point in the year amid
definite indications that traf-

fic deaths will hit an all-time
high in 1963.
Col. Homer Garrison Jr. at

the same time announced: that
the expected traffic death toll
for the Fourth of July is eight
fatalities, and called upon Tex-
as drivers to ‘“make this holi-
day the turning point in this
year’s traffic toll.”

‘“If we continue to take lives
at the present rate 1963 will
become the most deadly year
in Texas history for traffic
fatalities,”” he said. ‘“Motor-
cides at this time are over
100 more than at the same
time last year, and consider-
ing the trend of increased ac-
cidents and casualties, w e
have every reason to expect
that traffic deaths will exceed
the previous all time high in
Texas of 2,611 in 1956.

“Only 194 more deaths in
1963 than in 1962 will make a
total of 2,615 deaths, an all-
time high and an increase for
the year of eight per cent over
1962. Deaths this year have
consistently been in excess of
eight per cent over 1962. Our
Statistical Servicesadvise
that this is not just a proba-
bility, that it is fairly certain
to become a reality unless
something happens to break
the trend.”’

Garrison said that “Opera-
tion Motorcide” will be plac-
ed ‘in effect from 12:01 a. m.
until 11:59 p. m. July 4 in
order to focus attention upon
the added dangers of holiday
travel when traffic is at a
peak. As part of the opera-
tion, which calls for maximum
enforcement and public sup-
p o r t, additional personnel
from other uniformed services
of the DPS will augment the
regular Highway Patrol force.

Garrison commended t h e
several public and private ag-
encies and organizations which
are cooperating in the Fourth
of July safety emphasis pro-
gram.

He said the Texas Council
of Safety Supervisors and the
Texas Motor Transportation
Association will again sponsor

the “Holiday Road Patrol,”
consisting of a fleet of 35 to
40 cars which will be used to
assist stranded motorists
over the state during the holi-
day. The cars will be man-

and safety engineers for the
trucking industry, whose pur-
pose will 2be to help relieve
highway patrolmen for e n -
forcement - work.

The Texas Safety Associa-,
tion,” with the cooperation of
the newspaper, radio and tele-
vision media, will conduct a
public information program:-
stressing the need for cour-
tesy and caution on the streets
and highways during the holi-
day. Nunmerous Junior Cham=-
ber of Commerce clubs over
the state, coordinated by W.
F. (Bill) Leonard of Dallas,
vice-president for traffic
safety for the TSA, will oper-
ate ‘“‘rest stops’’ for fatigued
travelers to whom they will
serve free coffee.

The Texas Association of
Broadcasters will conduct a
statewide “Drive Lighted and’
Live”’ program in which con-
stant appeals will be made to
motorists to drive with their
headlights on during the
Fourth of July to focus at-
tention on the need for legal
and safe ‘driving habits.

And the Texas Highway De-
partment will carry on its
continuing information and ed-
ucational program through the
public media to instruct drivers
on such subjects as freeway
driving and the need for cau-
tion around construction areas
which are greater in number®
during the summer months.

AGRICULTURE INVOLVES MANY PEOPLE

It is common knowledge that the number of people on Texas
that many of the people leaving the country are not leaving

Today nearly 40 percent of all Texas derive their income

But it is less commonly known

these businesses and likewise
much labor that was once need-
ed on the farm is used by them.
As one example, farmers to-
day purchase most of their
power in the form of gasoline
and machinery instead of rais-
ing animals and feeding them,
says McHaney. Therefore,
workers that supply these pro-
duction needs perform a service
for the farmer and are partial-
ly dependent on him for their
living. About 96 percent o f
the agricultural production in
Texas must pass through the
business firms of the state be-
fore reaching the final consum-
er, he points out.

There are many reasons for
the growing interdependence
of agriculture and business,
says McHaney. Some of them
are that farming and ranching
require a large capital invest-
ment, more cash is spent for
living expenses and crop pro-
duction today, and farmers are
more dependent on the market
place.

Increased efficiency in farm
and ranch production has re-
leased much labor to the urban
areas but much of this labor
retains its connection with ag-
riculture. Today’s agricultural
industry involves more than
farming and ranching, the ec-
onomist concludes.

Do you
want it to protect you from
rain ouly? Do you want a
coat to protect against cold
as well as rain? Do you want
a raincoat that can be fold-
ed into a compact package
and left in the car so that it
will be near by? Or do you
want one that would be care-
fully hung in the closet when
not in use? Do you want a
coat that you can clean or do
you want one that will need
to go to the drycleaner? How
much money do you want to
spend for the coat? How of-
ten do you need a raincoat?

It is important to know the
meaning of terms used with
rainwear.

“Waterproof’”” means that
water cannot penetrate th cl
fabric. There are two types |
of waterproof coats on the
market- now. One does not
‘“‘breath’’, which means that
air as well as water cannot
penetrate. The plastic coat
and the oilskin slickers are
examples.

The other waterproof type is
one that will “breathe’, th a t
is, it permits body moisture
and heat to escape but keeps
rain and wind out. This type
of waterproof rainwear is
made of woven fabric and has
a finish applied to the side of
the coat that is worn next to
the body. This finish is most
frequently applied to cotton
poplin and silk broadcloth.

“Water-repellent’’ is another
finish applied to rainwear.
This finish can be applied to
many fibers and fabrics. The
finish coats the yarns or fib-
ers so that they repel water,
but lets the air penetrate.

It is most important that
raincoats be labeleld. Some
finishes are washable, while
others are to be dry cleaned.
Some finishes will last the life
of the garment, while others
have to be renewed. All of

Good Pecan Crop
Is In Prospect
For This Region

COLLEGE STATION — Pe-
cans should be plentiful once
again this fall following a disa-
ppointing crop in 1962, says
F. R. Brison, Professor of Hor-
ticulture at Texas A&M Col-
lege.

Several factors were to
blame for the scanty 79,000,-
000 pounds produced in Tex-
as last year, says Brison. But
he predicts that the 1963 yield
will again be as large as was
the 1961 crop when 240,000,000
pounds were grown.

“The crop looks very pro-
mising this year,” says the
horticulturist. ‘‘Shoots a r e
heavily loaded with clusters
and many clusters have 4 to
8 pecans in them.”

Below average populations
of nut casebearers is another
reason he gives for the bright
pecan crop outlook. These
pests have been more effec-
ively controlled due to better
spraying programs and better
chemicals. Malathion and Se-
vin were widely used last year
and gave good control of case-
bearers, Brison says.

Producers may receive
slightly lower prices for their
nuts this fall due to larger
yields but the quality of the
pecans will also greatly af-
fect the price, he says. The
size and number of pecans
produced by a tree has a phy-
siological effect on the quality
of the pecans it bears, he
adds.

The hotriculturist explains
that the leaf-nut ratio has an
influence on both the size and
the number of pecans a tree
produces. There should be
about 11 compound leaves for
each pecan on the tree, he
says, and the maintenance of
a goof leaf-nut ratio is an im-
portant production practice.
Controlling leaf destroying in-
sects will help accomplish this.

Another production practice
that is especially important
during dry weather is the con-
trolling of competitive vege-
tation. This may be done in
the way commonly us e d by
producer whether by grazing,
mowing or cultivation, Brison
says.

Absentee voting shall be conducted by two methods:
the clerks office, and (2) voting by mail.

(1) voting by personal appearance at

The following persons, and no others, may also vote by mail:

Qualified electors who because of sickness or physical disability cannot appear at the polling
place on the day of the election. The elector shall state in his application the address to which the
ballot is to be mailed to him, which must be either his permanent residence address or the address
at which he is temporarily living.

An elector desiring to vote absentee SHALL MAKE WRITTEN SWORN APPLICATION for
an official ballot to the county clerk of the county of his residence, which application shall be signed
BY THE ELECTOR or by a witness at the direction of said elector in case of the latter’s inability
to make such written application because of physical disability. Such application shall state the
ground on which the applicant is entitled to vote absentee and in case of an application by mail shall
give the necessary information to enable the clerk to determine whether the applicant is entitled to
vote by mail. Such application shall be accompanied by the poll tax receipt or exemption certificate
of the elector, or, in lieu thereof, his affidavit in writing that same has been lost or mislaid. If the
ground of application be SICKNESS OR PHYSICAL DISABILITY by reason of which the elector
cannot appear at the polling place on election day, a certificate of a DULY LICENSED PHYSICIAN
OR ACCREDITED CHRISTIAN SCIENCE PRACTITIONEER certifying as to such sickness or phy-.
sical disability shall accompany the application.

ANY PERSON who requests a physician to execute a certificate for another person without-hav-
ing been directed by such other persons to do so, and any PHYSICIAN WHO KNOWINGLY EXE-
CUTES A CERTIFICATE except upon the request of the voter named therein, or, upon the re-
quest of someone at the voter’s direction, and any physician who knowingly delivers a certificate
EXCEPT BY DELIVERING IT TO THE VOTER IN PERSON OR BY MAILING IT TO THE
VOTER AT HIS PERMANENT RESIDENCE ADDRESS GR THE ADDRESS AT WHICH HE IS..

Ground control, immediate
treatment of all wounds re-
gardless of cause, if of major
importance in the screwworm

‘eradication program at this

time.

County Chairman Oscar
Schaefer said today that it
is that time of the year when
screwworm cases normally
begin a rapid increase and
cautioned all livestock produc-
ers to be even more alert in
their checking for possible
worm cases.

““The screwworm will be er-
adicated by your constant
vigilance,” Schaefer said. He
advised livestock producers to
treat every wound, regardless
of cause, including those
from castration, sheep and
uroyap ‘Suryoop ‘Surresys jeo3
ing, wire cuts, or others, with
approved materials. These in-
clude EQ335 or five persent
Korlan as smears or five per-
clude EQ335 or five percent
are recommended for use on
all surgical cases, he added.

Schaefer listed the use of .25
percent of Co-Ral or .5 percent
Korlan as sprays for control
of livestock pests.

He further suggested that all
livestock be checked at least
once each week, and more of-
ten if practical, for screwworm
signs.

He emphasized the need for
even better reporting of all
worm cases and the impor -
tance of taking worm samples
from every infested wound.

“Be extra observant of all
new livestock brought onto the
farm or ranch,’”” he concluded.
