The 53-year old woman, who
lived alone, had been stabbed

investigators to believe that
she had been struck about the
head and face with a heavy
object.

Death, however, was attri-
buted to a stab wound in the

.body.

Nathan, who lived with his
parents, Mr. and Mrs. F. P.

He was taken to the Gates-
ville State School for Boys on
August 9, 1961 after being
declared a delinquent in East-
land County Court (The coun-
ty court is the designated juv-
enile court in this county.)
The murder charge was dis-
missed by District Attorney
Conner, who - substituted - a
burglary charge. R

Curry remained at Gates-
ville until Saturday, January
26, this year, when he was
released . following a -habeas
corpus hearing, in which
Judge T. L. Milburn, 90th Dis-
trict Court in Odessa, ordered
him freed.

He was released on $10,000
bond early in March this year,
after a hearing in the district
court here. He had been de-
nied bond the day before in
Judge Wells Dalton’s Justice
Court, where a new murder
charge had been filed.

A motion for a change of
venue was denied by Judge
Collie in May after almost a
week of testimony by witness-
es, who were almost equally
divided by those who believed
Nathan could get a fair trial
in this county, and those who
believed that he could not.
A grand jury indicted Cur-
ry for murder in February.
Fingerprints on the planter
box are expected to be key
evidence for the prosecution
in connection with reports
from ‘the Fort Worth Crime
Laboratory.

- Group Arrives
In Istanbul
After Bad Roads

(Editor’s note: This is the
third article in a series con-
cerning travels of Mrs. Al -
worth in Europe.)

Thursday, March 28th, we
got up in good time and were
on the road by 7:30 a. m.
Vitto in the front seat was
not a particularly good road
watcher. Once before on leav-
ing Kavala, she had not
watched for road signs, and
sent us merrily along the
road. I had fortunately half
seen a right turn, and insisted
on -turning back before we
had gone too far. The same
thihg happened. We came to
a fork in the road, and Vitto
directed us to take the left
foxi_ but I suddenly came to
and said, ‘I think this road
was marked to Edirne-Istan-
bul 227 kilometers.” so against
Vitto’s will we pulled up

on passing a peasant on a
cart, and he told us we were
on the way to Edirne, and not
to Kipi, the short road, and
advised us not to turn back
as the road was in a terrible
state. So after some delibera-
tion and really due to taking
the wrong turning, we went
.on. There were floods every-
Wl‘gere, and all the low-lying
area around the river which
is the frontier here between
Greece and Turkey, were
deeply flooded.

The main industry seems to
be the growing of osiers, and
the trees looked very funny
with only the long bare top
branches sticking out of mile
after mile’ of flooded land.
From a village called Didi-
mgtikon, the road worsened,
but it was not to bad up to
the frontier. We reached this
about 10:30 a. m. ‘While there,
#p came our German friend!
He had disecovered a broken
shock absorber and had talk-
ed with a Belgian who had
arrived late the night before
and had had a terrible time
getting through the ruts and
mud on the short route. So

we felt pretty good. We then
finished the formalities and
drove out of a gate, a couple
of yards and through another
gate and were in Turkey.
Here, too, we had no trouble
and drove a few miles into
Edirne. Here we lunched.

This town is now completely
Turkish looking, but even un-
der the Turks, there still re-
mained some signs of Greek
Culture, that -is, Byzantine.
The town has a very large and
beautiful Mosque, built by a
famous Turkish architect of
the 12th century, Selin the
Great.
