FLOOD WATERS 
CLIMBS TO 194

5 San Gabriel Overwhelms 119, 
Mostly Mexicans; Many 

Places Cut Off.

HOUSTON, Sept. 13.— With a 
known death toll of 194, mostly Mexi­
cans, to its credit, the South Central 
Texas flood today pursued its course 
to the sea along the Brazos and Colo­
rado rivers, a mere shadow of its 
one-time ferociousness.

While southern lowlands are being 
flooded, with much damage to crops 
but little to movable property, the 
hard hit districts, further north are 
proceeding swiftly in the work of re­
construction.

Public ''utilities in San Antonio are 
again ajc the service of the public. 
Stores are open for business. Rescue 
and cleanup squads are working 
busily. The same situation exists 
everywhere in the stricken territory.

Few Apnea's for Aid.
There have been few appeals for 

aid. Each town has set about by 
itself in the hard job of clearing 
away debris and settling back to nor­
mal conditions, and reports show that 
each is succeeding very well.

With lines of communication 
• re-established throughout the 

state, the death toll mounted 
steadily. From Taylor come 
reports of 119 persons, mostly 
Mexican laborers, drowned on 
farms in the vicinity, when they 
were unable to escape from the 
surging waters of the San Ga­
briel river, swollen by a rain of 
Wiearly two feet. Forty-nine 
are known dead in San Antonio. 
Travis county has reported ten 
fatalities. Sixteen deaths have 
been reported from all other 
parts of the flooded area. 
Transportation, totally demolished 

since Saturday, is beginning to right 
itself, but it will be weeks before 
permanent repairs can be made on 
railroads and highways. Whole coun­
ties are reported with not a bridge 
left, great stretches of dirt and rock 
roads have been washed away, rail­
road tracks must be newly ballasted 
and in some places almost rebuilt, 
railroad officials said. No accurate 
estimate of the damage done to rail­
roads could be procured today from 
railroad offices. Officials reported 
that they have been unable to obtain 
complete reports as yet. Some of 
the roads, however, have rushed tem­
porary repairs so they can safely 
operate trains.

No attempt has been made as yet 
to estimate the property damage in 
the outlying sections of the flood. It 
will run into millions. As each town 
cut off from the world when the wires 
went down before the flood water re­
ported when communication was re­
established, the toll of dead and in­
jured was added to.

Whole District Inundated.
Many deaths from the Taylor dis­

trict were on farms cut off complete­
ly. Reports from these places were 
brought in by messengers who fought 
their way over impassable roads. Al­
ligator creek and the Brazos and San 
Gabriel rivers were responsible for 
many of the deaths. It was feared 
that as further word was received 
from the lowlands swept by the flood, 
the toll would be increased.

Relief work was progressing slow­
ly. But one train had left Taylor 
since Friday. The same tangled mass

KOREANS THROW BOMBS.

EASTLAND, Sept. 13.— Nullification of the contract held 

by the Fleming & Stitzer Road Building company is sought in 
a civil suit filed late yesterday in the Eighty-eighth district 
court by the Citizens’ committee which has been investigating 
the road work. The court is asked to appoint a receiver for the 
road building company, to restrain the county commissioners 
from disposing of any bonds for less than par and accrued in­
terest and to restrain them from issuing any “ scrip, warrants or 
other legal obligations for the purpose of paying off any in­
debtedness of the Fleming & Stitzer company,” or in any man­
ner pledging the assets of Eastland county for the company’s 
debts. A temporary injunction against paying County Engineer 
Eccles $10,000 per year “ and otherwise from wasting the funds 
of Eastland county” also is sought.

The petition is a lengthy document, running twenty-eight 
typewritten pages, many of them single spaced. It includes 
the contract between the county and the road building company, 
together with numerous allegations in support of the petition.

Not a Mandamus. | ■ ■
It is said that this suit is differ­

ent from the one filed by the same 
organization on Sept. 1, asking the 
removal from office of County 
Judge Starnes. The attorneys say 
that while that was a mandamus, 
and it rests with the judge whether 
citation will be issued, the suit filed 
yesterday is a civil action, and will 
be docketed in the regular order. It 
is expected to come to trial during 
the October term of court. What 
action will be taken on the petition 
for a temporary injunction is not 
known.

After reciting the facts connected 
with the road work, from the time 
the bonds were voted until the con­
tract was let, and giving a copy of 
the road contract, the petitioners al­
lege the document is null and void 
for the following reasons:

(1.) The same is vague, indef­
inite, uncertain, inconsistent, and its 
various paragraphs are repugnant to 
one another.

(2.) The said contract obligates 
the said Fleming-Stitzer Road Build­
ing company to purchase $2,000,000 
of the said bonds on or before Jan.
1, 1921, and in addition thereto to 
purchase $1,5001,000; of the said 
bonds on or before Aug. 1, 1921, 
and in providing for the sale of said 
bonds in the future, and at a stipu­
lated price, the said purported con­
tract was in contravention of the 
law which requires that such bonds 
be sold for cash, and for their par 
value and accrued interest.

(3.) The said purported contract is 
in contravention of law, in that it pro­
vides that the said bonds should be 
taken by the contractors in an 
amount not less than the estimates 
due for work done, plus an additional 
amount reasonably necessary to take 
care of ',the engjlne|min|», right-of- 
way and general overhead, and is in 
contravention of the law which re­
quires that said bonds be sold for 
cash, and for not less than par and 
accrued interest thereon.

West claimed that he 
was on the eve of taking Jensen 
to Fort Worth and claiming the 
reward offered for his arrest.

Jensen was un­
armed and offered no resistence. 
He has served one prison term, 
it is said. .

DOESN 'T ADMIT BLOW.
In his statement it is declar­

ed that he corroborated the 
statements made by Forrest 
Dawson and Wayne Todd, who 
are already in custody lor the 
murder. However, he did not 
admit delivering the blow that 
killed McNeal. Both the other 
prisoners have said that the fa­
tal blow was struck by the third 
man of the party.

Early today Breckenridge of­
ficers left with their prisoner, 
presumably to meet Fort Worth 
officers to deliver him into their 
custody.

The three prisoners now 
held were all formerly Eastland 
county boys. Both Dawson and 
Todd have lived in Ranger and 
Jensen’s home has been at Car­
bon.

In the confession of Todd and 
Dawson it was stated that the 
three boys killed McNeal that 
they might have a car in which 
to go to Denver. The slaying 
was well planned and after Mc­
Neal had passed them on the 
road and given them a ride, 
one of the number crashed an 
iron bar down on his head and 
then he was dragged into the 
woods to die.

The car was later abandoned 
because McNeal’s blood could 
not be washed off,

Mine Shaft to Be Used for 
Lens; Picture to Show If 

Life Exists. /

PARIS, Sept. 13.—Snapshots of 
Mars, as if the planet were less than 
a mile and a half away, are prom­
ised by B. McAfee, American scientist 
and collaborator with David Todd 
the well known American astronomer, 
in an article in the Continental edi­
tion of the London Daily Mail de­
scribing plans for the biggest tele­
scope ever conceived. He says this 
telescope will solve the question as to 
whether life exists on Mars.

The instrument should be ready in 
1924, when Mars will be nearer the 
earth than for a century, according to 
Mr. McAfee. He is planning the tele­
scope on his estate near Deauville, 
Mr. McAfee writes:

“ Prof. Todd found a mine shaft at 
Chanaral, Chili, over which Mars will 
be at its zenith several times in 1924. 
We intend to use the shaft as the 
barrel of the telescope. It will be 
fifty feet in diameter. The difficulty 
of a glass mirror will be obviated by 
the use of an invention of mine—a 
flat sheet-iron dish fifty feet in di­
ameter, on which mercury will be 
poured.

“ When the dish is rotated at a cer­
tain speed the surface mercury as­
sumes the necessary concavity and 
forms a splendid mirror. Owing to 
the great luminosity the telescope will 
be able to make a snapshot instead of 
a time exposure. A magnification of 
twenty-five millions will be possible, 
bringing Mars within a mile and a 
half. I am convinced that life exists  ̂
on Mars, and expect to prove it.” /
