AUSTIN, Oct. 29—Mrs. Helen Marr 
Kirby, aged dean emerita of woman 
at the University of Texas, died to­
day at her home in Austin. For thir­
ty-six years Mrs. Kirby was dean at 
the university.

She was the mother of Harper Kir­
by of Austin.

Mrs. Kirby was bom Jan. 17, 1835, 
and was appointed dean of women at 
the university in 1884. She served 
in that position until last year, wheti 
she retired Or# account of old age.

ARIZONA SENATOR IS 
INDICTED FOR PERJURY

PHOENIX, Ariz., Oct. 29.— An in­
dictment against Ralph H. Cameron, 
United States senator from Arizona, 
Republican, was returned by the fed­
eral grand jury at the last term of 
the United States district court here, 
according to a brief entry made in 
the minute book o f the court.

The indictment was on a charge 
of perjury; according to the entry.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.— Sena­
tor R. H. Cameron says he has re­
ceived no wor4 of any indictment 
against him in Arizona, but that he 
understood that “ certain political 
foes” had made efforts to obtain an 
indictment for alleged improper and 
excessive use of money in his elec­
tion.

He added that he was prepared to 
disprove any such charges as might 
be brought formally.

NO AGREEMENT MADE ON 
DISPOSITION OP CHARLES

PARIS, Oct. 29.— The allied am­

bassadors council again failed to 
reach an agreement regarding the 
disposition of f o r m e r  Emperor 
Charles, who last week made an 
abortive attempt to regain the Mag­
yar throne. No government has vol­
unteered asylum for the ex-monarch.

NORFLEET WANTS PAY
FOR CATCHING SWINDLERS

AUSTIN, Oct. 29.—Governor Neff 
was asked today by J. Frank Nor­
fleet, ranchman and deputy sheriff at 
Hale Center, Hale county, to pay him 
out of the law enforcement appropria­
tion made by the last legislature ap­
proximately $6,000 as reimbursement 
of part of expenses incurred by Nor­
fleet in the capture by Norfleet of 
four of the five men who swindled the 
Hale Center ranchman out of $40,000 
in the fall of 1919. One of these men 
is Joe Furey, who is serving a twenty 
year term in the penitentiary. An­
other of the swindlers committed sui­
cide after his arrest by Norfleet. The 
chase for the swindlers carried Nor­
fleet through nearly every state in 
the union.

Men Follow Lure of Short Skirts and 
Flimsy Waists, Woman Officer Asserts, 

and Girls Should Be Equally Punished

CHICAGO, Oct. 29.— New interest in juvenile court among club 
women was aroused today by statements of Mrs. Anne L. Devarin, for 
eleven years juvenile court officer, before the West End Mother’s club.

“ I am in favor of punishing girls for contributing to boys’ delin­
quency,” she said. “ It is often the girls’ fault these days. Short skirts 
and flimsy waists have been the cause of any number of cases in the 
juvenile court. Why? Because the girls thus use flamboyant sex at­
traction and the men make special efforts to pursue them.”

FOCH CALLS ON WILSON AT HIS 
HOME BUT CAN’T SEE WOODROW

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.— The 

home of Former President Wilson 
was included in the round of visits 
in Washington by Field Marshal 
Foch, generalissimo for the allies in 
the world war, but Mr. Wilson was 
Unable to see the distinguished mar­
shal. When Foch and his party 
stopped at the Wilson home after be­
ing greeted by President Harding at 
the White House John Randolph Boll­
ing, the ex-president’s secretary, ex­
pressed regret that a meeting be­
tween the two could not be arrang­
ed. It was understood Wilson’s phy­
sicians advised against the meeting 
on account of the possibility of the 
former president’s war emotions be­
ing aroused by a talk with the allied 
generalissimo, and his condition en­
dangered. Foch then left his card.

HARDING GREETS HIM.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.— Mar­
shal Foch, master strategist of the 
world war, today exchanged greet­
ings with President Harding in the 
historic blue room of the White 
House. The massive bulk of Presi­
dent Harding towered over the little 
gray-haired Frenchman a,s Ambas­
sador Jusserand intercepted the ex­
change of felicitations. A squadron 
of cavalry escorted the famous war­
rior to the White House.

Harding greeted Marshal Foch in 
the name of the American people 
and thanked him in their name for 
his service to humanity. The visit 
lasted approximately fifteen minutes.

After leaving the White House, 
Foch went directly to the capitol 
where he called on Vice President 
Coolidge in his room o f the senate 
chamber. Jusserand presented Mar­
shal Foch to the vice president.

After greeting Coolidge, Foch 
drew himself up in stiff military 
fashion, and saluted the large por­

trait of George Washington hanging 
in the vice president’s room.

.‘We regard you,” said Coolidge to 
Foch, “ the generalissimo of the al­
lied army, as the man who saved 
both France and America.”

In reply, Foch paid high tribute 
to the heroism of American officers 
and soldiers in the World war.

Foch left the capital for the state 
department where he called on Sec­
retary Hughes. Later he visited 
Secretary Weeks and Secretary Den- 
by. Foch also was to call on Chief 
Justice Taft of the supreme court 
and forme* president Wilson.

LIKES HIS PIPE.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.— Mar­

shal Foch, who is known as an in­
veterate pipe smoker, before board­
ing the steamer Paris, for the trip 
to America, made sure that a suffic­
ient amount of his favorite French 
tobacco was on board. There are 
twenty-five pounds of it, in charge 
of one of his aides.

Soon after he was taken o ff the 
Paris at New York and had exchang­
ed courtesies with members of the 
reception committee on the tug Vigi­
lance, he went into the pilot house, 
lighted his small briar and seemed 
perfectly at-home. He emptied it as 
he approached Battery Park and put 
it back in his pocket.

Two hours later, when comfort­
ably established in his special train 
for the run to Washington, out came 
the pipe again. After dinner, he 
followed the example of his guests 
and smoked a cigar, but this finished, 
the pipe again came into view, only 
to be replaced as the train pulled 
into the Washington station.

Again at his hotel, the last thing 
before going to bed was to take a 
few more pufffs.

His personal physician, Dr. Paul 
Andre, was right when he said: “ The 
marshal loves his pipe.”

CLOUDBURST IN 
VANCOUVER IS 
FATAL TOMANY

VANCOUVER, B. C., Oct. 29.—  
Between ten and twenty persons 
were reported drowned in a cloud­
burst which partly wiped out the 
town of Britannia, eighteen miles 
from here.

The disaster followed a week of 
high watef and floods, the worst 
ever known on the coast of British 
Columbia.

Doctors and nurses were rushed 
to the scene from Vancouver.

A message from the town before 
the wires went down said that the 
flood that broke at 9 p. m. Friday 
cut the town in two. The torrent 
was reported running in two sec­
tions through the village, piling de­
bris and refuse high.

FRENCH CHEMIST HELD IN
ATTEMPT AGAINST HERRICK

PARIS, Oct. 29.—The police inves­
tigating the attempt against Ambassa­
dor* Herrick have arrested a chemist, 
Raymond Robin, in whose possession 
they found ten grenades loaded with 
Cheddite. These are said to be identi­
cal with the one received through the 
mail at the American embassy, ad­
dressed to the ambassador.

Robin denies all knowledge of the 
Herrick bomb.

DALLAS GAS UP. 
DALLAS, Oct. 29.—The price of 

gasoline was advanced today from 20 
to 21 cents, at all filling stations.

21 CENTS AT HOUSTON
HOUSTON, Oct. 29.—Gasoline was 

selling at 21 cents at local filling sta­
tions today. This is an advance of 
1 cent over yesterday’s price.

PENNSYLVANIA CRIME

Police 
claim Cotten admitted being a klan 
organizer.

POSSE SEEKING

DITCHED TRAIN

wreckers who tore up the rails on 
the Grand Trunk near here, ditching 
No. 5, the crack passenger train of 
the line, were sought by sheriff’s 
posse and railroad detectives today.

Three persons were injured when 
the train was dumped into the ditch 
shortly after midnight. The engineer 
said that he saw the rails torn up and 
jammed on the emergency brake just 
as the wheels hit the open space. The 
engine turned over three times. All 
of the cars left the rails with the 
exception of a sleeper.

.The train left Port Huron at 11:80 
p. m. for Chicago.

The spot where the train left the 
track is surrounded by heavy woods, 
and a posse was beating the timber in 
an effort to discover the wreckers.

CONVICT ESCAPES TO 
MAKE CROP FOR FAMILY, 
THEN GOES BACK TO PEN

FRANKFORT, Ky., Oct. 29.— Zeke 
Anderson, a mountaineer, who es­
caped from Rockcastle convict road 
camp last spring, went home and 
made a crop so his family would have 
food next winter, it was learned 
when he gave himself up at the state 
reformatory.

Anderson, according to his story, 
never has attempted to evade the of­
ficers since he escaped and all of his 
neighbors knew he was at home.

In fact, he told officials, he made 
so little effort to escape detection 
that he came to Frankfort with his 
family in a fruitless effort to see 
Governor Edwin P. Morrow about a 
pardon.

HOUSTON, Oct. 29. — Houston 
today promised to be the “ Chicago of 
Texas.” The strike order issued by 
brotherhood chiefs in the north has 
been rescinded. The strike that had 
been in effect on the I. & G. N. rail­
road operating in Texas had been of­
ficially called off by a telegram from 
William G. Lee, chief of the Brother­
hood of railway trainmen. But—the 
unionists in Texas are still away 
from their jobs. The railroad board, 
although without authority on the I. 
& G. N., which is an intrastate line, 
has intimated that a “friendly effort” 
will he made to have the striking 
trainmen taken hack.

Should such an effort be made, it 
Will necessitate representatives of the 
board and union heads meeting in 
Texas. This meeting will be held in 
Houston, according to intimations of 
various railroad officials and union 
heads.

Word from different points on the 
company’s lines indicated that the 
striking men would not be taken back, 
regardless.

Still Hiring Men.
O. J. Brown, superintendent of 

terminals for the road with offices 
here, said today that non-union men 
are still being hired. “ There are six­
teen men in the office now wanting 
jobs. We will hire these men today 
with the understanding that they may 
keep their jobs as long as they de­
sire,” Brown said.

“ Our men are confident they will 
be taken back with their full seniority 
rights,” was the only statement Geo. 
G. Nellis, chairman of the striking 
men, would give today.

A meeting of the general committee 
t»f striking trainmen on the I. & G. N. 
has been called for Monday morning 
in Houston. The Hotel Bender has 
been selected as the meeting place. 
The call for the meeting was issued 
by J. B. Frame, general chairman for 
the I. & G. N. of the Brotherhood of 
Railway Trainmen, who is now en 
route from Chicago hoard conference 
to Houston. At the time of sending 
the telegrams to J. D. Shepherd, vice- 
chairman, and G. C. Nellis, local 
chairman, Frame was in St. Louis.

The message received by the local 
executives did not state the object 
of the meeting but trainmen are of 
the opinion that it will be held for the 
purpose of discussing settlement of 
the strike and later conferring with 
officials of the railroad.

Wait for Settlement.
Until the strike is called off, the 

striking trainmen will remain out, 
Vice-Chairman Shepherd, who is at 
Palestine, said this morning in a long 
distance conversation.

Shepherd denied reports t h a t  
striking trainmen have returned to 
work and said reports show the men 
still 100 per cent out. He also said 
the men are satisfied to remain out 
until a satisfactory settlement is 
reached between union officials and 
officials of the railroad.

Local Chairman Nellis said the pay 
checks received by the men marked 
“DC” (meaning discharged) are the 
kind customarily issued by railroad 
companies when strikes are in effect. 
He said the men believed such a set­
tlement would be reached as to not in­
terfere with their seniority rights. 
Some of the striking trainmen have 
been in the service of the company for 
many years and feel that their senior­
ity right should be protected.

Goforth “ Doesn’t Know.”
Announcement was made t h i s  

morning by E. G. Goforth, general 
manager of the I. & G. N. railroad, 
that the embargo on freight on the 
company’s lines had been lifted with 
the exception of cars offered by other 
lines for industries on the company’s 
lines in Houston.

“ We are prepared to handle all 
business offered elsewhere on our 
lines and the free movement of 
freight continues on the Houston belt 
terminals and to the ship channel,” 
Goforth said. “Reports indicate that 
twenty-six trains moved Friday and 
the yards handled all business.”

Goforth stated that he had heard 
nothing as to the ending of the Strike 
and could not state what the attitude 
of the company would be in the mat­
ter of re-employing the striking 
trainmen.

METHODISTS AT 
DALLAS ‘SIT ON 
DR. RICE TODAY

Theology Professor Tells ’Em 
What He Demands in 

Resignation on File.

DALLAS, Oct. 29.— The North 
Texas Methodist conference will con­
sider the report of the board of edu­
cation which includes the resigna­
tion of Dr. John A. Rice, professor 
of theology at Southern Methodist 
University at 2 o’clock this afternoon.

The report was submitted today 
by Rev. W. T. Whiteside of Terrell.

Dr. H. A. Boaz, president of 
Southern Methodist University con­
firmed the report of the resignation 
of Dr. Rice. . The resignation is 
understood to be provisional.

It is understood that four condi­
tions are submitted. It provides that 
Dr. Rice be permitted to make a 
statement; that a statement be made 
by the executive committee explain­
ing their action in the matter; that 
he will not submit to financial loss 
of salary, and that he be given the 
support of the committee in secur­
ing another position. All of these 
conditions will be complied with, ac­
cording to Dr. Boaz.

SECRET EXECUTIONS 
OF MEXICANS REPORTED

MEXACALI, Mexico, Oct. 29.—  
Four secret executions have taken 
place at the Mexicali garrison with­
in the past thirty-six hours, accord­
ing to well-authenticated rumors 
here today.

The men executed are said to have 
been soldiers found guilty under 
court martial of spreading Cantu 
propaganda.

Cantu was disposed a few months 
ago as governor of Lower Califor­
nia.

Two of the victims were said to 
have faced firing squads at dawn 
Friday while two others were shot 
last night.

General Aberlardo Rodriguez, gar­
rison commander, left hurriedly for 
Tia Juana by automobile late yester­
day on a secret mission.

Other garrison officials today re- 
fuse^ any information whatever on 
the reported executions.

TAX BILL NOT PASSED
ON SCHEDULE TIME

FRENCH DELEGATES SAIL

CALLING OFF OF 
STRIKE SAID TO 
BE ARMED TRUCE

Executives Will Continue Fight 
for Settlement More Favor* 

able to Railroads.

By United Press.

CHICAGO, Oct. 29.— Railroad ex­
ecutives continued in their determi­
nation to ask for immediate reduc­
tion in wages, despite the circum­
stances under which the railroad 
strike was called -off, it was learned 
today.

The executives will go before the 
United States railway labor board 
and ask a 10 per cent cut.

The board, however, will not con­
sider the petition for several months 
and ruling cannot be expected be­
fore a year.

The United States railway labor 
board today announced that if any 
class of railroad workers ever strike 
against the ruling of the board, they 
will forfeit all rights gained through 
the board and will not be permitted to 
appeal to the board for any settle­
ment of any other dispute.

The ruling was made as an after- 
math of the threatened Oct. 30 strike 
called off on Thursday.

That the present arrange­
ment is nolthing n^ore than a 
tru?e and that the railroads and 
their employes will be at each 
other’s throats within six months 
in a more determined manner 
than the uprising just conclud- 
ed, is the firm belief of observers 
here, unless the present trans­
portation law is amended.
Despite statements of the brother­

hood leaders that the offer of the 
railroad labor board to defer all wage 
considerations until working rule 
problems are settled is a “ satisfac­
tory settlement”  to them, they pri­
vately admit that it is no settlement 
at all.

It was revealed Friday that Com­
missioner Hooper, who acted for the 
board, made no definite promise - on 
how long it would be bef ore the boai'd 
could take up wage consideraiiiQBS. 
The general impression has been that 
working rule questions could not be 
settled in less than a year. The 
board has now adopted a poljey 
whereby when the working rules for 
any particular class of employes is 
determined, that wage questions can 
be taken up. There are only forty 
working rule questions to be con­
sidered for the brotherhoods. These 
could be disposed of in a month. 
Work on the rules for the shop 
crafts is well advanced and a part 
of them have already been handed 
down. If the board considers noth­
ing but rules the entire question 
can be settled by early next spring. 
The railroads can be expected to 
make an insistent demand that wages 
be considered at the earliest possible 
moment.

Rules to Be Modified.
These rules are to be modified

considerably, according to indica*- 
tions of what has already happened. 
The carriers have already won the 
right to negotiate with shopmen ion 
a policy work pay basis; have secur­
ed abrogation of the wartime agree­
ments, and have obtained modified 
rules on apprenticeship.

These complex questions mean 
more than $250,000,000 annually to 
the railroads in cold cash.

The 476,000 shopmen did not join 
the brotherhoods in the strike move­
ment, not because they loved the 
labor board more, but because that 
was the side their bread was but­
tered on. They have withheld their 
strike pending settlement of the rule 
question. v

Their refusal to step out nipped 
what would have been the biggest 
impetus for the open shop movement 
of many years. The executives 
frankly confess it was a great dis­
appointment to them when the shop­
men voted not to join the brother­
hoods.

The railroads did not yield one 
inch during the strike threat period, 
with the exception of declaring they 
would not put wage reductions in­
to effect until the labor board pass­
ed on the question. That their pol­
icy is to be even more determined 
in the future is officially indicated.

EPISCOPALIANS WILL

But no matter to what height oil

But the finding it and 
the obtaining of it is up to Ranger. 
The Lord has done all he is going 
to do in that connection, and wishing 
alone will never improve the present 
situation. * x

BEER MUST SIP 

HARD AND OFTEN
WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.— Ailing 

citizens who have been suffering for 
“ medicinal beer”—the 5 per cent 
kind—must take advantage of the 
new regulations by drinking hard and 
fast.

The Anti-Saloon League and the 
drys in congress are prepared to 
knock the foaming breaker from 
thirsty lips. Wayne B. Wheeler of 
the Anti-Saloon League predicts the 
“ beer era” will last only about fif ­
teen days, being confident that the 
anti-beer bill will be passed by the 
senate in that time.

Under the regulations a “ sick” 
person may have as many as twenty- 
four pint bottles of beer every twen­
ty-four hours. Beer can be purchas­
ed only from registered pharmacists 
and on prescriptions from physicians. 
The maximum permitted is twenty- 
four bottles on one prescription 
every twenty-four hours. Only reg­
istered pharmacists can sell it;

Anti-saloon League! leaders and 
the drys in the senate were at work 
early today planning to prevent any 
widespread of beer.

Before breweries can start manu­
facture of the real stuff their appli­
cations first must be approved, 
Wheeler said. Drys have evidence 
that most of the brewers have vio­
lated the law within the last year, 
he said, and these therefore will be 
unable to obtain the necessary per­
mits. Few of the others will under­
take the expense of starting real 
beer making with the knowledge that 
its sale will be shut off just whert 
the sale is,started, he predicted.

Real beer may be sold in only 
eleven states, the Anti-Saloon League 
said.

They are Illinois, Maryland, Mas­
sachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecti­
cut, New York, New Jersey, Pennsyl­
vania, California, Louisiana and Wis­
consin.

Eugene
V. Debs, socialist leader, will be re­
leased from federal prison soon after 
the proclamation of peace with Ger­
many is promulgated, it was learned 
today from a source close to Presi­
dent Harding. The exact technical 
procedure under which this is to be 
done was not disclosed, but it was 
stated emphatically that the doors of 
the Atlanta prison will swing open 
for the veteran socialist leader with­
in a short time.

President Harding is also consid­
ering the cases of nearly 100 other 
political prisoners, it was said, but 
has not made up his mind regarding 
them. Indications, however, are that 
they, too, will receive favorable de­
cisions. There was some doubt to­
day whether President Harding had 
the full support of Attorney General 
Daugherty in his plan for the release 
of Debs. Although Daugherty has 
steadfastly refused to give any in­
timation of his views on the Debs 
case, it has been learned from other 
sources that he has been opposed to 
the release of Debs since ' he talked 
with the veteran socialist leader here 
some months ago. It was even in­
timated at the department of justice 
that Daugherty may make an adverse 
recommendation and allow the Presi­
dent to overrule it.

Bush, who was in Ranger yesterday, 
explained that the proposed state ex­
change is being organized to take in 
all local exchanges and associations 
in the state. Although at present 
there are no local melon exchanges in 
Eastland county, two of the growers 
have promised to attend the meeting, 
Bush said, and it is hoped to interest 
others in being present. Under the 
plan of organization a local branch 
of the exchange would be organized 
in the county and the melon growers 
enabled to market their crop to the 
best advantage.

Bush stated that plans are now un­
der way to organize a tomato club at 
Rising Star and arrangements being 
made for the amount of acreage nec­
essary for permanent organization.
