WASHINGTON, March 11.—The
senate late today passed the de-
ficiency appropriation bill, carrying a
total of $1365895,000, or $28,358,000

y An appropriation of $17,000,000
for additional hospital facilities for
disabled war veterans is recommend-
ed in a bill favorably reported today
by‘ the house  public: buildings com-
mittee. As originally introduced by
Chairman Langley, the measure au-
thorizes a $16,000,000 appropriation,
but the amount was increased by the
committee to take care of several ad-
ditional projects.

The bill as reported does not stip-
ulate where and how the money is to
be expended, this being entirely left
to the director of the veterans’ bu-
reau, who under the provisions of the
measure would have contrel over all
construction work and agricultural
projects, instead of the treasury de-
partment.
