Colorado River Is

Source of Another
Big Water Battle

By United Press.

AUSTIN, Oct. 26.—A fresh fight
over the Colorado river is now before
the state board of water engineers.
Scarcely had a truce been called in
the battle between West Texas and
the power interests before the new
dispute arose.

This time the fight 1is between
Wharton county and the rice growers
in Matagorda county.

For years the Colorado has been
blocked near Wharton by an im-
mense raft of floating trees and logs
brought down in flood time. This
forces the water over a wide tervi-
tory during risges.

Wharton county floated a bond is-
sue to clear the channel. It was con-
sidered so great a calamity that the
state voted remission of taxes in the
county so the tax money could be
used to retire the channel bonds.

The Matagorda Irrigation company
in the meantime secured a permit for
dam below Wharton. This dam is to
store water to irrigate immense rice
tracts.

Now, A. P. Markham, channel en-
gineer, and Wharton county officials
claim the dam slows up the water so
that the channel which otherwise
would be kept open through the raft
becomes clogged. They have applied
to the board of water engineers and
to Governor Dan Moody for relief.
The water board has agreed to visit
the territory this week and see
what can be done.
