Indications that a producer may 
be the result of a deep test that is 
being drilled on the Powell, by Ghol­
son, Chestnut and Smith et ah, one 
mile south of Winsett Springs, or 
about three miles east of Ranger, 
look very favorable.

The drill encountered the top of 
the lime at 3,205 with some showing 
of gas. It will be drilled at least 
250 feet deeper unless oil is en­
countered in paying quantities be­
fore the drill reaches that depth. In 
the Gholson pool, on the Duffer, a 
few miles away from this test, the 
top of the lime was reached at 3,185 
and considering the difference in 
elevation, the depth at which the 
lime was topped in the Powell, looks 
encouraging.

A number of Ranger oil men visit­
ed the well today and are watching 
it with interest since it being a wild­
cat would open up a new area, which 
would be almost in the city limits of 
Ranger to the east.

HIGHWAY PLANS.
Th Highway Club of Texas has out- 

liped a very comprehensive highway 
plan which has for its object the 
voting of a hundred million dollar 
bond issue for the construction and 
maintenance of highways from and 
to every corner of the state of Texas. 
It is indeed a very commendable pro­
gram and the ambition of those fos­
tering the program is refreshing.

The Highway club has another ob­
ject in view and that is legislation 
that will legalize the existence and 
support the efforts of the highway 
commission. It is claimed that there 
is now no legislative authority for the 
highway commission and that the 
.body canr.ot possibly make con­
structive plans for a greater period 
than two years.

The people of Texas shoxxld lend 
every aid to the Highway club in the 
accomplishment of these two major 
purposes. Certainly the state should 
have a broad and comprehensive 
highway plan and the existence and 
acts of the highway commission 
should be legally authorized in order 
that the work of that body may be 
planned with a view to the future.

Good hard surfaced highways 
make for development and it is de­
velopment} that the state of Texas 
neqds more than anything else. !: is 
not necessary to speak of the vast un­
developed resources of this great 
state. They are too well known by 
every well informed citizen of the 
state. And any program, whether it 
be i a highway program or not, that 
tends to . speed up development of 
these resources should have the un­
stinted support of every citizen of 
the state.

A good highway is the outstanding- 
agent that brings the farmer or pro­
ducer and the consumer into closer 
contact with each other. And every 
time the distance or the time between 
the producer , and his market are 
shortened, development of the state 
has been boosted along just that 
much.

FARM AND CITY.
If the farmer is drifting to the 

city, a counter-balancing tide from 
city to farm is discerned by Albert L. 
Gale of Chicago, who delivered an 
address on the influence of the farm 
press before the National Fire Waste 
council meeting under the auspices 
of .the insurance department of the 
Chamber of Commerce of the United 
States.

“ More and more people who live in 
towns,”  asserted Mr. Gale, “ are 
thinking in terms of agriculture. You 
and 1 remember when the average 
farm seemed an isolated place. To­
day the average farm is about 10 to 
15 'minutes from town, thanks to 
gasoline and better highways. The 
farmer not only knows the town bet­
ter, but the townsman knows the 
farm better.

<4Jn some states half of the farms 
are owned by men who do not live 
on them, which means that a very 
large number of farms are owned by 
men living in towns. I know a town 
in Illinois, having about -3,000 popula­
tion, and a certain farm paper has 
close to 50 subscribers there. Would 
you call that waste circulation—  
worthless— non-agricultural? Not at 
all. One of those subscribers owns 
the leading dry goods store, and he 
also has a farm— so has the president 
of the pump works and the owners of 
two garages.

“ To that extent the town to which 
1 refer is just as much a part of the 
farpi market as the farms them­
selves.”

Coolidge Didn't 
Fail To Quiet 

Senator Fess

WASHINGTON.— It was perhaps 
time that someone smothered the 
Hon. Simeon D. Fess, the ebullient 
senator from Ohio, and President 

, Coolidge was in a better position to 
j do so than anyone else.
I The Hon. Simeon had become a 
; veritable Merry Andrew of politics.
1 It was almost impossible to pick up 
a morning, afternoon or Sunday 
newspaper without discovering that 
the man was at it again. When a 
man with the Hon. Simeon’s close 
contact with the white house spent 
most of his waking hours whooping 
up a Coolidge boom, it was natural to 
suspect that his outgivings had some­
thing like tacit approval from on 
high.

Some writers seem to believe the 
verbal spanking Mr. Coolidge gave 
Fess on his last visit to the white 
house was tantamount to a definite 
announcement that Mr. Coolidge 
positively would not accept renomi­
nation. Others have a contrary opin­
ion.

Despite the fact that the president 
had spoken heatedly, he did not go 
so far as to tell Fess that he would 
not accept renomination. And when 
Fess quoted him as saying, “ It won’t 
work out that way. I won’t be nomi­
nated,” it did not appear that Mr. 
Coolidge planned personal interven­
tion to see that it didn’t “work out 
that way.” In short, it continues to 
appear that Mr. Coolidge intends to 
let matters take their course.

One wonders whether the president 
used any good old-fashioned cuss 
words in his talk with Senator Si­
meon. He certainly has no reputa­
tion for profanity, and it is not com­
monly told that he has employed it 
even under provocation during his 
occupancy of the white house, but he 
has a command of some of the more 
conventional expressions and on rare 
occasions as governor of Massachu­
setts was heard to employ them in 
moments of irirtation.

Many of us, in our unthinking 
way, sometimes forget that the presi 
dent is the commander-in-chief of the 
army and navy. Officers of these 
two services, however, bear the fact 
in mind and sometimes are reminded 
of it forcibly.

The recent experience of General 
Charles P. Summerall, the army’s 
chief-of-staff, may not have been 
adequately explained. Summerall

! was peremptorily ordered back from 
j the Pacific coast by his commander- 
i in-chief after he was reported to have 
I criticized the administration for fs.il- 
! ing to relieve the bad army housing 
| conditions.

It appears that the general was 
| speaking at a private luncheon, 
I where no reporters were supposed to 
be present, and was explaining to a 

I group of Californians why the army 
; couldn’t establish an important base 
j in their territory.
j Everything would have been all 
I right if he hadn’t referred to the 
; “ administration,” as he was said to 
have done in published reports that 
found their way out of the meeting. 
On arriving back in Washington, 
Summerall was kept waiting several 
days before he saw the president. But 
Secretary of War .Davis called at the 
white house in the meantime and is 
supposed to have made the explana­
tion for the chief-of-staff.

GAME PROMISES
BE REAL BATTLE

DALLAS, Oct. 28.— Sectional foot­

ball interest this week is centered in 
the Texas university-S. M. U. game 
in Dallas, the annual splash of color, 
enthusiasm and brawn which will he 
played before a record crowd of 25,- 
000.

This is one game that requires no 
“ smoking up.” On one hand you 
have the Longhorns, who beat Van­
derbilt, and on the other you have 
the Mustangs, who beat Missouri. 
The prospect of these two meeting in 
a 100-acre field bounded by 300x 
ICO feet cross lines is sufficient to at­
tract the most consistent ennuye.

Further, the game probably will be 
one of those wide open affairs. As 
the boys say, they’re going to shoot 
the works. There’s little love lost be­
tween the athletic units of Texas and 
S. M. U. That assures evei-ybody this 
will be some shakes of a contest.

Texas won’t gain an inch with its 
running plays. They probably know 
that. They won’t gain an inch off the 
tackles: They probably know that
too. So they’ll play the Mustang 
game— through the air. Undoubtedly

that will be their style of attack. 
They have one screened pass forma­
tion that is a gem— where the end 
knifes through the defensive end and 
tackle and cuts in behind the line to 
take a short pass. The beauty of 
this play lies in the decoys they use. 
They employ two halves and the free 
end to suck in the defense. That’s 
Texas’ best bet.

S. M. U. will have to smash those 
passes to win. To that end Dawson 
and Mann will play defensive halves. 
They think they can break up the 
Longhorn passes. I think so too.

But the question is: Can Texas I 
break up the Mustang passes? j 
Frankly I don’t believe they can. j 
They scouted S. M. U. against Mis- j 
souri and perhaps were highly elated j 
that they got several diagrams, But j 
they’ve had those particular diagrams | 
for three years. They didn’t see any­
thing new. Coach Morrison has four 
new pass formations to use against 
the Orange that look splendid. Add 
to that the fact that this young man 
is one of the greatest coaches in the 
country and you can see the S. M. U. 
slant. That’s why the Mustangs 
should give Texas a lesson in aerial 
football.

I have before me several forma­
tions T hurriedly copied when Texas 
played Vanderbilt that reveal a few 
faults. Probably these faults have 
been corrected by now, but at any 
rate these diagrams prove the Texas 
guards played too wide; that the de­
fensive halves also were too wide and 
not sufficiently far from the scrim­
mage line to knock down the Vander­
bilt passes.

It is to be admitted that S. M. U. is 
not entirely invulnerable to passes. 
Simply because they are masters at 
using the pass offensively doesn’t 
mean they know the best defenses. T 
recognize that Rerman Hume, who is

I retail. I examined the yarn and 
I found it considerably mixed up with 
j cotton. It hurts my woolgrowcr’s 
j pride. Not only were we being 
stuck on the price, but we weren’t 
getting pure wool. I couldn’t see 

j a way to correct the price evil, but 
I did give a good deal of thought to 

i  how we might improve the quality.
I That experience convinced me that

us woolgrowers owe it to our wool­
buying public, who buy wool pro­
ducts under a pure wool guarantee, 
to keep our sheep from grazing in 
the cotton patches!”

The newspapers published the 
speech under the heading “ Wyom­
ing Grower Pulls Wool from Eyes of 
Brother Growers.”

I have wondered, often, if Mr. 
Shaw ever read his speech in the 
San Francisco papers. I have never 
run across him since this incident, 
but I hope to see him sometimes to 
tell him of his popularity in ’Frisco 
and of how the erudite ’Friscanu 
make black coffee black.

I had seen little of Brown since 
reaching the city. I hadn’t especial­
ly needed him, and he had been am­
using himself among some old Tex­
ans and some new acquaintances. He 
was also cultivating people who 
might be of service to us.
