“The 
colorful form ations of the volcanic 
rock, the je t black pools of waste oil, 
reflecting  a myriad of rainbow colors 
in ridescent bubbles, the tapering 
towers of the symmetrical derricks, 
present hundreds of pictures to  the 
seeing eye.”

Prof. Zeigler, during the past sum­
mer, painted several pictures in the 
fields around Eastland which force­
fully pictures his enthusiasm over the 
artistic possibilities of the oil wells. 
One of them, a panoram a of Colonel 
Gordon’s Ramsower field shows 20 
or more derricks in the background, 
while in the foreground is a wide 
pool of waste oil on whose shimmer­
ing surface the gorgeous colors of a 
summer sunset are reflected.

A nother picture is a  closeup of 
Colonel Gordon’s Ramsower No. 4. 
Mr. Ziegler featured  in it the long 
piles of bluish lavender shale "and

rock which had been poured from  the 
bailer. While Mr. Ziegler was pain t­
ing this picture one of the drillers 
ran  frantically  to him and warned 
him to move his canvas as they were 
preparing to shoot, the well and Mr. 
Ziegler w a s . in. danger of being the

Two large lithographs of the East- 
land field stand in the a rt studio at 
T. C. U. and on his next trip  Mr.

WASHINGTON— Alvaro Obregon, 
one of the big men in the present 
Mexican crisis, and probably Mex­
ico’s next president, has onlv one 
arm. How he lost the other arm is 
a good story.

Obregon was fighting fo r control 
of Mexico with the notorious bandit, 
Villa. A t a tim e when operations 

j centered a t Celaya, north of Mexico 
| City, the situation was more or less 
j precarious.

It was at Celaya th a t Obregon’s 
| arm was blown off by a bomb. An 
| eye-witness, recalling the incident, 
says tha t the bomb tore Obregon’s 
uniform  to rags and covered his 
body with wounds. It was feared 
th a t the commanding general would 
die.

In the morning, Obregon’s officers 
came to their leader and told him that 
his soldiers were disheartened and in 
bad m ental condition for a fight. Ru­
mors had spread tha t he was dead.

Obregon, the arm now only a raw 
stump, went out and m ounted his 

| horse and led a revitalized arm y to a 
j  victory which turned the tide of the 
j war.

cause Lowman tells the tru th  as he 
sees it.

Ju st when it was supposed tha t 
Lowman had been effectively gagged 
a fte r his frank  blurtings on the sub­
ject of prohibition, which he is nom­
inally supposed to enforce, Lowman 
turned around and erupted in a new 
direction,* this time threaten ing  to 
gum up a delicate international situa­
tion for the departm ent of state. An 
extrem ely im portant situation, too.

The w orst of it was th a t Lowman 
uttered a few terrib le words tending 
to confirm  what many persons regard 
as obvious facts but which the ad­
m inistration had been denying.

The state departm ent had per­
spired freely  in attem pts to show in 
its notes to France on the new 
French ta riffs  th a t reciprocity had 
never been a part of this country’s 
policy and th a t we never bargained 
over the ta riff  to the point where we 
would lower or raise ours when some 
other nation did as much fo r us.

Lowman announced form ally the 
raising of the ta r iff  on certain minor 
articles of import from  France and 
then undertook to explain th a t this 
was because F rance had raised her 
ta riffs . He said:

“ The American policy is one of 
reciprocity. T hat’s our policy. They 
go up, we go up; they go down, we 
come down.”

Insofar as the ta r iff  lav/ concern­
ing the commodities in question was 
concerned, Mr. Lowman wa^ d e ^ 1 
right. But practically  w hat he did 
was to repudiate the whole basis of 
the state departm ent’s contention 
against the new French ta riffs. If 
F rance were to seize upon his words 
and flaun t them,' it would also have 
an excellent comeback against P resi­
dent Coolidge’s explanation th a t our 
whole p ro test was against “ discrim­
ination,” fo r the new rates an­
nounced and explained by Lowman 
were just as much discrimination 
against F rance insofar as they went 
as F rance’s new ta riffs  are against
