Earth’s Distance
From Sun Will Be

By United Press.

BERKELEY, Calif.—As a prehm-
inary: step in the rechecking of the
earth’s distance from the sun, As-
tronomer K. H. Tucker of the Uni-
versity - of ‘California Lick observa-
tory at Mt. Hamilton has completed
a careful determination of the exact
positions of 419 stars, which may be
of value in later computations.

Fellow astronomers have stated
these determinations of position are
fundamental contributions to astro-
nomical science, with particular ref-
erence to observations which will be
made in 1920 when the earth will be
approached more closely by the plane
toid Eros than any other solar body,
except the earth’s own moon, ever
approached.

The stars which Astronomer Tuck-
er has accurately located, he ex-
plained, are in the path which Eros
will take when making its closest ap-
proach to the “earth, a - matter of
some 13,500,000 miles. They will en=
able observers:-to calculate the dis-
tance to Eros exactly and from thatf
result to  determine the . distance to
the sun.

Eros is one of a vast swarm of as-
tral bodies known as the asteroids or
planetoids, which probably revresent
a planet'in the solar system that went
wrong inithe makng, it is explained.

It 1s jonly 15 or 20 ‘miles in diame-
ter and its orbit is much’ smaller
than' any of the other asteroids.
While most of the other asteroids
revolve around the sun in a path
between those of Jupiter and Mars,
Eros departs from its fellows and
follows a path which brings it inside
the orbit' of Mars:
every 386 years Eros:and the earth
pass. almost at’ speaking distance.
from an-astronomer’s point of view.

culture.
“The pest exacted a heavy toll

this year in the Big Bend region of
Texas,”’ the bulletin :stated. “Its gen-
eral occurence this year: throughout
the territory now under regulation
indicates the great .danger of the
posibility of its spread.

It was said that inspectors. for the
board have discovered the pest in the
regulated areas of Texas, New Mexi-
co and Arizona. The Texas area in-
fested ‘includes the Pecos valley, the
El Paso valley and the Mesilla valley.

Within a'few weeks the hoard will
have more than a theusand’ laborers
at work under trained inspectors to
clean up the infested areas, the re-
port said.
