Says Cost of Making Change

Was Hundred Miilion
Dollars.

DEARBORN, Mich., Dec. 9.—Hen-
ry Ford reached down into the pants
pocket of his motor company for one
hundred million dollars to make the
new Ford automobile.

Today he is producing a few hun-
dred cars each 24 hours. He expccts
by January to manufacture them at
the rate of 1,000 every turn of !he
clock. After tHe first thousand, then
faster.

The time will come when, if thers
are six persons in a family, there
will be six cars for the folks, says

“the boss,” as Ford is known in Dear-

bern.

First, the big problem is to Inﬂ{e_

the car rapidly “and cheaply. If it is|
found necessary to charge the cus-
tomer ‘“fifteen or twenty cents more,”

Henry Ford thinks the customer will !

pay it with- a smile.

" There have been many,
stories in recent months on what in-
gpired the Fords—Henry and Edsel
—to abandon production of the old
“model T’’—stories of war started
between the Ford Motor company
and General Motors;. about how
many hundreds of millions of dollars
Ford has put into the production of
the new models; how the project was
financed and kindred questions.

So the United Press sought/ and
obtained an exclusive interview with
the one man who could say the final
word on the subject—just as he has
said the final word on every opera-
tion of his company.

Some ‘guesses have been made that

the bulldmg of the new car has meant

an  expenditure of approximately
$250,000,000. Rut Ford figures dif-
fewently

i “All T know,” he said in his inter-
view, “is that when we started ac-
tually to work out thiz change of
mecdels, we have $350,000,000 in the
bank. Now we have worked it out
and we have $250,000,000 in the
bank. That means we have %pent
$100,000,000 in the operation.”

Bt " e added, “what’s the dif-
ference" Money do o5 its part in the
production of anything just the same
as ore in the bin, coal or any other
materials going into the car.

Times Have Changed.

This great expenditure of money
was made possible without outside
flnancmg simply because TFord be-
lieves in building up and maintaining
a tremendous money surplus—and to-
day he is continuing to build that
surplus for his next change in. pro-
duction. He already is planmng for
that.

“We actually started planning the
abandonment of the old model T
around five years ago,”” Ford said,
teetering backward and forward in
his chair in one of the offices in his
laboratory building. Outside the
new models were scampering back
and forth. He watched them with a
light of genuine affection in his eyes.

“Meantlme, however, people con-
tinued to buy the old models and our

plant was devoting one-fourth of its
work to producing replacements,
from which there is an income of
around $10,000,000 monthly. Finally
we decided that we’d simply have to

stop proeduction cf the old model T
if we ever were to get going on the
néw models. So we stopped produe-
jng the old cars, continuing to op-
erate the plant at one-fourth capacity
on replacements. And let me say this
—as long as there is a model T on
the road we will keep up the business
of producing repair parts; and we
will produce them better than ever
before.
