One Purpose of Expedition 
Will be to Vindicate Name 
of Dr. Frederick A. Cook

PLYMOUTH, Mass., Nov. 30.—  

Charles R. Forbes and Dr. Frederick 
Cook, until last week cellmates at 
Leavenworth penitentiary, will be 
companions on a flight to the south 
pole, the former director of the vet­
erans’ bureau announced here today.

Col. Forbes told the United Press 
he would leave tonight for Washing­
ton “ to forward our plans for the 
south pole project.”

“ The purpose of the expedition in 
one sense will be to vindicate Dr. 
Cook, whose discovery of the north 
pole was mistakenly disbelieved,”  
said Forbes, who came here yester­
day to visit his 93-year-old mother.

League Nations 
Convenes, To Talk 

Disarmament

GENEVA, Nov. 30.— The league 
of nations preparatory disarmament 
conference convened shortly after 
10:30 a. m. today.

With many threats of war echoing 
across Europe during the past two 
weeks, delegates from 23 countries 
gathered for a two weeks discussion, 
of problems of armament.

The action taken by the confer­
ence may have an influence in quiet­
ing the war cries .heard in Europe 
and may even prevent another world 
war, if  successful.

Miaxim M. Litvinoff, leader of the 
soviet delegation of 16 was expect­
ed to outline the attitude of the 
Russian government in his opening 
declaration.

'D ISARMAMENT PLANS TOPIC OF 
TO D A YS  MEETING A T  GENEVA

(United Press Correspondent)
GENEVA. Nov. 30.— The prepar­

atory disarmament commission of the 
League of Nations, enlarged and re­
juvenated by the last assembly, con­
vened here today for the purpose of 
launching the League’s now 1928 dis­
armament program.

Hugh Wilson, U. S. ambassador to 
Switzerland, represented the United 
States on the commission which now 
is composed of 26 of the leading na­
tions of the world, including soviet 
Russia. The commission convened 
under the presidency of Jonkheer J. 
Loudon, Dutch minister to Paris, who 
has been one of the leading expon­
ents of disarmament ever since the 
league’s organization.

The immediate task of the commis­
sion will be the final linking up with 
the problem of disarmament the 
question of security, which the Sep­
tember assembly decided contsitutes 
the only basis on which disarmament 
ever can be attained.

Under instructions both from the 
league assembly and the league coun­
cil, the commission will proceed to 
the creation of a parallel commis­
sion that will prepare agenda regard­
ing security for the eventual disarm? 
ament conference that the league 
hopes to summon.

This cmQmission will be composed 
of expert jurists representing all ox 
the nations now on the preparatory 
disarmament commission that are 
members of the league o f nations, or, 
in other words, all of the members 
with the exception of the United 
States.

No provision was made for the 
United States being on the security 
commission for the reason that the 
American delegates have repeatedly 
stated in the past that the United 
States cannot participate in security

•^reductions in armaments. Should, 
however, the United States express a 
desire to be on the preparatory secur­
ity commission as well a place will 
be created for her.

As soon as the. preparatory disarm­
ament commission has arranged for 
the creation of the above commis­
sion it is expected to adjourn until 
next spring in order to let the se­
curity commission get its work un­
der way. Then the two commissions 
working hand in hand hope to be able 
to present to the league assembly in 
September, 1928, the complete agen­
da for a first international disarma­
ment nad security conference.

At the spring meeting of the pre­
paratory disarmament commission 
the latter will proceed to a second 
reading of the draft disarmament 
convention which it drew up last 
spring.

In the meantime the security com­
mission will work out a project for 
security based on the increase of as 
many regional security mutual assis­
tance and arbitration pacts as pos­

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—  Good 
advance was made in picking the re ­
maining cotton crop due to excellent 
Weather conditions for field work 
which prevailed in all portions of the 
belt, the weekly government weather 
report on cotton stated today.

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OF GENERAL INTEREST.
The series of dairy schools being- 

conducted throughout Eastland 
county should be of general interest 
to the people of the county. They 
are sponsored by the county agricul­
tural and home demonstration agents 
in co-operation with the extension de­
partment of the Texas A. & M. col­
lege. Meetings are to be held in 
practically, every community in the 
county.

These meetings should not be of 
interest to the farming class alone, 
but should be of particular interest 
to chambers of commerce, bankers 
and merchants. I f  for no other rea­
son we should all take an interest in 
these schools because when Eastland 
county gets to producing enough 
milk and dairy products for its own 
use a vast amount of money will be 
kept in the county that goes out ev­
ery year.

Merchants of Eastland county 
send more than $50,000 out of this 
county every year for canned milk 
and similar products. This figure is 
very conservative— the actual amount 
would probably be 50 per cent more 
than, this estimate.

Wouldn’t it be worth something to 
the bankers, merchants and other 
business men of the county if this 
annual expenditure of money would 
be kept at home?

It can be done. But it can be done 
only through an aggressive and sys­
tematic program of dairy farming- 
such as the current series of dairy 
school will eventually lead to.

It is also stated with equal 
positiveness, however, that it per­
forms in an equally spectacular man­
ner on bad roads. In its design, Mr. 
Ford has held to his original idea of

Leo “ Dutch'’ Mlever of the T. C. U. 
freshmen football team piloted hifj 
Pollywogs through their third consec­
utive undefeated season this year. 
The freshmen are allowed four 
games each year, one away from 
home and the other three here.

This year the frosh met the Ran­
ger high school team in Ranger for 
their first contest and downed the 
charges of Coach Blair Cherry, for­
mer T. C. U. star athlete, by a de­
cisive score. Their next game was 
with the Decatur Baptist college elev­
en which resulted in another one­
sided victory for the Pollywogs. They 
met Weatherford college next and 
downed them in a like manner. The 
freshman season was closed the day 
before Thanksgiving when they 
swamped the Ranger junior college 
team 51 to 0. The Ranger eleven is 
coached by Tricky Ward, also a for­
mer T. C. U. football and base ball 
star.

In 1926 the frosh were -victorious 
in all four of their contests and in 
1925 they won two and tied two 
games, the year Meyer became 
freshman coach'. The frosh had no 
definite schedule or plan for games 
in 1924 as that was the first yea* 
that T. C. U. was placed under the 
freshman rule as a southwest confer­
ence member.

Meyer has brought out some real 
promising material in his work with 
the freshmen. The coaching the men 
receive in their freshmen year, ac­
cording to Head Varsity Coach Madi­
son Bell, will determine to a great 
extent the kind of varsity men the 
players make in later years.

Ed Sain, former 
quarter at Arlington Heights high of 
Fort Worth, has a good chance of de­
veloping into a varsitv back next 
year. Dennis of Memphis turned out 
to be Meyer’s most versatile back and 
looks like he may land a first string 
berth in 1928.

Othre fancy-stenping backs are 
Roberts. Leland, Griffin, LeBus and 
Wells. Robertson is a powerful end 
who will make somebody hustle to 
land a varsity wing position next 
year. Butler and Martin are nice 
looking guards who stand a good 
chance in varsity company as will 
Swofford, Ranger tackle and Hirs- 
tine, center from north side high 
school of Fort Worth.

improvements, and the amounts of 
the assessments, and the apportion­
ment of the cost of the said improve­
ments, and all apportionment of the 
cost of the said improvements, and all 
other matters and things shall be de­
termined, and the real and true own­
ers of the property abutting upon 
the said streets to be improved and 
of the railways using or occupying 
any portion of same, and any and all 
others in any wise interested, their 
agents and attorneys, shall be and 
appear at said hearing at said time 
and place and present and make any 
protest or objections which they or 
any of them may have as to the said 
improvements, as to the benefits 
therefrom, as to the cost thereof, as 
to the amounts of such assessments, 
or as to any mistake, irregularity or 
invalidity in any proceeding with 
reference to said assessments, such 
improvements, or to the contract 
therefor, and as to any matter or 
thing in any wise connected, either 
with said improvements, contract or 
proceedings and after all desiring and 
presenting themselves to e heard, 
either in person or by agents, at­
torneys or representatives, have been 
fully and fairly heard, the said hear­
ing shall be closed and assessments' 
will by ordinance and in accordance 
with law and the proceedings of the

City be levied against the respective 
parcels ;of abutting property and r,he 
owners thereof, and against such rail­
ways, whether such owners be named 
herein or not, and whether the prop­
erty be correctly described herein or 
not. At such hearing any one in any 
wise interested or affected may sub­
poena witness and introduce evidence, 
and has the right to appear and to be 
heard.

V.
The improvements in each Unit or 

District constitute an entirely sepa­
rate, distinct, and independent Unit, 
and the proposed assessments for the 
improvements in each District are in 
no wise affected by any fact or cir­
cumstance in connection with any 
other district, all to the same end 
and as fully as if entirely separate 
and independent contracts had been 
made for each District and separate 
proceedings had, separate hearings, 
and separate notices thereof ordered.

VI.
The City Secretary of the City of 

Ranger is directed to give notice to 
the owners of property abutting upon 
the said portions of streets named, 
to be improved and to the ownres of 
railways using and occupying same, 
and to all others interested of the 
time, place and purpose of hearing, 
and of all the matters and things, by 
causing a substantially correct copy 
of this ordinance to be published at 
least three times in a newspaper pub­
lished in and of general circulation 
in the City o f Ranger, Texas, the 
first of which publications §hall be 
made at least ten days before the 
date of such hearing, and by such 
publication all owners of property 
abutting upon said portions of said 
streets, and all owners of railways 
using or occupying any portion of 
any such streets and avenues, whether 
name.d herein or not, and whether 
the property be correctly described 
herein or not, as well as all others in 
any wise interested therein, or to be 
affected thereby, shall be and are 
duly notified, and no error or mis­
take in the name of any property 
owner, in the description of any 
property, or in the amount o f any 
proposed assessment, shall in \any 
wise affect or invalidate such notice

or any assessment levied pursuant 
thereto, and the real and true owners 
of such abutting property shall be 
and are by such notice duly and fully 
notified. The City Secretary is fur­
ther directed but not required, to 
give further notice of such hearing 
by causing a substantial copy of such 
published notice to be mailed to each 
owner of property abutting upon such 
portions of said streets, and to the 
owners ioif railways but all such 
notices by mail shall be only cumula­
tive of such notice by advertisement, 
and publication, and said notice by 
advertisement and publication shall in 
all cases be sufficient and binding 
whether or not any other kind of: 
character of notice be given,.

VII
The present condition of said por­

tions of said streets and avenues en­
dangers health and safety, and it is 
necessary that the improvements 
thereof be proceeded with at once 
while the weather will permit, and 
such facts constitute and create an 
emergency and an urgent public 
necessity requiring that the rules and 
provisions providing for ordinances 
to be read more than one time or at 
more than one meeting be suspended, 
and requiring that this ordinance be 
passed as and take effect as an emer­
gency measure, and such rules and 
provisions are accordingly suspended 
and this ordinance is passed as and 
shall take effect as an emergency 
measure and shall be in full force 
and effect from and after its passage.

FIGURES SHOW DECREASE
IN ENGLISH SCHOOL PUPILS

By United Px-ess.
L O N D O N.—-Surprising figures 

were revealed here recently by the 
London County Council showing the 
spread of the smaller family fashion 
among the middle classes in London 
and the suburbs.

An analysis shows that there are 
30,000 fewer school-children in the 
London area than there were two 
years ago. Chelsea, in the southwest, 
has 4,000 fewer children between the 
ages of three and fourteen; while 
Camberwell, in the southeast, has 
3,5.51 fewer.

Only one district shows an increase, 
Greenwich, having 744 more children 
than in 1925. This exception is due to 
the influx :cf families to several new 
housing estates which have been built.

There were 893,848 elementary 
school children in London in 1914; 
vhe total today is 766,860, a drop of 
126,988.
