BOSTON, Mass., Nov. 4.— With 

some loss of life and some homeless, 
Vermont today suffered from what 
was probably the most disastrous 
floods in New England history.

Meager reports from inundated 
regions indicated property damage 
would run into millions of dollars.

Torrential rains 
broke dams, blocked telephones, crip­
pled light service and caused rivers 
to overflow, sweeping away homes 
and buildings.

Superintendent 
Makes Statement 

i About Smallpox
W. Z. Bates, superintendent of the 

Eastland' public schools, this morning 
gave out a‘-"statement with reference 
to the report of smallpox cases ii 
Eastlapd. His statement follows:

“ Since there have been so many 
wild rumors in Eastland as well as in 
some of our neighbor towns concern­
ing smallpox in the Eastland City 
schools, we have decided that the 
public ought to know the facts.

“ There are only two cases in East- 
land and they have been fully, isolat­
ed. There have been no other cases 
in Eastland. All persons who have 
been exposed as well as a few hun­
dred who have not been exposed haw; 
been vaccinated. No children have 
been sent home from any of the 
schools in the city because they had 
the disease. Furthermore, the health 
officers state that there will likely 
be no more cases in town, the health 
of the scholastic population is being 
guarded very carefully, consequently 
there is no need to be alarmed.’’

Totaling ■ $2,500,000, Con­

spiracy is a lleged .

DALLAS, Nov. 4.— Suit for $2,- 

500,000 was filed in federal court to­
day by W. B. Slaughter, San Anton­
io, against Federal Judge James C. 
Wilson, the widow of the late Col. 
C. C. Slaughter and other members 
of the Slaughter family.

The suit charges that Judge Wil­
son conspired with members of the 
Slaughter family in settling the es­
tate of Col. Slaughter.

The plaintiff asks $1,500,000 ac­
tual damages and $1,000,000 ex­
emplary damages.

Judge Wilson telegraphed from 
Amaiiilo to U. S. Marshal Sam Gross 
advising Gross that he (Judge Wil­
son) would bear the cost of the case 
and asking- the district clerk to ac­
cept the suit.

The suit is an outgrowth of an in­
junction filed in Judge Wilson’s court 
during- the administration of Col. 
Slaughter’s estate.

Tax Reduction 
Mustn’t Exceed

$300,900,000

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 4.— Tax 
reduction this fall must under no con­
sideration go above $300,000,000, 
which is $75,000,000 more than Sec­
retary. of the Treasury Mellon ad­
vised, Chairman Smoot of the senate 
finance committee, declared at a 
business men’s meeting here.

Mutual business caution must be 
•exercised in handling the revenue of 
the country, Smoot said, sanctioning 
Mellon's general tax reduction plan.

Smoot said ironically that the. only 
good proposition for cancellation of 
foreign debts was the suggestion that 
holders of American Liberty bonds 
give their bonds, to foreign govern­
ments.

Twenty-Four Hour Stay 
O rdered By M oody  

Early T oday

STATE PRISON, H U NTS­

VILLE, Texas, Nov. 4.— One 
hour before dawn painted the 
sky over this grim “ city of 
silent m en,” A . V. Millikin was 
saved once more from the elec­
tric chair.

Governor Moody granted 
the slayer of Mrs. Virginia 
Petty of San Antonio a 24-hour 
respite after one of Millikin’s 
attorneys had telephoned W ar­
den Speer to “ go ahead,” be­
lieving all efforts to save the 
doomed man had failed.

Speer had been told by 
Moody early in the night to 
proceed with the electrocution 
is scheduled.

Then as the defense began its hunt 
for a federal judge, Moody asked 
Speer to delay the execution two 
hours. The prison clock struck two 
— Defense Attorney Clarence J, Ginn 
phoned from Dallas that he had been 
unable to get Federal Judge Atwell 
to interfere.

He was calling Federal Judge Estes 
at Texarkana, however. Speer waited. 
At 2:30 a. m., two Houston priests 
were in Millikin’s cell. The slayer 
kissed the cross of the Roman Catho­
lic church— returning to the faith of 
his childhood:

At 3:30 a. m., Warden Speer read 
the death warrant to Millikin.

At 5 a. m., the law said Millikin 
must be electrocuted between mid­
night and sunrist.

Speer telephoned Moody.
“ It’s not long until daylight, Gov­

ernor.”  Moody announced his 24- 
reprieve.

At 5:10 a. m., Ginn called from 
Dallas. “ I can do nothing, go ahead.”

Speer told him of Moody’s clem­
ency.

Reach Sixty-One

SIDNEY, Australia, Nov. 4.— Bod­
ies of the victims of the sinking o f 
the ferry boat Greycliffe, which was 
rammed in the harbor here yester­
day by a steamer, have been recov­
ered today and divers reported at 
least 40 more bodies still were in the 
sunken vessel.

If the divers’ reports are correct, 
the death toll of the catastrophe has 
mounted to at least 61.

Reports yesterday indicated that 
it would not be more than 37. Ten 
of the recovered bodies were brought 
to the surface today by divers.

At least 50 persons are being treat­
ed for injuries.

Million Disaster Victims Aided by 
l i  Red Cross in Year of Great Calamities

N EARLY a milUon persons, 
victims of 77 disasters have 
received assistance from the 

American Red Cross during the 
past year.

On an average of every five days 
this country suffered a disaster of 
sufficient magnitude to bring the 
Red Cross into action. The amount 
of money the organization spent in 
meeting these emergencies is great­
er than the budgets of twenty-six 
states, while only six cities in the 
country have a population larger 
than the number of disaster suffer­
ers assisted.

Floods raging over thousands of 
miles, fires destroying whole vil­
lages, tornadoes and hurricanes 
sweeping over entire states, and 
death dealing explosions combined 
to make the year one of unprece­
dented calamities.

The outstanding disaster of the 
year was the Mississippi Valley 
flood, where the organization assist­
ed more than 607,000 persons dur­
ing the emergency period, and is 
still carrying on extensive recon­
struction work. Already rehabili­
tation aid has been given to nearly 
500,000 persons. After rescuing 
those in danger from levees and 
house tops, the refugee population 
was fed, clothed and sheltered in 
149 refugee camps. As these peo­
ple returned to their homes they

were supplied with live stock, seed 
and farm implements, while build­
ings damaged or destroyed by the 
flood were replaced. In this dis­
aster the Red Cross is expending a 
relief fund in excess of $17,000,000.

Red Cross leaders state that In 
creasing responsibilities in the field

of disaster relief has necessitated 
a larger membership. The organ­
ization, headed by President Cool- 
idge, has set 5,000,000 members as 
its goal for this year’s Roll Cali, 
which will be held throughout the 
nation between Armistice Day and 
Thanksgiving.

HOW WOULD an office build­
ing look, upside down?
At least one phase of this 

seemingly bizarre problem must be 
considered by the modern architect, 
in most of his designs, it was indi­
cated by General Electric Company 
engineers, in a discussion of “night 
architecture” , before the National 
Terra Cotta Society, at Schenectady, 
New York.

“ Floodlighting” , it was shown, 
virtually reverses the shadows by 

which a great part of the decorative 
effect of a building is obtained. Sun­

light, coming from abpve, casts a 
shadow beneath each projection. Ar­
tificial lights, generally thrown from 
lower points, cast their shadows 
above the projections. 0 #

This condition, engineers declared, 
must be considered by the architect, 
in planning a structure which will 
have beauty "both by day and night. 
Where decorative effects are ob­
tained by colored materials, instead 
of by projections and shadows, the 
varying values ' of the colors under 
artificial light present new prob­
lems, and great possibilities.

Greatest visibility is obtained by 
the use of light colored, washable 
materials, with certain textures and 
surfaces, such as are possible in 
terra cotta, it was shown by experi­
ments in the General Electric lab­
oratories under the supervision of 
W. D’Arcy Ryan, director of the 
illuminating engineering laboratory. 
Almost unlimited effects are de­
clared possible, through various 
combinations of form and color in 
the materials used, and of colors in 
the lights.

For Quality and Mileage o f Roads*
t t 'T 'H E  United States has far sur- 

X passed every other road build­
ing record set by other nations, from 
Imperial Rome to Modern France,” 
Said J. S. Helm, President of the 
Asphalt Association, New York, in 
addressing a conference of Paving 
Technologists on October 11th, in 
that city, preparatory to the Annual 
Paving Conference in Atlanta, dur­
ing the week of November 28th. 
"Twenty years ago the total amount 
of money spent on highways in the 
United States was less than $75,- 
000,000; today it is over $1,200,000,- 
000. Then we had less than one 

, mile of road out of every twenty 
1 miles surfaced with anything tout 

mother earth; today we have over 
550,000 miles of surfaced highways, 

; or nearly one mile out of every 
i five outside of municipalities. In 

the single year of 1926 our en­
gineers surfaced some 44,000 miles 
of highway—a length almost as 
great as the combine'di length of all 
of the Imperial highways of Ancient 
Rome and 50% greater than the en­
tire mileage of ‘The Routes Na­
tional of France.’

“One of our real problems,” said 
Mr. Helm, “ is due to the fact that 
automobiles have increased in num- 

; ber faster than our amazing road 
: building progress. Some. 22,000,000 
automobiles or 85% of the world’s 
supply are now using the highways 

•of the United States and the over­
flow must move out on the second­
a ry  roads to relieve the congestion 
or. main routes. Some ' of these 
roads have already been made dust­
less and smooth by an economical 

, use of asphalt, but the work must 
i be undertaken on a vaster scale.
I Another of our present day tasks 
; is to save our 400,000 miles of ma­
cadam and gravel roads from de- 

■ struction and to salvage the $2,- 
1500,000,000 investment by using 
! these roads as foundations for new 
'and modern asphalt wearing 
courses. This is an economic crime 
to tear up these old roads and thus 
Jose the very genuine value they 
have as foundations.”
