PITTSBURGH, Pa., Nov., 14.—
Fourteen persons were known dead
and at least a score were believed by
firemen to be buried as a result of
an explosion today which wreeked

jthe 5-,000,000-cubic foot gas tank ot‘
the Lquxtable Gas company.

The explosion  devastated a ]arge
section of the industrial area of this
city, wrecking factories and imperil-
ing thousands of men and ivomen at
work.

Kescue workers were unable
reach hundreds zeported trapped in
collapsed buildings ‘and it was im=
possible to estimate the death toll.

Ten bodies were taken to a morgue
shortly after the explosion and three
hospitals were caring for the maimed
and burned workers, brought there in
ambulance loads.

Officials of the Manchester gas
works, where the explosion occurred,
were unable to say how many work-
ers were in the plant.

Huge chunks of steel were thrown
through roofs of  houses, caved in
building fronts and fell on passing
6~utomoblles and street cars.

* Others who had left their homesg
just before the blast .to go to the
stores, fought with 3)01 nd :

from entering the danger zone.

Screaming for their children, the
mothers fouOht their way past police
lines.

For hundreds of feet about. the
wrecked tank, great pieces of steel
lay half submero'ed in the water-cov-
ered street. They had been twisted
like paper by force of the blast.

A network of twisted electric and
telephone wires lay tangled in the
debris-filled streets.

Thousands of people surrounded
the hospitals where the injured were
treated, demanding admittance to
seek relatives and friends.

REMUS MURDER TRIAL
B OPENS IN CINCINNATI

hiow he had dealt in liquor in whole-
sale quantities; ‘hints of murders of
men who threatened to dam the
stream of inpouring gold.

Even behind the walls of Atlanta
rison George Remus became a fam-
iar figure to the reading public. He
rolled into the prison walls in a spe-
cial Pullman car and stories came to
the outside of his life of case with a
private valet and chauffeur and oth-
er luxuries for the privation of
which men were sentenced.

Then came the breath of scandal
at the prison and the removal fo re-
mus and others in the “millionaires’
row” to the jail at Athens, Ga., while
the conduct of the warden and other
officials was investigated and it was
in part on the strength of the story
that Kemus told that the warden was
ousted.

Remus played a prominent part a
little later in the Jack Daniels whis-
key distillery case for which rc-
spected men of St. Louis, Indianap-
olis and other cities received prison
terms or fines.

The climax of his colorful career
was a- less dramatic one than Remus
might have been expected to stage.
He said he had planned it otherwisc.
His desire was-to kill both his wife
and Dodge at the same time and for
weeks he trailed them.

Failing in this he finally follow-
ed Mrs. Remus from her hotel here
to a down town park in the morning
rush hours and overtaking her cab,
fired the fatal shots.
