He returned to 
Burgess feild, and with a coroner 
went back in an automobile to re­
move the bodies from the wreckage.

ALGERIA IS 
FLOODED BY 
HEAVY RAIN

Governor General Reports at 
Lea st 150 Persons Have 

Lost Their Lives.

ORAN, Algeria, Nov. 28.— Gover­
nor General Maurice Violette of Al­
geria today told of damage done by 
48 hours of rain which caused floods 
in Algeria’s most fertile provinces.

The governor general wired to Or­
an that the floods were without pre­
cedent.

“ At least 150 persons are dead 
and probably more,” , he telegraphed.

He told how the great pressure of 
an underground stream had broken a 
vault and flooded part of a town.

Records show that there wag 
not enough milk and cream produc­
ed here last summer to supply the 
needs of the Banner Ice Cream com­
pany and other industries. The 
great need therefore, he stated, is 
to get the farmers to put in larger 
herds of finer stock. This meeting is 
open to all who are interested in 
this phase of work.
, On Tuesday night, secretary Hick­

ey will go with others to Strawn to 
attend the Twenty seventh district 
firemen’s meeting.

On Wednesday afternoon at 2 
o’clock at the Ranger chamber of 
commerce, J. H. Burkett, formerly 
connected with the state department 
of agriculture will discuss tree 
planting with the committee in 
charge of the coming tree planting 
campaign.

On the way they were to have 
dropped messages at Cumberland. 
Md., and Uniontown, Penn. They 
failed to arrive or drop the message# 
and army air men believe they may 
have been forced down in the moun­
tains.

In the death of Benjamin Franklin 

Reynolds, Ranger loses one of her 
oldest citizens, as the deceased has 
been a citizen of Ranger since 1875.

About 16 months ago Mr. Reynolds 
developed a heart affection and on 
last Monday he was stricken with 
pneumonia, from which death result­
ed Sunday morning at his home on 
the Strawn road at 7 o’clock.

Funeral services will probably be 
held Tuesday afternoon at 2 o’clock, 
the hour depending on the arrival of 
a daughter, Miss Twilight Reynolds, 
of Los Angeles. Services will be 
conducted by the Masonic lodge, of 
which the deceased has been a mem­
ber for 22 years and whose name is 
carried in Book No. 1 of the Ranger 
lodge records. All members of the 
lodge are asked to gather at the Ma­
sonic hall at 1 o’clock.

The remains will be taken from the 
home to the old cemetery, where a 
Methodist minister will assist the 
lodge in the last rites.

Born in the state of Tennessee in 
1849, B. F. Reynolds came to Ranger 
in 1875 and had therefore lived here 
for over half a century. To his farm, 
which is on the north side of Strawn 
road, opposite the Dr. Logsdon prop­
erty, he brought his bride. Miss Flora 
Speck, after their marirage in Ran­
ger in the year 1879, and on this 
same farm their family of five chil­
dren were reared. The old home 
stood where a little store belonging 
to the deceased now stands, until a 
few years ago.

The deceased was a . charter mem­
ber of the Methodist church of this 
city. He was converted and joined 
the Methodist church here in 1885. 
He was a very happy matured man 
and a great whistler. In fact he al­
ways whistled when walking along 
and had been called by many friends 
“ Whistling Benny.”  It is said that 
he could whistle any air. He was a 
man with many friends as none who 
had known him through his long life 
in Ranger had a hard word to say of 
him and his transactions with his 
fellow man.

Surviving are his widow, one son, 
Allen Reynolds of Ran per. and four 
daughters, Mmes. V/. W. Richardson 
of Wichita Falls, L. Y. Price of New 
York city, A. C. Key of Dallas and

Miss Twilight Reynolds of Los An­
geles.

Mrs. Key and Allen Reynolds were 
with their father when death came. 
Mrs. Richardson arrived here later, 
and Miss Reynolds will arrive Tues­
day. Mrs. Price could not be pres­
ent at the funeral.

C. M. Root of Eastland is prepar­
ing to shoot the Watson No. 3 and 
is drilling at 2,600 feet on his Ray 
No. 3. The Thorp No. 1 of C. M. 
Root, which has been in for more 
than two weeks, is reported now mak 
ing 100 barrels per day.

The pool was discovered a year 
ago by Col. Robt. D. Gordon and is 
now the busiest spot in Eastland 
county oil fields. Col. Gordon is 
starting a well on the Reagan to the 
east of the Ramsower on which he 
drilled the first well of the pool.

TO STOP FAMILY QUARRELS
OVER SOGGY PASTRIES

By United Press.
NEW YORK.— The most nearly 

impossible job ever held by a woman 
has just been undertaken by Miss, 
Ingra M. K. Allison, professor of 
home economics in the State Agricul­
tural College of Colorado. It is to 
keep husbands in mountainous west­
ern districts from quarreling with 
their wives over soggy cakes .and 
other pastries.

“ All these years the cause of weep­
ing wives and tour-tempered hus­
bands has been the altitude, for it 
has lust been discovered that good 
baking is impossible in high places 
and I am going to do what I can to 
correct it, although it looks like a 
hopeless task,”  Miss Allison says in 
an interview with the Woman’s Homfe 
Companion.

“ When we started experiments, wo 
discovered that the sad results of bak­
ing’ from ordinary recipes were uni­
versal in mountain countries. Due to 
the atmospheric pressure, cakes, 
bread and biscuits turn out soggy and 
flat no matter hew good the cook is. 
The use of less sugar, butter and bak­
ing powder, helped some but there 
has never been a standardization of 
methods, so the general situation is 
still bad.”

Ford Stamps First of New Models

DALLAS.— A fight to save more 
than $12,000,000 a year for cotton 
shippers will be started here Friday 
when Commissioner Thomas F. 
Woodlock of the interstate commerce 
commission is scheduled to hear tes­
timony on freight rates.

The hearing will be a part of the 
nation-wide rate structure investiga­
tion ordered by congress under the 
Hoch-Smith resolution.

The various cotton growers’ organ­
izations charge that rates on cotton 
are too high and ask a 20 per cent 
reduction. The hearing on rates 
opened Oct. 20 in Atlanta, Ga., and 
later moved on Gulfport, Miss., and 
Oklahoma City. Taking of testimony 
is expected to be completed at the 
hearing here.

AUSTIN.— Appointment of an oil 
expert for the University of Texas 
may be included in future budgets of 
the institution. That such a person 
would earn a large salary is undis­
puted.

The Daily Texan, university pub­
lication, announces that four suits 
are contemplated, one of which will 
involve a claim to $1,250,000.

AUSTIN.— Definite soil require­
ments for determining when concrete 
inugation canals shall be demanded 
are being worked out by the state 
board of water engineers.

Department employees have re­
turned from Starr county with soil 
samples upon which the requirements 
are being issued for Star county’a 
proposed irrigation district near Rio 
Grande City.

The tests will determine what 
parts of the main canal system must 
be laid in concrete. Laterals have 
not yet been determined. In order­
ing concrete canals the board consid­
ers the permeability of the soil. It 
is estimated that canals without any 
protection lose 75 percent of the wa­
ter pumped into them. As Rio Grande 
water becomes more and more in 
demand this is an important item for 
the board.

It is claimed that the cost of pump 
ing extra water more than offsets the 
original cost of concreting the can­
als. As a long time proposition the 
concrete canals are also favored as 
dirt canals eventually tend to dam­
age the land.

It was originally intended that the 
Geneva aerodome at Cointrin might 
be enlarged and utilized for this pur­
pose.

This means that the aerodrome 
must be at the League’s disposition 
in war time as well as peace, and
