UNIFORM TRAFFIC LAWS URGED
'BY SPEAKER AT ROAD MEETING|

FORT WORTH, Nov. 9.—The
adoption of a uniform trafflc law as
one of the most effectivet means of
reducing the enormous number of
automobile accidents was recom-
mended by Colonel A. B. Barber,

manager ‘of ‘the transportation and|

communication department of the
chamber of commerce of-the United
States, in an address here Monday
before the five state conference held
under the auspices of the highway
club of Texas. !

The ‘states which have adopted a
modern system of motor vehicle
regulation, Colonel Barber declared.
show better records as regards acci-
dents than those states which have
linadequate regulations. Some of
these states, such as Massacusetts,
Rhode Island and Connecticut, have
actually succeeded in reducing the
number of accidents during the past
two years in spite of rapid increases
in motor vehicle registrations.

“In the twenty years since the au-
tomobile came into general use,” Col-
onel Barber explained, “More than
180,000 persons have met their death
in street and highway traffic acci-
dents. More than half of these fa-
talities have occurred during the past
six years. They have been ‘ncreasing
since 1920 at an average rate of 10
per eent per annum. The total for
the past year was approximately
25,000. Furthermore, for every fa-
tality there are on the average at
least twenty-five serious personai in-
juries from motor traffic or more
than half a million such injuries in a
single year. The loss due to acci-
dents, congestion delays, ard other
vesults of ill ordered traffic and in-
adequate traffic facilities has been
estimated on good authority at move
than two billion dollars per annum.
This enormous human and material
waste-in the use of one of the most
widely beneficial instruments of
modern ‘invention is unworthy of o
civilized and intelligent neople.

' “The Southern states huve partic-
ular reason to be interestad in the
traffic problem. The records show
that since: 1920 automobile fatalities
in the south have increased three
times as rapidly as in the northeast-
orn states. The actual increase has
heen 181 percent in the south
against 60 percent in the northeast.

“This difference is not accounted
for by the number of cars registered,
as the increase in registration in these
two sections since 1920 has been

closely parallel. It is rather an indi-
cation of the fact that the traffic
problem in this territory is just now
approaching a critiéal stage and that
without an adequate system of me-
tor vehicle administration an increas-
ing number of automobiles brings
about a serious condition of traffic
accidents and congestion.

“As reports for  southwestern
states for the period since 1920 ave
not available the figures quoted for ]
the southern states cover only those
east of the Mississippi river and
Louisiana. However, we do find re-
cords for the four largest ecities of
Texas and those records show that
automobile fatalities were nearly two
and a half times as numerous in
1925 as in 1920. From this it may
seem fair to assume that complete
figures for this state would show @
trend as high as in other parts of the
south. The trend may in fact be
higher, for the records in other parts
of the country show twice as glea*
an increase in accidents in the rural
areas as in the cities and if this holds
true in Texas the rate of increase for
the state as a whole will probably be
found to exceed the average rate of
the southeastern states. It is clearly
now very timely for the neople of
Texas and her neighboring states i
the' southwest to meet and study ways
and jmeans for meeting this prob-
lem.”

The essential features of a modern
system of motor vehicle regulation
was summarized by Colonel Barber
as follows:

“First, the setting up in each state
of a motor vehicle department or
bureau with the sole duty and re-
sponsibility of motor vehicle admini-
stration; second, clothing this de-
partment or bureau with the neces-
sary authority which should cover
not only registration of vehicles but
also the licensing of operators and
general administration of the state
motor vehicle laws and regulatious;
third, the enactment of a law uni-
form with other states prescribing
the rules of the road and regulations
governing vehicle operation; fourth,
the adoption of traffic ordinances by
the various municipalities in har-
mony with the state law and on a
basis of nationwide uniformity in all
essential features; fifth, the estab-
lishment of an effective system \of
enforcement as between the motor

vehicle administration, the police
and the courts,” ,

of the Extension department of the
Texas A. & M. College; Miss Helen

Mr. Thom‘zs, 1n his talk and in his
answer to question propounded to
him, said that it was apparent that
something had tc be done to get away
from cotton raising in this section;
that diversified farming had to be re-
sorted to and that along with diversi-
fied farming should come diversified
stockraising. He adocated the buying
of the best sires possible to buy and
with these to gradually build up dairy
kerds of the very best producing type.

“Inexperienced farmers and dairy-
men should not buy many cows to
ctart with, but should buy a smail
number and work them to the best
advantage,” Mr. Thomas said. “Cows
will pay if they are properly selected,
properly fed mnd cared for and the
products properly . handled,” the
speaker said. “Diversify your crops
and market them through ycur dairy
cattle which is more profitable than
celling the feed,” Mr. Thomas de-
c¢lared. “And at the same time you

of

ing up your land and making it more
vroductive,” he added.

Mr. Thomas does not advocate sell-
ing whele milk if there is a market
for sweet cream or butter fat. Where
there are only a few cows it 1s not
always profitable, however, to operate
« eream plant and it is necessary to
cell the milk. About 1,000 dairy cows
is necessary to make a cream plant
a paying proposition, it was pointed
out.

A method of securing good dairy
herds, which was recommended by
Mr. Thomas was for farmers and
dairymen to form a vool and purchase
one or mere sires to serve the various
Lerds of that community. Dairy cat-
{le of the best kind are very hard to
woet, the speaker said.

Mr. Pinson spoke on feeding, which
subject was of great interest to a
large percent of those present since
many of them are now engaged in
dairying. ‘A large per cent “of dairy
cCws are unprofltable and much of
{his is due to improper feeding,” Mr.
Ii‘nson stated.  “A cow, to get the
{best of results when she is giving
milk, should be fed while she is dry,”
Wy, Pinson said, “The proper mixing
and a proper balanced diet is very
essential if “the cow is to give the
amount of milk she is capable of pro-
dusing,” Mr. Pinson said.

M}ss Swift said that the women
were largely interested in caring for
the products from the cows and that,
it was a faet that good cows meant
good food for the growing boys and
girls of the country.

3Ir. Patterscn stated that there
was no limit to the amount of swaet
cream and butter fat that could be

Physical Defects
Show in Half Texas
School Children

According to figures given out to-
day by the Texas Public Health as-
sociation, there are at least 650,000
children in the public schools of Tex-
as with some form of physical de-
fects. These vary from children who
are merely underweight or those with
decayed teeth, to thousands of others
with defects of a far more serious
nature.

Of the estimated 1,373,677 c¢hil-
dren between the ages of seven aad
seventeen in the public schools of
thig state, about 60,000 were taught
health habits during the past year
by the state association through the
well known method of modern health
crusade, as an effective way to help
in bringing about a reduction in the
number of physically defective chil.
dren. 'In its campaign of health
education during 1927, over 8,200
school children wert given a thor-
ough physical examination. Reports
show that between fifty and sixtv
percent of the children examined in-
dicate some form of physical defcct.

All of the work carried ot by the
Texas Public health association is
supported by the sale of tuberculosis
Christmas seals. The 20th annual
seal sale officially opened on Friday
November 25th and will continue un-
til Christmas. The state association
reports that seals are being offered
for sale in each of the 254 counties
of Texas. To make such distribution
possible, 32,000,000 of the familiar
little stickers with the double-barred
cross were required this year.

Soon in Federal Court
at St. Louis.

ST LOUIS, Nov. 29.—A lawsuit

£15,000,000—nprobably thke
case in history, is expected to reach
a preliminary -decesion in federal
circuit court here this week.

The Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion and the railrcad interests of the
country are deadlocked over the ques-
tion of valuation of all the interstate
roads of America. On the basis of
prudent investments the commission
Lelieves the roads should be valued
a2t approximately twenty billion dol-
lars. On the basis of present repro-
duction costs, the roads believe they
are worth about thirty-five billion.

As the roads arzs allowed by law to
carn six percent of their valuation
as one half of all earnings in excess
of that figure are recoverable by the
government, the roads are seeking
establishment icf the higher valuatioa
to wipe out some $400,000,000, esti-
mated recoverable excess profits.

NEW YORK.—Present day - bol-
shevist leaders can be termed nothing
more than robbers and assassing, in
the opinion of Lord Birkenhead, sec-

‘retary of state for India in the Brit-

ish cabinet.

In his ‘“Law, Life and Letters,” a
two volume work peing put cn sale
throughout the United States, - the
well known British statesman devotes
an: entire chapter to an attack on the
principles and practice of the form
cf government existing in Russia at
tae present time.

“Of the phrase 1 used, that the
bolshevist leaders are ‘assassins and
robbers,” there is only one observa-

1 tion to be made: They are!”

He condemns generally all the ¢x-
isting tenets of the organization. ‘‘In
all the chronicles of political chican-
ery, he says, “I know of nothing to
rival the impertinent cynicism of the
bolshevists. Men have lied befoie
now for the sake of their country,
party or family. But no one has lied
in and out of season over a period of
years with the easy disregard of prob-
ability or consistency displayed by
the bolshevists.”

In amplifying his charge that the
leaders are assassins and robbers, he
says, “The men who have been open-
ly responsible for the execution and
torturing to death

of hundreds of:

thousands of their fellow countrymen
can hardly regard the word ‘assas-
sins’ as mere abuse. I f I knew a
stronger word I would use it. For the
men who murdered in cold blood the
children of the czar, is only a crown-
ing example of the synicism which is;:
so repelling an ingredient of the bol-
shevist mind.

“As for the charge of robbery, it is
hard to see how the word could give
offense to a government which has
consistently preached the doctrine of
‘robbing the robbers,” in other words,
of lundering the wealth acquired by
any man in any class of the com-
munity; and whose first act in power
was to seize the banks, and to make
house-to-house requisitions of all ar-
ticles of value. Let it then be repeat-
ed quite plainly that the bolshevists
are both murderers and thieves.”

Lord Birkenhead also directs an at-
tack against the civil institutions of
bolshevist Russia, concentrating upon
the schools. Of them he says: “Such
schools as exist are hot-beds of vice
and immorality. The streets of the
great cities are infested with bands
of children like packs of pariah dogs
—the boys thieves and the girls pros-
titutes . . . In existing Russian con-
ditions the child is caught at the most
impressionable age and deliberately
dragged down to the moral and intel-
lectual level of the bolshevists them-
selves.”

SAN QUENTIN, Calif.—Law vio-
lators who are addicted to the use
of narcotics are increasing in Cali-
fornia.
