Expressing Any 

Doubt of Guilt

A pall of sorrow hung over Ranger 
last night when word came that Paul 
Chirminise, owner of the Gholson 
Hotel Barber shop, -who was injured 
when his car skidded and turned over 
on the highway two miles east of 
Weatherford early Monday morning, 
had died.

Today business men were seen on 
Main street in groups, talking of the 
accident that had befallen one of 
their friends, for Paul Chirminise 
was indeed “ a frend to man.” In his 
shop in the basement of the Gholson, 
he was a friend to rich and poor, 
young and old. He was always inter­
ested in the welfare of his friends, 
ever courteous and gave to the world 
the happiness and sweetness of a 
spirit that only emanates from those 
who live an unselfish life.

Paul Chirminise was horn in Pal­
ermo, Italy, 39 years ago, and came 
to the -United States when about 19 
years old. He first settled in Ala­
bama, but when oil was struck in 
Ranger he came here and opened up 
a shop on Rusk street nine years ago. 
When the Gholson hotel was opened, 
he moved to the basement of that 
building and there he has operated 
his business in a manner that was 
lucrative to himself and pleasing to 
his clientele.

The deceased was a member of the 
Elks club and the Knights of Co­
lumbus and tomorrow morning at 9 
o’clock at the Catholic church a 
requiem high mass, conducted by 
Rev. Father Collins, will be held, fol­
lowed by interment in Evergreen 
cemetery, with pallbearers being 
members of the tv/o above named 
orders. The body arrived from Wea­
therford at noon today and will rest 
until Wednesday morning in the mor­

tuary parlor of Killingsworth-Cox 
company.

Yesterday several friends rushed 
to Weatherford when news came that 
Chirminise had been hurt. F. A. 
Babami of Abilene, went from that 
city. Dr. Harry Logsdon, Wade 
Swift, Tony Lewis, Nick Gallagher 
and others went from Ranger. The 
dying man requested that Dr. Logs­
don be sent for and when he arrived 
at the hospital, Paul wanted to-, know 
if there was any chance. When told 
that the chances were against him, 
he, typical of his character, made no 
complaint, but took advantage of the 
time to tell his friends what he want­
ed done with his property. He tried 
to meet his last adventure as he met 
life— with a smile.

Dr. Logsdon said that he was 
crushed from the middle of the chest 
to the waist and that death was due 
to shock and internal hemorrhage.

The deceased leaves few relatives. 
His parents died recently, and a 
nephew, Dominick Chirminise, in 
Knox, Pa., and a brother, in Italy 
are his immediate survivors.

F. A. Babami of Abilene, and his 
father, I. Babami of Denison, both 
life-time friends of the deceased are 
in Ranger now and will remain until 
after the funeral. Another old 
friend, Ralph Nicosia of Waco, is ex­
pected here tonight and it is. said that 
about 50 families from Thurber and 
Mingus, where he had many friends, 
will be here for the funeral services.

The dead man had accumulated 
some property, probably not as much 
as he would have had he not been so 
generous, for friends state that he 
had always contributed to his family 
in Italy and never turned a deaf ear 
to the poor and needy of this country.

CRIME. BILLION DOLLAR INDUSTRY 
INU S . GUNMEN ARE SPECIALISTS

TYLER, Texas, Nov. 22— The only 

feature of an otherwise dull morning 
of court procedure in the examina­
tion of veniremen to try Cain Ander­
son, wealthy Harrison county planter, 
was a sweeping denial by Galloway 
Calhoun, assistant attorney general 
of an Austin story Monday which 
quoted him as expressing doubts as 
to the guilt of Anderson.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 22.— Crime 
has become a billion dollar industry 
in the United States.

Never before in history have the 
professional gun-man and his allies 
enjoyed such rich harvest in a civil­
ised community than during the pest 
war period in the richest country in 
the world.

Estimates of the value ox the ag­
gregate loot of safe breakers, jew- 
ery thieves, dock and railway pilfer­
ers, bank robbers and others engaged 
in hold-up and thievery vary. A na­
tionally known editorial writer re­
cently stated that the big business; 
of crime had an annual turn over of 
•358,000,000,000 of which one half 
was profit.

Specialization has seized upon this 
newest and richest American indus­
try. There are gunmen who perform 
murder or lesser violence for pay, 
frequently acting as guards in labor 
disputes in the larger centers of 
population. Other gunmen engage 
to protect bootleggers and to prevent 
rival liquor sellers from invading 
their employers’ sales territory. Jew­
elry stores attract still another spe­
cialist type. Behind the operations 
of most of these active criminals is 
the shadow of the “ fence.”

A “ fence”  is a man possessed of 
ready money to whom is disposed fcP 
cash the loot obtained in robberies' 
of all kinds.

Instances have been known, as was 
the case with the Richard Reese 
Wnittemore gang in New York, 
where diamonds stolen at the point 
of a gun were disposed of to a 
“ fence” within a few hours of the 
robbery and while the police search 
for the robbers barely had begun.

Machine guns, bombs thrown from 
automobiles and even from airplanes 
have figured in the battles between; 
guards of rival bootleggers in and 
around Chicago. A popular practice 
is to locate the leader of the gang 
which is encroaching upon anothers! 
sales area.

Discovering his habits and the 
streets he is likely to appear in, sev­
eral gunmen drive through the 
neighborhood until the quarry is 
sighted. A fusillade of revolver or 
machine gun bullets from the moving 
car creates panic in the neighbor­
hood while it is killing the human 
game. The car speeds away and 
even if the shot man has enough life 
left to talk it rarely happens that he 
will tell police officers who his as- 
saiiants were. Revenge is exacted by 
the shot man’s henchmen and the 
feud develops.

From time to time gunmen are 
captured and often they are hanged 
— as were Whittemore, Gerald Chap­
man and others. For the most part 
these gunmen exterminate them­
selves, usually dying in their twen­
ties _ having embarked on their pro­
fession before reaching their major-

II Such is the condition with which 
j the United States is confronted. The 
National Crime commission which 
met in Washington this month sought 
a remedy.

The finance committee of the Ran­

ger junior college met last night and 
made arrangements to put on a cam­
paign for renewing of pledges, to­
g-ether with enlisting of new donors, 
who heretofore have not had the op­
portunity to contribute toward the 
maintenance of this institution.

Later while talking to one of Ro­
per’s assistants, I commented on the 
deceptiveness of the short pass.

“ We picked that up from Cornell,” 
was his reply. “ Our team had trou­
ble solving it and Roper decided it 
would be a good play to use against 
Yale. We worked on it for a week 
and had it moving smoothly.”

All of which is proof why Bill 
Roper is one of the game’s greatest 
coaches. He is always willing to 
learn, doesn’t feel that he knows it 
all.

Know of Other Cases.
While watching Yale and Prince­

ton take their preliminary workouts 
prior to the start of the game, it was 
but natural that the absence of Cald­
well from the Yale lineup should be 
discussed. I expressed regret that 
some one had to spill the beans at a 
most inopportune moment.

“ There hasn’t been any secret 
about Caldwell and his playing at 
Brown as a freshman,” replied the 
scout, , a former eastern star. “ His 
case didn’t seem to come under the 
transfer rule, so no one objected to 
his playing with Yale.

“ As a matter of fact, I can name 
you three other stars on prominent 
elevens, whose cases are similar to 
that of Caldwell, yet no attention 
has been paid to them.

“ Since none of the players starred 
as freshmen and no persuasion or in­
ducements were offered to them to 
change, their cases are hardly identi­
cal with the star who shifted college 
because pressure was brought.”

The Caldwell case, however, should 
serve to make the leading colleges 
look closely into the pedigree of their 
athletes from no now on.

Brown Beaten Often.
What a tough year this has been 

for Brown— and next year it will be 
even tougher in several respects.

Brown has taken six trimmings in 
a row. Defeat at the hands of Penn­
sylvania, Yale, Dartmouth and Har­
vard carries no disgrace but trim­
mings from Temple and Lebanon Val­
ley are difficult to explain.

Undoubtedly there is something 
under the surface at Brown. Tuss 
McLaughtry is too good a coach and 
Brown had too good a team to ex­
perience such a terrible season.

On top of this comes the announce­
ment that Brown may lose several of 
its best attractions for next season. 
It is said Brown will not be on the 
schedule of Yale, Harvard and Dart­
mouth in 1928. It will be hard to 
replace this trio of big games.

Brown has been a factor in eastern 
athletics for so many years that it is 
certain the alumni will step into the 
picture and try to straighten out the 
situation.

Changed Fight of Line.
Glancing over the list of players

Physically unfit to play, for he 

staggered to the sidelines as would a 
drunxen man, Howe showed the 
fighting spirit every inch of the way 
several times turning- his head to 
where the teams were lined up as if 
debating as to whether or not he 
would return.

As he neared the lines he removed 
his headgear and tossed it aside in 
disgust and disappointment. Howe 
wanted to remain in that game until 
the finish.

I have since wondered if the pic­
ture of Howe as he left the field did­
n’t have its effect on the Princeton 
team. Certainly the Tigers’ play de­
teriorated after he retired.

With football, and cracking good 
football, too, played in every corner 
of the land, now is anyone to say 
who are the eleven best players?

In the days when Walter Camp 
made his annual selections, intersec­
tional games were infrequent. Foot­
ball) men in the south and middle 
west and on the Pacific coast were 
content to take it for granted that 
Camp must be right, and that most of 
the game’s giants wore blue jprsies 
and posed on the famous senior 'fence 
beneath the graceful elms of New 
Haven.

And if Harvard and Princeton, 
Pennsylvania and Cornell, with may­
be now and then Chicago or Michi­
gan, had not enrolled all the really 
good football players in the land— 
well, it would just have been -r the 
height of lese majesty to say so.

Nowadays we know tha tthe light 
of many a Coy and Heston was hid­
den beneath a bushel in what then 
constituted the gridiron hinterland. 
Today we discover and recognize 
these youngsters who run and kick 
and pass like Jim Thorpe himself, for 
all their alma mater hasn’t as yet af­
forded a $10,000,000 stadium.

warn the parents so that a physician' 
is called early. The doctor v.n c z:Uu- 
ine the throat carefully, and if there 
are whitish membranes on the 
throat or nose he will take small bits 
of the growth and examine it thor­
oughly under the microscope. If 
diphtheria bacteria are found, he will 
return very soon and give the child 
an injection of diphtheria antitoxin.
The whitish membranes will soon be­
gin to disappear from the throat and 
nose.

By the Schick test we can now te I 
if a child is in danger of taking dip­
htheria after being exposed. The 
test is made by placing a bit of the 
toxin upon a scratch on the skin. If

WASHINGTON, Nov. 22.— Tax 
reduction will be the first order of 
business when congress meets Dec 
5, leaders of both parties in both 
houses are agreed.

The preliminary bill now is being- 
concluded by the house ways and 
means committee and it will be ready 
for presentation to the house itself 
the day congress is called to order. 
Chairman Green of the committee 
believes he can get the measure 
through in the two weeks before the 
Christmas recess and send it to the 
senate where final action is expected 
long before the initial income tax 
payments are made next March 15.

This is the fourth tax reduction to 
be attempted since the war and lead­
ers in congress, want it to get back 
as far as possible to normal levies. 
Of course they point out that the war 
still is continuing as far as taxes are 
concerned. War expenses incurred 
such a heavy national debt that it 
will be some years yet before the 
final penny is paid. But the bill as 
finally passed will be designed pri­
marily to remove as much of the war 
burden as possible and equalize 
levies for the remaining portion.

Both republicans and democrats 
are agreed that, the corporations tax 
should come in for the lion’s share 
of the reduction. The normal income 
rates adopted in the last reduction 
went just s,bout as far as it is logical 
to go with personal income levies, 
they say.

Corporations, they add, have boon 
paying 13 1-2 per cent of their prof­
its since the excess profits tax was 
repealed. This tax, it is contended 
by many tax experts, has been passed 
by tlie corporations on to the con­
sumers. Reduction of this tax should 
ordinarily result in a little decrease 
in the price of manufactured goods 
all along the line, they say.

Because of this general agreement, 
the contest this year over taxes has 
incited no great interest. The chief 
dispute centers around how much the 
corporations tax should be cut.

Treasury actuaries say that every 
single per cent lopped off the 13 1-2 
per cent of tax will deprive the gov­
ernment of $90,000,000 in revenue.

Another important point of dispute 
is over the automobile tax.
