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BANKS’ GAUDY UNIFORMS
BLAMED FOR ROBBERIES

By AS&OCW‘Ld Press.

{ ST. LOUIS, Feb. 2—Gaudy uni-
forms are blamed by the police for
the oft-occurring holdups of bank
‘messengers on street cars here. Five
of these holdups have been commit-
ted in the last six months, the bandits
obtaining thousands of dollars in cash
and securities and most times escap-
ing. %

The practice of bankmg houses
having their messengers garbed dis-
tinctively was censured by Elias W.

~ Hoagland, chief of detectives.

“When banks cease calling atten-
tion to their messengers by having
them dressed in bright blue and gold
braided uniforms, there will be fewer
such holdups,” he said. “The mes-
sengers should wear ordinary citi4
zen’s clothes in order not to attract
attention.”

The style of holdup consists of one
or more robbers boarding .the -car,
which is followed by a confederate
in an automobile. The messenger is
held up, the money satchel seized and
the men leap from the moving car
into a machine. i

cleaner now than it has been; that all
the towns of the county have fewer
bootleggers- and other criminals and
that there is a general trend of. sentil
;ment in all communities for purer
moral and civic conditions; however, we
find that the bootlegger is still in our
midst and that intoxicating liquors
are stiil being sold in some localities;
and we earnestly urge all law enfore-
ing departments of the county to,use
every effort possible to apprehend
these as wel as other classes of crim-
inals and to close up all places where
liquor is being sold.
“We find that members of the
sheriff’s department are using
! stolen cars and are not comply-
* ing with the law in respect to
i stolen property. We therefore
urge that all stolen property
taken by the sheriff’s department
be turned over to the proper au-.
thorities as provided by law in
article 1033 and 1037 of the code
of criminal procedure, and that
such property be kept as provided
by law and that no disposition
of same be made except according
' to the law as provided in the

. articl: cited above.

“Wa recommend that in receiving
all liquors acquired in raids the sher-
iff and other cfficers receiving same
give receipts Zor such liquor ;to the
offices from whom received and that
the sheriff keep accurate “records of
all liquor received by his department
‘and the disposition of same, in order
that reports might be accurately
made to the grand jury or other au-

28 thorities when called -for.

“We find that the fact that the
.county attorney’s department is not at
present supplied with an office aside
from the grand jury room leads to

o considerable inconvenience to the
: grand jury as-well as a failure to
properly provide for the county attor-
ney’s department. We would respect-
fully récommend .to the commission-
ers court that the county attorney be
supplied with adequate offices on the
first fioor of the courthouse, conveni-
ent to the public and to the other
county cofficials with whom his work
is closely related.
* Bonds Criticised.

“We find that for some reason or
reasons criminal bonds have not been
collected in the county during recent
yéars. We would recommend to . the
officers who take such bonds, or other
kinds of bonds, that they be very care-
ful to comply with the laws in regard
to the taking of same and accept no
insufficient bonds.

“We desire to thank the county at-
torney’s force, including Ove E. Over-
son, county attorney, and his two as-
sistants, E. A. Bills and G. G. Hazel,
for the full and unbiased co-operation
which they have given us in all mat-
ters coming before us.

‘spend approximately one-third of our
lives in sleep, and it is almost certain
that [there is no such thing as dream-
less ‘sleep! We. all dream all the
time, only we do not Temember our
dreams. -Therein lies the difference,”
writes ‘Dr. Hereward Carrington, in
Leslie’s.
“But many dreams are remembered
and a hopeless jumble many of them
are, you will say! Certainly, they ap-
pear to be so; but it is very doubtful
if this'is the case, as usually under-
stood.

“We now know' that we remember
only a small fraction of any dream—
what is called the “manifest content,”
and that below this is a vast mass of
dream material never normally re-
called, known- as the ‘latest -content.’
If we could remember this, we.should
see that most of lour dreams are sys-
tematic, toherent, and frequently rep-
resent some wish or desire. All this
has been shown by psvchoanalyﬁls and
other methods.

Dreams All Have Had. « .

“It may be pointed out that prac-
tically every one. of us has had; at
one time or another, seven common
dreams, which are said to have been
dreamed at one time or another by
nearly- everybody in the world:

“These are: At 3

“1. The falling dream.
. “2. The flying dream.

“3, The dream of inadequate cloth-
ing.

“4, The (heam of not being able to
get away from some beast that is pur-
suing.

“5.

The dream of being drawn irre-
smubly to some dangerous place,

“6. The. dream that some darling
wish has been gratified.

“7, The 'dream of being about-to go
on a journey, and being unable to get
your things into your trunks, etc. !

Seme Physical Causes.

“Much work has beer devoted to a
solution of dreams, and many theories
have been advanced by ways of expla-
nation. Some, are doubtless due. to
purely  physical ‘causes (e. g. the

| dream of inadequate clothing) which

is due, in most instances, to an insuf-
ficiency of bed clothing.-Others, again,
are due to deep psychological ‘causes,
which would require elaborate expla-
nation.

“The most rational theory of #he
falling dream is probably the follow-
ing: By lying too long in one posi-
tion, the blood supply on the under
sutfface of the body gets cut off. “This
produces a temporary insensibility on
this side of the body. The sleeper
would no longer feel thée bed holding
him up. This would give rise, by as-
sociation, to the idea that nothing was
supporting him, and consequently that
he was falling in space. The bodily
sensations would facilitate this,

Flying Dreams.

“It is upon, the flying dream, how-

ever, that the most original and the

latest researches have been made—
by Dr. Lydiard H. Horton of  Boston,

|.in a series of articles in the Journal
| of Abnormal Psychology. The inter-

esting point about these researches.is
that, by means of certdin experiments,
flying dreams were induced in sub-
jects who were actually awake—be+
fore they fell asleep! This was due
to the fact.that the subjects experi-
mented upon were successful in induc-
ing a state of complete muscular re-
laxation, . of which the <following
stages were noted:

“1. The relaxation of the voluntary
muscles, allowing the bodily posture
to adjust itself to the chair or couch.

“2. The decrease of .muscular ten-
sion below the ordinary, a state in
which there is ne tendency to main-
tain any posture mto which the body
fﬁ“m

“3. A still greater 'relaxation, in
which the felling . of
diminishes, and’ in ‘which the subject,
although fully awake, .is surprised and
pleased that he does not feel desirous
of moving or acting In this . state
the subject feels ‘as limp as a rag
ete.
