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SPECIAL SESSION LEGISLATURE DEFERRED
ESTIMATE ON 

COTTON YIELD 
IS JLOWERED

County Yield Cut 400 Bales 
Account Boll Weevil Since 

Rains

Eastland county’s cotton crop will 
fall fully 20 per cent below former 
estimates, according to reports from 
various gins throughout the county 
made Monday morning. The crop 
marketed at Ranger is a cross sec­
tion of the county’s crop and may be 
taken as well as any, to indicate this 
falling off, due almost entirely to 
weevil ravages since the rains and 
cool weather set in.

The estimate on the Ranger crop 
early in the season was 1,800 bales 
foi* Ranger ginning. Later this was 
set up to 2,000 bales. Now, it is 
estimated that it will not exceed 1,- 
600 bales. And that estimate and the 
falling off is borne out by inter­
views with 16 farmers from various 
parts of the Ranger territory. Many 
of these farmers say their crop is 
nearly all marketed and all with one 
accord say not only the anticipated 
“ top” crop is gone beyond hope but 
all late cotton has suffered from the 
rains and cold.

Increase Over Last Year.
At that, the crop in the Ranger 

territory has shown a material in­
crease from last year’s yield. There 
had been marketed up to Saturday 
night, a total of 1,082 bales. There 
Lad been ginned in Ranger a total of 
1,240 bales. The yield per acre in 
this vicinity varies, ranging from 
one-fifth to about three-fifths of a 
bale to the acre, very few crops ex­
ceeding half a bale and by far the 
greater number running around a 
quarter of a bale to the acre. That 
there would have been a number of 
half bale to the acre crops had rains 
held off a while is indicated by4the 
reports in hand.

Among the farmers interviewed 
were the following with detailed re­
ports from each, including some 
items regarding their farm yields in 
general and indicating the trend to­
wards diversification:

W. M. Sneed’s two farms, six and 
nine miles from Ranger to the 
south, having a total cotton acreage 
for this season of about 50 acres, will 
yield around 28 bales total it is said, 
most of which is already marketed. 
He has a still larger acreage planted 
to corn, milo maize, kaffir corn, 
higara, sweet potatoes, etc.

M. M. Payne, on the Boyd place, 
five miles out on the old rock road, 
has already picked 13 bales and esti­
mates he will get three more off of 
the 70 acres. He has considerable 
acreage in other crops.

J. H. Pistole, nine miles northwest 
has picked three bales off of 14 acres 
and will not get much more. He is 
cultivating the T. J. Britton farm% 
He has some other crops also.

Makes Money Off Fruit.
Otto Miller, two and one-haif 

north of Ranger, will make a good 
quarter-hale to the acre on his 20- 
acre cotton crop. He has 50 acres in 
cultivation out of a 160-acre tract, 
and reports abundance of water for 
all purposes at a 20-foot depth to 
say nothing of the three-tcre lake on 
his place. He’ says he made more off 
of about three acres of peaches, 
pears', plums, berries and grapes this 
season than he will make off his 20- 
acre cotton crop.

A. L. Savage, on the Reynolds 
farm, in the edge of town, just ofi 
the Bankhead highway north, expects 
to pick seven bales off of 35 acres, 
all told.*

R. L. Hise, five miles southeast of 
Ranger, on the S. E. Meadows place 
near Cross Roads schoolhouse, who 
raises more truck than cotton, ex­
pects eight bales off of his 30 acres.

Earl Blackwell, living five miles 
out on the Chaney road, expects a 
total of nine hales on 25 acres. He 
raises many other crops on his 160- 
acre farm.

A. S. Ainsworth living six miles 
south of town, near the Desdemona 
road, expects about 12 bales off of 
30 acres. Me has 75 acres of his 
160-acre tract in cultivation, the re­
mainder of the farm being planted 
to corn, oats, wheat, maize and a 
home garden.

MITCHELL NOW 
READY TO FACE 

HIS ACCCUSERS
Record of Members of Court 

To Try Him May Be 
Exposed

WASHINGTON, Oct. 26.— Prep­

arations of Col. William Mitchell for 
his defense against charges of mis­
conduct preferred by the war de­
partment were completed today. 
Mitchell and his two lawyers, Repre­
sentative Reid of Illinois and Col. 
Herbert A. White, judge advocate 
for the Eighth corps area, spent the 
entire Sabbath together going over 
various phases of the case.

While Reid announced Saturday 
that constitutional guarantees of 
free speech, would form the backbone 
of the defense, no other confidences 
were given out. It is understood 
that Reid and White are now delving 
into the record of the court which 
will try Mitchell.

C. I. A. REGENTS OVERLOOK
BLAYNEY CONTROVERSY

NOTED PROHIBITION AGENT
DIES VERY SUDDENLY

Asher’s most recent extensive 
raid was at Peoria, 111., when Vie was 
instrumental in closing a number of 
places for violation of the prohibition 
law. He was indicted for assault, 
larceny and robbery as a result and 
was to have gone on trial this week.

GREEKS DIRECT 
BOMBARDMENT 

ALONG BORDER
Bulgarians Claim Enemy Has 

Occupied Four of Its 
Frontier Posts

against Bulgaria went on unabated 
today. In fact, while diplomats of 
the League of Nations conference 
were gathering at Paris, the Greeks 
were widening their offensive. Fol­
lowing two hours of artillery bom­
bardment, the Greeks advanced and 
occupied frontier post No. 8, having 
already occupied posts Nos. 9, 10 
and 11. This action followed attacks 
by the Greeks against towns not 
heretofore attacked. The Greeks en­
trenched themselves at new and old 
positions. They made retirements 
only when the offensive exceeded 
the limitations made by themselves.

GERMAN CABINET VOTES

Cotton Production 
Forecast For Year at 

15,226,000 Bales

WASHINGTON, Oct. 26.— Cotton 
production this year forecast by the 
department of agriculture will total 
15,226,000 bales on the basis of :-i 
survey made Oct. 18.

Ginnings from the 1925 crop to 
Oct. 18 were placed at 9,519,784 run­
ning bales, counting round as half 
bales. Abandonment of cotton acre­
age since June 25 was reported as 
4.8 per cent cotton producing area 
after deduction of the abandonment 
was 44,231,00 acres on Oct. 18.

Lint cotton yield this year was 
placed at an average of 164.7 pounds 
per acre.

SATTERWHITE 
NOT READY TO 
SUMMON HOUSE

Says Investigation Being Con­

Sat­
terwhite said he found Moody had 
made much progress in his investiga­
tions; if Moody fails to obtain de­
sired results he will renew his pro­
gram, and call the legislature, he in­
dicated.

FALL RIVER LINE BOAT
SENDS OUT. SOS CALL

SEVENTEEN SEAPLANES ARE
WRECKED BY HIGH WINDS

SPECIAL TRAIN 
TO ABILENE IS 
BELIEVED SURE

Chamber of Commerce, School 
and Citizens Are Behind 

Movement

BALTIMORE, Md., Oct. 26 .-- 

Navy salvage crews were at work to­
day on 17 naval seaplanes piled up 
on the shores of the Patapsco river, 
south of this city, by the 60-mile 
gale that roared down the river, Sun­
day.

The pick of the naval aircraft fly­
ing boats were to have taken part in 
the maneuvers incident to the 
Schneider international cup races 
this afternoon. Instead they lie 
crippled and helpless. The racing 
planes that will compete for the in­
ternational trophy were anchored 
elsewhere and were not damaged.

Seven airplanes were totally 
wrecked and all but two are hope­
lessly out of commission. All that 
can be saved from most of them will! 
be the valuable motors.

Only six planes out of two squad- j 
rons aggregating 28 planes were j 
saved from injury.

One plane miraculously escaped | 
when Lieut. L. A. Moebus leaped in- j 
to the cockpit as the craft was driv- j 
ing shoreward and steered it to safe-! 
ty.

According to reports received here, 
storm warnings were received in ad­
vance of the gale, and each Of the 
23 craft was fastened by a three-inch 
hawser to a 475-pound anchor. The 
tenders and piper at several small 
boats endeavored to “ mother” the 
seaplanes through the storm.

Despite every precaution 17 of the 
ships broke from their moorings and 
were hlq,wn ashore.

The fact that Ranger has lost a 
game, will not stop the running of 
that special train to Abilene, accord­
ing to C. G. Patterson of the Chamber 
of Commerce, Coach Cherry, Saund­
ers Gregg, Ed.

Secretary Patterson stated 
that the school’s action would have 
much to do with determining the 
matter.

An effort is on foot to have the 
Cisco-Eastland game played Satur­
day so all who wish may see both 
these games.

The train, if run, will be on a 
schedule to suit the Ranger .team. 
The fare will be $2.60 for the round 
trip, which is 22 cents more than 
the one way fare. The Texas & 
Pacifice requires a guaranty of 250 
tickets as a pre-requisite to putting 
on the train.

STREETS MAY BE LIGHTED
FORTY DIFFERENT W AYS

TORNADO IN ALABAMA
CLAIMS H EAVY TOLL

TROY, Ala., Oct. 26.—Relief work 

was under way today at Pike' county 
towns among tornado victims struck 
down Sunday by the storm that killed 
17, injured a score of othei’s and did 
damage amounting to thousands of 
dollars. The sum of $5,000 already 
has been raised to care for the home­
less.

Four persons are known to have 
been killed in the Good Hope com­
munity, about seven miles west of 
Troy; two were killed near Luverne; 
death took toll in the Oak Grove and 
Oran communities.

Three negroes were killed on the 
plantation of former Gov. B. B. Co­
mer, in Barbour county, near Eu- 
fala.

Homes demolished, crops ruined, 
pecan groves destroyed and cattle 
and other livestock killed were seen 
today in the path of the storm.

More deaths may result from two 
score injured in Troy hospitals. 
Among the most seriously injured 
was Walter Knight and his wife, who 
lost their four children and Mrs. 
Knight’s mother. Two other Knight 
children were less seriously hurt.

Dead cattle and wreckage of 
homes, barns and furniture lay 
strewn over the country-side.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 26.— The 
state department today was inform­
ed by Charles C. Eberhardt, Ameri­
can minister to Nicarauga, that Gen­
eral Emiliano Chamorro had seized 
the fortress Lilamo at Managua. No 
details were received.

Adequate street illumination is a 
vital necessity, since it is essential 
to the safety comfort and conven­
ience of the public, says the Ameri­
can City. Street lighting has not 
kept pace with modern traffic devel­
opment, largely because of a lack 
of standards and of the difficulty of 
appraising any system except by see­
ing it.

To remedy this condition, and to 
provide actual demonstrations of var­
ious methods of street lighting, the 
City of Cleveland, in co-operation 
with the National Lamp Works, has 
recently completed the most remark­
able installation in the world.

A stretch of thoroughfai’e two 
thousand feet long on the outskirts 
of Cleveland has been equipped with 
forty different lighting systems, by- 
means of which visiting municipal 
authorities may determine the most 
desirable types of illumination for 
their particular needs.

On the model street are fixtures 
with lamps varying from 100 to 3000 
candlepower each; there are lighting 
systems with posts spaced fronUT5 to 
900 feet apart, and there are lamp- 
mountings varying in height from 11 
to 26 feet above the sidewalk.

DEMENTED MAN SHOOTS
THREE, THEN KILLS SELF

STURBRIDGE, Mass., Oct. 26.— 
Laying seige last night to a barn in 
which three of his victims lay wound­
ed, John Brown, a bus driver who 
had suddenly become insane, ended 
his vigil today by committing suicide. 
Brown killed a friend and wounded 
two women who are in a critical con­
dition. He stationed himself outside 
the barn and prevented his victims 
from going for medical aid. The 
girl, 17, returned his fire from a win­
dow. The three pei’sons barricaded 
themselves in the barn while Brown 
kept on watch outside all night. 
The girl with a small rifle wounded 
Brown in the shoulder when- he at­
tempted to enter the barn.

MRS. HOUSEWRIGHT LEADS 
PROGRAM DEVOTED TO “ ART.”

“ Art” is the subject to which the 
Ranger Delphians gave special at­
tention last week. Several interest­
ing- papers on the subject were made 
at the meeting of the club. Mrs.‘ W. 
W. Housewright had charge of the 
program. Mrs. Housewright is an 
artist herself, so has both practical 
and theoretical appreciation of the 
subject. In opening the meeting she 
said: «

“ In the beginning of our study on 
the great subject “ Art,” we should 
be reminded that the painting of pic­
tures is only one of many subjects 
included in the inexhaustible domain 
of Art, for the definition of Art is- as 
wide as the creative powers of man. 
Art is to be found in ‘ every field of 
labor; it is the symbol of our striv­
ing; the. oriflame of our advance; the 
golden flame which at once ex­
presses and leads forward our. spirit 
to higher , venture; in fact we are 
all artists, workers of the same ma­
terial— life.

“ But being able to make a living 
and being able to live are two dif­
ferent things. Being able to make a 
living means being able physically or 
mentally to earn enough money with 
which to buy the necessities of life 
such as food, shelter and clothing, 
or being able to live in the material 
sense only. Being able to live means 
being able to take life as an art, 
which is to know the right rules of 
conduct in every direction and under, 
all circumstances, to know how to 
treat the body and mind; to know 
how to manage our families; how to 
behave as citizens, being able to 
utilize all the sources of happiness 
nature has provided for us, to use 
our faculties to the best advantage 
of ourselves and others. Unless we 
can do these things and feel a joy in 
ding them, we will not be able to live 
completely.

“ Real art is a practice rather than 
a topic, to be sure, training of the 
eye and intellect will give us appre­
ciation of the mechanic:.! qualities 
of the artist, and this is not insigni­
ficant but only the understanding of 
life will give us appreciation of real 
art; for the function of art is to 
add to our realization of life, We

may make the eye the window.
“ We may make the eye the win­

dow of the soul and bring before that 
window many hitherto unseen beau­
ties, but it is to the soul that art 
must speak.

“ Alice Freeman Palmer has given 
us three mighty good rules for every 
day happiness, first:

“ Commit to memory every day 
something beautiful.’

“ Second: ‘Look at something pret­
ty everyday and pause before it long- 
enough to say; ‘Isn’t that beautiful.’

“ Third: ‘Do some kind act every 
day for another.’

“ When we have learned these 
rules and applied them to our every 
day life, then we will have mastered 
the most wonderful art of all, that 
of living-.

“ Raskin tells us, fine art is that 
in which the hand, the head and the 
heart of man go together and he 
admonishes us to keep in mind this 
triple group for it will help us to 
solve many problems.

“ He also tells us Noble. Art is 
nothing less than the expression of 
great souls, and great souls are not 
common things.

The spirit is the secret'of art and 
it will be revealed only to those who 
will take the pains to understand the 
mysteries of life, animate and in­
animate.

“ Edgar A. Guest has expressed 
this through very beautifully in one 
of his poems.

There is a skill of brush and pen 
Which the critic seeks to praise

A touch acquired by earnest 
men.

Through tedious nights and days. 
It takes long years to understand 

The beautiful and true.
He who would the masters skill com­

mand
Muc-h drudgery must do.

And yet, the noblest art of all 
But little practice needs 

For the humblest people can

WASHINGTON, Oct. 2G.— T h e 
average person in the United Stater 
has only one chance in 1,500,000 ti 
attain an increase of a million a year.

Income tax returns from 1923 
show there are only 74 such incomes 
in the United States out of a popula­
tion of about 114,000,000. The 
wealthy class is on the increase, how­
ever, and the odds against becoming 
exceedingly rich are shortening.

In 1924 there were 60 persons who 
reported incomes of $1,000,000 and 
over. Then the war period booosted 
business and a year later there were 
120. The peak was reached in 1916 
when 206 persons had incomes of 
$1,000,000 or .over.

Then the war business slumped and 
million dollar incomes dropped from 
141 in 1917 to 67 in 1918; 33 in 
1920 and 21 in 1921. After a “ lean 

| year” in 1921 business took an up-1 
ward trend and in 1922 there were 
67. For 1923 there were 74.

The number of personal incomes 
fieled in 1923 totaled 7,698,321 list­
ing an aggregate net income of $24,- 
840,364. These returns poured 
$663, 651,505 into the Treasury cof­
fer.

Corporations filed 398,933 returns 
with incomes listed at $8,321,529,134 
on which they paid a tax of $937,- 
106,798.

The average net income for each 
return in 1923 was $3,226.70 on 
which an average tax of $86.21 was 
paid at an avei'age rate of 2.67 per­
cent. The proportion of the popula­
tion filing returns was 6.94 peixent.

Joint returns by husbands and 
wives totaled 4,505,729 while wives 
making separate returns from hus­
bands was only 170,573.

There were 368,502 persons who 
reported incomes under $1,000; 2,- 
515,324 between $1,000 and $2,000; 
2,470,970 between $2,000 and $3,- 
000; 1,717,628 between $3,000 and 
$5,000; 397,630 between $5,000 and I 
$10,000; and 171,801 between $10,- 
000 and $25,000.

There were 39,832 persons in the 
$25,000 to $50,000 class; 12,452 in 
the $50,000 and $100,000 group; 2,- 
339 between $100,000 and $150,000; 
1,301 between $150,000 and $300,- 
000; 327 between $300,000 and 
$500,000; 141 between $500,000 and 
$1,000,000 and 74 millionaires.

Four of the millionaires had in­
comes over $5,000,000 annually; 1 
between $4,000,000 and $5,000,000;
6 between $3,000,000 and $4,000,- 
000; 12 between 1,500,000 and $2,- 
000,000 and 39 between $1,000,000 
and $1,500,000.
