RANGER HOME
Year-Old Son of Mr. and Mrs. 

Charles Griffin Dies While 
Asleep In Crib.

In a fire that destroyed their dwell­
ing house in the Riddle addition, on 
Barnes street, at 2:45 o’clock this 
afternoon, the year-old‘ infant son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Charles Griffin was 
burned to death.

The little boy, Jack, was asleep in 
ids crib and a brother, Clarence, aged 
3 years, was in the house with him, 
their mother having stepped over to 
a neighbor’s house just a few min­
utes previously. What started the 
flames could not be learned. Neigh­
bors saw smoke coming from the 
house, but before anyone could get 
there the building was in flames. 
Calrence, frightened by the blaze, 
got out safely, but the crib was on 
fire and the baby’s life had been 
snuffed out before aid could get to 
him.

The firemen made a quick run and 
kept the fire from spreading but the 
house with all its contents was con­
sumed. The Killingsw.orth-Cox com­
pany sent out its ambulance to bring 
in the body of the baby and prepare 
it for burial. The mother was pros­
trated and is being cared for by near­
by friends. The father, employed on 
the bridge gang, of the Ifemon-Kell 
railroacl, was in Breckenridge,^ but 
was to be at home late today. There 
are two other children in the family, 
but both were away when the fire 
occurred.

The house belonged to Wash Wel­
don and Is not known to have been 
insured.

THE COAL MONOPOLY.
Referring to the coal industry in 

his message to congress, President 
Coolidgc stated that the attitude of 
■the public “must be humble supplica­
tion.” He also called upon congress 
for legislation to empower the execu­
tive to appoint boards for concilia­
tion and arbitration, and if neces­
sary, to control distribution.

There is no question about the 
hard coal industry being a monopoly, 
and as such it should be regulated in 
the public interest. The operators 
have been a law unto themselves no 
less than the miners. There has been 
no authority to deal with this vital 
necessity of the life of the country.

Governor Pinchot of Pennsylvania,; 
has called a special session of the 
legislature to deal with this and dthcr 
questions, but it is almost impossible 
to keep politics out of the question. 
In fact Governor Pinchot is already 
accused of “playing politics” be­
cause he is doing the right thing. The 
coal interests are all powerful in 
Pennsylvania, and any action of the 
legislature will no doubt reflect that 
influence.

Based on expenditures during# the 

past 10 months the net increase of 
property investment of class 1 rail­
roads is fixed at $750,000,000. Add­
ing this sum to the tentative value 
fixed by the interstate commerce 
commission as of Dec. 31, 1919, gives 
a valuation of $21,582,000 for class 
1 roads on which rates must be fixed 
to give 5 Vs per cent returns. Farm­
ers are demanding a similar system 
of “price fixing” on their $25,000,- 
000,000 of investment— and it 
would seem that the producer should 
have the same protection for his 
capital that is given to the distribut­
er. The consumer is not taken into 
consideration in these matters— but 
the chances are that he will do some 
regulating on his own account after 
the other fellows get settled.

FIGHTING HIGH 
COSTS WITH 

EFFICIENCY

Husband’s Right to Title Doubted

Flow Makers of Tires are Meet­
ing- Increased Cost of New 

Material.

“ The high price of rubber and its 
increasing scarcity do not constitute 
an entirely unmixed evil,” says the 
General Tire & Rubber Company in 
a bulletin to the trade. ‘ ‘We find that 
-he., world has been very wasteful of 
something that lias suddenly become 
;’ery valuable and which will steadily 
become scarcer for a few years.

“ Crude rubber increased in price 
nearby -100 per cent since last wih- 
ter. There have been several ad­
vances in the price of tires this year, 
yet when ail of them are put togeth­
er they do not average much more 
than 50 per cent.

“ This is partly accounted for by 
-he fact that early in the year tire 
makers worked on the basis of corn- 
narat'ively cheap rubber, contracted 
for last foil and winter. That does 
not nearly account for all the dis­
parity between the increase in the 
cost of crude material and the small­
er increases in the price of the fin­
ished product, however.

Operate Carefully.
“ Nor does; altruism, nor benevo­

lence. Tire factories are business in­
stitutions, and the tire business is 
conducted for profit, with public 
service its excuse for existence. And 
right now tire factories are being run 
vith more efficiency and less waste 
than ever before. They have to be. 
You’d be amazed to know how care­
fully floors are swept and small par­
ticles of crude rubber picked out of 
the sweepings, cleaned and separated 
by a special process and put into 
work. The trimmings of tires was 
never so carefully and neatly done. 
And the chemists and engineers have 
gone into action and are discovering 
processes and short cuts that permit 
nigh priced rubber to go as far as 
Possible.

“ All this should be good news to 
the motorists of the present as they 
'ook ahead a few years, for it means 
"hat when rubber finally becomes 
plentiful and tire prices come- down, 
tires will be better and cheaper than 
::ver. All because, of greater ef­
ficiency and elimination of waste. 
Old factories are being modernized, 
'.nd the new ones are built and 
■.quipped along lines that would have 
been incomprehensible to the tire 
man of a few year's ago.

Scraps in Demand.
“ The shortage of crude rubber 

vould have been much sharper this 
year than it has been had mot the

goods makers quickly cut down their 
use of crude and returned to the use 
of scrap, thus releasing many thou­
sands of tons of fresh plantation rub­
ber to the use of the harrassed tire 
manufacturer. It should be noted 
that the price of reclaimed scrap rub- j 
her today, even in large quantities, is 
nearly 10 cents a pound more than 
the price of new crude rubber was 
last winter.

“ So it will be some time before. 
mechanicals again interfere with the j 
fresh rubber supply of the tire and ! 
tube maker.
