Warren Nomination

- PRESIDENT MO
 SEEKS NEW MAN

Decisive Senatorial Rejéction of
arren Accepted as Final

By United Press. y
WASHINGTON, March 11.—Fol-
lowing the senate’s irejection yes-
terday of Charles B. Warren, presi-
dent’s nominee for United States at-
torney general, by a vote of 41 to
% 39, President Coolidge will submit
a new candidate for the attorney gen-
eralship before the senate adjourns,
leaders close to the president de-
clared today, after a conference with
the chief executive at the white
house. Furthermore, in the opinion
of Senator Cummins, Iowa, it will
be approved by the senate at this
extra session.
As for the likelihood of the presi-
dent resubmitting the name of
Charles. B. Warren, who was refused
confirmation in a dramatic session
of the senate late yesterday, Cum-
mins said;:
Warren’s Case Hopeless.

“ “It would be hopeless with the
present lineup in the senate. 1
don’t know of any who might be ex-
pected to change their vote of yes-
terday.”

Dawes Absent.

The absence of Vice President
Charles G. Dawes from the senate
chamber at a critical time late' Tues-
day permitted the senate to reject
s the nomination of Warren. The
vote on his nomination came at the
end of a day of bitter debate and
the roll call showed a 40 to 40 tie.
Had Dawes been in his chair when
the vote came he could have cast the
deciding vote in favor of Warren,
which would have saved Codglidge
from the almost unprecedented fate
of having a eabinet appointment re-
jected by a senate presumably con-
trolled by  the administration.
Dawes had gone to his hotel for a
rest after being assured by leaders
on both sides, it was stated, there
would not be a vote today.

In the development of aerial navi-
gation and warfare a stage has been
reached where it is possible to pre-
dict with certainty that in the next
great war the armies and the navies
will be opposed by a force they can-
not hope to overcome but which will
overcome them. Sailing high above
the land and water fighting units,
the ships of the air may travel in
comparative safety, except from
other ships of the air, and drop tons
of intensive explosives and quanti-
ties of deadly gases that will quickly
destroy the proudest navies and kill
eyvery warrior in the greatest armies,
topple cities from their foundations
and even snuff out the life of every
creature in the enemy territory.

This is n6 word picture of a pos-
sibility; it is a statement of fact the
next great war will prove. It
seems imperative,  therefore, that
the nation wishing to survive should
limit its expenditures for army and

 navy to the needs of the present
only, and at the same time develop
quietly but surely those greater
forces of gas and air that by making
war impossible, because war will
mean annihilation of the enemy na-
tions, make world peace possible of
necessity.

Brigadier General William Mitch-
ell, assistant chief of the United
States air service, has the right idea.
He is to be demoted because he has
dared to tell"the people the truth
and has aroused the jealousy of
.those temporarily in authority over
him who ecannot see so clearly into
the future as does he. If the United
States is to survive, it will be be-
cause of men like Mitchell who are
able to visualize the future and dare
to tell what they see. Nations have
gone down in the past because the
leaders were blind and wished to re-
main so, but in the United State
the people rule. i

In the time of the milleniuni
world peace. will prevail, but who
knows when the millenium will
come? It may be tomorrow or it
may be millions of years henceg In
the meantime, will war cease? It
will not while covetousness remains,
“ while passion influences the people
and while might-makes right—un-
less?

That is the condition of the world
today just as it was ten thousand
years ago. The people have more
sympathy now than then—at least,
it seems so to those of the present;
they have learned hidden secrets of
nature and science and in a manner
have attained greater -civilization,
but evil remains and the tempta-
tions of the devil are as powerful as
ever, and war will continue unless
and until war becomes extermina-
tion, and nations must stop fight-
ing because war means national
death.
