State and Snow Further 
North.

General rains, cold and snow are 
predicted for all parts of the state 
of Texas Saturday by the United 
States weather bureau at Fort 
Worth. The rains, that fell in Ran­
ger yesterday afternoon and through­
out the night were duplicated in 
North and West Texas.

Snow shovels were used in the 
Rocky Mountain and Middle West 
sections Thursday, according to news 
dispatches. Snow from one to five 
inches deep covered all of Colorado, 
east Wyoming and western South 
Dakota and rain and snow accom­
panied a gale which swept east over 
the Northwest and Great Lakes re­
gion Thursday night.

France, Germany and Great 

Britain Ready to Try Plan, 
With Reservations.

PARIS, Oct. 26.*—France will ac­
cept the proposal of Secretary Hughes 
for the settlement of the question of 
German reprations by a commission 
of experts only if such a commission 
be designated by the reparations com­
mission, it was learned from a semi­
official source today.

France will insist that the com­
mission of experts must report to the 
reparations commission on any pos- 
sibilitis for readjustment of the en­
tire question of the German debt. 
Final decision on all questions must 
be left to the reparations commission, 
admittedly under French control.

France will be delighted, according 
to Premier Poincaire in a semi-offi­
cial statement, if the United States 
will agree to collaborate, but insists 
that the settlement of the rparations 
question must be within the limit of 
the Versailles treaty.

GERMANY PLEASED WITH
U. S. OFFER TO PARTICIPATE

BERLIN, Oct. 26.—America’s of­
fer to participate in an impartial in_ 
quiry into Germany’s acapacity to pay 
reparations has been met by a state­
ment given out by Chancellor Strese- 
mann that Germany will abide by the 
result of such an examination.

The chancellor, in a speech at Ha­
gen, reitterated the willingness of his 
govmment to submit the whole ques­
tion of Germany’s capacity to pay 
to examination by an impartial com­
mission, as suggested by Secretary 
Hughes.

DIES SUDDENLY

Electrical Wizard Physically 
Exhausted by Trip to the 

Pacific Coast.

SCHNECTADY, N. Y., Oct. 26.— 
Dr. Charles Proteus Steinmetz, elec­
trical wizard, died at his home here 
at 8: 30 o’clock this morning from a 
physical breakdown, due to a trip to 
the Pacific coast, from which he re­
turned about two weeks ago.

A few minutes before he died he 
told the nurse that he was feeling 
fine. Breakfast was being served 
to him when he gave a sudden turn 
in his bed and was dead. His heart 
seemed to give way suddenly.

Dr. Steinmetz was born in Bres­
lau, Germany, April 9, 1865, and 
came to the United States 34 years 
ago.

Upon the return of Dr. Steinmetz 
from the Pacific coast, he complained 
of “ feeling tired,”  and his physician 
at once ordered him to bed. This 
week he appeared to be improving, 
and was thought to be on the road to 
recovery.

This material wa sevidently 
chosen because it is the favorite 
dwelling-house building material in 
the United States— about 89 per 
cent of all dwelling construction at 
present being of lumber. These 
builders realized that proper hous­
ing at a reasonable cost depends 
largely upon the price and the avail­
ability of lumber, it being the least 
costly of building materials. Al­
though lumber is now 25 per cent 
less than it was in 1920, it is still 
higher than it was before the war.

It did not take the Long Island 
builders long to find out why lum­
ber is costlier than formerly. They 
were surprised to find that it is due 
to a scarcity brought about in great 
measure by the consumption of tim­
ber in ways of which the public is 
rarely reminded.

It was discovered that forest fires 
burn up enough good timber yearly 
to build a row of five-room frame 
dwellings placed 100 feet apart on 
both sides of a highway running 
from New York to Chicago.

They found that the railroads of 
the United States use 125,000,000 
wooden crossties every year, or 
enough to build 40,000 miles of new 
railroads. The equivalent in lumber 
of the material that went into these 
ties would thickly dot the whole of 
Long Island with charming homes.

Then it was discovered that the 
farmers of the United States have 
about 200,000,000 acres of woodlots 
which are usually neglected and are 
drawn on for firewood instead of 
for timber. It was calculated that 
these 200,000,000 acres of land 
should yield enough lumber every 
year to build about 60 good-sized 
cities.

Turning their attention to the 
printing and publishing industries, 
the builders found that the area of 
timber land cpt over annually to 
provide newsprint was equivalent to 
a strip as wide as an ordinary daily 
newspaper and 46,000,000 miles 
long. If the newspapers had not 
been drawing upon the forests to 
such an extent, the material they 
used could be made into a continu­
ous row of houses clear across the 
continent.

Another factor is transportation. 
The average lumber consumer is now 
480 miles from the sawmill, accord­
ing to the estimates of the bureau 
of economics of the National Lum­
ber Manufacturers’ association, and 
his lumber freight bill is almost four 
times what it was 30 years ago.

When you build a six-room frame 
house 'your lumber freight bill is 
around $100— perhaps $300— even 
if you never see it. That is more 
than your father paid for his lum­
ber delivered.

Altogether, the timber account ni 
the American Bank of Natural Re­
sources is being checked out five 
times as fast as nature deposits.

Even outside of the farm wood- 
lots there is enough neglected tim­
ber-land in America to supply per­
petually the minimum requirements 
of the country for lumber as well 
as other forest products if forest 
fires could be kept out and nature 
given a chance to reforest in her 
own way. With some assistance, the 
fires being kept out, these forest 
lands would yield forever about as 
much forest products as we are now 
consuming.

A special committee of the United 
States senate is now considering 
legislation aimed at procur-ing refor­
estation.

More Light and Air for 
Small Homes

Some of the disadvantages of small 
iwi Ihngs built in groups for the sake of 
economy have been overcome in Germany 
by placing the houses at an angle to the 
street to provide more light, and air for each 
dwelling. Such groups are easily supplied 
with heat, electricity, and >vater from a 
single center. Under the Gorman plan

each of the houses has a little' garden, se­
cure against the prying curiosity of neigh­
bors and equally protected against in­
truders in the front and rear.

Million Wasps Arc Freed To 
War on Crop Pests

One million wasps, the size of pin­
heads, have been imported by the govern­
ment and are now distributed in the East 
to destroy the corn borer. The wasps 
will save millions of dollars in crops for 
the farmer, if they serve as well as they 
have in Europe. Whether they can flour­
ish in this climate has not been deter­
mined. The borer, resembling a. cater­
pillar, attacks corn, beets, celery, beans, 
rhubarb, potatoes, buckwheat, clover, and 
many other yiroducts. By laying eggs on 
it, the female wasp kills the borer.* *
<1 Registration of trucks and automobiles 
as reported recently indicates that there 
are now more than 13,048,128 motor 
vehicles in the United States, an average 
of one machine for every 8.5 persons. 
Between July 1, 1922, and July 1, 1923, 
there was a gain of 2,440,000, almost 23 
per cent

Women Inventors Are Busy on 
Industrial Problems

To learn just what part women were 
taking in inventions, government officials 
recently undertook a survey that showed 
over 5,000 patents had been granted to 
them in 10 years, more than the total for 
105 years previous. The first,. patent 
granted an American woman was given 
by the British government to the wife of 
a Pennsylvania planter, for a device t » 
clean and cure corn. Labor-saving ma­
chines are said to make up the majority of 
women’s inventions, one making an ap­
paratus for scattering fertilizer, another an 
article to strip sugar cane, while an ad jin-f­
able horse collar was made by klonton 
woman. For the kitchen, a pie pan was 
brought out that prevented juices from 
overflowing the brim, and a wooden mix­
ing bowl was invented that would not 
split. Almost every line of business was 
included, but 1,385 patents were for 
articles of housekeeping.

Novel Method of Taking Time 
Exposures with Hand Camera

Tripods are more or less of an annoy­
ance to the camera enthusiast, and few 
use them. However, it is sometimes nec­
essary to make a time exposure to get 
the desired picture, but the camera can­
not be held steadily enough with the 
hands to avoid doubling the image. It 
is, however, a simple matter to hold the 
camera steady if a cane is carried along. 
Just below the crook of the cane two 
holes are drilled from opposite sides to 
meet in the center, both slanting down 
from the point of junction. Another hole 
is drilled through the crook to take a 
tripod screw, on which the camera is 
mounted. A cord is run through the 
angular • hole, the ends of the cord are 
stepped on, and pulled taut by pulling 
back on the cane, which has the end 
planted on the ground in the position in­
dicated, thereby holding the cane firmly 
in position. The arrangement- thus im­
provised is steady enough for long-time 
exposures.

Another method of steadying the cam­
era is to Cut a length of tape into three 
pieces, and to tie of sew these pieces to­
gether at the central point aa shown, 
making a form of the letter Y. Loops 
are made at the ends so that the foot 
can be placed in one loop, and each wrist

in another. Then, with the camera, 
Hasped between both hands, an upward 
pull will enable the user to hold the cam­
era steadily enough for a time exposure 
of four or five minutes.

GREAT LAKES SHRINKING.
Limits of Lake Erie and Lake 

Michigan were once more extended 
than now. It is reasonably probable, 
say students of the subject, that 
some of the territory now drained 
by the Wabash and Illinois rivers yras 
once covered by the waters of Lake 
Michigan.

ERRAND BOYS DO GROW UP.
London errand boys have been the 

subject of an inquiry which shows 
that 33 per cent enter low-skilled 
trades, 10 per cent become shopmen, 
13 per cent enter the skilled trades, 
4 per cent join the army, and 2 per 
cent the navy. The proportion in 
the United States is believed to bo 
about the same.

1,009 FUR FARMS IN CANADA.
The total number of fur farms in 

Canada last year was 1,009. Of this 
number 960 were fox farms, 17 rac­
coon, 13 mink, three skunk, one mar­
ten, one fisher, four karakul sheep, 
five beaver and five muskrat farms. 
There was an increase over 1931 
of 185 fox farms, and 12 miscel­
laneous fur bearing animal farms.

Industries in Austria are in a very 
run-down condition, due to a lack of 
a domestic market ahd the high duty 
on exported finished products.

One of the interesting sights abi it 
Vienna, Professor Katz said, is the 
large number of bootblacks on the 
streets, nearly all of them crippled 
war veterans to whom the govern­
ment has granted a small space on the 
street with permission to conduct a 
shoe shining business.

Vienna, he said, is rapidly taking 
on its old life.

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EVAPORATION 0 FGASOLINE IN
TANKS AND ITS PREVENTION IS 

DISCUSSED IN BUREAU BULLETIN
The use of cooling systems in vapor- 

tight tanks should serve as a means 
of checking evaporation losses of 
gasoline which amount annually to 3 
to 4 per cent of the stocks accumulat­
ed during the winter season and 
whose value runs into millions o f dol­
lars, states the department of the in­
terior as the , result of experiments 
made by the bureau of mines.

The consumption of gasoline in the 
United States varies materially with 
the seasons; during some of the sum­
mer months it exceeds the rate of 
production and in the dther seasons 
the production of gasoline exceeds 
the consumption. The usual practice 
of the large refiners is to store sur_ 
plus stocks during the winter season 
in order to meet the heavy demands 
during the summer months. Thus on 
April 1, 1923, 1,336,417,871 gallons of 
gasoline had accumulated over the 
winter months and was subject to 
losses by evaporation.

Refining Gasoline.
Gasoline is usually refined to meet 

certain specifications. The specifica­
tion limits vary with the contracts 
under which the gasoline is sold, but 
certain specifications are designated 
by practically all buyers of refined 
gasoline. These are gravity in de­
grees A. P. I. (American Petroleum 
Institute), initial boiling point, and 
end point in degrees fahrenheit. 
Specifications defining the percent­
ages of gasoline that must distill over 
below certain- temperature, are also 
coming into general use.

Gasoline may be considered as a 
mixture of the lighter liquid hydro­
carbons found in petroleum. The first 
fractions to evaporate are the most 
volatile; therefore they have the 
highest A. P. I. gravity and the low­
est boiling point of any fractions of 
the gasoline. The escape of these 
light fractions from gasoline in stor­
age results in a large financial loss 
to oil refiners, not only because of 
the reduction in volume, but mainly 
because the characteristics of the 
gasoline are changed. The loss by 
evaporation of a small percentage of 
a tank of gasoline will usually require 
a relatively large addition of light 
products. Blending is usually done 
at the time of shipment, and this

may entail an additional loss to the 
refiner as he must often make or buy 
on the market, low-boiling products 
at a time when prices are the highest. 
The aggregate losses to the refiner 
resulting from evaporation of gaso­
line in storage, therefore may be con. 
siderable and it is to the refiner’s 
best interests to reduce evaporation 
losses to a minimum.

Vapor-Tight Tankage.
A prime requisite for the reduction 

of evaporation losses under present 
storage conditions is vapor-tight tank­
age. Vapor-tight tankage will prac­
tically eliminate the renewal of air 
over the surface of the liquid in the 
tank, Except as it may jbe caused by 
temperature changes arid by empty­
ing and filling a tank. Even with 
vapor-tight tanks and equipment, 
however, “ breathing” losses are con­
siderable. During the hot summer 
months the vapor expelled from gaso­
line storage tanks often contains over 
80 per cent gasoline vapors; also dur­
ing the summer months the maximum 
and minimum temperature variation 
of the vapor in the tank is more than 
70 degrees fahrenheit in 24 hours. 
From a 55,000 barrel tank filled to 
29 feet, the breathing loss caused by 
temperature change of 70"degrees is 
3,700 cubit feet of saturated air or 
vapor. If this air carried 80 per cent 
gasoline vapors, the loss in gasoline, 
assuming 30 cubit feet of vapor per 
gallon, would be 97 gallons. This 
does not include the losses from 
breathing caused by minor tempera­
ture changes, barometic changes, 
wind pressures and other atmospheric 
changes which at times would double 
the loss due to one large change in 
temperature.

In addition to vapor-tight tankage, 
some refiners have installed cooling 
systems on their gasoline storage 
tanks for reducing breathing losses.

Others have tried various forms of 
insulation on tanks or a combination 
of insulation and cooling, such as a 
water spray under the insulation on 
a tank.

Details of this investigation are 
given in Serial 2531, by Ludwig 
Schmidt, assistant petroleum engineer, 
which may be obtained from the de­
partment of the interior, bureau of 
mines, Washington, D. C.

W ELSH  RABBIT RECIPE.
Melt two tablespoonfuls of butter 

in the grill stove pan and add half a 
pint of near-beer. Those who do 
not care for this may substitute hot 
water. In the liquid put two heap­
ing cupfuls of good dairy cheese, 
grated. Let it melt slowly; stir from 
time to time. Do not use the strong­
est heat at any stage in making this 
dish. When the cheese is soft and 
smooth, season with a teaspoonful 
of celery salt, a saltspoonful of dry 
English mustard and a dash of cay­
enne pepper. Have ready two eggs 
whipped light, the whites and the 
yolks separately and then put to­
gether. Pour a little of the cheese 
mixture upon the eggs, beat for a 
moment and then turn back into the 
grill stove pan, continuing to stir. 
As soon as the rabbit is creamy and 
smooth, put in a teaspoonful of lem­
on juice and one of Worcestershire 
sauce and serve the rabbit immedi­
ately. The toast for it can be made 
upon the electric toaster while the 
rabbit it cooking. ThUse directions 
may found rather prolonged, but if 
followed the result will be worth the 
pairis taken.

CRUDE OIL SURVEY.
The purpose of the crude oil sur­

vey being conducted by the rU^art- 
ment of interior at the Barueo.file, 
Okla., experiment station of the bu­
reau of mines is to analyze crude 
oils from every field of commercial 
importance in the United States and 
foreign countries and to publish the 
results. The value of this work lies 
chiefly in the methods in which the 
analyses are made, every oil being 
run in a similar manner so that the 
analyses of the various oils are com­
parable. Thus a Pennsylvania crude 
oil, for example, may be compared 
with a Rocky mountain crude or with 
a crude from Egypt. All fields in 
the United States, excepting the

California fields, have been report­
ed upon. During the coming fiscal 
year it is planned to complete the 
analyses of California crudes, as 
well as of foreign crudes, all of 
which have been received excepting 
salnples from Russia.

WAX AND LUBRICATING
OIL FROM OKLAHOMA CRUDE

A study of more efficient meth­
ods for preparing and separating 
parrafin wax which will necessitate 
a more complete understanding of 
the wax itself, and a study of the 
methods of handling the wax-free oil 
SO as to obtain the greatest volume 
(Of valuable lubricating oils, is being 
)made, with special refereftce to Ok­
lahoma crudies, by the bureau of 
mines, department of interior. For 
the purpose of this study a complete 
wax plant including a cold room and 
a sweat box has been constructed at 
Bartlesville, Okla., experiment sta­
tion of the bureau of mines. A novel 
feature of the cold room is the re­
frigerating system which makes use 
of high-gravity natural-gas gasoline 
as a refrigerant.
