The repair
in the line, which was reported to
have pulled apart, was completed
shortly after 10 o’clock, it was said
at the office of the gas company.
The public school biuldings, which
are all heated by gas furnaces, had
a low pressure in the middle of the
morning. The Janitor at the high
school building had steam up at 4
o’clock this morning, but when the
household consumers began using
gas at the breakfast hour the steam
went down.

E. 0. McNew, superintendent of
schools, said that he found the rooms
had a temperature of 68 degrees and

above, with ‘scveral exceptions,
throughout the morning.
Housewives getting breakfast

found the gas weak with only a four-
ounce pressure. This weak press-
ure did not extend to all parts of the
city, however.

BRUSSELS, Nov. 1.—Discovery of
white slave traffic through which
more than 500 girls were reported to
have been shipped to the United
States, has led to increased vigilance
by the American immigration au-
thorities, whose representative at
Antwerp, Belgian police say, has ask-
ed the Belgian authorities to assist.

When
discovery was made, following num-
erous complaints from relatives of
girls who had disappeared, Brown ig
said to have fled from Germany.

- It is/ said this
may be because during the war
Brown was reported as one of the
most active members of the German
espionage system, and the Germans
are afraid he might make startling
revelations of wartime activities of
German spies.

|Had Posed as Head of Girls

Premier Poincaire Insists Rep-
arations Burden Shall Re-
main Heavy.

PARIS, Nov. 1.2t is not tinme
to change our policy and we will not
change it,” Premier Poincare declar-
ed today in an important discussion
of the reparations question. e
spoke at the unveiling of a monu-
ment to French soldiers.

“The advisory commission of ex-
perts must not reduce the amount of
the German reparations debt. We
are anxious to solve as soon as pog-
sible, in full accord with the allies,
the question .'of reparations, in
which we are more interested than
anybody, but we do not want to be
deprived of our rights,” he said.
“We will not abandon our rights ot
give up the guarantees we; have
taken. We will not tear up the
treaty signed by so many nations.
Wé have agreed to investigate to
what extent Germany is able to pay
now or at some future time, this to
be done by a commission of experts.
The reparations commission is also
entitled to find some way of meet-
ing the payments and to try to find
means of restoring German finances,
but there must be no decision that
would reduce the amount due to us.
“How unjust it would be if Ger-
many was freed tomorrow from fur-
ther debts, only to return in a few
years to humiliate and ecrush us
again. France signed the treaty of
Versailles, although not satisfied,
because of efforts promised in the
event of future aggresslon and rep-
aration for all damages.’

For this reason, Poincare deems it
necessary, he said, to hold the Ger-
mans to their pledge until France is
paid in full. He defined the scope
of the inquiry of experts appointed
by the reparations committee, by
stating that it must deal only with
Germany’s ability to pay her debts
now.

“This is not the time to change
our conduct and we will not change
it,”” the premier said. “If in a short
time, Germany should be free from
part of her debts and if in some
years to come, she should present
herself before us resurrected and en-
riched to humiliate us by a renewal
of her power and crush us by her
supremacy, we would lose.”

“I had rather be right and work in
a dungeon than be the highest offi-
cial in the klan empire and dwell in
a palace,”” he declared.

Simmons’ letter was written, Wal-
ton said, after members of the klan
were complained against and arrests
made. The offer was characterized
as a ‘“polite attempt at bribery.”

Walton displayed on his way to
the chamber a letter from a Boston
theatrical agenecy offering him $3,-
000 weekly for a lecture tour of six
weeks or longer in. the New Eng-
land states.

The dramatic climax came Thurs-
day fo¥enioon in the trial of Robert
Mohler for the death of Hugh Maples,
with the testimony of Mrs. Mohler,
wife of the accused man.

The state had rested its case, af-
ter the cross-examination of Clyde
Mohler, brother of Robert, who flatly
denied all of the statements of the
defense. ;

Mrs. Mohler was called by the de-
fense, mainly, it appeared, to strength
en the alibi of her husband by identi-
fying a letter from him to her, which
would mdlcate that Mohler was else-
where at’ the time of the alleged crime.

The hearing waxed hot and absorb-
ing, when Senator Joe Burkett, ap-
pearing as special prosecutor, under-~
took the cross-examination of Mzrs.

He asked her
if it were not true that she had Te-
ceived other letters from her hus-
band, and if it were not also true
that she had said that there was no
postmark or date like on' the let-
ter in evidence, to tell where it came
i from. :

On direct examination, conducted
jointly by Judge Shropshire and Cun-
ningham, she told of the movements
of herself and Robert Mohler for sev-
eral days before the alleged slaying
of Maples. She described the travels:
of her husband and helped to estab-
lish the alibi that is the backbone of
the defense.

The importance of her testimony
was revealed when the defense in-
troduced a letter, which was read to
the jury, purporting to have been
written by Mohler to his wife abeut
the time of Maples’ disappearance.

Mrs. Mohler then further detailed
the movements of herself and her
husband, telling of several allegled
meetings with Clyde Mohler and she
then was turned over to the state for .
cross-examination. She was still on
the stand when noonday recess was
ordered by Judge Hill.

The prosecution is being conducted
by County Attorney W. J. Barnes,
assisted by Senator Joe Burkett ar'd
Elzo Been, of Eastland.

POULTRY WILL
BECOME GREAT
INDUSTRY HERE

R. H. Bush, Eastland county agent

with headquarters in the Commerce
of Commerce at Eastland is . de-
voting much of his time to stimulat-
ing interest in poultry raising and
egg marketing. Every few days,
meetings are held in various parts
of the county to attract attention of
farmers.

The agent has just returned to
Eastland from Rising Star, where a
rousing poultry meeting was held,
attended by nearly 100 farmers and
their wives. To this group was sub-
nuitted a proposal to establish a com-
munity hatchery. The idea was ac-
cepted almost unanimously and at
the initial meeting $600 was sub-
scribed to finance the venture,

It is confidently hoped by Bush
that this action will be duplicated
in other parts of Eastland county.

his arrest on the charge of making
away with Maples.

This evidence of Clyde Mohler, that
lasted far into Wednesday night, and
the testimony of Harve Gray, a rel-
ative by marriage of the Mohlers.
were the high lights in the third day’s
session of the sensational trial that
has brought to the Eastland county
courthouse perhaps the largest crowd
that ever tried to get into the dingy
little court room.

“I have got to make some frame-
up to contradict Clyde’s statement,
or I will go to the gallows myself,”
was a statement attributed by Gray
to Mohler, after the latter’s arrest.
Gray, who said he lived near Gates-
ville, and was married to a relatjve
of Robert Mohler, testified that he
went to Fort Worth with Mrs. Moh-
ler and Mrs. Gray, to see Mohler
while he was held in the Tarrant
county jail, awaiting the Eastland
county authorities.

Turning Up Evidence.
“He told me to go to a sumac
thicket between where the body was
found and Clyde’s house and to turn
up the rocks until I found something,
then turn it in to the state and say
that Clyde told me where to find it,”
Gray told the jury.
The witness related that he told
this to Jim and Clyde Mohler, broth-
ers of the accused man, sand that
the three made the search indicated.
Under a rock, he said, Clyde, Moh-
ler found the badly decomposed part
of a notebook identified as that of
Maples. The book was exhibited in
court and also was identified by Isom
Maples, brother of the slain man,
who cried as he recognized the book
which said he had given Hugh and
also the battered hat of Hugh Map-
les, that was one of the exhibits.
The Mohler trial has brought to
Eastland one of the largest crowds
in the history of the court house.
Daily and nightly the throngs over-
flow the limited court room into the
corridors and down the stairways.
Frequently it has been necessary for
Judge Hill to order the doors lock-
ed so that no more people might
crowd in until some had left. -
Hugh Maples, who delivered rural
mail out of Cisco and used his new
Ford as a servige car after hours,
disappeared in August, 1922. His
body was found last March, in a shal-
low grave, across the line in Coryell
county. It was alleged that Robert
Mohler was the last person seen with
Maples, that Mohler engaged the car
driver to transport him to Comanche
and that Maples disappeared on this
trip. ;

Circumstantial Evidence
Most of the evidence against Moh-
ler to date has been circumstantjal.
Frank Haynes, of Coryell county,
testified that he found the body last
march while cutting timber. It was
in a grave not over four inches deep.
Mrs. Lulu Burton and her daughter,
who live at Carbon, on the Rock road,
told of two men in a new car stopping
at their place on the August date
mentioned, to inquire about roads.
They described one of the men®to

fit the appearance of Maples and
identified Robert Mohler in the court-
room as the other.

The following statement is issued
by Collector of Internal Revenue
George C. Hopkins of the second dis-
trict of Texas.

Forms 1099 and 1096 for filing re-
turns of information are available to-
day at the office of the collector of
internal revenue at Dallas, Texas and
the following branch offices, Abilene,
Dallas,, Fort Worth, Tyler, and
Wichita Falls, Texas.

The early release will be of aid
to firms, corporatjons and businesses
employing largle forces, which an-
nually are required to report to the
commissioner of internal revenue at

Washington payments of $1,000 or

more made during the preceding cal-
endar year.
A separate return of information
for each employe whose salary for
1923 was $1,000 or more is required
of employers on Form 1099, Farm
1096, on which. must »e shown the
number pf separate returns, serves
as a letter of transmittal.

Banks and similar o rganizations

are required to report interest paid or
credited to a depositor if the total
during the year equalled or exceed-
ed $1,000. Information returns are
carefully checked with individual re-
turns. If in a taxpayers individual
return a payment reported on an in-
formation return is omitted, action
by the bureau of internal revenue
follows.
Copies of the forms will be sent
to those who filed similar returns
for 1922. - The filing period is from
Jan. 1 to March 15, 1924.
