CIVIC WELFARE
Three Companies Doing Busi­

ness in Ranger Report Good 
Home Building Trtde.

Repair of properties in and around 
Ranger during September and the 
first week of October made the lum­
ber business more than hold its own, 
interviews with the managers of three 
lumber companies revealed today.

There is little or no rig building 
going on in the Ranger field, but 
the lumber companies here fared 
pretty well the past five weeks de­
spite the abnormal condition of the 
petroleum industry.

The lumber business is a reliable 
barometer to the welfare of the aver­
age family. The repair work being 
done on houses this year picked up 
the most in September.

The farmers are included among 
those who are improving the appear­
ance of their properties. C. W. Har­
less, manager of the Clem Lumber 
company and R. W. Balsch,£ manager 
of the Burtonn-Lingo company, said 
that a large number of farmers, es­
pecially those who are getting in on 
the good cotton market prices, are 
shingling their roofs and renewing 
the weather boarding of their farm 
houses.

Lumber business during September 
showed up surprisingly, even better 
than anticipated, with the W. R. Pick­
ering Lumber company, A. E. Echols, 
the manager, said today.

“ With no rig building going on, we 
did better than those conditions al­
low,”  he said.

The Pickering company has furn­
ished lumber for three houses in 
Rajnger and vicinity the last two. 
months. Also for the Merriman 
school building .

Most grades of lumber have ad­
vanced in price from $2 to $4 a thou­
sand feet, Harless of the Clem com­
pany said. 'The price increase is at­
tributed to the the Japanese national 
disaster and the improvements under 
way by railroad companies.

Statements by prominent men in 
the oil industry that the petroleum 
business will “ look up” within 60 
days is a hopeful sign for the lum­
ber men, Harless said.

The Clem company has the con­
tract for the Lone Star Gas com­
pany’s new cottages.

Ruhr and Rhineland 
Industry and Labor 
Study Co-Operation

PARIS, Oct. 8.— Negotiations be­
tween the German industrial group 
and the FrancO-Belgian occupational 
authorities looking to a resumption 
of industry and re-employment of 
labor in the Ruhr and Rhineland for 
the reparations account appear to be 
in a fair way to succeed.

JAY, Okla., Oct. 8.— Five unmask­
ed men held up the county jailer 
last night and released Ed Lockart, 
a noted bandit, after locking in a 
cell the jailer, Jack Carey, and a 
local merchant named Arthur who 
was visiting him at the time. They 
fled south in a high-powered motor 
car.

The actual hold-up was by an 18- 
year-old youth, the others in the 
party being stationed outside the 
jail to fight o ff resistance. The 
youth called to Lockart to get his 
clothes on as “ we have come for 
you.”  Lockart replied that he was 
ready. As he stepped out of the jail 
he was given a gun and climbed into 
the car.

The boy was recognized by Terry, 
as a youth living near the Pete Baker 
place, six miles west of here. Lock- 
art was at the Baker place when he 
was arrested. He was serving a 20- 
year sentence in the penitentiary, 
but had been granted a 90-day leave 
of absence by Governor Walton, who 
recently revoked it.

RETAIL COST OF FOOD 
IN CITIES OF U. S. ON 
STEADY UPWARD CLIMB

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8.— The re­
tail cost of food is increasing, ac­
cording to statistics compiled by the 
department of labor. An investiga­
tion of food prices by the bureau of 
labor statisticians shows changes in 
the retail price of food in 20 of the 
51 cities included in the report and 
reveals that the retail cost of food 
in the different cities has increased 
from 40 per cent to 58 per cent dur­
ing the period 1913 to the present 
time.

Members of Oklahoma 
Legislature Gather­
ing for Session Which 
Governor Has Called 
to Meet Next Thurs­
day.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Oct. 8.— Con­
sideration of impeachment charges 
against Governor Jack Walton will 
be the first order of business before 
the lower house of the Oklahoma 
legislature, which is scheduled to 
meet Thursday under a call issued 
by the governor late Saturday.

“ The governor’s order calling the 
legislature to meet was unneces­
sary,”  said W. D. McBee, leader of 
the legislative opposition to the 
state’s chief executive. “ The house 
has been in session since Sept. 26, 
when the members held a session in 
the capitol before they were dis­
persed by the military. We are free 
to take up impeachment charges 
against the governor today, if we 
wish.”

The request of the governor for 
specific legislation requiring the un­
masking of the Ku Klux Klan and 
laws prohibiting mobs and other un­
lawful gatherings will receive due 
attention, but probably will be de­
ferred until after an investigation 
of the governor’s office and other 
state offices.

The authority of the house to in­
vestigate the executive acts and the 
acts of other state officials will nol 
be disputed, according to Governor 
Walton, who declares he will wel­
come such an investigation. More 
than a score of house members were 
here early today and more were ex­
pected during the day.

JOBS FOR COOKS, BUT 
NOT FOR STENOGRAPHERS

VIENNA, Oct. 8.— “ Don’t come to 
America, girls, expecting to land at 
once comfortable jobs as stenograph­
ers or some kind of ‘high brow’ office 
work,”  is the advice to Vienna young 
women given through the newspapers 
by a Viennese now in New York.

“ What Americans desire mostly so 
far as employes are concerned,”  says 
the writer of the letter, “ are young- 
women willing to work in the kitchen 
or as maids, and who don’t want to go 
out much at night. I write perfect 
English but speak it with a slight ac­
cent, and therefore could not find a 
position 3s a stenographer. But there 
have been plenty of offers of a job 
as a cook. I cannot cook, and I have 
no job.”

of the governor, which was officially 
filed today with the secretary of 
state.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Oct. 8. —  
Preparations for the test of strength 
between members of the legislature 
and Governor Walton that will come 
with the convening of the special 
sessioin moved forward today.

W. P. McBee, leader of the opposi­
tion to Governor Walton, declared 
today that from 20 to 30 members 
of the legislature, who were dispersed 
last week, have been meeting daily. 
He said that on the date .specified by 
the governor in his call Saturday, 
the house would merely meet in 
open session. The sessions since 
Sept. 26 have been executive.

Although the call was to consider 
Ku Klux Klan activities, it is gen­
erally believed that the impeachment 
proceedings first will come up for 
consideration. It is not certain the 
governor’s recommendations will 
come up first. House members have 
indicated that certain of their own 
members* will receive attention.

It is indicated that some members 
of the state departments beside the 
governor will be (investigated and 
the session may last for months.

NEGRO ‘VOODOO’ 
CHARMER KILLS 

PRETTY NURSE
Tragedy Occurs Near Pitts­

burg j Girl’s Head Crushed 
With Rock.

• PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 8.— Loren­
zo Savage, a negro “ voodoo”  doctor-, 
confessed early today, according to 
the police, to the murder of Miss El­
sie Barthel, 28, a pretty nurse.

Miss Barthel was killed Saturday 
night and her body was found Sun­
day morning, the head crushed in 
with a heavy rock, in a driveway 
under the portico of a, deserted 
Bloomfield mansion in the east end. 
In one hand she held a number of 
cards, in the other an empty en­
velop, which had contained several 
hundred dollars when she left home 
Saturday night, according to her 
mother, to keep an appointment with 
the negro and buy from him a “ love 
charm” he had offered to ŝ ell her.

Savage has been working here as a 
butler for Dr. R. S. Marshall, for 
whom Miss Barthel worked as a 
nurse.

Savage has confessed, the police 
claim, to striking the girl in the face 
when she changed her mind about 
paying him the money, after which 
he seized a granite block weighing 
about 75 pounds and crushed her 
head. He confessed to having- lured 
the girl to the deserted mansion to 
sell her the so-called love charm.

Miss Barthell was killed by the 
negro voodoo doctor, when she re­
fused to give him $395 for “ curing 
her love ills,”  according to his con­
fession to city detectives.

Seven murders have been report­
ed the past week in addition to the 
killing of the nurse. Thomas Rowlen, 
73, was shot by unidentified negroes 
and Rtos?e, his . 11-year-old grand­
daughter, was attacked and shot. 
Two negro suspects are held. The 
headless and nude body of Charles 
McGregor was found in a girl’s 
dressing room of a swimming pool 
here' last week.

Other murders include an Italian, 
said to be the victim of a gang war, 
and Anthony Sarich, stabbed to 
death, which the police charge by a 
man friendly with Mrs. Sarich, and 
a boy charged with killing his 
father.

OLDFIELD SEES 
INCREASED USE 
OF NEW BRAKES

Four-Wheel System Already 
Proved in Europe, Says 
Famous Raci'ng Driver.

By BARNEY OLDFIELD
Sometime ago I wrote about four- 

wheel brakes and at that time made 
the prediction that many prominent 
makers would announce cars with this 
equipment. The public has already 
heard of the great strides this form 
of braking has made and before an­
other few months have passed many 
more makers will adopt four-wheel 
brakes.

Over in Europe, France leads with 
this equipment. England, Belgium,
Italy and Germany follow. There are 
around seventy-five makes of foreign 
cars with four-wheel brakes. One 
make —  Isotta-Franschini— has used 
four,-wheel brakes continuously since 
1909, so the four-wheel types are 
hardly new.

Recently there have come to my 
ears all sorts of ridiculous stories 
shout what four-wheel brakes will not 
do. While in New York in August, I 
heard about a certain branch manager 
who was hurt because his four-wheel 
brake car overturned. In Buffalo I 

v heard the same story about the 
branch manager there. In Chicago I 
heard a similar story.
BACKER ABROAD.

It is quite obvious that stories of 
that kind are circulated by some force 
that does not like the progress being 
made by the companies that are using 
four-wheel brakes. They are trying 
to discredit this type. It can’t be 
done. You might as well question 
the judgment of all the good engin­
eering brains of France and Italy,
Belgium and Germany. The braking 
systems here are based on designs 
that had their origin abroad.

In the first place let me say that 
four-wheel brakes are safer than two- 
wheel. The reason for the adoption 
of four-wheel brakes was the need of 
greater safety. The need has existed >
for 10 years. We made our cars 
faster, more powerful, rapid accelera­
tors, but foi'got all about making 
them “ good stoppers.” The railroad 
companies developed braking first 
and then increased their speeds, for 
it was not until the advent of the air 
brake and a brake on each wheel that, 
railroad trains dared to go over 30 
miles an hour. Now we travel at 60 
and 70 miles an hour and the train 
can be brought to a stop within its 
own length. In the automobile field 
we developed engines and bodies and 
nearly every part of the car and the 
brakes were hardly touched. In re­
cent years brakes have become Worse, 
as a matter of fact, for diameters 
could not be increased because the 
wheel sizes have been getting smaller 
and smaller.
LAST LONGER.

The smaller the brake diameter tha 
less effective it is in braking, the 
wider the brake the longer it' will last.
The brake diameter may be consid­
ered simply as a lever and it is the 
length of a lever that counts, not 
how wide it is. When there are four 
levers of a given size they are bound 
to be more effective than two levers 
of the same length (diameter). That

i is why four-wheel brakes stop a car
quicker. The four brakes do not 
have to be applied for so long a 
period. Four-wheel brakes last long­
er because the four brakes wear far 
less than two brakes that have to do 
the same work of stopping.

One of the questions that has been 
asked often is the effect that the 
front brakes have on steering. As a 
matter of fact, steering is easier on 
cars with four-wheel brakes because 
of the fact that the designs call for 
inclining the steering king bolt. When 
the bolt is inclined, the so-called cen­
ter point or caster is obtained.
4-WHEEL BRAKES WILL GROW.

In every four-wheel braking system 
there i3 provision for automatically 
releasing the otiter brake on a turn.
If the outer brakes locked there 
would be an appreciable, effect on 
steering, but the designers knew that 
and made automatic provision for it.
If there were any danger in four- 
wheel brakes half of the motoring 
population of France, Italy and Bel­
gium would have been in hospitals 
long ago.

I appreciate the fact that not all 
car manufacturers have engineering 
departments that can design a correct 
four-wheel braking system, but that 
is not saying that in time they will 
not be able to do so. They are all 
working on four-wheel brakes now ’ 
and sooner or later they will adopt 
them whether the cars are heavy or 
light.

The automobile owner will then 
have as much braking ability a*:* he 
has engine ability. As it is now he 
has engine power and speed that he 
rarely .uses to the maximum but oc­
casionally he wants to use them. So 
it should be with brakes. He should 
have a wide range of ability. He 
should be able to stop in a few car 
lengths going at 40 miles an hour. He 
may not have to do that more than 
once a month, but then that once a 
month will save many lives.

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YANKS PITCHING 
STAFF SUPERIOR 

TO THE GIANTS
More Better Pitchers on Staff 

Than on Any Major League 
Club.

NEW YORK, Oct. 8.— Giving the 
New York Giants the full advantage 
of the doubt, it might be assumed 
that on the offense and defense of 
the infield and the outfield the Na­
tional league champions have at le,ast 
a small margin of superiority over 
the Kankee American league pen­
nant winners.

Beyond all doubt, however, inso­
far as season records may be expect­
ed to hold good during the world’s 
series, the pitchers of the Yankees 
are a vastly superior lot to those of 
the Giants.

How much more and better pitch­
ers will be a factor in deciding the 
baseball championship of the world, 
only the series itself will be able to 
prove.

Last year the same vaunted 
strength of the Yankees in the box 
did not deliver a championship and 
the Giants, playing real baseball be­
hind comparatively poor pitchers, 
won the series.

In Sam Jones, Waite Hoyt, Herb 
Pennock, Joe Bush and Bob Shaw- 
key the Yankees have perhaps tlje 
most formidable staff of pitchers 
that a baseball club has ever pos­
sessed. There may have been better 
pitchers on other teams in the past 
and there may be better pitchers in 
the major leagues, but there never 
have been more better pitchers on 
any club.

Against them the Giants’ staff, 
consisting of Jack Scott, Art Nehf, 
Mule Watson, Rosy Ryan and: Jack 
Bentley, suffers by comparison. At 
his best, each one of the Giant pitch­
ers would be a match for one of the 
Yankee hurlers, but the weakness of 
the McGriw staff consists of its lack 
of consistency.

McGraw can never be certain 
when he makes a selection that he 
will not have to make a substitution 
in the box before the end of an in­
ning. The erratic form shown by 
the Giant pitchers through two sea­
sons has led “ wise cracks” to be 
made recently that Jones would pitch 
the opening game of the series for 
the Yankees and that Scott, Nehf, 
Ryan and Jonnard would pitch for 
the Giants.

Coming into the series last fall, 
National league supporters looked 
with distress upon the weak pitching 
staff o f the Giants and considered 
as most ominous the apparent su­
periority of the American league 
champions in the box. It was pre­
dicted that all the Yanks would have 
to do would be to toss the glove of 
one of their star pitchers in the box 
and the Giants would be beaten.

No such a thing happened. The 
pitchers of both teams pulled unex­
pected form. The Giant pitchers 
went like champions aand the star 
Yankee hurlers were complete 
busts.

The same pre-series conditions ex­
ist this year and it is impossible to 
predict that the same form will nob 
be followed that so completely turn­
ed over all calculations last fall.

If anything, the Yankee pitching 
Staff is stronger this year and has 
more variation.

Sam Jones, who was of little value 
last season, was one of the best 
pitchers in the major leagues this 
year. He has been so skillfully han­
dled that he maintained his form 
through the entire season and was 
most effective at the end of the 
schedule.

Herb Pennock, the former Boston 
southpaw, has also had a great sea­
son. The Yanks had no left-hander 
to shoot at the Giants last year, but 
that was not much of a handicap as 
the National league champions have 
never been a mark for southpaw,

Pennock, however, will be a valu­
able addition to the team.

TABLETS TO SWALLOW 
MAY TAKE PLACE OF 
TYPHOID VACCINATION

By Associated Press.

PARIS, Oct. 8.— A new method of 
anti-typhoid vaccination, by which 
serum is swallowed instead of inject­
ed, has just received official recog­
nition through the inclusion of the 
name of Professor,. Alexandre Bes- 
redka of the Pasteur institute in the 
list of those connected with the 
Legion of Honor on the occcasion of 
the Pasteur centenary.

One of the last works in which the 
late Professor Elie Metchnikoff ‘was 
engaged was a search for a simpler 
means of vaccination against ty­
phoid. Although the existing meth­
ods had proved their value during the 
war they had serious drawbacks in 
that a skilled staff was necessary to 
apply them and the discomfort fol­
lowing the first injection was liable 
to induce many to avoid vaccination 
altogether or neglect the remainder 
of the treatment.

Besredka established thc.t the 
chosen tissue for typhoid is the in­
testine, and he succeeded in prepar­
ing a vaccine which taken through 
the mouth, reaches the intestine 
quicker than by ordinary vaccina­
tion.

THREE GROUPS COTTON 
SEED EXIST, IT IS SAID

AUSTIN, Oct. 8.— As a result of 
recent discoveries made by the state 
department of agriculture with re­
gard to tests of cotton seed germina­
tion, a new system of testing has been 
started by which the seeds are group­
ed into three different classes, ac­
cording to a statement of today made 
by J. M. Del Curto, chief of the 
division of plant pathology and seeds 
of the state department.

“ There seems to be three groups of 
cotton seeds with respect to germina­
tion,”  Mr. Del Curto said, in explain­
ing the new sysaem. “ These three 
classes may be named as follows, 

those which germinate poorly under 
all conditions; those which germinate 
well under both favorable and less 
favorable conditions; and third, those 
which are peculiarly sensitive to con­
ditions, and germinate well under 
favorable surroundings of tempera­
ture and moisture, and germinate 
very poorly under slightly adverse 
conditions. It has been found that 
a pre-soaking of cotton seeds shows 
quite uniformly the percentage of 
live seed.”

Until the value of the pre-soaking 
method is further determined, it was 
stated that the former regulation 
method of grading seed will be ap­
plied. However, the pre-soaking will 
be used to supplement the regulation 
test.

Information regarding the new 
system has been sent to seed houses 
over the state by Del Curto. Inspec­
tors of the state department are at 

this time making extensive inspect 
tions of cotton seeds.

FORT WORTH, Oct. 8.— Yarns 
of sailing the sea on a picturesque 
wind-jammer with sails bellying in 
the breeze, read all right but they 
don’t mean anything in these days 
on the Gulf of Mexico at least.
