BUSINESS MEN 
SEEK FARMING 
LANDS REVIVAL

Agricultural Survey to B e  
Made to Aid in Developing 

County’s Resources.

Since the deflation of the oil 
boom, there has been a slump in 
agriculture in the Eastland com­
munity and throughout Eastland 
county at this time there is an in­
calculable acreage of excellent farm 
land that is not being utilized to its 
best advantage.

The Eastland Chamber of Com­
merce has undertaken to revive in­
terest in farming or at least to 
stimulate the agriculturalists to 
make the most of their opportuni­
ties. Eastland county is a com­
munity of vast resources that ought 
to be making great strides forward. 
The county has untold assets besides 
oil and was a prosperous farming 
and stock raising community before 
oil ever was dreamed of. The cham­
ber of commerce wants to revive 
these days of rural prosperity.

To this end, at the last meeting of 
the board of directors of the cham­
ber, plans were discussed for the 
gathering of all essential farm facts 
in the county. An agricultural sur­
vey is to be made. Ways and means 
for this are yet to be worked out by 
a special committee, but the plan 
undertaken by the chamber is to list 
every acre of land in Eastland coun­
ty, its owner, its tenants, the use to 
which it now is being put, if any, the 
number and character of buildings 
thereon and such other facts as are 
available.

Valuable Inform ation.
It probably will take a long time 

to get at this information and the 
plan of campaign is not yet com­
plete, but when the work is done, the 
chamber of commerce will have at 
hand accurate information, facts and 
figures as to the agricultural re­
sources of the county, the percent­
age of efficiency in the utilization 
of this land and the available oppoi’- 
tunities for selling, buying, renting 
and development of all farms.

This information, when complete, 
will be on tap for all inquirers, avail­
able to real estate brokers, promot­
ers and home seekers. The chamber 
officials will see to it that this classi­
fied information is forwaz'ded to as­
sociate chambers and also placed in 
the immigration bureau of rail­
roads and such other agencies.

A concerted and organized effort 
is to be made to stimulate farm life, 
as the best means of increasing the 
business of Eastland. There are 
thousands of acres of fertile land in 
the county, fit for raising almost 
every conceivable crop. There is 
money to be made in wheat and corn 
as well as in cotton, in sweet pota­
toes, sorghum, alfalfa, beans, onions 
and what not. If the boll weevil 
make cotton hazardous, it will be 
easy to try diversification. But it 
must be borne in mind that Eastland 
county used to produce 50,000 bales 
of cotton in a season and perhaps 
could do it again.

Last but by no means least, the 
poultry possibilities of Eastland 
county today are unlimited. There 
is a never-satisfied market close at 
home for chickens and eggs. There 
are nearly 60,000 persons here at 
home that have to eat and they will 
consume more chickens and eggs 
than are now  being produced. Then 
there are Dallas and Fort Worth 
close at hand, Kansas City and St. 
Louis a day’s journey away.

Suitable Poultry Sites. . .
Along the brick highways of East- 

land county, easy of access from ev­
ery direction, there are 20 miles of 
land excellent for poultry runs that 
is not now used for anything. All 
this domain easily could be convert­
ed into chicken ranches and with the 
good roads and the railway easily 
accessible, there would be a steady 
all-the-year-round market. There is 
money to be made in chickens and 
eggs, with small outlay and not a 
great deal of work.

One place in California, that rais­
es more poultry than any other one 
center in the United States, has to 
send to Texas for its chicken feed.

Letter From Berlin 
Carries Fifteen 
Million Marks 

Stamps
Perhaps the most stamped 

letter ever handled by the 
Eastland osto ffice  has been re­
ceived by the law firm o f Bur­
kett, Orr & McCarthy.

Fifteen million German marks 
was the cost o f  transporting 
the missive.

The letter was written to the 
attorneys from  Berlin, by W il­
liam L. W est, form erly o f East- 
land. He is in Germanay on 
business and wrote the letter in 
Berlin early in October.

It is just a friendly letter, 
telling Judge Joe Burkett about 
some o f the queer legal customs 
in Germany, as contrasted with 
Texas jurisprudence.

It bore three red stamps, o f  
about the same appearance as 
the 2-cent stamp o f this coun­
try, but each stamp was for 
5,000,000 marks.

Gang of Bandits 
Terrorize and Rob 

Village In Kansas

OGDEN, Kan., Nov, 8.— A gang 
of about 10 bandits raided this town 
before daylight this morning, terror­
ized the residents and, while holding 
officers at bay, blew open the safe 
in the Ogden State bank and escap­
ed with about $2,000 in cash and a 
large amount of securities.

The bandits drove into town in 
two automobiles. One band cut all 
wires leading from the town and 
held off officers and citizens for 
two hours, while the others worked 
to open the safe. The robbers out­
side the bank fired at intervals and 
the bullets whizzing down the street 
discouraged residence from putting 
their heads out of doors.

Charge after charge exploded be­
neath the safe, before it was finally 
opened. Then with a parting fusi- 
lade of bullets as they drove out of 
town the bandits made a hurried 
get-away.

A posse of soldiers from Fort 
Riley had taken up pursuit of the 
band within a half hour after they 
had left the town.

The bandits posted guards a tprin- 
cipal points of vantage and began 
work on the vault. Whenever a res­
ident approached or a light went on 
shots were fired in that direction.

One citizn, however, circled the 
town and drove eight males to a ru­
ral telephone office and notified of­
ficers at Junction City and Man­
hattan.

A posse of officers from Junction 
City and augmented by soldiers from 
Fort Riley, reached Ogden within 
half an hour after the bandits had 
left.

COTTON GINNING REPORT

ginned to Nov. 1 from the crops of 
1922 and 1923 (round bales being 
counted as half bales) totaled in run­
ning bales, 7,554,587 in 1923 and 
8,139,125 in 1922. Round bales num­
bered 194,677 in 1923 and 142,269 
in 1922.

American-Egyptian cotton totaled 
11,521 bales in 1923 and 13,335 
bales in 1922.

BEFORE SENATE

OKLAHOMA CITY, Nov. 8.— The 
reply of Governor Walton to the im­
peachment charges was both “ imma­
terial and irrelevant,” House Leader 
Disney said today in filing the prose­
cution’s answer to the defense. The 
senate court was scheduled to open 
at 1 o’clock and it was expected that 
presentation of the evidence sup­
porting the 22 charges of impeach­
ment would be presented to the 
court as rapidly as possible and 
might be completed by Tuesday.

Federal Judge John H. Cotteral at 
Lawton, late Wednesday, refused 
the restraining order asked by dov- 
ernor Walton to halt his impeach­
ment trial. An excerpt in Gover­

MEXICO CITY, Nov.— A motor­
truck loaded with machine guns, two 
score rifles and two bags of ammu­
nition was discovered by the police 
late yesterday in a suburb of the city.

Jorge Preto Laurans, former mayor 
of the city and now leader of the 
Co-operatista party, which is support­
ing the presidential candidacy of 
Adolfo de la Huerta, has demanded 
a return of the truck, asserting that 
the arms with which it was loaded 
were destined for San Luis Potosi 
and were to be used to defend that 
city from marauders. He contend­
ed that he had been recognized as 
governor of San Luis Potosi, which 
was threatened by the Callistas.

President Obregon, replying to a 
message from Co-operatista deputies 
in which they charged that a plot was 
under way for their assassination, of­
fers them protection guarantees and 
advises them! to bring their conspiracy 
charges before the courts.

ATLANTA, Nov. 8.— W. J. Sim 
irons, emperor of the Ku Klux Klan, 
today issued a signed statement, in 
Which he hui’led a challenge to Dr. 
W. H. Evans, imperial wizard of the 
klan, “ to come out of hiding and give 
the public the facts,’ ’in connection 
with the shooting of William Coburn, 
attoz-ney for Simmons, by Phil Fox, 
editor of the Night Hawk, official or­
gan of the impei’ial palace.
■ “ I ami astonished that Dr. Evaizs 
remains in hiding at critical times as 
these, when newspaper men and other 
klan officials -are unable to find any­
one at the impei'ial palace willing to 
meet these men for a '.statement, 
which they are entitled to,”  Emperor 
Simmons said.

Dr. Fred B. Johnson, chief of staff 
to Emperor Simmons, who returned 
from Birmingham, where he had gone 
after Simmons, also issued a state­
ment. He explained his sudden de­
parture after he had sworn peace 
Warrants against Dr. Evans, Brown 
Harwood, IT. K. Ramsey and T. J. 
McKinnon, klan officials, by saying 
that “ I had what I considered a re­
liable tip that certain parties we»e 
taking the midnight Birmingham for 
the purpose of getting the colonel out 
of the way by the murder route.”

Auditor Testifies to 
Receipts, Debts of 

Cook’s Companies
By Un'ted Press

FORT WORTH, Nov. 8— Receipts 
from the sale of stock in the Pro­
ducers Petroleum association and 
other companies of Dr. Frederick 
Cook, on trial here in the federal 
court on charges of using the mails 
to defraud ,produced $430,813 be­
tween March 31, 1922, and Jan. 31, 
1923, Auditor McTheeny, who audit­
ed the company’s books, testified to­
day. He said, too, that the com­
pany’s books showed a deficit of 
$147,064 in July, 1922, and this had 
been increased to $306,719 on Jan. 
31, 1923.

McTheeny explained that these 
figures did not include outstanding 
liability of $1,600,000 on Jan. 1 of 
this year, incurred by Cook’s merger 
deals. Two stock dividends were 
paid by the company, amounting to 
$30,034, which were paid from funds 
received from oil stock, McTheeny 
testified.

Louisiana Judge
Faces Motion to 

Disqualify Self

BASTROP, La., Nov. 8.—Judge 
Fred Odom of Bastrop faced his foes 
among the Ku Klux Klan today to 
render a decision whether he would 
voluntarily cease to preside at the 
misdemeanor trials of the klansmen 
charged with minor offenses or let 
the defendants carry a motion to un­
seat him to the state supreme court. 
Meanwhile, whatever the court’s de­
cision may be in this matter, the con­
victions of Captain Skipworth and 
four followers for minor offenses in 
Morehouse parish are definitely at an 
end for the time being.

Counsel for Skipworth and the oth­
er defendants charged with misde­
meanors have demanded that Judge 
Odum declare himself incompetent to 
adjudicate the cases on the ground 
that he is biased and prejudiced 
against the defendants. Judge Odom, 
a resident of ana owner of considez-able 
property in Bastrop, was elected for a 
term that expires next fall. He is a 
fearless fighter, no one doubts who 
has seen him, facing an audience un­
doubtedly sympathetic with the de­
fendants, find man after man guilty 
of the offense charged against him.

Former Heir To The 
German Throne 

Is Better Off 
In Holland

PA.RIS, Nov. 8.— The allied 
council o f  ambassadors decided 
today to ask the Dutch govern­
ment not to allow form er Crown 
Prince Frederick William to 
leave Dutch territory, where he 
has b?en in exile since the war, 
and also tq ask the German gov­
ernment not to allow him to en­
ter Germany ,as he is on the list 
o f  persons charged with war 
crimes whose arrest is sought by 
the allies.

M’Adoo Is Given 
Encouragement In 
Race for President

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8.— William 
G. McAdoo today received assurances 
from political leaders of various part­
ies that his nomination by the Dem­
ocrats for the nation’s presidency 
would preclude a third party move­
ment in 1924. The former secretary 
of the treasury is expected to lose 
little time in casting his hat into the 
ring as a result of the encourage­
ment given him by party leaders. 
He was given to understand, to,, that 
he might expect the support of the 
West.

These assurances were given dur­
ing one of the most unusual can­
vasses in political histoi'y. Senators 
Borah of Idaho and Fraser of Noi’th 
Dakota, both Republicans; Wheeler 
of Montana, also a Republican, and 
Glass of Virginia, Democrat, ex­
pressed shniilar views. Unless Henry 
Foi’d becomes an active candidate, 
McAdoo wras told, he might expect 
to have clear sailing.

McAdoo intends to make an ag­
gressive campaign and will hold the 
Republicans responsible for the plight 
of the farmei’s. He will advocate 
both lower taxes and lower freight 
z'ates.

EASTLAND TAILORING 
CO. SUFFERS LOSS BY 

FIRE IN DRYING ROOM

JUDGE ODOM OVERRULES 
MOTION OF DEFENDANTS 

AND ADJOURNS COURT
BASTROP, La., Nov. 8.— Judge 

Fi’ed Odom today over-ruled a mo­
tion of the defense in the M'orehouse 
misdemeanor trials that he disqualify 
himself. The defendant’s counsel 
imlmediiately gave notice that it would 
anply to the supreme court for a writ 
of certiorari. They charged the 
court was biased and prejudiced.

Judge Odom fined J. K. Skipworth, 
exalted cyclops of the Mer Rouge 
klan, J. B. McIntosh, Benton Pratt 
and Marvin Picketts $10 and costs. 
They were convicted Monday of car­
rying firearms on the property of 
others.

The fine was the limit ,and if they 
default, a term of five days in jail 
faces them. The only reason the 
court did not send them to jail it was 
announced, was that the raid occur­
red with the permission of Sheriff 
Carpenter.

Fire bi*oke out shoi’tly before 10 
o’clock Thursday morning in the dry­
ing room of the Eastland Tailoring 
company, steam and dry cleaners, at 
211 South Lamar street.

Very prompt response by the East- 
land fire department and the efficient 
work of a corps of volunteer helpers 
probably precented a sei’ious loss.

Neighbors helped carry all clothing 
and material out of the tailor shop, 
to nearby stores, while the firemen 
with the chemical apparatus kept the 
blaze confined to the drying depart­
ment, a frame “ lean-to” at the l’ear.

Chai'les Fields and S. J. Arthur, 
proprietors of the place, were unable 
to account for the fire, deeming it 
probable that an explosion started it. 
They estimated their loss at about 
$500 and numerous patrons of the 
establishment went about all day won­
dering if by any chance their other 
suits could have been in the blaze.

BURGLARS RAID, 
RANGER STORE 

OF J.M. WHITE
Carry Off Expensive Clothing 

to Value of Several Thou­
sand Dollars.

Burglars, who broke into the J. M. 
White & company department stoz’e 
sometime last right and stole men 
and women’s clothing, shoes and lug­
gage equipment which on the first 
checkup was estimated to be worth 
$1,220, woi’ked ever almost the en­
tire store. No burglary insurance is 
carried.

Affecting an entrance to the east 
door on Main street by means of pry­
ing loose a Yale night lock, the burg­
lars helped themselves to three grips 
and one suitcase, which were display­
ed on a top shelf immediately to the 
right at the east entrance. Twenty 
feet to the rear on the same row of 
shelves, five shoe boxes were left 
empty under a counter.

On a counter in the main aisle in 
the men’s department, on the same 
side of the store, five men’s suits and 
four overcoats were reported to be 
missing.

Like Fur Chokers
Going over to the women’s depart­

ment on the nest side of the store, 
the burglars lifted between 10 and 
12 fur chokers, valued from $2.50 to 
$35, from.a big show case in the main 
aisle.

Nearly half of the women’s silk 
dresses in a mirrored compartment. 
Were removed. Sixteen hangers were 
found piled up in a heap at the rear 
door by which the burglars left after 
completing their haul. These dresses 
Were valued by J. M. White, principal 
owner of the store, as wTorth from $25 
to $50 each.

About $25 in change was taken 
from the cash register. Other articles 
may be missing, White said, but early 
this morning he and his clerks had 
only been able to account for those 
articles where some evidence of the 
theft had been left behind, such as 
hangers or empty boxes and also from 
memory.

White said it might take most of 
the day to make a complete checkup 
before finally estimating his loss.

Assistant Chief L. E. Davenport 
and Deputy Sheriff Haden Neal went 
to work on the bold robbery as soon 
as it was discovered after the store 
Was opened up this morning.

Night Watchman Away
Sam B. Henry, who has been stay­

ing at the store at nights, was not 
in the store last night, he having gone 
to the country. On the night of Oct. 
25. Henry frightened a negro by name 
of Ross Johnson from the stoi-e, when 
he attempted to break his way in by 
ci'ashing the glass on the rear door. 
He was later arrested at his home 
and is now in the county jail. An 
unsuccessful attempt at burglary was 
made last spring.

The staple on the back door was 
broken off and the heavy lock was 
broken and left on the floor. Half 
of an automobile spring and a chisel, 
used in breaking in, were left also by 
the back door. A leather coat and a 
raincoat, both considerably worn, 
were dropped cai'elessly by the side 
of a galvanized iron store building at 
the rear of the White building. In the 
pocket of the leather Icoat was found 
some cotton seed. Nothing else was 
found in the pockets.

Burglars Are “Choosy.”
The burglars discriminated in the 

selection of certain articles. Thi’ee 
pairs of shoes, size 11, one pair size 
10 1-2 and one size 7, were taken from 
shoe boxes. A brown suit of clothes 
was selected, but the coat and vest 
were tossed aside. A black suit of 
clothes was examined and the vest 
left behind. The four complete suits 
stolen were size 42.

BIT OF EFFRONTERY.
The Rev. J. Frank Norris, of the

Whatever the merits or demerits 
of the Rev. Mr. Norris, his lawsuit is 
a bit of affrontery and an attempt 
at high-handedness. A. H. Belo & 
company own The Dallas News and 
conduct it as a business. They fix 
the political policy of their prop­
erty and they are responsible for it.

The successful merchant selects 
for his shelves the kinds of goods that 
he thinks best for his customers and 
those on which he can build up his 
business. He does not carry articles 
for which he knows there will be no 
demand, or put in stuff that he knows 
would hurt his patrons. A mandamus 
suit against a retailer to force him 
to carry a line of goods that he did 
not want would be viewed as a joke, 
if nothing worse.

The successful newspaper, to pro­
tect its readers and safeguard their 
interests ,is compelled to exercise 
judgment. It is not a matter for ad­
verse criticism and court action, when 
the newspaper rejects certain news 
stories that it thinks objectionable 
and “ bad business.”  Equally, the 
conscientious publisher, acting for 
welfare of his readers, should reject 
advertising matter that he thinks 
objectionable.

| ^Thirteen Thousand Laws Arc 
Enacted in .Year

Although there is said to be no exact 
record of the number of laws on the stat­
ute books of the nation, experts have cal­
culated that in one year, 13,000 of 40,000 
bills presented in the legislatures of 35 
states, were passed at a cost of about 
$900 each. Congress handles from 10,000 
to 20,000 bills each session, and, it is es­
timated, passed 930 before its last ad­
journment. Estimators figure that there 
are between 50,000 and 100,000 state and 
federal laws.

That adds to the expense. But East- 
land county can raise more chicken 
feed than all the chickens could eat 
and thus one item of overhead is re­
duced.

It is to get action on all these ag­
ricultural resources tha tthe cham­
ber of commerce has put its shoulder 
to the wheel. First off, it is neces­
sary to get an accurate line on the 
county’s possessions and possibili­
ties. Then it must be determined 
how much of the county’s potentiali­
ties are in use. The proposed agri­
cultural survey will accomplish this.

T o Bring Homeseekers.
Then, when all available facts are 

at hand, it will be possible to work 
out a plan of campaign to bring in 
more farmers to Eastland county 
and to stimulate more activity 
among those already here.

Eastland county could be the ban­
ner county of Texas if there was not 
a barrel of oil beneath its surface. 
The chamber of commerce intends 
to do its best to see that Eastland 
county makes use of her talents to 
the fullest extent, or at least to a 
greater degree than is now the case.

FARM PRODUCTS PRICES 
MAY BE REGULATED BY 

COOPERATIVE MARKETING
DALLAS, Nov. 5.— Declaring that 

co-operative marketing is the only 
hope for solution of the farmer’s 
problems,”  and that “ there will be 
no return of prosperity until the 
proper relationship between the 
farmer and the rest of the people is 
restored,” former Governor Frank 
O. Lowden of Illinois and Republi­
can leader of nation-wide influence, 
spoke convincingly on the problem 
facing agriculture at the state fair 
of Texas, last week.

“ Regardless of what immediate 
measures of temporary relief the 
government may see fit to extend to 
wheat farmers of the country who 
are suffering from low prices of that 
commodity, the permanent solution 
of wheat farmers’ problems lies in 
commodity co-operative marketing 
such as is successfully in practice in 
California and in the cotton and to­
bacco growing states of the South 
and East,” he said.

“ You naturally ask how we shall 
restore the normal relationship be 
tween prices of farm commodities 
and service and other commodities 
and service. Many co-operative so­
cieties for the sale of farm products 
have been and are being formed. 
Organizations now being formed un­
der the direction of the American 
Farm Bureau federation are based 
upon sound economic principle, 
looking towards the orderly, intelli­
gent marketing of the various com­
modities.

“ Now is the time for the farmers 
of America to show their loyalty to 
their organizations, and to give 
their support to marketing co-opera­
tive societies. They are recognized 
as legitimate in the business world. 
The federal reserve board has rec­
ognized them through the extension 
of credit. The business world gen­
erally sees in the co-operative move­
ment a new and mighty force in the 
marketing and distribution of farm 
products.

“ Co-operative marketing is the 
only hope for the solution of the 
farmers’ problems and there will be 
no return to prosperity until the 
proper relationship between the 
farmer and the rest of the people is 
restored,”  Governor Lowden said.

How the barber came to “ horn 
in” on the dry raid was never made 
quite plain.

It was on a city election day in 
Ranger, 1921, that the fracas took 
place. Wilson was waiting for elec- 
tiotn returns when he saw Long.

“ There’s the fellow who helped 
tear up my house and I am going to 
whip him right now,”  was the state­
ment atttributed to Wilson and Long 
then and there “ got his.”

The prosecution exhibited a short 
stick, not more than 18 inches long, 
with which it was alleged Long was 
beaten. In reversing the case, the 
appellate court held the stick was 
not of sufficient size to be consider­
ed a deadly weapon.

Wilson, defended by Chastain,
Judkins & Chastain, was found 
guilty of aggravated assault to kill 
and to pay a fine of $1,000.

Burkett, Orr & McCarthy repre­
sented Wilson on appeal. The high­

Motor car purchasers, careful to 
consider safety elements in automo­
bile construction, are giving more 
and more attention all the time to 
cars in Which the operations neces­
sary for proper control in traffic are 
reduced to a minimum.

Several reasons instantly appear 
for this, principal of which is that 
the more complicated the construc­
tion or the more complex the ma­
nipulations necessary for control, 
the greater ai’e the chances for 
trouble and even dangers in opera­
tion.

Gives Driver Control.
A notable example of how this 

can be successfully carried out is 
found in the design and operation 
of the control of the Ford car which 
gives the didver exceptional com­
mand in traffic, in mud and sand — 
in fact in every place where facility 
of control is all-important.

The short wheelbase and small 
turning' radius insure easy turning 
of corners and convenience in 
maneuvering in and out of parking 
places. There is no excessive mo- 
titon of the steering wheel, and ac­
tion being direct, gives the driver the 
“ feel” of the road and facilitates 
steering.

In shifting gears, the driver’s at­
tention need not be distracted from 
the road ahead, as the shifting is 
made by his feet on the pedals and 
soon becomes automatic, and his 
hands are at all times on the steer­
ing wheel.

The all-important brake, chief ele­
ment of safety, is an outstanding 
feature of Ford control. Operating 
through the foot pedal with but lit­
tle effort, it exerts a quick grip and 
permits immediate stopping of the 
car. The action is simple. It is 
transmitted from the pedal directly 
to a drum on the driving shaft, giv­
ing the Ford owner a powerful, posi­
tive brake. Equalization of the 
braking effort is accomplished

through the differential, assuring 
even bi’aking on each rear wheel.

An emergency brake, operated by 
a hand lever and acting on the drums 
of the rear wheels, also is provided. 
Construction of this dual brake sys­
tem is of such simple and direct de­
sign that adjustment is seldom nec­
essary and the safety factor is al­
ways of the highest.

SJoseph  C .  Lincoln Collector of Antique 
Is Also Curator of

' By ROY A. GILES
The ancient alchemist spent 

weary years trying to transmute 
the baser metals into gold. Al­
though he was perhaps unpractical 
one must admit that he owned a 
true sense of values.

Someone has called Joseph C. 
Lincoln the “ Alchemist of Humor,” 
not wit or slap stick comedy—but 
that rarer, higher thing—Humor, 
and we like to think that his is a 
true sense of values.

Cape Cod is the angular and 
rugged scene of his life’s work. 
Its beauty seems rather grim; its 
standards somehow narrow to a 
lax and continentalized age. But 
Lincoln, the alchemist, has digged 
deep in human nature for the 
metals cf his transmutation and 
the result is—gold. Born amid 
the innumerable sea captains of 
that coast; that yankee strain 
from which we draw our best 
strength; he is ,perhaps the most 
typically American novelist of 
today.

Lincoln would be the despair of 
the psychoanalysts. Not a sex

problem peeps through the many 
pages of his books. It is all clean 
and sane and its popularity ar­
gues well for the sanity (under 
difficulties) cf the race. He loves

to fish and tell fish stories. What 
grisly complex dees this indicate? 
He has been known to preside at a 
clam bake. Perhaps at sometime 
he has been insulted by a clam and 
is actuated by revenge. For luck 
he collects and lightly swears by 
little Chinese josses in bronze. Is 
this retaliation against a careless 
Chinese laundryman? Ancient fur­
niture and glass appeal to him, and 
the more ancient the more appeal. 
What does this indicate? Frankly, 
we do not believe that Dr. Freud 
or his somewhat smudged asso­
ciates can tell us.

It is bromidie and not quite true 
to say that laughter is akin to 
tears. They are the opposite ends 
of the emotional scale. The chuckle 
is in between and sees both ends. 
Lincoln makes us chuckle. He him­
self chuckles. His humor sees the 
weak spots in humankind and 
greets them with sympathy as well 
as amusement. From Cap’n Eri to 
Doctor Nye all the long line of 
Lincoln books have kept us chuck­
ling.

Throughout there has been grad­
ual growth. Deepening sympathy

and understanding, a finer hu­
mor mark Lincoln’s work until 
in “ Doctor Nye,” his latest book, 
we find a masterly mingling of 
humor and pathos in which each 
gains by contrast. Dr. Ephraim 
Nye, brilliant, whimsical, pathetic, 
is not only Lincoln’s greatest char­
acter, but one of the outstanding 
and most appealing figures in 
modern literature. His rise from 
jailbird to the strongest force for 
good in the town of Ostable is a 
thrilling and heart stirring nar­
rative. Underneath all of the con­
flict, the suffering, the splendid 
victory, runs the Lincoln chuckle; 
as of one who knows humanity, 
condones its weaknesses, and sees 
and fans to life the little spark of 
Divinity in each breast. Katherine 
Powell, helping Doctor Nye in his 
life’s victory, is as clean and strong 
as the sea wind on that rugged 
coast. Lincoln has surpassed him­
self. He has indeed proven his 
right to be called: “The Alchemist 
of Humor” who in his crucibles 
transmutes the dross of common 
lives into the gold of high resolve 
and noble laughter.
