MEET HERE TO 
DISCUSS CURES

Treatment of Various Diseases 
Considered. Dr. Davis of 

Dallas Is Visitor.

Insulen, while a treatment, is not a 
cure for diabetes, Dr. J. Spencer 
Davis of Dallas, authority on 
diabetes, told the members of the 
Eastland County Medical society, who 
gathered here Tuesday afternoon for 
a regular session which was held in 
the green room of the Gholson hotel. 
“ Insulen is not a cure,” he declared. 
“ It is in no sense able to cure the dis­
ease. The day of starvation is over 
for the diabetes patient.

“ For the man who must work for 
his living by manual labor, and have 
his full three meals a day this is a 
Godsend,” he said. Insulen came into 
practical use nearly a year ago. Dr. 
Davis said he had been using insulen 
for three months. In presenting his 
subject, he said that diabetes is not 
simply sugar in the urine, as gen­
erally believed by the laity, but a 
disease of metabolism as a whole.

To Meet at Gorman.
The society will meet with the Co­

manche county medical society at 
Gorman on Aug. 14, Dr. W. H. Guy 
of Carbon, president of the Eastland 
society, announced at the close of the 
session. He said there was an agree­
ment with the neighboring county 
medical men to meet with them in 
August.

Papers were presented by Dr. 
James A. Shackelford, Dr. L. C. G. 
Buchanan, Dr. M. L. Holland, Dr. S. 
D. Terrell, D. D. S., and Dr. W. C. 
Palmer.

Cause of Disease.
Dr. Davis in opening defined the 

disease of diabetes, described the sev­
eral kinds of uncommon causes of 
s\ugar traces in the urine and. finally 
the now generally accepted cause of 
most cases of diabetes. He related 
the research work of a noted biolo­
gist,, who first declared that diabetes 
was due to a disease of the pancreas 
or a lesion. The experiments on a 
dog were described in which only one- 
tenth of the animal’s pancreas was 
left in the canine and the animal be­
came partly diabetic. “When the pan­
creas was entirely removed, the ani­
mal became wholly diabetic and died,” 
he said. “ His contentions on the pan­
creas were afterward found eminently 
correct.

“ When- the diabetic patient reaches 
a certain stage, he has no power of 
storing or utilizing his carbo­
hydrates,” said Dr. Davis, and de­
scribed briefly the making of insulen, 
which he said is an extract from the 
sweetbreads 6f hogs. “ It is chop­
ped up, carefully filtered and care­
fully standardized,” he said. It is 
filtered with alcohol and put in a 
saline solution with a preservative 
and hermetically sealed for use.

Rabbits Used In Safety Test.
“ To make sure of its standardiza­

tion as many as 100 rabbits were used 
in the tests to determine its safety. 
The university laboratory, where it 
was first tried out, refuses to let the 
drug be distributed promiscuously,

MAN OR WOMAN? 
GIRL BANDIT IS

STRANGE PERSON
Passes For Years as a Wife, 

Physicians Declare Her 
a Man.

CHICAGO, June 20.— Mrs. Fran­
ces Thompson, 32, identified as the 
girl bandit alleged to have shot and 
killed Richard Tesmer here several 
weeks ago, was unmasked as a wom­
an by physicians today. The examin­
ation is said to have disclosed one 
of the strangest cases of abnormal 
sexual conditions ever known to the 
medical profession.

Mrs. Thompson, when arrested yes­
terday, was identified by Mrs. Tes­
mer as the “ smiling blue-eyed girl” 
who killed her husband. She was 
dressed in feminine attire and claim­
ed to the police to be sexually abnor­
mal. It is said she has been the 
legal wife of Fred Thompson for 13 
years. For hours after her arrest 
and identification, Mrs. Thompson 
convinced the police, physicians and 
newspaper men that she was a wom­
an and preparations were being made 
to remove her to the woman’s deten­
tion ward, when physicians decided 
to make positive their aroused sus­
picions and discovered Mrs. Thomp­
son was in rpality a man.

FRIENDS MOURN FENLAW’S DEATH
World War Veteran and University of Texas Graduate; Uni- 

versally Beloved; Buried at Gilmer Today.

Sadness filled many homes and vision returned to America in August,
crept over numberless faces in Ran­
ger when the news of Roger Fenlaw’s 
tragic drowning in Moody creek, in 
East Texas, Monday morning became 
generally ' known yesterday ^after­
noon. Few deaths have touched the 
hearts of Ranger people as his, his 
acquaintances said last night. The 
first, comment to be made by his 
friends and acquaintances was his 
geniality, bubbling humor and his de­
sire to be of service to others. He 
was 36 years of age.

He was buried this afternoon in the 
cemetery of his home town, Gilmer.

It was originally planned to 
hold the services at 10:30 o’clock, ac­
cording to a telegram received by 
Mrs. L. R. Pearson from Mrs. Fen- 
law, but a change later was decided 
upon.

WINNSBORO, Texas, June 20—Mr. 
and Mrs. C. C. Chapman were shot 
and killed at 5:30 o’clock this morn­
ing by W. K. Bradford, father of Mrs. 
Chapman, who then shot and killed 
himself. The cause of the tragedy is 
unknown.

Chapman is the son of J. L. Chap­
man, state bank commissioner. He 
was in the banking business here. He 
was 31 years of age and his wife was 
27.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Chapman were 
killed with a shotgun, each being shot 
twice. Chapman was killed in bed 
and his wife was found a few feet 
from the bed. Bradford shot himself 
with a revolver.

The tragedy occurred in the home 
occupied jointly by the two families. 
Thei*e were no witnesses to the kill­
ing. Mrs. Bradford was the only other 
person in the house and she was in 
the kitchen preparing to get the 
breakfast. She heard the shots fired 
and ran up stairs to find her hus­
band, her daughter and her son-in- 
law already dead.

Mr. and Mrs. Bradford moved here 
about two months ago from Farmers­
ville, where he was a well known busi­

SICILIAN TOWNS

BY HOT LAVA
Stream Flows Slower, But 
Keeps Coming On. Trenches 

Quickly Filled.

CATANIA, Sicily, June 20.— Some 
of the latest reports from the stricken 
country about Mount Etna gave rise 
to the hope that the fury of the vol­
cano might have passed its period of 
greatest intensity. However, the sit­
uation is regarded as unchanged, with 
the stream of lava bearing slowly but 
inevitably upon Lingua Glossa. Dur­
ing the night the mouth of the crater 
was enlarged by a renewal of the ter­
rific convulsions.

Cerro has been covered by the lava 
and the road to Castioglani has been, 
blocked. The latter place seems al­
ready dead in a mantle of suffocat­
ing ashes. All troops in Sicily have 
set to work digging trenches on the 
mountain side in an effort to divert 
the lava from the towns into the 
valley.

SICILIANS W O R K IN G  TO
SA V E  TH E LARGER TO W N S

CATANIA, Sicily, June 20.— The 
flow of destructivq lava from 12 
craters of Mount Etna has decreased 
slightly today. Two more townships 
were completely destroyed during the 
night, but it was hoped that all of 
the larger and more important places 
might be saved. Giarre, a town of 
20,000 inhabitants has been evacu­
ated by all except the military.

It is believed, hoped, that the worst 
may be over. The lava is forming a 
crust and advancing more and more 
slowly. The people of Piedmont hes­
itated in their flight to witness the 
destruction of Cerro, which has been 
covered with ashes. The inhabitants 
of Cerro tried to avert the destruc­
tion of their town by digging trenches 
to divert the lava, but it came on and 
on in such quantities that it filled 
the trenches and then engulfed the 
town.

GET TOGETHER’ 
SAYS CRANE TO 
THE ROTARIANS

Makes Forceful Talk on “What 
Is the Matter with Ranger V* 

and Receives Thanks.

Frank B. Crane, of the Chestnut 
& Smith corporation, was the special 
guest of the Ranger Rotarians at 
luncheon in the Gholson hotel today, 
and addressed them on “What Is the 
Matter With Ranger?” The address 
was so forceful and so impressed the 
Rotarians with its sound logic, its 
high ideals and its general good, com­
mon sense that a rising vote of 
thanks was given to him.

Mr. Crane came to Ranger from 
Boston, where he was born and reap­
ed. He is a graduate of the Boston 
university, served three years as a 
member of the Massachusetts senate 
and was a member of the Massachu­
setts state Republican executive com­
mittee when he left Boston to come 
to Ranger. He told the Rotarians he 
was no novice in politics and his rec­
ord of service in Massachusetts 
proves it.

Avoid Personalities
Calling attention to the fact that 

in recent political campaigns in Ran­
ger he had heard no issues discussed 
or even mentioned and only person­
alities appearing to figure in elec­
tions, Mr. Crane said) that hand­
picked candidates should be avoided. 
He called upon the people to forget 
personal differences, to fight for live, 
progressive issues, to give their whole­
hearted support to officials elected 
by the people, to avoid carrying poli­
tics and elections into the courts and 
to work as a unit to build theiv^eity. 
He said he was not., never had been 
and never expected to be a member 
of the Ku Klux Klan, so could speak 
without bias when he said that it was 
senselesss to try to fight an organi­
zation which had the American flag 
at its head, and that it was equally 
senseless to let friendship for or an­
tagonism to any organization disturb 
friendships or split a community into 
factions.

Mr. Crane told of building now in 
progress in Breckenridge and in East- 
land and in Cisco, comparing condi­
tions in those two cities with condi­
tions in Ranger where no building is 
being done. “ A community must go 
forward or backward,” he declared.

One Man Killed, Several In­
jured, 49 Arrested.

SAVANNAH, Ga., June 20.—De­
serted streets in the vicinity of the 
jail were in marked contrast this 
morning with the stirring scene last 
night when a mob of 2,000 sought to 
lynch Walter Lee, negro, held for al­
leged criminal assault.

Walter Parker Jr. was the only per­
son killed ,but several are in hospitals 
in more or less serious condition. Par­
ker was shot in the first onward rush 
of the mob and died in a hospital, 
Troops were called out by the. mayor 
and a detachment of machine gunners 
took positions at the jail. A unit of 
field artillery and about 150 soldiers 
were still on guard at the jail this 
morning.

Atlantic liners are now taken from 
their regular schedules and placed at 
the disposal, for a nominal sum, of 
organized cruise parties, who travel 
in a luxury that no yacht could af­
ford.

On such a cruise the Wall Street 
banker or the Philadelphia lawyer 
may add to his circle of acquaintances 
a few rich cotton planters from the 
south, some wealthy lumber dealers 
from the Pacific northwest, a suc­
cessful grain dealer from the central 
states and a few leading manufactur­
ers, from New England. It was just 
such a fascinating diverse group, 
which recently completed, on the La­
conia, the first pleasure cruise to go 
completely around the world.

So popular and so successful have 
these cruises been, with their out­
standing social features, that their 
number is increasing yearly and the 
routes are becoming more diversi­
fied. It is estifnated that more than 
J),000 Americans from all sections 
of the country thus circumnavigated 
the globe during the past winter.

Last winter more Americans par­
ticipated in such “ super-yachting” 
cruises than have cruised on private 
yachts in the past twenty years.

M ESSAG ES IN BO TTLES
CAST UP B Y TH E SE A

GALVESTON, June 20.— An un­
told tale of suffering and grim tra­
gedy at sea came to light here when 
two messages found in bottles which 
had been cast into the sea were de­
livered to the local government of­
fice.

One of the messages had been 
thrown into the water for experi­
mental purposes. The other, which 
was written in, Spanish, contained a 
story of suffering and probable death.

The note read: “ Lost in the im­
mensity of the sea and without hope 
of succor, we direct this farewell mes­
sage to the world. With love for 
God.”  The message was signed by 
three Mexican sailors, J. Gotaria, P. 
Guiterrez, and F. Panteya.

The note bore no date nor was the 
name of the ship given.

Although no advices have been re­
ceived by local coast guards in con­
nection with the loss of a Mexican 
vessel, customs officials explained 
that Mexican fishing smacks are of­
ten lost in the rough seas on the Gulf 
of Mexico, especially during the sum­
mer season when heavy squalls are 
frequent.

The experimental note, which was 
thrown overboard the Frederick R. 
Kellogg by the third officer gave the 
location of the ship and asked that 
the finder forward the message to 
the nearest hydrographic office. It 
was January 16.

because of the fear that it might be 
used without care.

“For a man who will take care to 
study its effect and usage, I don’t see 
why he shouldn’t use the drug with 
intelligence.”

He detailed the manner in which he 
would have it used on a patient, the 
mild case, the severe attacks and the 
person in a comatose condition.

Threads Cause Obstruction.
Dr. Palmer in his paper, “ Intes­

tinal Obstruction,”  related personal 
experiences in the operating room 
with patients of this character. One 
case, he said, there was a band of 
adhesion holding two lengths of the 
intestines together, shutting it off. A 
successful operation relieved the ob­
struction. In another case, that of a 
patient who had been operated on two 
years previously, four little threads 
were scattered in different parts of 
the bowels. “ Only-one was doing real 
damage,” he said. “ It contracted and 
cut off the circulation of the bowels.” 
An operation relieved the distress.

The cause of obstruction is so small, 
he said, that an operation performed 
timely will save a patient’s life. “ We 
should all be careful in doing opera­
tions and carefully cover up all raw 
surfaces,” he urged.

Dr. J. B. Stackable, in a discussion 
following the paper, said that if “ we 
use more care there will be fewer 
cases of adhesion.” He urged that 
sui’geons make less haste in doing 
surgical work and more time.

A resolution of thanks was voted 
Dr. Davis for his paper at the sug­
gestion of Dr. W. H. Guy, president 
of the society and which was put in 
the form of a motion by Dr. T. L. 
Lauderdale.

After the last paper had been read 
and discussion closed and announce­
ments made from the chair, the visi­
tors and hosts went to the mezzanine 
floor for dinner.

NEW YORK, June 20.—The exodus 
of American Baptists to Stockholm, 
Sweden, as delegates to the Baptist 
World congress, scheduled to convene 
in that city July 21-27, began in 
earnest today with the departure of 
several of the trans-Atlantic liners, j

A party of 50 or more prominent 
Baptists sailed on the Pittsburg for 
Bremen. Among these were Dr. W. 
S. Abernethy, pastor of Calvary Bap­
tist church, Washington, and Cor- j 
nelius Woelfkin, pastor of the Park 
Avenue Baptist church of New York.

On the steamship Kungsholm, sail- 1 
ing direct to Gothenburg, a party of 
more than 100 Baptists took passage, j 
most of them being delegates from 
Swedish churches in the United 
States. Others in the party included , 
Dr. James M. Baker, who has spent I 
28 years in India, and Dr. Daniel G. 
Stevens of Philadelphia, editor of the  ̂
Baptist publication board, who is 
taking with him an extensive publi-! 
cation display which is to be a part 
of the exhibit at Stockholm. For the 
first time in the history of the Bap­
tist church, an exhibit has been pre­
pared that will feature the entire 
missionary, educational, publication 
and benevolent work carried on by the 
11,000,000 Baptists of the world.

After the adjournment of the world ’ 
congress it is planned to send this ex­
hibit on a tour of the leading capital 
cities of Europe, after which it will 
be brought to America for display at 
the 1924 sessions of the Northern and 
Southern Baptist conventions.

A large party of Baptists from the 
Southern Baptist convention is sched­
uled to sail on the steamship Beren- 
garia June 26, while the biggest party 
of all, from the Northern Baptists, 1 
will go June 30 on the steamship 
America.

MONEY FROM GASOLINE 
TAX BEGINS ROLLING 
INTO STATE TREASURY

AUSTIN, June 20. — Collections 
from the Cowen gasoline tax act that 
have come into the state comptroller’s 
office total approximately $300,000, 
ac-ccording to Comptroller Smith. 
Smith is holding all the funds collect­
ed until the status of the act is final­
ly determined. Under terms of the 
original bill, a 1-cent per gallon tax 
was required of all wholesalers, re­
finers and retailers.

Because of the uncertainty of the 
act, many dealers and others subject 
to the tax have not sent remittances, 
it is stated. Delay also was permit­
ted under terms of a resolution passed 
by the last session. Letters notifying 
the dealers that April and May taxes 
are due June 25, have just been sent 
cut.

It is probable suit will be filed in 
the Travis county district court to 
test the . gasoline tax act. Plans for 
such a suit have been under way but 
probably will be delayed until the 
governor disposes of the new act 
passed recently and now on his desk.

Idleness Menaces World’s Stability
By HENRY WOOD,

United Press Staff Correspondent.
GENEVA (By mall to United 

Press).—Unemployment still con­
tinues the most serious economic 
menace threatening the entire world 
at the present time.

The United States, England and 
Switzerland, all countries on a sound 
financial basis now, are virtually the 
only ones that have succeeded so far 
this year in seriously overcoming the 
unemployment situation. In nearly 
all of the other countries the situation 
remained virtually the same as last 
year.

These facts have just been estab­
lished by world-wide statistics receiv­
ed at the international labor bureau 
and made public today. While some 
countries show a slight improvement, 
due to local conditions, others show 
a slight increase in unemployment so 
that save for the three countries 
mentioned above the world-wide un­
employment situation has made very 
little improvement over that of last 
year.

Production Betters Conditions.
In the United States the situation 

has been largely overcome by a 
steady increase in production, notably 
in the building trades, but actual 
labor shortage along certain lines and 
transportation difficulties have pre­
vented a complete adjustment to date.

In England the situation has im­
proved as a result of increased pro­
duction in coal and other mining and 
in the steel, iron, woolen, carpet, 
clothing and paper industries.

Switzerland, the only other country 
that has succeeded in materially bet­
tering its situation, has reduced by 
3,500 the number of totally unelm- 
ployed.

Canada has played in somewhat 
bad luck and the number of unem­
ployed especially in the trade unions 
has increased considerably this year.

over last year. In France and Bel­
gium the situation remains pretty 
much unchanged.

Austria, which was undergoing a 
serious increase in unemployment at 
the end of last year, has been able to 
check this.

In Germany, although the percent­
age of unemployed in the trade 
unions was only 4.4 per cent at the end 
of January and which was about nor­
mal compared with the pre-war con­
ditions of 1913 this situation has been 
greatly changed since then by the 
Ruhr occupation. Agriculture alone 
in Germany has shown an increased 
demand for labor.

Nothing in the statistics received 
by the international labor bureau hold 
out hope for any real immediate im­
provement in the general world-wide 
situation.

DETROIT, June 20.—The place for 

a ballplayer’s wife is in the home, 
according to the management of the 
Detroit American league club, which 
has a rule barring wives of players 
from road trips during the playing 
season.

The Tigers are said to have fewer 
restrictions upon players than any 
club in Ban Johnson’s circuit. There 
is no fixed rule against drinking, but 
players whose intemperance inter­
feres with their playing ability are 
sharply disciplined by fines and sus­
pension.

Golf Not Forbidden.
Golf playing, forbidden by some 

managers, is not objectionable to the 
Detroit team management, which 
points out that players are at liberty 
to engage in the links pastime, if they 
can find time during the playing sea­
son between scheduled games and 
other duties of the baseball field.

Manager Ty Cobb, fortified by 17 
years in the American league, has 
positive ideas about the development 
of baseball clubs. The Tigers, under 
his leadership, is one of the few clubs 
in organized baseball that does not 
bave morning practice. Other pilots 
put their men through workouts be­
fore lunch, to keep their muscles lim­
ber.

Morning Practice.Does Harm.
Cobb, on the other hand, maintains 

that morning practice does more 
harm than good. He declares that if 
players work out before lunch, then 
go to the showers and relax for the 
few hours before the gapie time in 
the afternoon, their muscles are not 
as flexible as they should be. His 
practice is to have his men on the 
field shortly after noon, and he sends 
them through their paces then. By 
game time, he believes, the player’s 
muscles are fully limbered and the 
player himself is in best physical fet­
tle for the game.

There are no/fixed hours when De­
troit players must retire. Elimina­
tion of the morning practice avoids 
the necessity of early rising, and 
players are able to get a good night’s 
lest ,even i f  they elect to retire late.

SUED FOR $60,000 DAMAGES

EASTLAND, June 20.—W. L. Law­
rence of Nolan county and Leonard 
Williams and wife of Eastland coun­
ty filed their petition late Monday j 
against the Texas Pacific Coal & Oil j 
company for actual damages in the! 
sum of $15,000 and exemplary dam­
ages in the sum of $40,000 for the 
alleged death of W. O. Lawrence and 
his entire family on the Caddo road,1 
two miles north of Ranger, on June 
22, 1921. f

The petition alleges that W. O. 
Lawrence was an employe of ths 
Fleming-Stitzer Road Building com­
pany who was constructing the Caddo 
road north of Ranger and that the 
Texas Pacific Coal & Oil company 
was contracted to furnish gas for the 
camp. The tent in which Lawrence 
and family were occupying was with­
in a foot or two of the main gas line 
of the defendant company; and a 
caddie was used to tap the main gas 
line and furnish gas for the camp of 
the road building company and that 
the line running to the camp ran 
through Lawrence’s tent. At this con­
nection there .was-a leak in the gas 
line caused by a rain on the night- of 
June 21, during which some tem­
porary dirt which had covered the 
connection was washed away, leaving 
the line exposed through the tent. It 
is alleged that during the night of 
June 21, a heavy leakage of the gas 
pocketed in the tent of W. O. Law­
rence and that when he arose on the 
following morning he’ struck a mateti

to light' a lamp. That immediately 
an explosion occurred that caused a 
general holocaust in which Lawrence 
and his wife and two small children 
were burned to death.

The plaintiffs set forth that the 
death of the entire family was the 
result of explosion and as the direct 
and proximate cause of the defendant 
maintaining and keeping a gas line in 
improper condition and that the com­
pany had .been notified of the con­
dition of the lines and had promised 
to repair same immediately.

The plaintiffs sue for $15,000 ac­
tual damages by reason of the deaths 
of W. O. Lawrence, his wife, and two 
children and $40,000 exemplary dam­
ages for the carelessness and negli­
gence of the defendant.

W. L. Lawrence is the father of 
W. O. Lawrence and Mr. and Mrs, 
Leonard of Eastland county are the 
parents of Mrs, W- O. Lawrence. They 
join in the petition as plaintiffs 
against the defendant.
