SAN ANGELO, Texas, June 9.—
The University of Texas will be the
richest educational institution in the
world, in all probability, experts of
oil companies in Oklahoma, Kansas,

Louisiana and Texas conceded tonight,
if the Santa Rita wildcat drilled by
the Little Texas Oil and Land com-
pany on its T2-section tract of land
will flow the liquid gold oil that is
expected,

GERMANS FEAR
BRITISH WILL
STAY INRUHR

Movement of Troops Into Dus-
seldorf Explained, but Ber-
lin Officials Not Satisfied.

Germany received a real scare to-
day—one that took all the joy out
of “passive resistance”’—and govern-
ment officials were agog with nerv-
ousness over rumors that came from
Dusseldorf that British cavalry, in-
fantry and artillery had entered that
city. Immediately afterwards offic-
ials had become convinced that Great
Britain was going to take part in the
invasion of the Ruhr and anxious in-
quiries were instituted at the Brit-
ish headquarters in Cologne.

The reply received from there
brought considerable relief, it being
stated that the British troops had
entered Dusseldorf to participate in
maneuvers which would continue
until next Tuesday.

Many officials, however, are still
not positive this will not be the be-
ginning of British participation in
the occupation of the Ruhr. While
the movement is partially explained,
many of the Germans believe the
British intend to'take over the south-
ern part of the Ruhr valley, and that
the French and Belgians will move
into the northern part of that rich in-
dustrial region.

During the middle of the day the
streets are quiet, the peddlers or
street venders peacefully = doze! on
stools, or as they squat on the ground
but as the coolness of the early eve-
ning comes on the streets are liter-
ally alive with streams of humanity
and the peddlers become as husy as
bees which swarm around the goodles
sold by many of them.

Although at all times appearing
cool and refreshing, the plaza near
mid-day is practically deserted. But
later it is an extraordinary sight to
behold.  No artists e’er daubed on
canvas such a pieture as is so won-
derfully blended and displayed by
this color scheme. The green trees
and shrubs are moulded in a huge
frame by the sidewalks surrounding
them, which is itself inlaid and put-
terned with highly colored bits of
concrete.  And on this frame, weav-
ing and blending into the body of
the picture, are the hundreds of peo-
ple of every description—pretty girls
gayly wearing highly colored dresses
and carrying vividly figured parasols,
matrons shrouded with their famous
men wearing tight

During the afternoon we decided
to see from' beginning to end the
massive, magnificent Catholic cathe-
dral which adorns one corner of the
square. .
