:fEastland County ‘May Recover

- $650,000 on Deposit in
Security State.

EASTLAND, Nov. 27.—It appear-
ed today that the chances are still
good for Eastland county to recover
more than $650,000 lost in the fail-
ure of the Security State Bank and
Trust company about two years ago.
It seemed a cinch that the calamity
howlers would not have much to cry
about.

The district clerk’s office Monday
teceived the official mandate from
the court of civil appeal at El Paso,
upholding Judge Davenport’s denial,
in district court, of the attorney gen-
eral’s plea of privilege.

This is the second court victory for
Eagtland county in its suit to recover
the lost county funds and greatly en-
couraged those interested in the case.

The county’s lawsuit is now pend-
ing in the court of civil appeal at
Fort Worth and an early hearing is
expected, It seems probable that the
case will go to the supreme court,
but with all the rulings so far fa-
voring the plaintiffs, it looks very
encouraging for Eastland county.
»When the Security State Bank and
Trust=company went to the wall, it
was the depositary for Eastland
county. The county had in the bank
something more than $650,000, in-
cluding school funds.

There had been some  difficulty
over the bank’s bond as county de-
pository, and on this ground, the
commissioners: filed suit in the Nine-
ty-first district court against the Tex-
as state banking department, to re-

~~Burkett, Orr and McCarty, attor-
neys for the commissioners, assured
the officials that the state depart-

stances, and obtained a similar opin-
ion from the law firm of former
Senator Joseph ,W. Bailey in Dallas.

Judge Davenport, in district court,
found for the plaintiffs. This is the
decision now pending in the court of
eivil appeal at Fort Worth. Mean-
time, the defendants, through the at-
torney general, filed a plea of privi-
lege, to have the case tried in Travis
county. Judge Davenport over-ruled
this and the defendants appealed.

It was the mandate from the court
of civil appeals at El Paso, sustain-
ing Judge Davenport in this ruling,
that came to Eastland Monday.

0. D. Dillingham, president of the
Peoples State bank—*TI think the city
should buy the water plant and dis-
tributing system and arrange for a
pure water supply for the people to
drink. That can be had. As good
engineers as can be had have said
that by putting in a filtering plant at
the lake, we can have pure water.
Another reason for owning it is that
we would not only reduce the price to
consumers but also save them money
by doing away with water in bottles
and barrels.

“An inadequate system is costing
the people too much in insurance
rates. When we get a proper system
the key rate will be reduced. From
the standpoint of dollars and cents,
there will be a big saving in the city
owning the waterworks. The pur-
chase of the plant would only be a
small thing compared to the present
cost of the water and the present pen-
alties on insurance within the next
20 years.

Hall Walker, banker and property
owner—“Pure water and more of it.
We must have it whether the city or
the Ranger Waterworks company runs
the plant.”

S. A. White, representative of the
Texas and Pacific railroad in Ranger
“Every city should own its water-
works. If a filteration plant is built
at the lake, we’ll have better water.
I can say personally that I have no
great interest for I get my water
from Cisco, but still I wouldn’t have
to carry my water from the tank car
on the railroad tracks if the water is
fit to drink here.

Owing to the fact that much of
the cotton crop gathered in West
Texas this year (including that not
yet gathered) has been affected by
rains and other climatic conditions,
causing to some extent deterioration
in crops in some places, there is likely
to be a shortage in pure bred seed;
consequently, there is going to be a
great demand for prepared seed, and
as a result it is likely that persons
will attempt to bootleg inferior seeds
in many communities in West Texas.
We suggest that you urge your farm-
ers in purchasing seed for next year
to be especially careful to see that
persons from whom they purchase
seed are responsible in all cases.

It is of course unnecessary to say
that there is no economy for the
farmer in purchasing cheap, low grade
cotton seed, even though he might
save 50 cents a bushel on the pur-
chase. It is indeed a crime for any
farmer not to plant the very highest
grade seed. Ispecially is this so in
West Texas. The development of the
cotton industry in West Texas spells
prosperity, and it is the duty of our
merchants and bankers, and surely
the duty of the commercial organiza-
tion, to properly co-operate with the

But un-
til one masters the problem of how
to be happy in spite of things, as
well as because of things, there is
very little chance that we will really
find out the secret that makes life
worth while,

One should be happy because the
sun shines; because one has all his
faculties and can smell a rose, can
see a glorious dawn or a silver moon-
lit landscape, can hear the song of
the bird—why one should be glad just
to be alive.

One is rich if he has a good, true
friend; beautiful if that one friend
loves to look at one; famous enough
if our friends know we are trying
to do our best.

It is only the people who begome
blase and disillusioned, hiding their
candle under the dreary question,
“What’s the use ” That should be
discontented—and then not with
things as they are but with them.
selves.

We don’t all reach Rome by the
same road. FEach individual is the
architect of his castle in Spain and
the structures vary exceedingly.

Find out what will make you hap-
py and pay the price. Don’t say
“What’s the use?” that should be
realizes that there are myriads of
blessings in this great wide world
he has no right to obstruct the path-
way of those about him with a dreary
wail of “What’s the use?”
