Founder and Builder 
o f Bankhead High way 
Is Inspecting the Road

Colonel J. A . Rountree 
and Judge D e A r ­
m an  d , on Highway 
I n s p e c t i o n  T our, 
Spend Day in East­
land and Ranger and 
Are Entertained.

J. A. Rountree, head of the Bank- 
head National highway and director- 
general of 'the United States Good 
Roads association, and Judge J. M. 
De Armand, Texas state director of 
the Bankhead highway, visitors in 
Ranger yesterday were entertained 
at dinner in the McCeskey hotel by 
the directors of the Ranger Cham­
ber of Commerce.

President 0. D. Dillingham of the 
Chamber of Commerce, presiding, 
and other members of the board, 
gave assurance to the visitors that 
not only were they proud of the 
Bankhead highway and especially of 
that section extending between Ran­
ger and Cisco, probably the finest 
20-mile stretch anywhere in Texas 
and possibly in the west, but that 
they were interested in good roads 
generally and were using every ef­
fort to improve all roads leading into 
Ranger so the Bankhead highway 
might be made available to more 
people.

C ollectin g  Roadh D ata.
Colonel Rountree told his Ranger 

hosts that a tour of the Bankhead 
National highway through Texas 
was being made by Judge De Ar­
mand and himself to obtain all the 
data possible relative to the high­
way and the territory through which 
it extends to present to congress in 
an effort to get the government to 
take over and maintain this great 
transcontinental highway as a gov­
ernment road.

“ I am much pleased, more than 
that, I am delighted with the portion 
of the Bankhead highway that has 
been built,” said Colonel Rountree. 
“ I am very glad to learn that a num­
ber of counties that had not ini- 
proved their roads have voted good 
roads bonds and that the Texas 
highway department will co-operate 
in building the same.

“ Wonderful progress has been 
made in building this great highway, 
which starts at the zero milestone 
in Washington, and passing through 
13 states, ends at San Diego, Calif , 
a distance of 3,690 miles. And this 
is the main line only; there are 1,600 
miles of branch lines.”

Dihector General Rountree was 
the founder of this highway, which 
was named in honor of the late Sen­
ator John H. Bankhead of Alabama, 
who was the father of federal aid in 
the senate. Colonel Rountree has 
actively promoted this highway from 
the beginning, was, elected its direc­
tor general and has served in that 
capacity for the last eight years.

Colonel Rountree and Judge De 
Armand visited Midland, Big,Spring, 
Colorado, Sweetwater, Abilene and 
Cisco last week and were in East- 
land and Ranger Saturday. “ Every­
where we received the most cordial 
reception and were promised the 
heartiest co-operation in advertising, 
promoting and maintaining this 
great highway,” said Judge De Ar­
mand.

C on fer  in E astland.
Colonel Rountree and Judge De 

Armand were in Eastland all morn­
ing , yesterday. They conferred at 
the Chamber of Commerce with 
President C. B. Frost, Vice President 
J. E. Lewis and Secretary G. W. 
Briggs, for the purpose of soliciting 
the support of the chamber for the 
highway. They arrived in Eastland 
Saturday morning from Cisco, where 
they held a similar meeting on Fri­
day. After meeting the Eastland 
Chamber of Commerce, Rountree 
and De Armand went to Ranger on 
a similar mission. They will visit 
Texarkana and several other points 
on the highway and then will go to 
Dallas.

General Ludendorff

BERLIN, Nov. 10.— A report has 
come from Munich that General 
Ludendorff committed suicide imme­
diately after being paroled, follow­
ing his arrest in connection with the 
abortive revolt in Munich.

The question of the whereabouts 
of Adolf Hittler also remained to be 
cleared up. Some reports have had 
him headed for the Austrian fron­
tier.

Those acquainted with Dictator 
Von Kahr believe he would give Hit- 
tier very short consideration should 
he be apprehended.

General Ludendorff, German War 
hero, spent some time in the Munich 
police station yesterday following 
bis arrest in a barricade, with a 
group of monarchists. He was re­
leased after he gave his word of 
honor that he would not participate 
in another uprising.

ARMISTICE DAY OBSERVANCE
Special Services i'e the Churches Sunday; Banks to Close All 

Day Monday and Stores at Noon; Footiball Games in 
Afternoon; Schools to Remain Open.

Carl Barnes Post, No. 69, 
American Legion, charter which 
is yet to be secured, will not 
formally observe- Armistice day. 
Because of the shortness of the 
time since the ex-service men 
first met to organize the post. 
Dr. W. C. Palmer, temporary 
post commander, said Saturday, 
he believed it unwise for the 
post to attempt a formal pro­
gram for the day, the time be­
ing too short.

“ When next Armistice day 
rolls around, the Ranger legion­
naires will see to it that the day 
marking the end of the World 
war is fittingly observed,”  he 
added.

Even if no formal observ­
ance is held by Ranger patriotic 
organizations, practically all of 
the business houses will show 
their patriotism. The clothing 
stores, department stores and 
groceries will close their doors 
at noon.

The local banks will not open 
their banking doors Monday, it 
has been announced by officials 
of both institutions.

- The public schools will have 
classes as usual Monday. E. O. 
McNew, superintendent of 
schools, said that if Armistice 
day came on a school day there 
would be no classes, but coming 
on Sunday, he had not asked 
the school board for the declar­
ation of H holiday on Monday.

Lots of people will go to sur­
rounding towns in the afternoon 
for football games. The Strawn- 
Cleburne high school game at 
Strawn for the district four 
championship will attract many, 
as will the Abilene-Brecken- 
ridge struggle at Breckenridge, 
and the Eastland-Weatherford 
game at Eastland.

The Lions club will stage a 
big boxing show at the Liberty 
theatre beginning at 8:15 
o’clock, at which one 10-round 
bout and an eight and six-roun 
bout will be put on.

Sunday, the real anniversary 
of Armistice day, will be obserb- 
ed by special exercise in the 
churches. Celebrations will take 
place the following day. ,

L. L. Rosenquest, Eastland attor­
ney and poultry grower, was elected 
president of the Eastland County 
Poultry Breeders and Raisers’ asso­
ciation at the anual meting held Fri­
day night at Cisco. There was a rep­
resentative gathering from all parts 
of the county present.

Many of those who were in attend­
ance took occasion to visit the poultry 
exhibit in the Eddleman building, 
Avenue E and Broadway street, part 
of the Cisco fair, which came to a 
close yesterday. .

Eastland was chosen as the next 
meeting place of the association and 
also as the place for the 1924 poultry 
show.

Other officers elected were, George 
W. Briggs of Eastland, secretary of 
the chamber of commerce, secretary 
and treasurer; A. L. Poe, first vice 
president; B. S. Dudley, second vice 
president.

Paul J. McCarthy, World War 
Veteran, Killed While Driv­

ing His Car.

 ̂ OKLAHOMA CITY, Nov. 10.— 

Scores of police and detectives here 
wore searching today for the un­
known slayer of Paul J. McCarthy, 
31, attorney, found dead in his car 
here shortly after midnight.

McCarthy left his home in answer 
to a telephone call, arranging a meet­
ing with a party near his home. Soon 
afterwards the body was discovered 
by a passer-by, who imimediiately no­
tified the police. The slayer appar­
ently was sitting in or standing close 
to the car at the time of the shoot­
ing, for powder, burns wrere found 
on McCarthy’s coat. The bullet en­
tered the left chest and went through 
the heart, death being instantaneous, 
physicians said.

McCarthy served four years as as­
sistant municipal counselor while J. 
C. Walton, deposed governor of Ok 
lahoma, was mayor of Oklahoma City 
Authorities are working upon the 
theory that the attorney was slain 
for revenge. He- had been active in 
legal circles and wias said to have a 
wide understanding of under-world 
conditions here. Very recently he 
was admitted to a partnership in the 
law firm of Edwards and Lilard of 
this city. McCarthy served in the 
Thirty-second division in France as a 
member of the 167th ambulance 
corps.

An unknown woman was being 
sought today in connection with the 
slaying of Paul J. McCarthy during 
the night. . Two residents near the 
scene of the shooting told the police 
that after being aroused by the shots 
they had seen a woman running 
away.

A woman’s handkerchief was found 
near tl\e scene of the shooting.

Rewards aggregating $2,000 have 
been offered for the apprehension of 
the slayer.

McCarthy’s wife told the police he 
had received a telephone message and 
told her that a client named “Jones” 
was in jail and had asked him to come 
down and furnish bond.

Three women were being held to­
night for investigation. Two men ar­
rested during the day for investiga­
tion, one a former employe of Mc­
Carthy, were released this afternoon.

UNITED STATES WILL 
NOT, PARTICIPATE IN 
REPARATIONS INQUIRY

WASHINGTON, NoV. 10.—Secre­
tary Hughes’ plan for an expert con­
ference to bring about some settle­
ment of the German reparations pro­
blem will be quietly dropped, due to 
the imossibility of obtaining a satis­
factory agreement with France, it is 
believed here today. Despite the fact 
that Hug*hes, consistently and sig­
nificantly has refused to state that 
the plan for American aid in the 
reparations settlement had been drop­
ped, the concensus of opinion here is 
that any possibility for a successful 
revival of the plan with American co­
operation is very slim and remote. 
Secretary Hughes announced yester­
day he could not participate in any 
conference which would be restricted 
in its scope.

FORMER CROWN 
PRINCEBACK 

IN HIS HOME
Leaves His Dutch Retreat to 

Return to His Castle in 
Silesi’a.

BERLIN, Nov. 10.—Visions of a 
restored monarchy floated uncertainly 
before Germany’s eyes tonight. The 
return of the crown prince, negotia- 
toins with Chancellor Stresemann for 
the reconstruction^ of the cabinet and 
the sorrow felt :in many German 
hearts because of the failure of the 
revolt at Munich, together with the 
chagrin growing out of France’s de­
mands, made many think Germany 
was on the eve of a great revival. 
Whether the visions for the restora­
tion of the imperial throne were real 
or a mirage no one could say.

The former crown prince crossed 
the border at Blenheim early this 
morning and his wdiereabouts in Ger­
many were being kept secret tonight. 
He is reported to have promised the 
government not to take any part in 
politics or to appear in Berlin and 
was supposed to havfe taken a straight 
course for his castle near Oels to 
join his family.

WAR PRESIDENT , 
CONDEMNS 0. S. 

WORLD POLICY
Denounces as Cowardly Refu­

sal to Bear Responsible Fart 
* 1̂  In Reconstruction. \

WASHINGTON, Nov. 10.— In a bit­
ter and scathing* denunciation of
America’s attitude on world affairs 
since the war ended, Woodrow WiD 
son spoke by radio tonight to an au­
dience of probably more than one 
million listeners and delivered whaf; 
may be said to be one of the most 
sensational addresses of his career.

Within seven or eight minutes, the 
war president of the United State's 
compressed one of the bitterest 
structures ever hurled at any nation' 
for what he declared to be America’s 
withdrawal into sullen isolation. He 
denounced as ignoble, cowardly and 
dishonorable America’s refusal to 
bear any resposible part in the res­
toration of peaceful world prosperity, 
placing on America much of the re­
sponsibility for the world’s- present 
turmoil and confusion.

Mr. Wilson spoke in the study of 
his Washington home on “ The Mean­
ing of Armistice Day.”  His voice 
was obviously choked with emotion 
almost too great for him. He de­
clared that America’s post-war atti­
tude had been despicable and ignoble 
and that France and Italy seemed 
to have provided a sinister climiax to 
the European situation by making a 
scratch of paper of the Versailles 
treaty. ,

“ The proper way for the American 
people to observe Armistice Day,”  
said the former president, “ would be 
to put away all self-interest land act 
on the highest ideals of domestic and 
international policy.”   ̂ - ^

At times while speaking, Mr. Wil­
son’s voice quavered, and it was dif­
ficult to understand some of his 
phases, although he tried to speak 
slowly and distinctly.

FRANCE WILL DEMAND EXILE 
FOR FORMER CROWN PRINCE

REPARATIONS COMMISSION
MAY OBTAIN FREE HAND

PARIS, Nov. 10.—As a result of 

the refusal of the United States to 
participate in a reparations confer­
ence by experts to examine into Ger­
many’s capacity to pay, it is under­
stood here That Premier Poincare will 
consent to the reparations commis­
sion hearing experts on economics 
and finance. The hearings may com­
mence as soon as negotiations with 
Hugo Stinnes for an industrial com­
pact locking to resumption of work 
•in the Ruhr are concluded.

AMSTERDAM, Nov. 10.—Official 
announcement was made today by the 
Dutch government that the former 
crown prince of Germany, Friederich 
Wilhelm, crossed the German fron­
tier this morning on his way to Oels, 
in upper Silesia, where is located his 
estate to which he recently expressed 
a desire to retire.

The Dutch government is • under­
stood to have given him permission to 
leave Holland. An Exchange tele­
gram says he left the island of Wier- 
ingen, his home during the several 
years of his exile, at 4:30 o’clock this 
morning. Two motor cars awaited 
his party in the village on the main­
land and he drove away at daybreak.

The former crown prince, before 
leaving, wrote a letter to the populace 
in which he expressed his regret at 
being unable to say goodbye and his 
gratitude to the friends he had made 
during his exile.

The Dutch government is under­
stood to have taken the ground that 
it had no legal right to detain Friede­
rich Wilhelm in Holland and that his
departure should not involve Holland 
in any way. Nevertheless, many here 
aie looking for further developments.

Coolidge Gives \ 
Promise of Hope j 

To Armistice Day
By United Press.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 10.— Armis­
tice day ought to mean a promise of 
peace throughout the nation through 
goodwill based on justice among na­
tions, President Coolidge said in his 
Armistice day message given out at 
the White House tonight. He said:

“ Nov. 11 will be the fifth anni­
versary of the armistice which ended 
the World war. Tlje nations hav-3 
not yet recovered from the great 
catastrophe, nor will they for some 
time to come, but a great deal of 
progress has been made in that di­
rection. Most cf the millions of sol­
diers have returned to civil occupa­
tions.

“ The lapse of time has mellowed 
the resentments that arose out of the 
war and has healed many of the 
wounds, which such a struggle was 
bound to make.

“ It is to be hoped that we are on 
the threshold of a new era. The 
Washington conference resulting in 
the first practical limitation of arma­
ments among the nations did much 
to promote peace and goodwill. In 
our own country it has helped to re­
duce debts.”

STRESEMANN SAYS FRANCE
AIDED GERMAN ENEMIES

BERLIN, Nov. 10.— Chancellor 
Stresemann today charged France 
with having made it easy for ene­
mies of the republic to flout the Ger­
man government. He made this re­
ply when the French ambassador 
came to inform him that France 
would not tolerate a reactionary dic­
tatorship, it was learned tonight.

A WOMAN’S PLEA
In many churches throughout the 

country, Armistice Day, a woman 
member will present “A Woman’s 
Plea”—a statement regarding the 
permanent court of international jus­
tice.

In some churches the plea will be 
preesnted by a gold star mother, in 
others by a mother whose son served 
overseas. In practically all the mes­
sage will be read by a woman of local 
prominence.

The statement, which was prepared 
by a group of influential women, was 
sent out in response to an appeal from 
them by the commission on interna­
tional justice and goodwill of the fed­
eral council of churches. Many pro­
mises to use it have been received.

The statement, which is entitled “ A 
Woman’s Plea” follows:

“ This year Armistice Day falls up­
on the Lord’s day, and in churches 
throughout the country women are 
pleading as Christians for a Christian 
world. Five years ago today the war- 
torn world rejoiced at the coming of 

. peace^The.hopes of millions of men 
and women ran high for a world peace, 

^^^Termanent and just.
“ We celebrate that day, but with 

confessions of failure and of sin. We 
have not achieved that peace, nor real­
ized that justice. Deep hatreds and 
fears abide. Nations today still com­
pete in preparing for war. Not only 
is war a bitter fruit of the tree of 
Violence and hate, but also a root 
which strikes deep down into the soil 
of a competitive and unfriendly world

“ In this world-problem and world- 
task none are more deeply concerned 
than women. It is we who supremely 
suffer and mourn when wars rage 
and sudden death destroys our youth.

“But we are not without hope. De­
spite daily visions of disaster there is 
a Power that can save us and the 
world.

“ ‘Repent and believe’ was the good 
news brought by our Lord to men of 
old. But repentance must be for that 
whole system—a system to which we 
have contributed—that historic sys­
tem of aggressive nationality and 
economic rivalry , which inevitably 
hurled one nation against another in 
a conflict for power, and which, if un­
restrained, will hurl nations into war 
again.

“ We are urged to consider today 
the immediate practical step which 
America can take in helping to bring 

• righteousness and peace.
“ Justice demands that no nation 

' declare in the name of patriotism that 
in any dispute it shall be at once the 
judge, the party to action, and the 
executioner to carry out the sentence.

‘ ‘All over our land today as our 
pastors are preaching, men and wom­
en are thinking on the proposal of our 
late president that America become a 
member of the world court of justice. 
The great women’s organizations of 
our country have endorsed this pro­
posal and are earnestly promoting it, 
and today we are called to a new 
service for peace and justice.

“ As women in our own homes we 
have striven to be impartial, kind and 
constructive, so in the national work 
we ask tha(t to each nation be given 
its rights, that the weak be protected 
against the strong and especially that 
in place of selfish greed and savage 
resort to brute force, there be a spirit 
of mutual good-will, each considering 
the rights and needs of all. A war­
less world can be based only on im­
partial justice.

“Women believe that the ethics of 
the home should have universal sway. 
For this reason we welcome the pro­
posal of our late president that Amer­
ica become a member of the world 
court of justice, and thus take its 
place as a nation in extending Chris­
tian ethics to the family of nations.”

stimulate their hearty co-operation,” 
Rountree said.

“ Our tour is a part iof the move­
ment to advertise the highway and 
attract tourists. The winter season 
in West Texas is lovely, a revela­
tion to the people of the North and 
East. We want to get the Bankhead 
highway advertised throughout the 
United States and there is no rea­
son why it should not attract shoals 
of winter tourists and thus make 
good business for the towns along its 
route.

Eastland County Responds.
“ Five years ago Eastland county 

came to the front with hearty en­
thusiasm and the people have kept it 
up.

“ Callahan county has voted $200,- 
000 bonds for the Bankhead highway 
and this has been met by the state 
ind county on a two-for-one' hasi° 
Taylor county has voted $350,000 
cn the same agreement and Nolan 
county $400,000.

“ This two-for-one is an unprece­
dented ratio of co-operation and 
assures the Bankhead highway its 
completion and maintenance.

“ The present arrangement means 
that Eastland county is certain of 
having a good road. It does not have 
to keep it up. The state highway 
department is pledged to keep the 
road in good condition and if the 
state of Texas should fall down, the 
federal government is obligated to 
maintain the highway.”

Colonel Rountree has made five 
trips across the continent over the 
highway, accompanying the path­
finding commissioners and the army 
convoys over it. He is well acquaint­
ed with the entire route and has seen 
it grow from a merely imaginary 
line into a connected and well built 
driveway, with over 90 per cent of 
its entire length built or under con­
tract.

The handsome and efficient new 
telephone exchange of the Eastland 
Southwestern Bell Telephone com­
pany is slated to be put into service 
Sunday.

The building, at 313 South Mul­
berry street, was completed Satur­
day as scheduled, with the exception 
of a few minor details and finishing 
touches.

The plant is the last word in elec­
trical service equipment. The switch­
board will care for 800 subscribers 
and can be extended to accommo­
date 2,000 or more stations, thus 
taking care of all possible future 
growth of Eastland for some tim^ to 
qpme.

An entirely new central office 
has been installed in the building. 
The whole improvement cost up­
wards of $200,000, with $35,000 on 
inside apparatus and $75,000 on 
outside replacement.

This means the passing of the 
“ coffee grinding” cranking system 
in Eastland. Hereafter it will re­
quire only the lifting of the tele­
phone receiver from its hook to get 
central.

It 'is calculated that it will take 
about three weeks or more to get all 
the operating force thoroughly train­
ed in the operation of the new 
switchboard and in the meantime the 
service will not be as good as the 
Southwestern Bell Telephone com­
pany likes to furnish its patrons.

Eastland subscribers are earnestly 
solicited to exercise patience and 
make due allowance until the new 
arrangements become familiar.

In a short time, the public will be 
invited to the telephone building to 
inspect the new equipment. Mutual 
understanding will go a long way to­
ward getting good service.

It was planned to require approxi­
mately five minutes to complete the 
transfer from the old to the new 
system. This wor :̂ was to have been 
done at 6 a. m.
