PITTSBURGH, Pa., Oct. 10.—A
few negroes-early today were report-
ed to have left the Stowe township,
near here, during the night following
an order last night by a self-ap-
pointed viligance committee that ev-
ery negro in the township must quit
the community within a few hours.

Street Railways

Adopting System
of Weekly Passes

By Associated Press.
ATLANTIC CITY, Qct. 10.—
Thirty-five street railway companies
in this country are using the weekly
pass system; by which passengers

are given unlimited mnumbers: of
weekly rides for amounts ranging
from $1 to $1.75. 'This was report-

ed to the American Electric Railway
association convention here today.
Whether the pacs system is an un-
qualified success the committee was
unable to say. It did report, how-
ever, that the pass had reduced the
cost of rides per passenger, but that
it had inecreased the number of rides.
It has been. particularly helpful in
reducing jitney competition, the re-
port declared.

“Everywhere that the pass has
been put into use, so far as the jit-
ney evil is concerned, there has been
immediate improvement. in condi-
tions,” the report said. - “The other
preeminent advantages is that the
pass and permit everywhere seem to
have created a better sentiment to-
ward the companies employing the
experiment.’

Other géneral advantages pointed
out by individual companies, but not
declared by the committee to be uni-
versally true, were speeding up op-
eration, ‘avoiding arguments. over
fares, stimulating rides in non-rush
hours and reducing work for train-
men,

MEASURED OFF LANDS
WITH RAWHIDE ROPE

EL PASO, Oct 10.—In the early
days of El Paso, surveyors used a
rawhide rope ‘to measure off lands.
When the weather was wet. extra
good measure ‘was given, according to
Mrs. Mildred A. Vogel, who claims
to be the only woman manager of an
abstract office in Texas.

Mrs. Vogel hassrmade a study of
titles to lands in the Southwest and
asserts that she has found many in-
teresting things in conhection with
Spanish grants, Indian holdings and
titles given to early settlers.
