WASHINGTON, Feb. 5.— From 
the same devotional book, which 
Woodrow Wilson read every day of 
his: life as he communed with God 
before laying himself down to sleep, 
will be read passages tomorrow aft­
ernoon at his funeral services.

Bishop James Freeman of the 
Episcopal church will read from the, 
same passages which ' strengthened 
and comforted Mr. Wilson in his 
trying hours as president and as a 
semi-invalid. The private services 
at 3 o’clock will open with the read­
ing by Rev. James Taylor, Presby­
terian pastor, of the twenty-third 
passage. Then Rev. Sylvester 
Beach, his pastor at Princeton, will 
offer a prayer.' This will be follow­
ed by reading* of extracts from the 
late president’s devotional book.

At the Bethlehem chapel of the 
Washington Episcopal cathedral, 
Bishop Freeman will read verses 22 
and 26 of chapter two of St. John. 
Dr. Taylor will read the ninetieth 
psalm. The choir will sing. Bishop 
Freeman will read the order for the 
burial of the dead. The choir will 
then sing, “ The Strife Is Won, the 
Battle Is Over,-'. The services will 
be concluded with benediction by 
Bishop Freeman.

President Coolidge today directed 
that no work be performed in any 
governmental departments after 
12:30 o’clock on the day of the serv­
ices. ,

MR. AND MRS. M’ADOO
HURRYING TO WASHINGTON

KANSAS CITY, Feb. 5,— Mr. and 
Mrs. William G. McAdoo, hurrying* 
to Washington for the funeral of 
Woodrow Wilson, father of Mrs. Mc­
Adoo, passed through Kansas City 
at midnight. The train was one hour 
late and the Santa Fe officials were 
making valiant efforts to keep it 
moving* as near schedule as possible 
in order that the McAdoos might 
reach Washington in time for the 
funeral Wednesday.

The train is fighting* heavy snow­
drifts and railroad officials believed 
it would be impossible to reach Chi­
cago on schedule. They are due to 
arrive in Washington at 9 o’clock 
Y/ednesday morning.

MRS HARDING SENDS MESSAGE 
*GF SYMPATHY TO MRS. WILSON

Carl Barnes post No. 69, Ameri­
can Legion, will attend the memorial 
for the late’ Woodrow Wilson at the 
Methodist church auditorium next 
Sunday afternoon in a body, it was 
indicated today by Dr. W. C. Palmer, 
post commander.

The post will also do honor to 
their dead commander-in-chief Wed­
nesday night at the port’s new quar­
ters in the Guaranty bank building*. 
The program has not been worked 
up yet, Dr. Palmer said, but an 
eulogy on the life and works of the 
great war president will he deliver­
ed. The post’s colors have not ar­
rived, but when they do it is prob­
able they will be draped with crepe 
for the remaining* days of the 30 
day’s of mourning* as urged in Presi­
dent Coolidge’s proclamation.

Although funeral services for the 
late president, which will be held at 
3:30 p. m., eastern time, in the Beth­
lehem chapel of the National cathed­
ral at Washington, will be the occas­
ion of memorial services all over the 
country, ®Dr. Palmer said he believed 
it would be advisable for the post to 
honor their war chieftain at a night 
service.

GOVERNOR ASKS ALL

MR. WILSON’S FUNERAL
AUSTIN, Feb. 5.— Governor Neff 

issued a proclamation requesting sus­
pension of business during the fun-, 
oral hour of the late former presi­
dent, Woodrow Wilson.

“ Let us as Texans and Americans 
participate in this united tribute,” 
the proclamation said in part.

The governor also sent a telegram 
of sympathy to the former president’s 
widow.

BRIDGETON, N. J., Feb. 5.--C. 
b. Dickson, in jail here charged with 
the murder of his 1 5 year-old daugh- 
!er, Emma, whose muUiated body 
was found near Port Elizabeth last 
year, today was expected to write a 
statement that he <-'aimed would 
solve every detail of the crime. He 
is said to have told James Abbott, an 
intimate friend, that his aged father 
killed Emma.

Dickson said his father had plan­
ned to kill him also in order to ob­
tain $1,200 that was coming to Em­
ma. “ After he had killed her there 
was nothing for me to do but help 
him get rid of the body,” Dickson 
is reported to have said.

Dickson said the mudrer had been 
planned with care by his father, who 
pulled down the blind so that none 
could see what he was doing. “ Go 
put a sheet over your head and ask 
him,” Dickson told the detective.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 5— John 
King, former national republican
committeeman from Kentucky, was 
today subpoenaed by the committee 
investigating* the oil scandal cases. 
At the same time subpoenas were is­
sued for Guy Stephens and Thomas 
Lee of New York. The three men 
were ordered to appear before the 
committee Thursday.

A new line of inquiry dealing* with 
Albert Falls’ investigation of Mexi­

Mexico in conection with the leasing 
of oil lands and large profits, is im­
minent.

Senator Walsh went out on new 
trails today. He remained away 
from the committee session and 
would not discuss his new investiga­
tion. The feeling here is that the 
committee is on the verge of new 
and startling disclosures.

CHICAGO, Feb. .5.—-The West to­
day was digging itself out7of a snow 
blanket with drifts ranging* between 
one and 10 feet, and at the same time 
feeling around for new means of 
communication with the outside. 
Swarms of telephone and telegraph 
repair men were laboring today in 
the snow and cold in a desperate ef­
fort to link together the scores of 
cities which had lost touch with Chi­
cago and surrounding towns.

The wireless stations in Chicago, 
Milwaukee and Minneapolis were be­
ing overworked to replace the fallen 
electric wires. They sent out limit­
ed news dispatches and broadcast re­
lief messages.

Near Waupaca, Wis., two Soo pas­
senger trains are reported snow­
bound. A relief train with food and 
blankets has been sent from Chicago. 
The wireless said the trains were 
helpless in great snowdrifts.

Trains from the west are hours 
late, but traffic east has suffered lit­
tle interruption. Weather bureau re­
ports indicate that the storm in the 
West has passed its crest and is now 
sweeping eastward, but with less vio­
lence. For 24 hours snow and, sleet 
swept by a 50-mile an hour gale, 
has converted the whole territory be­
tween Texas and Canada into a vast 
snow blanket.

The American Telegraph and Tele­
phone company reported at 7 o’clock 
this morning it had no wire working 
to the east and was able to^put up 
only one wire to the wes ,̂ that ex­
tending to Elgin.

KANSAS CITY, Feb. 5.— Gales, 
snow and zero temperature scourged 
the middle west today. The worst 
blizzard in years raged across the 
territory between the Rocky moun­
tains and the Mississippi valley, 
bringing suffering and heavy prop­
erty damage. Train schedules were 
demoralized and trains were running 
between one and 24 hours late. 
Many trains were cancelled.

The wire companies suffered heavy 
damage, high winds and sleet beat­
ing miles of wire to , the ground. 
Communication with even nearyby 
points was, interrupted. Street cars 
in Kansas City were barely able to 
continue operations and in many 
cities the service was reported at a 
standstill. Livestock growers report­
ed heavy losses on the ranges.

Rain began falling Sunday night 
as the storm swept eastward. Snow, 
fell all day Monday, the snowfall 
totaling seven inches,, and was ac­
companied by winds that averaged 
40 miles an hour in Kansas City, 
causing the snow in many places to 
form into immense drifts. The tem­
perature dropped steadily and . was 
near the zero point in many points 
in Kansas and Nebraska.

Relief was promised from the se­
vere storm immediately by the wea­
ther bureau with clearing skies and 
rising temperature by tomorrow.

METHODISTS SOON TO 
DEDICATE MAGNIFICENT 

CHURCH IN CHICAGO
CHICAGO, Feb. 2.— Chicago tem­

ple of the First Methodist Episcopal 
church, the tallest church edifice in 
the world, will be dedicated some 
time before Easter.

The temple was erected at a cost 
of more than $3,000,000 and is ac­
claimed a masterpiece in Gothic arch­
itecture.

Situated in the “ loop,” Chicago’s 
densest business district, the sky­
scraper temple towers 556 feet above 
the pavement. An immense golden 
cross at the apex is visible for miles 
around.

From the street the cross appears 
a few inches in dimensions. In real­
ity it is 12 feet high and six feet 
wide.

The new church will be used for 
Americanization schools and patriot­
ic gatherings, according to Dr. John 
Thompson, the pastor. It is hoped, 
he said, to make it the hub of pro- 
testanism in the middle west.

“ Our great temple, resting on pil­
lars going down 100 feet to bed rock, 
with its open doors in this mighty 
civic center, must grip the city and 
contradict the false impression that 
somehow religion is losing out and 
is on the decline.

“ It is to be a dominant tower; a 
mammoth denial that this age is ma­
terialistic and commercial and is in 
danger of losing- God.”

The cut stone in the church’s 
street fronts amounts to 90 carloads.

NEW ORLEANS, Feb. 5.— H. & 
B. Beer wired Jess Taylor & Co., of 
Ciscso as follovvs:

The tendency of the market re­
mained upward today, due to bullish 
Liverpool spot advice and the more 
favorable view entertained of the 
European trade situation as result of 
England having recently formally 
recognized Russia. The improvement 
in the domestic demand for metals, 
especially steel', served as a construc­
tive feature in the speculative mar­
kets.

In the semi-monthly review Mont­
gomery, Ala., reports that the crop 
preparations did not advance much 
during- January because of unfavor­
able weather, but says that has very 
little meaning since there is ample 
time for preparation and pitching 
the new crop and that because of 
extremely cold weather the soil 
throughout the belt is in good con­
dition for cultivating. There were 
light showers in the central portion 
of the belt and in Alabama, with 
some snow in Oklahoma, and there is 
the probability of showers in the 
South Atlantics, but the coming of 
colder weather will likely bring fair 
weather on into the 'whole cotton 
region. All of last week was favor­
able, if not probable that this will be 
another favorable week for field 
work.

Next Wednesday’s weekly weather 
crop government report is likely to 
be the most favorable issued so far 
this year.

Lost Motion
How efficiency of workers is reduced by 

lost motions is being shown through de­
tailed photographic studies. Observation 
of bricklayers of ordinary training, who 
are said to use the same methods that 
have prevailed for 7,000 years, and of 
that most ancient of craftsmen, the berry 
picker, are said to give no indication that 
the best way to do these tasks is to follow 
instinct. The layer of brick can be trained 
to do three times as much work with the 
same effort, according to the tests. Simi­
larly, the berry picker can increase his 
harvest fifteenfold, it is said.

Man,”  and one of the really great 
men of this nation of great men, is 
eulogized briefly by William G. 
Shepherd in the Christian Herald. It 
llustrates what one man can do when 

he is not afraid to seize an onpor- 
tunity and find the way. Mr. Shep­
herd writes:

I went into a sick room to see j 
him. It was a gray, winter day. ;j 
through the window I saw the cold, 
winter ocean. I found him a huge 
bulk of a man. He seemed to have 
lost weight, fpr I noticed that his 
vest seemed a little too large and his 
coat hung loosely. I caught a tired 
look, just for a minute, in his eyes.

And then in one minute, after a 
handshake— my biggish hand was lost! 
n his— the sunshine was turned on. | 
He smiled and— I was under the j 
charm of Russell H. Conwell. It isi 
x charm that has held millions o f 1 
rien and women in our land.

Always Doing More.
He was not too old, even with his 

iighty-one years, or too weak in his 
'onvalescence, to be himself. And 
here is not a more amazing man in 

America than he. Five different 
famous writers have tried to write 
biographies about him and his aston­
ishing life; he has always done more 
astonishing things, after the biog­
raphies were written, than he had 
lone before, thus making the books 
look like unfinished documents.

As he talked I had a picture back 
in my mind. It was nighttime on 
the battlefield of Kenesaw Mountain. 
A huge bulk of a twenty-year-old 
boy captain lay on the ground. A 
stretcher bearer, seeking for wound­
ed, bent down to try to hear heart­
beats. “ He’s gone,” said the bearer; 
“ his chest is blown open.” They went 
away and left that pile of bleeding 
flesh in the darkness.

But there was life in that body. It

DALLAS, Feb. 5.--Collector of In­
ternal Revenue George C. Hopkins, 
of the Second district of r£exas, said:

“ Hundreds of thousands of women 
annually file income tax returns and 
pay income tax. No official esti­
mate of the number of such returns 
for the year 1923 can be given, but 
statistics for the year 1921, the lat­
est compilation of such figures, 
show that for that year the number 
was approximately 800,000. The tax 
assessed on the income reported by 
women was more than $111,000,000. 
Of the total number of returns filed 
by women, 89.000 were by wives 
who made separate returns from 
their husbands. The amount of tax 
collected from this source was ap­
proximately $43,500,000.

“ More than 100,000 women filed 
returns as heads of families by rea­
son of the support of one household 
of one or more relatives. The ex­
emptions allowed the head of a fam­
ily are 82,500 where the net income 
was $5,000 or less and $2,000 where 
the net income exceeded $5,000. Tax 
collections from these w o m e n 
amounted to approximately $10,000,- 
000. In addition there were filed ap­
proximately 600,000 returns by sin­
gle women, in which term is included 
widows, divorcees and women living 
apart from their husbands. The 
amount of tax from this source was 
more than $58,000,000.

“ A woman who was widowed dur- 
Vio- the year 1923, unless the head 
of a family or remarried on or be­
fore Dec. 51. 1923. may claim exemp­
tion of 31,000. A wife supporting 
in invalid husband in a sanitarium 
"s entitled to an exemption, of $2,500 
or $2,000, according to whether her 
net income was $5,000 or less or in 
'xcess of $5,000. The separation is 
one of necessity, and she is not con- 
idm-'d for income tax purposes to 

be “ living apart” from her husband. 
If, however, there is a continuous vol­
untary separation between husband 
and wife, each must take the status 
of a single person with respect to 
the income tax. ‘File your income 
tax return early,’ is a slogan that ap­
plies especially to women, who thus 
will avoid the congestion occurring in 
collectors’ offices during the closing 
days of the tax filing period, which 
ends at midnight March 15.”

MUSIC M EM ORY CONTESTS
STEFS TO W ARD S CU LTURE

The purpose of the dfusic mem­
ory Contest is to cultivate among 
school children an appreciation for 
good music, to turn children away 
from a fondness for the coarser and 
more meaningless forms of musical 
composition to a genuine love for 
the classical productions of the great 
masters, according to Prof. F. L. 
Reed, head of the school of music in 
the University of Texas.

Prof. Reed has recently published 
a booklet entitled “ Music Memory 
Stories” which is to be used in the 
interscholastic league contest. This 
booklet contains stories about many 
of the great masters relating to 
some piece of music which they have 
written. That only the greatest 
masters of music are being consid­
ered is shown by the fact that the 
following are among those ted: 
Schubert, Brahms, Mozart, Bee­
thoven, G on nod. Bizet, Handel, 
Grieg, Dvorak, Mendelssohn, Grain­
ger, Chopin, Wagner and . ~t.

“ These little essays on the. types, 
of music are intended to suggest' or­
der and differentiation in the cha<ps 
of popular musical conceptions,” 
said Professor Reed. “ The children 
should be given opportunity .to ex­
press their own views on each sub­
ject and each piece; they should 
never be told what to think, but 
should be encouraged to think for 
themselves.”

SH O W S PROGRESS IN TEXA S

DALLAS, Feb. 5.— Texas public 
utility electric stations in 1923 pro­
duced approximately one billion kilo­
watt hours.. In 1917 it was 436,765,- 
000 kilowatt hours. The increase in 
five years was almost 100 per cent.

Electrical energy is one of the very 
few cost of living items that is small­
er now the country over than it was 
in 1913, says the Texas Public Serv­
ice Information bureau. It is also 
one of the few commodities the use 
of which may be taken as an actuate 
indication of the general condition 
of the country.

One of the reasons for the lower 
cost of production of electric ener­
gy now than in 1913 while everything 
else costs more is in the development 
of efficiencies a*>d economies through 
research and engineering activities. 
Use of larger units and taking advan­
tage of diversification of uses and 
demands is a great factor.

There is a definite trend toward 
the large central generating plant 
with its efficiency of performance 
and economy of operation. These 
tremendous units with the develop­
ment of inter-conection of one great 
system with another is tending to 
spread the benefits of electric power 
all over the state and to approach 
the time when many farms will have 
electric power and light service.

PARAFFIN IN OIL WELLS OFTEN
INTERFERES WITH OPERATIONS; 

ITS PREVENTION AND REMOVAL

One of the novel displays in San 
Francisco’s recent Palace of Elec­
tricity exhibit was an electric range 
which had gone through the Berke­
ley conflagration and was still in 
working order. At the time of the 
fire this range was installed in a 
house in the burned area. Thus, it 
was subjected to tremendous heat 
when the house was consumed. After 
the ruins had cooled, .the range, 
somewhat battered, was removed to 
San Francisco, where it was tested. 
The heating elements were found to 
be in good order. New connections 
were made and daily while the Pal­
ace of Electricity was open, a tea 
kettle full of water on a griddle 
boiled merrily, despite what the 
range had been 'through.

Electric street railways of the 
United States, according to the U. S. 
department of commerce, during 
1922 used .more than one-quarter of 
all th<? electric energy generated in 
the country. The total current pro­
duced by the electric plants of the 
nation in 1922 was slightly in excess 
of 45,000,000,000 kilowat hours and 
it is estimated that the total produc­
tion for 1923 was approximately 
56,000,000,000 kilowat hours. This 
production, if used for no other pur­
pose, would have put at the disposal 
of each man, woman and child of 
the country sufficient electrical cur­
rent so that they might have all kept 
a 25-watt electric bulb lighted seven 
hours each day of the entire year.

The increased difficulties in the 
operation of oil wells and the losses 
of production caused by the deposi­
tion of gumy and waxy hydrocar­
bons, commonly called parrafin, in oil 
wells, tubing, other pumping equip­
ment in the pores of productive 
oil sands, have long been recognized,' 
but the trouble has not been over­
come, states R. Van A. Mills, petro­
leum engineer, department of the in­
terior, in Serial 2,550, just issued by! 
the bureau of mines.

The so-called paraffin that collects 
in oil wells and in the pores of the 
oil producing sands immediately 
around the wells, is generally made 
up of amorphous wax or uncracked 

j paraffin, asphalt, or other gummy 
hydrocarbons mixed with more or 
lc-ss water, oil and inorganic silt. 
Some of the samples o£ this “ paraf­
fin” collected from! oil wells in dif­
ferent fields and examined by the bu­
reau of mines contain as much as feo 
per cent by weight of water and in­
organic silt, whereas other samples 
are composed entirely of waxy hy­
drocarbons and oil. The inorganic 
silt accompanying this “ paraffin” is 
mostly1 fine sand, clayey materials, 
common salt, and finely disseminated 
precipitates of calcium and magne­
sium carbonates. Sulphates o f cal­
cium, barium and strontium are less 
common constitutents of the “ paraf­
fin.”

The deposition of paraffin and as­
sociated substances upon the faces 
of the productive sands in the wells 
and in the pores of the productive 
sands immediately around the wells 
tends to obstruct the flow qf oil and 
gas into the wells. This damage is 
most commton and at the same time 
most serious in old pumping wells 
where the gas pressure has been de­
pleted and the oil has been subject­
ed to long continued evaporation by 
escaping gas. The plugging effects 
generally become progressively worse 
until in, extreme cases, the flow of 
oil into the wells is practically shut 
o ff long before the recoverable oil 
is exhausted.

Casing, tubing, sucker rods, valves, 
and working barrels also become so 
badly fouled with paraffin as to in­
terfere with pumping. In some fields 
flowing wells, especially those flow­
ing through tubing, become choked 
with paraffin deposited in the tubing 
and casing, or even in the flow lines 
that conduct the oil from the wells 
to the field tanks. The deposition 
of paraffin in a flowing well is gen­
erally the worst in the upper part 
of the well where the pressure is 
comparatively low and the oil has suf­
fered the full chilling effect of the

expanding gaps. As the flow of oil 
and g’as is choked off, the paraffin 
tends to run together and pack, 
sometimes completely filling the tub­
ing or casing for several hundred 
feet. Losses in production followed 
by expensive pulling and cleaning 
jot ŝ, are the usual accompaniment of 
“ paraffining.” In extreme cases, es­
pecially .where improper cleaning- 
methods are used, the productive 
sands around the wells may become 
plugged to distance of several feet 
away from the wells, thus damaging 
those wells beyond repair.

Present methods for preventing 
and removing paraffin and associated 
deposits from oil wells are not at 
all what is to be desired. The cost 
of cleaning out paraffin is high arid 
the results seem to be only temiporr- 
rily beneficial. Wells that have in­
creased their rates of production sev­
eral hundred per cent upon being 
cleaned, often go back to their old 
rates of production within three or 
four weeks after they are cleaned. 
The problem then is not only to clean 
the wells beneficially and economic­
ally, but to mairitain the beneficial 
effects long enough to make the op­
eration profitable. The redeposition 
of the paraffin and associated sub­
stances, especially calcium carbonate, 
must be retarded or prevented. The 
problem of the effective prevention 
and removal of paraffin and associat- 
edresidues from oil wells is one wor­
thy of considerable investigation and 
is one which the bureau of mines 
hopes to attack further in the near 
future.

Information regarding causes of 
deposition of these “ paraffins,”  and 
suggestions as to methods of pre­
venting paraffin and methods of re­
moving paraffin from oil wells are 
given in Serial 2,550, copies of which 
may be obtained from the depart­
ment of interior, bureaur of mines. 
Washington, D. C.
